My son, as one can see by the cover, you are now in good hands, you will
receive an education, and religious training, supplemented by things you are
taught at home, that will make you a good citizen | know at this age, you are
just a little too young to understand the realistic side of life, but each year as you
grow older, if you will reread this message, | hope that you will benefit by some
of the things said here.

Chuckie, by the luck of birth, you were born of a dark skin, and Negro An-
cestry, remember this point well, because there is a difference between a dark
skin, Asiatic, European, Mongolian, or Oriental, and an American Negro. Be
as proud of your color, as daddy is of you, but remember that unless this war
changes things you will find your dark hands will contaminate many things they
touch. Your Negro heritage is something to be proud of, your forefathers helped
to build this country with sweat, blood and tears. You're not a first or second
generation American, this is your home. Generations of your forefathers, have
been interred here, and you owe no allegiance, or have no sympathy for a father
land. A Negro, Crypus Attucks was the first man to die in the Revolutionary
War These things you will not find in your history books, but, if you should
commit a crime against society, the word Negro will be printed in big black,
bold type. When your teacher says that every boy in this room has the chance
to be president, close your ears son, because she doesn't mean you. Now if
you were left to grow up with your classmates, without any outside influence
from the old ones this letter wouldn't be necessary Nevertheless, you will make
contacts among your classmates who won't care who you are, what your nation-
ality is, but will admire you for what you are. Acquire all the manners, culture,
and education that you possibly can.

Daddy doesn’t care what you choose for a life’'s work—butcher, baker, or candle
stick maker—but what ever it is, be the best in that line. A job of any kind wiill
be hard enough for you to acquire if you are just mediocre, but if you excel,
you will be given consideration. | have no desire for you to become the richest
man in the world, | just want you to be a darn good man, by that | mean you
can’t proclaim Christianity and dislike any of your fellow men, because surely
God won t have a segregated heaven for various racial groups. If you can look
your fellow man in the eye and say each day I've lived this day for God and you,
then you will have become all the things daddy hoped you would be.

OUR AIMS

The Sepia Record was conceived with
the hope that it would be the medium that
would bridge the gulf of racial misunder-
standing. The Negro, like any other race,
is concerned primarily with making a liveli-
hood and without any handicaps attributed
to the color of his skin. Our aim is to show
that Negroes are not different in any re-
spect from the average American.

OUR PURPOSE

We propose to publish the Sepia Record
as long as we are a service to the commun-
ity We have hopes that this will be an
educational medium.

There are two types of persons who form
prejudices, first are those who hate without
a reason, they really are ignorant and easily
led from one hate to another These persons
we give to God because reason and under-
standing isn’t in their lexicon. Secondly, is
the group who is prejudiced because he
doesn’'t quite understand what you are like
psychologically We propose to educate

this group into knowing that the Negro is
basically like any other nationality

The Quad-City area isn’t the most preju-
diced place in the world, neither is it
Utopia. There are a few readjustments that
would help the Negro become a better
citizen. He pays taxes to support public
amusement places, from which he is barred
because of his color In the entire Quad-
City area there have been only two defense
homes made available to Negroes. An
Anti-Negro police force isn’t conducive
to better race relation.

A Negro should be invited to become a
member of the Post War Planning Com-
mittee. There have been steps made in the
right direction, the Negro has been ac-
cepted as members at the Davenport
y.M.C.A. The C.1.O. has sponsored a
Quad-City Interracial Committee. Negroes
have been employed in shops where they
have never dared tread before. Our pur-
pose is to keep this flame of democracy
burning and hope that we may be instru-
mental in making the Quad-Cities a model
community, that would be an example of
democracy for the rest of America to follow.

A few years later, in 1912 he became a Christian and
later in 1916 he was called to the Ministry In 1918 he
enrolled in Western Baptist College in Macon, Mo., which
in later years was moved to Kansas City, Mo., where he
graduated in 1927 He was ordained in the Ministerial
Alliance at Tipton, Missouri, in 1922, and at that time he
was District Missionary of the Central District. The first
church of his pastoral work began at Mimia, Mo. Slater,-
Kansas City,- Tipton; and Fayette, Mo. are churches he re-
modeled while pastoring. While in Fayette he was auditor
of the Mt. Zion District and active in the civic work of
the Negroes of Fayette. He later moved to Monroe City,
Mo. and there he remodeled the church and parsonage.
After a few years he moved to Fort Madison, lowa, where
he built a modern church in eleven months. At present he
is pastor of the Third Baptist Church of Davenport. In the
past two years, he has redecorated the church with new
pews, lights, and rugs, and has done some remodeling in
the basement of the church; also some remodeling on the
parsonage. One hundred and twenty five persons have
been added to the chu*rch under his administration

Rev Pollard is at present, Secretary and Evangelist of
the Eastern District and Board Member of the lowa, South
Dakota, Nebraska and Minnesota Baptist Association.

