FALLS, "THE GREATEST OF THESE IS LOVE".

2. KINDNESS - LOVE ACTIVE. NOTICE CHRIST'S LIFE WAS SPENT GOING ABOUT DOING GOOD} MAKING
PEOPLE HAPPY. There is a difference in giving pleasure and TRYING TO PLEASE, OR VICE VERSA.
GIVE PLEASURE! LOSE NO CHANCE TO MAKE SOME NEEDY SOUL GLAD. "ONLY ONCE DO WE PASS THRO*
THIS WORLD.B

3. GENEROSITY - "LOVE ENVIETH NOT." THIS IS LOVE IN COMPETITION WITH OTHERS. OTHERS DOING
THE SMAE JOB BETTER THAN WE. ENVY THEM NOT. ENVY IS A FEELING OF ILL-2ILL TO THOSE WHO ARE
IN THE SAME LINE AS OURSELVES, A SPIRIT OF COVETOUSNESS AND DETRACTION. ENVY, THAT MOST
DESPICABLE OF ALL THE UNWORTHY MOODS WHICH CLOUD A CHRISTIAN’S SOUL ASSUREDLY WAITS FOR US

This is love in society, love in relation to etiquette. "Love doth not behave itself unseemly
POLITENESS HAS BEEN DEFINED AS LOVE IN TRIFLES. COURTESY IS SAID TO BE LOVE IN LITTLE THINGS

AND THE ONE SECRET OF POLITENESS IS TO LOVE.

LOVE CANNOT BEHAVE ITSELF UNSEEMLY. YOU CAN PUT THE MOST UNTUTORED PERSONS INTO THE HIGHEST
SOCIETY, AND IF THE"™ HAVE A RESERVOIR OF LOVE IN THEIR HEART, THEY WILL NOT BEHAVE THEMSELVES
UNSEEMLY. THEY SIMPLY CANNOT DO IT. A REAL "GENTLEMEN" IS A MAN WHO DOES THINGS GENTLY IN
LOVE. It TAKES Love TO MAKE THE UNGENTLE SOUL GENTLE, THE eNSYMPATHETIC SOUL SYMPATHETIC,

CANNOT BE GREAT. THE ONLY GREATNESS IS UNSELFISH LOVE. THINK OF THE CREATES XMAS GIFT
YOU EVER RECEIVED - WAS IT REALLY THE GIFT ALONE? THE MOST OBVIOUS LESSON IN CHRIST’S
TEACHING IS THAT THERE IS NO HAPPINESS IN HAVING AND GETTING AND IN BEING SERVED BY OTHERS.
But He that would be great ''said Christ" let him serve, he that would be happy, let him
REMEMBER THAT THERE IS BUT ONE ftA" - IT IS MORE BLESSED TO GIVE THAN TO RECEIVE."

ANALYSIS OF LOVE, IT FINDS A PLACE} AND THE BIBLE AGAIN AND AGAIN RETURNS TO CONDEM IT AS
ONE OF THE MOST DESTRUCTIVE ELEMENTS IN HUMAN NATURE. WE ALL KNOW MEN AND WOMEN WHO WULD
APPARENTLY BE ENTIRELY PERFECT, BUT FOR AN EASILY RUFFLED, QUICK-TEMPERED, OR "TOUCH"
DISPOSITION.

WE WOMEN ESPECIALLY, SOMETIMES WHEN PROVOKED, WE CAN'T HAVE OUR WAY - WE GET SO ILL-
TEMPERED IT ACTUALLY MAKES US WEAK AND SICK BODILY, SOMETIMES WE HAVE TO GO TO BED. LACK
OF LOVE THAT GIVES UNDERSTANDING. THE TRUTH IS THERE ARE TWO GREAT CLASSES OF SINS -

SIN3 OF THE TODY AND SINS OF THE DISPOSITION. THE PRODIGAL SON, MAY BE TAKEN AS A TYPE OF
THE FIRST, THE TLDER BROTHER OF THE SECOND. WHICH OF THESE IS THE WORSE? ITS BRAND, WITHOUT
A CHALLENG, UPON THE PRODIGAL. BUT ARE WE RIGHT? LOOK AT THE EFFECT UPON EVERYONE, THE
BEHAVIOUR OF THE ELDER SON "HE WAS ANGRY AND WOULD NOT GO IN" HOW MANY PRODIGALS ARE KEPT
OUT OF THE KINGDOM BY THE UNLOVELY CHARACTER OF THOSE WHO PROFESS TO BE ON THE INSIDE?

In THE YEAR 1900, A TRAVELING HAND, UNDER THE LEADERSHIP OF ELDER M.D. GORHWM, STARTED OUT
FROM SOUTH CREEK, N. G. PREACHING AND TEACHING THE GOSPEL OF REDEMPTION, FROM STATE TO STATE,

ORGANIZING CHURCHES IN THE SOUTH. COMING NORTH IN 1908 AT WHICH TIME ELDER DARDEN WAS MADE
LEADER OF A GROUP THAT WENT TO WICHITA, KANSAS TO CARRY THE GOSPEL, WHILE -LDER M. D. GORHUM
