Relief and Burial Quarterly Report
SHOWING MEMBERS PAID AND FOR WHICH QUARTER

The following Laws were passed by the Grand Lodge at its Communication in Des Moines in July, 1937.
Art. XIII., Sec. 1 (c). Every Lodge stall pay into the General Fund 

of the Grand Lodge One Dollar ($1.00) for each and every member on its 
rolls on June 25th of each year, and to the Grand Relief Fund Fifty Cents 
(S0.50), and to the Burial Fund Fifty Cents ($0.50) for each member on its 
rolls the first day of July, October, January and April respectively, which 
quarterly payments shall be accompanied by a report made out upon blanks 
to be furnished by the Grand Secretary, showing the names of the members 
for whom it is paid. Any member Three (3) Quarters in arrears shall not 
be eligible for Benefits from the Relief and Burial Funds; and no money 
paid into the Grand Relief Fund shall be transferred or loaned to any other 
department.

Read them carefully:
Sec. 41, Chap. VI. Benefits from the Relief and Burial Funds shall be 

paid to the proper Claimants of every member who at the time of his death 
was not three quarters in arrears (Relief and Burial), suspended and the 
warrant of whose lodge is not under arrest and whose death was not caused 
by intoxication or other immoral conduct on his part, in which case no Ben­
efits shall be paid.

Chap. VI, Sec. 36 (b). In addition to amendments in 1936.
Provided, further, that a member automatically dropped from Relief 

and Burial Benefits shall reinstate by beginning payments on any Quarter, 
and his status will be on the same basis as a new member.*
