Gov. AltKeld IHSUOH a Call for Help for 
l'ulliiiiin'H Starving. 

CHICAGO , August 23.—Gov. Altgeld 
has issued a proclamation addressed: 

To the People of the State of Illinois, 
and Especially Those of Chicago: There 
is great distress growing out of want 
of food in and around Pullman. More 
than 1.000 families, or in the neighbor­
hood of 0.000 people, are utterly desti­
tute, nearly four-fifths of them women 
and children. The men have endeav­
ored to get work, but are unable to do 
so. As a rule the men are a superior 
class of laboring people, and some of 
them have worked for the Pullman 
company more than ten years. Those 
who have been given work can get 
food, but cannot help their neighbors. 
The relief speiety is unable to get more 
supplies. The county commissioners 
of Cook county have rendered some 
assistance, but owing to the limited 
appropriations can furnish relief but 
for a short time. We cannot now stop 
to inquire into the cause of this dis­
tress. The good people of this state 
cannot allow women and children by 
the hundreds to perish of hunger. I 
therefore call upon all humane and 
charitably disposed citizens to con­
tribute what they can towards the re­
lief of these people. 

The governor has made arrange­
ments with the overseer of the poor to 
render the necessary assistance until 
contributions begin to come in as a re­
sult of his proclamation. 

CHINESE TREATY. 

Great Things Expected of It Ily Senator 
Davis. 

WASHINGTON*. August 20.—Senator 
Davis, of Minnesota, member of the 
committee on foreign relations, expects 
great things from the new treaty with 
China. lie says it will prove most ben­
eficial to our commercial interests, 
which have for years been obstructed 
by the contentions over the question of 
immigration. Chinese immigration is 
now made unlawful by both countries. 
Owing to this and other disputes, other 
countries have distanced us in the race 
for China's trade. This country has 
the best geographical position for se­
curing the trade. China has granted 
concessions for an immense iron and 
steel plant and for railroads and tel­
egraph. All this indicates commerce 
with the empire whose people consti­
tute one-fifth of the human race. China 
uses silver in trade, but produces little 
of it. This should give our silver 
mines a market and go far to make 
bimetallism practicable.

sign or veto it. It is the third time 
during Cleveland's terms that the river 
and harbor bills have become laws ' 
without his approval, the only other 
bill of this kind submitted to him 
having been vetoed. Aside from the 
amount carried by the bill also comes 
fi8,400,000 for the river and harbor con­
tracts, making the total for this class 
of work $19,878,190.

The yield is above 
the average. The value of the crop at 
43 cents per pushel is §17,841,353. It 
will require 2.7(il,809 bushels to sow 
the crop of 189.1. The surplus for ex­
port is 23,281.9(52 bushels.

It was decided that there is no occa­
sion for making any change in the es­
tablished grades. 

ALIX'S CREAT FEAT. 

TIIE National Labor Commission is 
now in session at Chicago, investigat­
ing the Pullman strike. 

The report which has gained currency 
that the Japanese government is trying 
to negotiate a 550,000,000 loan to carry 
on the war is not believed at the Japan­
ese legation in Washington. It is said 
that the finances of the government 
are in such excellent condition that it 
is improbable outside aid will be sought 
at thisstageof the hostilities, although 
recourse to a loan later, if the war is 
prolonged, would not be unexpected. 

0 Touching the loan which it was 
stated China was seeking to float in 
financial centres, a London dispatch 
says the amount wanted was 10,000,-
000 taels in silver or about S14.000.000. 
Financiers are tumbling over each 
other to make the loan and it is believ­
ed over $.100,000,000 have been tendered 
the Chinese government. The result 
is China is not inclined to pay over 4 
cent. The negotiations have hardened 
the silver market and silver is expected 
to go higher. 

Ye Sung Soo, the Corean min­
ister at Washington, has received 
a letter from a friend in Chemulpo, 
which gives particulars concerning the 
famine in Corea. The letter says the. 
condition of the people in the famine 
stricken district is a most pitiable one. 
Of eight provinces in the kingdom, but 
three are producing any crops. In 
these provinces the recent rebellion 
occurred. Men and women are wan­
dering from place to place, and, home­
less and friendless, are dying on the 
streets. Others are endeavoring to se­
cure relief for them, but where, the 
letter asks, can they obtain food'? The 
opinion is expressed that since the war 
between China and Japan has broken 
out the condition of the people will be 
more serious. 

At the recent session of the bime­
tallic conference, at Washington, a 
committee of five, consisting of C. S. 
Thomas of Colorado. Alexander Fulton 
of Delaware. J. A. Gallagher of Ohio. 
Judge Joseph Sheldon of Connecticut,

A St. Paul dispatch says: North­
western crop reports are of a most en­
couraging character, so far as wheat 
is concerncd. Farmers in Polk. Kitt­
son and Marshall counties, in the Red 
lliver valley, report their spring wheat 
averages a tout twenty-two bushels to 
the acre, seven-eighths of it grading 
No 1 hard. The only bad wheat re­
ports come from South Dakota and 
western Minnesota. The drouth was 
severest in the border counties of 
Minnesota and South Dakota and there 
the wheat yield runs from six to ten 
bushels to the acre, the average being 
about eight. Late rains have helped 
corn to some extent, but it will be a 
very light crop, probably about thirty-
live per cent of the usual. Potatoes 
are the lightest crop known in ten 
years and tubers are being shipped in 
from the southwest for present use, 
the immediate demand far exceeding 
the supply. 

According to South African advices, 
The rebellious Kaffirs defeated with 
serious loss a detachment of mounted 
policc attempting to relieve the gar­
rison at Agatha, then attacking- the 
main column of the Boer forces, but 
were driven back.

j'rora Brazii at tho Portuguese in­
vasion, was another Avho, having 
taken refuse in tho British colony 
and being anxious to get on, "saAV 
no Avay so likely to do it as by turn­
ing I'yratc," in Avhich lino he sopn 
distinguished himself by tho sarno 
qualities. "He feared nothing, 
avoided no danger, and always went

This was, indeed, the golden rule of 
piracy, which, accidents apart, 
ahvays led to success. 

Vessel, after vessel did Brasiliano 
and his friends take, regularly re­
turning to Port lioyal to squander 
aAvay their gold in every kind of de­
bauchery. On sea or land "nothing 
could withstand tho \'alor of these 
desperadoes." They shrank from no 
encounter at any odds, and their 
victories were generally folloAvod by 
"horrid cruelties Avith Avhich they 
tortured the poor Spaniards after a 
manner shocking' to relate," partly 
in order to get more money, partly, 
it seems, in mere wantonness of fury.
