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.Judge Tour^ee: "If I was a colored 
itian in the north I would go to a 
fashionable white Christian church at 
least once a month, and to every other 
place where a ;jood citizen should go, 
and put myself in evidence us a good 
citizen. I must criticise my Negro 
friends for submitting too much. No 
race ever received its rights unless it 
stood up for them and made it a part 
of its religion to do so."

The Poor and Weak Have Little to Hope 
for Prom a Perverted and Dis­

torted Christianity. 

Do Those Who "Profess" Religion Ever 
Feel Ashamed of Its History in 

the Pint iiud Present'.' 

ALII1A NOTES. 

Albion W. Tourgee. in Chicago Inter Ocean. 
Professor Washington, of Turikegee 

College, Alabama, in a recent address, 
says that the only way for the colored 
people to "have the most of Jesus is to 
have a good bank account." 

The statement seems a little ̂ irrever­
ent, and is not a little ludicrous; but 
Professor Washington Ls entirely sin­
cere, and the caustic truth of his dec­
laration goes a great way toward dissi­
pating the smile -that comes to one's 
lips as he reads. The plain English of 
it is that a colored man must not ex­
pect much satisfaction from Christianity 
on earth unless he becomes first a suc­
cessful worshiper of Mammon. 

Professor Washington's theory is that 
the true formula of "pureand uiidefiled 
religion" is "Praise God and make 
money." 

This theory is just as delusive as any 
other specific for avoiding thij ills of 
harsh conditions. 

The simple truth is, and it is this no 
doubt which Professor Washington 
really means, that Christianity is not 
of any sort of value in securing justice 
for the weak believer at the hands of 
the rich and strong ones. The colored 
man docs very well not to rely upon 
such sentiment to secure him from the 
white man's rapacity and injustice. 
Christianity in the abstract is an eternal 
unvarying truth; in the concrete it 
takes on the color of the times and 
peoples among whom it flourishes. 
Yesterday it denied the colored man's 
right to life, liberty, or happiness. It 
took them away and gave them to the 
master and calmly and andoubtingly 
asked God's blessing on the act. To­
day American Christianity admits the 
colored man's abstract equality of 
right, but says he must not enjoy it, 
because to do so would offend his white 
brother, who although no longer a 
master has still the right to rule, 
direct, and control, if not individually 
at least collectively, his "brother in 
black." As in the past the white 
Christian killed the colored brother, 
whom he owned, without fear of the 
law, being himself judge, jury and 
witness, so to-day the white man pro­
claims it to be his Christian duty to 
prevent the colored man from enjoying 
a greater measure of liberty than he 
himself is willing to accord. He is 
ready to be kind but not ready to be 
just. He is willing that the colored 
man should work for the lowest rate of 
wages, but not willing that he should 
have the same rights and opportunities 
as the white man. Yesterday the flex­
ing of Christian principle was justified 
on the ground of divine ordainment— 
because God had bestowed the right to 
rule on the white man, and it was the 
duty of the colored man to obey. 
Driven from this by the bloody logic of 
events, they now claim that the im­
mutable law of life, older and more 
sacred than the gospel of Jesus of 
Nazareth, is that the rich and strong 
shall possess the earth, and that the 
poor and weak must submit and serve. 
Yesterday the irrefutable proof of the 
right to rule was a bill of sale; to-day 
it is the control of the state. As the 
Christianity of yesterday did not give 
up the control of the slave until com­
pelled by dire necessity, so the Chris­
tianity of-to-day will not yield the 
right to dominate, control and kill 
until some unforeseen and indefinable 
force shall compel them to acknowledge 
to-day's wrongs to be just as indefen­
sible as they now admit yesterday's to 
have been. 

Professor Washington is quite right 
in his conclusion that the poor Christian 
has very little chance for justice at the 
hands of a Christianity which has sub­
stituted piety for justice and exalted 
economic theory above the golden rule; 
but he is wrong in thinking that the 
possession of wealth will greatly change 
the colored man's condition. The rich 
colored man may avoid many of the 
discomforts arising froi a the injustice 
which white Christianity refuses to 
cure; but he is just as far from having 
a fair chance for himself and children 
if worth hundreds of thousands as if 
dowered only with days' work. It is 
wise indeed for the colored man to get 
knowledge and cash, for they are the 
two great modern elements of power. 
It is well for him to cling to his 
Christianity, too, because it is the sure 
foundation of equal right, and some 
time or other American Christianity 
will rise high enough to be just to a 
colored Christian. But neither wealth 
nor Christianity will bring justice unless 
joined with the steady, persistent and 
resolute demand for right. Pity may 
spring from piety, but righteousness 
comes only from the law. Gifts are 
the evidence of piety; statutes the fruit 
of just impulse. The only hope of the 
colored man in the Republic is through 
the law* of the land and its enforce­
ment. Wealth and Christianity may 
strengthen him in the great struggle 
for justice, but neither nor both will 
ever secure it for him or yield it to him 
without a struggle. 