Rev Pollard was united in marriage to Miss Usie Reagor
in Kansas City, Mo., May 18, 1931, and Mrs. Pollard
has worked successfully with her husband in his work.

Rev Pollard is the President of the Negro Ministerial
Alliance of Davenport, and Vice President of the Quad-
City Negro Ministerial Alliance. He also works on the
city Juvenile Delinquency Committee of the Interracial
Ministerial Alliance.

MRS. USIE POLLARD

Mrs. Usie Pollard is the wife of the Rev H C. Pollard.
She is a devout Christian Worker, and holds various offices
in the local church. She is also chorister of the Eastern
District, State Supt. of the Home Department of the Sunday
School of lowa, Minnesota, South Dakota, and Nebraska
of the Baptist Association. She is the Chairman of the
Devotional Committee of the Ministers Wives of the
National Baptist Convention

Mrs. Pollard has been pianist for several of the Churches
the Rev Pollard has pastored. She is the author of many
church plays, poems and songs. Mrs. Pollard started play-
ing for the Sunday School at the age of 11 at Wagoner,
Oklahoma She has studied Voice and Music in Kansas
City, Missouri

The Quad-Cities Most Outstanding Negro

Leon R. Harris was born in Cambridge, Ohio. His
father was a roving musician and never took the slightest
interest in him He was separated from his mother at the
age of two, and from his mother’s family when four years
old, being made a ward of an orphan asylum The asylum
placed him in the Cambridge grade schools at the age of
six and he was in the fourth grade when they gave him
away This is all the common school education Harris
ever received except what he himself obtained from read-
ing and studying at night and on Sunday Later he was
able to work his way through Berea College and Tuskegee
Institute. Completing his school work Harris went to work
in a pipe mill in Birmingham,- later went to lowa It was
his intention to attend school there but his longing for a
home, which he never had, overcame him and he married.
Home comforts were a spur to Harris' ambition, and from
the time of his marriage he has worked steadily at good
jobs. He worked in lowa and the Northwest for a con-
tracting company for five years, then went to North Caro-
lina, engaged in farming and taught the rural school in
his neighborhood for another five years. He built the
first Rosenwald school for colored in the state of North
Carolina. Was elected organizer of the first Negro Farmers'

LEON R. HARRIS

Mr. Harris Is the Author of Many Articles, Poems
and Short Stories Which Have Appeared in Seme of
the Nation’s Leading Magazines. In Spite of His
Numerous Public Activities, He Has Held Down a
"Bread and Butter Job" as a Mechanic and Can
Boast of Over Thirty-Five Years of Service with Rail-

road and Railroad Construction Companies.

Union and later, with three others, in 1922, organized the
National Federation of Colored Farmers. National Secretary
of this organization for twelve years and president of it for
six years. Edited the Modern Farmer, only monthly farm
paper in the nation for colored farmers, for eight years.

Leaving Portsmouth, Ohio, in 1919, he moved to
Richmond, Indiana. Edited the Richmond Blade for three
years. His attacks on the Ku Klux Klan in the state of
Indiana forced suspension of this publication.

Was appointed a member of Pres. Hoover’s housing
conference in 1930. Served as secretary for the Committee.
Is considered an authority on Negro rural housing.

Mr Harris is a public speaker, has addressed several
university student bodies, has had several speaking en-
gagements on the radio. He has appeared on the “Wings
Over Jordan” Program in Cleveland, Ohio. Mr Harris is
a quiet, unassuming man, one who is an inspiration to
others and a shining example that you can make achieve-
ments under the most difficult circumstances.

His home is now in Moline, lllinois. He is the President
of the Tri-City branch of the N A. A. C. P since its or-
ganization. He is a Member of the African Methodist
Church. Mr Harris is independent in politics.

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MASONIC ORDER

W. A. Taylor was born
in Jamesville, Wisconsin,
October 7, 1869. He has
lived in Rock Island since
1871, was educated in Rock
Island schools and has been
employed at the Masonic
Temple for the past 27
years. He is the Past Master
of the King Solomn Lodge,
No. 20.