Two curious illustrations of this are 
at hand: A wealthy and refined col­
ored man, the head of a respectable and 
cultivated family, recently bought a 
house upon a fashionable street in the 
city of Brooklyn--the"City of Churches," 
as it is called. No sooner was the fact 
known that he intended to live in it 
than the neighborhood was in an up­
roar. Accomplished Christian women 
remonstrated with angry tears against 
the profanation of the precincts sacred 
to white society by the residence there­
in of a colored family who were not 
menials. Twelve thousand dollars was 
offered him to surrender his purchase, 
antl he was roundly denounced because 
he refused the proposition. Whether 
he finally accepted a better offeror not 
the Bystander does not know, but he 
certainly discovered a new way in 
which "Christianity and a bank ac­
count"' may be made to operate for a 
"brother in black." If colored men 
who have bank accounts do not act 
upon this hint and take to buying1 

houses in fashionable neighborhoods 
the race lacks the imitative capacity 
with which it is credited. I

PROFESSION. 

The Average Lawyer's Practice Ha* In"

rolled up in good shape to shout 
approval or sign - petitions. even 
though they had to "swallow perjury 
and lies." When business was prosper­
ous, in 1892, people had but little use 
for lawyers unless to extend their busi­
ness, enlarge their factories or enter 
upon new undertakings. Many lawyers 
had many idle days in 1892. But it has 
been different in 1893 and 1S94. The 
lawyers have been rushed with busi­
ness. Failures, strikes, bankruptcies, 
mortgages, transfers of property, set­
tlements, bills to collect—all these 
things furnish good pickings for the 
lawyers. They are the result of an un-
American free trade policy that ruins 
American enterprise and checks Ameri­
can progress. The democratic Presi-

Congressman Wilson, the noted ex­
ponent of free-trade in the Uuited 
States, has been banqueted by 
the chamber of commerce in London. 
This is an honor conferred by the Brit­
ish in recognition of the very valuable 
services rendered their country in the 
congress of the United States through 
the efforts of Mr. Wilson and his allies 
in framing a tariff bill to favor foreign 
manufacturers. 

It is a significant fact that the author 
of the McKinley law received the com­
mendations of his own countrymen, 
while the free-trade champion is lion­
ized abroad. 

By aiding in the reduction of tariff 
duties Mr. Wilson has given great im­
petus to English manufactures and 
caused much depression to those of his 
native land. It is quite natural that 
the London chamber of commerce 
should rejoice, but it is unnatural that 
any true American should share in such 
a celebration; yet, in the list of invited 
guests, we find the names of Ambassa­
dor Bayard, Mr. Secretary Morton, 
Congressman Isador Straus and other 
prominent Americans. They doubtless 
shouted themselves hoarse xvith the 
happy Britons over the great good 
luck that has befallen the United King­
dom and the corresponding ill fortune 
that has befallen their native country.

Of the §800.000,000 of mer­
chandise imported in 1S93, §445,000,000 
could have been made at home by 
Americans. Allowing 82.000 for each 
wage earner, then 222. ">00 would have 
thus found employment and received 
in wages $108,000,000. had it not been 
for the fear of free trade. 

Krplenish tho Gold Reserve. 

In all. therefore, new taxation to 
the estimated amount of S90.000.000 has 
been imposed," and the secretary of 
the treasury is of opinion that this will 
be sufficient to cover the present de­
ficit. to make good the loss of customs 
revenue under the new tariff and to 
l?ave a surplus of between SI 0.000,000 
and $15,000,000. The treasury will 
thus be relieved from the financial em­
barrassments against which it has been 
struggling during the past year owing 
to the insufficiency of the revenue. 
Something still remains to be done, 
however, to enable it to replenish the 
depleted gold reserve, and the sooner 
that business is done the better.—Lon­
don Economist.