“He who goes down into the battle of life giving a smile for every frown, a cheery
word for every cross one, and lending a helping hand to the unfortunate is after all
the best of missionaries.” And as we think of this little quotation, we are reminded
of the beautiful Prince Hall Masonic and Order of the Eastern Star Home, standing
as a great monument to the integrity of the Masonic family of the State of lllinois,
on the bank of the beautiful Rock River in Rock Island, Ill. Giving shelter and com-
fort in various ways to those who in later life have become unfortunate, we must pause
for a moment in retrospect over the birth of this great institution. For nothing good
ever just happens. And so in 1903 this institution was born in the mind of the late
Henry H. Burris then Most Worshipful Grand Master of Prince Hall Grand Lodge
F and A. M. of Ill. and Jurisdiction. Mr. Burris was a resident of Rock Island. IIl.,
and was a member of the letter mail force of that city Through him came the idea
and the purchase of thirteen acres of ground with a semi-modern house which was
soon converted into a home for aged and unfortunate masons, their widows and
children. After several years came the great builder, Dr J. C. Ellis, present Most
Worshipful Grand Master It was under his management that a large modern home
capable of housing 250 persons was built at a cost of $102,000. Today this fine
home is all paid for and is one of the finest show places in the State. It supplies a
large garden, and its own meat, has its own laundry and is adequately furnished to
meet all the requirements of a comfortable home.

HARRY ROBERTS

Mr Roberts started at the Post
Office, March 10, 1921, and is
the first Negro Postal Employee in
the city of Davenport. He has
had 31 years of Government
work including a stint at the Rock
Island Arsenal.

EDWARD HOUSTON

Edward Houston is the only
Negro in the entire Quad-City
Area that is a member of the
police force.

Mr Houston began his duties
on the Rock Island police force in
June, 1935, as a special police
officer, and on Feb. 22, 1936, he
was promoted a regular

He walked the west end beat
for one year, and for the past six
years he drove the patrol wagon
and squad car Three months ago
he was again promoted, now he is
in charge of all radio calls.

Policeman Edward Houston has
many friends as a law enforcement
officer, and the negroes of the
Quad-City Area are indeed proud
of Mr Houston’s achievements,
and the city of Rock Island gives
democracy another assistance by
incorporating a negro into its
police force.

HARVEY LILLARD

The late Harvey Lillard, whose
daughter is Mrs. Valdenia Gruiner
of Rock Island, Illinois, was re-
sponsible in no small manner in
the discovery of Chiropractic heal-
ing by the late Daniel Palmer

Mr. Lillard was in reality a
human Guinea Pig, the first man to
have his spine manipulated by a
practitioner's hands to produce
healing results.

Mr Dugan has followed closely in the footsteps of the late Tom Bass
and he is the only Negro recognized in show circles. Mr Dugan has showed
some of the top show horses throughout the United States and abroad.

OUR FIGHTERS

Sports produce more unprejudiced people than any
other walk of life with the exception of music, stage and
screen. Boxing is the sport that has the most body con-
tact, but friendships are fostered between Negroes and
Whites even after the most bitter fight. The Golden Gloves,
a great undertaking, has sent champions to take over
professional ranks. The Quad-City area has sent its share
of champions to Chicago, the Negro battlers, who perhaps
were the most outstanding, were Frank Nelson, Tommy
Campbell and Eddie Hudson, all of these boys were
classy fighters, hard hitters and went to the top in the
Amateur ranks.

One of the most courageous little fighters in the Quad-
Cities was Eddie Statin. Boxing is a tough sport when you
have all your mental and physical facilities but to be
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handicapped like Eddie, and then succeed is a tribute to
the man himself Statin is a deaf and dumb mute but this
didn’t prevent him from being a Quad-City Golden Glove
Champion | remember one night at the Rock Island
Armory, Statin was fighting for the championship. He
had a bad third round and it was a pitiful sight indeed to
see his second, Visconi giving him instructions between
rounds. Statin returned to his task and defeated his op-
ponent. The crowd gave him a great ovation.

Negroes can go to the top in the fight game, Negroes
can play high school and college football, but are not
permitted to play in the pro-ranks. Negroes can’t play
college basketball in the Big Ten due to a ’gentleman’s
agreement”, but are welcomed in the pro-ranks. Funny
world isn't it?