[Alexander III., emperor of all the 
Russias, who succeeded to the throne 
on the murder of his father by nihilist 
conspirators on March 13, 1SS1. was 
born March 10, 1S4,">. His coronation 
took place at Moscow May 27. 1SS3. 
He married in lStiii Mary Feodorovna 
(formerly Mary Frederica Pagmar) 
daughter of Christian IV.. king of Den­
mark. and sifter of the princess of 
Wales and the king of Greece. The 
principal concern of the czar was to 
put down nihilism, to develop the mil­
itary power of I!ussia. to organize her 
Asiatic and Caucasian provinces, and j 
to keep a steady eye upon Constan- ) 
tinople. From "the beginning of his 
reign, periodical' attempts upon his 
life were made by the nihilists. Twice 
officers in his own army tried to shoot 
him. In 1S8S. he and his family nar­
rowly escaped death in a railway ac­
cident near Borji. The train v. as 
thrown from the track and many pas­
sengers were killed, but the imperial 
party were hardly injured. Last 
spring a plot was formed in Finland to 
blow up the castle which the czar was 
expected to occupy during the fall 
maneuvers around Smolensk. The 
czar was deeply religious. He was 
under the influence of such bigots as 
Pobononoszeff. procurator of the holy 
synod, and this group persecuted the 
Jews, Catholics and German Lutherans 
in Russia without cessation or mercy. 
The czar left five children, the Crown 
Prince Nicholas, 27 years old: the 
Grand Duke George, now ill in the 
south of Russia; the Grand Duchesses 
Zcnia and Olgo and the Grand Duke 
Michael, a bov in his teens.] 

LIVADIA. NOV. 2.—Shortly after 4 
o'clock the members of the palace 
guard were marshalled in the square 
in front of the palace chapel for the 
purpose of swearing allegiance to the 
new czar. They were first to take the 
oath. The grand dukes were next to 
swear allegiance, and they were fol­
lowed in the order of precedence by 
the high court functionaries, court of­
ficials, military and civil officials. 

ST. PETERSBURG, NOV. 2.—A con­
spiracy against the life of the new 
czar is discovered here. For several 
days the police have been actively en­
gaged arresting nihilists, including 
several students. Incriminating docu­
ments were also seized.

He 
said: "If peace had victories not less 
renowned than war, the czar would 
reign in histyu'y as not less entitled 
to fame than either Ceasar or 
Napoleon. It was due to his character 
ami influence as much as to any canse 
that peace was preserved, llis death 
would mean the removal of one of the 
greatest, perhaps, guarantees of peace 
in the world." Ix>rd llosebery then 
proceeded to dilate upon the serious­
ness for (treat Britain of the destruc­
tion of the central government of 
China, and said a headless China meant 
such a scone of chaos and horror as the 
world never had contemplated. After 
the first .Japanese victory the news 
reached her majesty's government 
from a source of highest authority that 
China was willing to concede honor­
able terms of peace, which consider­
ably exceeded the demands made by 
Japan when she entered upon the war. 
These terms Japan might have accept­
ed without any diminution of her pres­
tige. The government had commu­
nicated with the other powers, in­
cluding the United States, and the 
proposals were well received. But one 
or two powers, he thought only one, 
had the opinion that the time had not 
arrived to submit the conditions to 
the combatants.

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BREVITIES. 

Montevidio dispatch: An American 
newspaper correspondent who has just 
arrived overland from Rio Janeiro re­
ports that he saw on the way the 
bodies of fourteen men buried alive in 
a standing position by order of Brazil­
ian commanders, but with their heads 
exposed. They perished from starva­
tion or from the attacks of vultures 
which had eaten out their eyes and 
picked their skulls bare of flesh. At 
San Mateo the clothing of women sus­
pected of sympathy with the revolu­
tion was saturated with oil and set on 
fire. While the women were burning 
soldiers were ordered to shoot and 
wound them, but not to kill them. 
The correspondent says some of his 
fingers were torn off after he had been 
tortured by having his finger nails 
torn out. 

Gresham has made strong representa­
tions to Germany as to the injustice to 
the United States of the recent order 
prohibiting importations of American 
cattle and fresh beef into Germany.