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CLUB ZODIAC LOOKS TO THE FUTURE

One Wednesday evening in mid-August, 1942, five
young men met together in a club room at the Davenport
Y.M.C.A. to discuss ways and means of organizing a pro-
gram for Negro Youth. From this meeting, similar in some
ways to the actual founding of the Y.M.C.A. as a world
movement 100 years ago, came the impetus for a com-
munity program that, to date, influences the entire Negro
Youth of the City Club Zodiac, a name representing the
four seasons of the year, was chosen as a fitting title for
this first organization composed entirely of Negro Young
Men. The group, with a membership of twenty-five, met
weekly at the "Y"; set up their own program, and, after
several months of program-planning embarked on a course
of action designed to benefit not only the membership of
the club, but the entire negro youth of the community
Dances, skating parties, and many other activities of a
social nature were sponsored by the Club. There was a
real need for such events, and the resulting attendance
justified the efforts put forth by the Club. Davenport had,

and at this writing has, no designated center for Negro
activities of a social and recreational nature, but this fact
has not deterred the planning committees of Club Zodiac
in arranging their programs. By restricting membership in
the Club to those young men who have evidenced a
desire to work for the good of their community, we now
find the original organization stepping down to make way
for city-wide activity This is as it should be. Zodiac, may
be likened to a seed, that, following germination, grows,
spreading its roots in several directions. The program that
has been developed must not wither, but, working with
other organizations both Negro and White, must further
prosper until it is fully recognized and respected by the
entire community From such recognition must come equal
rights, freedom from segregation, and the opportunity to
give of oneself toward the total good of the community,
irregardless of race, creed, or color Davenport is witnessing
a step toward complete racial understanding and cooper-
ation Nothing must undermine this action.

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JOHN DEERE AND A NEGRO

By GRANT BARBER

ELEBRATION of the 100th anniversary of

the birth of the John Deere steel plow

here recently signalized an event which

contributed as greatly to the opening up
west as did the railroads. The conquest of the
prairies was made possible when the young black-
smith at Grand Detour with the able guidance and
assistance of a colored man, perfected the plow
which would cleanly turn the furrows of the black
sticky soil of a vast inland empire.

The early pioneers who pressed into the new
west, stimulated and inspired by visions such as
that which impelled the youthful John Deere to
leave his native Vermont, found themselves balked
in their ambitions by the lack of an implement
which would plow up the rich virgin soil at their
feet. The tools which they had brought with them
from the east made the cultivation of the broad
acres an impossible task It was not until the lately
arrived village smithy, with the help of his Negro
friend, contrived with the aid of a broken sawmill
blade of shining steel to design a moldboard that
would turn the black sticky loam aside, scouring
itself as it cut the furrows, that an implement was
placed in the hands of the pioneers of the west
that unlocked the riches of a new continent of
opportunity for them and their posterity

The anniversary which a great industrial organiza-
tion recently celebrated is as rich in romance as
any epic of the plains and the prairies. From a
little blacksmith shop came an invention which was
to achieve the greatest conquest of peace time in
our history It transcends the cotton gin in its
economic importance,- for in the lack of the shiny
steel plow the pioneers would have been turned
back until the challenge of the soil had been met.
It was the creation of the plow that uniocked the
underground treasure chests of a prairie empire

The village smithy and his Negro collaborator
were more than inventors. The vision out of which
sprang the key to the boundless wealth which the
prairies contained, was to extend itself to the up-
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building of a great industrial enterprise and a far-
flung sales organization

The youthful frontier blacksmith of the thirties

of theecame a manufacturer whose name, linked with

his product, was to be carried to the farthest corners
of the earth It is seldom that the inventor is pos-
sessed of the business and executive capacities to
develop a great industrial institution John Deere
was not lacking in these qualities. He attracted
others equally capable of fulfilling their respective
responsibilities, in the upbuilding of an organiza-
tion which was first to distribute the plow through
the new west and then to all parts of the world
In building up a sales organization the House of
Deere solicited as their representatives the most
responsible agents in the new communities. The
integrity of the famed name was thereby to find
expression in every transaction

The industrial establishment which was located
at Moline, first to produce the plow, was later to
engage in the manufacture of many farm implements
and, to give employment to thousands of men and
women who took pride in the products of the
House of Deere The spirit of the Negro man who
aided John Deere in the perfection of the steel
plow should be an inspiration for us today

The contribution which the Deere factories have
made to the economic progress and well being of
this community is familiar to all They have dis-
bursed millions of dollars locally which have gone
into homes and the comforts of living for countless
thousands through the years.

The erection of a Colored community center in
East Moline is some indication of the interest the
modern Deere & Co. has shown in our people
Had it not been for the scientific knowledge sup-
plied by a lone man of color, this community
center and the vast Deere enterprises would today
be impossible This recent centennial observance
should awaken fresh pride in the achievements of
our people. The Negro has been loyal to the
American form of government, and he is entitled
to far more credit than he has ever received.