LONDON, NOV. 1.—The liberals opened 
their electoral campaign at Bradford, 
where a meeting was held which was 
attended by ;>,000 persons. Prime 
Minister llosebery delivered the prin­
cipal speech of the evening, lie said 
that in his opinion the next general 
election would not be fought, on the 
home rule, disestablishment of the 
church in Wales or the liquor quest ions, 
but 011 a question which would include 
all. The matter of the house of lords 
was the greatest legislative question 
that had arisen in two centuries. It 
had long been evident to him that 
drastic dealing with the house of lords 
must precede the full realization of 
other political programmes. "We boast 
of our free institutions, thanking <lod 
that we are not as other men. All the 
time we endure this mockery of free­
dom." He confessed freely that all 
experience pointed to the necessity of 
a second chamber of some sort, but to 
his mind it was absolute danger and an 
invitation to revolution that there 
should be a second chamber in the 
position of the house of lords. It was, 
therefore, as a lover of freedom that 
he implored -the people to take this 
question into immediate consideration. 
The powers of the house of lords over 
finance had thrice been restricted by 
resolution of the house of commons. 
The upper house had also been 
restricted regarding interference with 
elections. Therefore, a resolution 
which the government would intro­
duce, would declare in clear terms that 
the house of commons, -in partnership 
with the house of lords, is unmistakably

The German Chancellor and the Emperor 
1-uU to Agree* 

LOXJION, Oct. 27.—A dispatch to the 
Times from Berlin says the emperor 
has accepted the resignation of Chan­
cellor Von Caprivi. Such a startling 
announcement has taken the political 
world in Berlin completely by surprise. 
In political circles, whether friendly or 
unfriendly to Caprivi. there is ab­
solutely no explanation for the reason 
which led to this sudden coup dc 
theatre, and it is idle to speculate at 
present on the consequences. It is 
asserted the issue turned upon personal 
questions quite incommensurate with 
the grave results which it has evolved. 
Until something more definite is known 
of the precise causes of the crisis, there 
can be no clue to its solution. 

BKKLIX. Oct. 29.—General Von Ca­
privi. in an interview, stated that his 
reason for resigning the position of 
chancellor was because of his inability 
to agree with the emperor and Count 
Enlenberg in their desire to enact re­
pressive measures against anarchista 
and socialists, and the proposed treat­
ment of the Polish question. Caprivi 
said: "I made an houest attempt tc 
fall into line with the views of his 
majesty and Count Eulenberg, but 
failed. My whole policy has been 
based upon the reconciliation of the 
social differences and the conciliation 
of the Poles. Both questions, how­
ever, were rendered acute lately, 
against my own advice." It is said 
Prince Hohenlohe-Schillingfurst has 
accepted the chancellorship.

The buildings 
of Sullivan it Tove, A. E. Richard's 
blacksmith shop, and Peter Turner's 
shoe shop were totally destroyed, 
while most of the goods were either 
destroyed or badly damaged. 

The burglars who blew open the 
vault and wrecked the building 
occupied by the Farmers" and 
Mechanics' bank at Malvern were seen 
by a dozen different people the next 
morning. When a freight train pulled 
into Council Uluffs from Malvern at 9 
o'clock and stopped at a crossing near 
the city limits, two fellows jumped out 
of a box car and started across the 
fields, carrying a cheap black satchel, 
apparently very heavy. They passed 
through the eastern outskirts of the 
city, where they attracted the- atten­
tion of a number of people by the 
evident heavy weight of the grip 
which they carried between them. At 
10 o'clock they boarded an Omaha 
motor. Officers were not notified of 
the burglary until after 10, and it was 
nearly noon before they got onto their 
trail. The motor conductor was found 
and gives the following description of 
the men: One short man, heavy set, 
black mustache: other tall, nearly six 
feet, smooth shaven: both wore large 
slouch hats pulled down in front and 
turned up behind. They carried, said 
the conductor, a big black grip which 
seemed to be heavy, as both lifted it 
onto the platform. The short man 
stayed on the platform with the 
satchel, while the tall fellow went 
inside. It was the tall man who paid 
the fare for both. At Thirteenth 
street. Omaha, both men got off. 
Several hackmon saw the pair alight, 
and asked for a job, but the fellows 
picked up their grip and walked to 
Thirteenth and Dodge streets, where 
they boarded a South Omaha car going 
south. They are evidently very crude 
cracksmen, and their capture and the 
recovery of the booty is only a question 
of a short time.
