Let us 
adopt that which is good, come from what­
ever sourco it may, and reject all that is 
bad—even religion as practiced and dis­
torted by Americans. Tho Afro- American 
r^lJst throw aside many of the customs and 
practices of the "superior'" race if ho has a 
Jinn desire and belief in times to come. So 
long as man is anxious about tho future 
the future is secure. "The path of tho just 
is a shining light which shineth more and 
more into the perfect day."'

Tlie.v Excite Our. 'unity and Receive More 
Nearly Equal Treatment Than Here. 

From the Xew York Sun (Dem.). 

"A Negro is a good deal of a novelty 
all over Europe, except in some of the 
big cities on the Mediterranean coast, 
and because of this an American is 
l ikely to see odd incidents and mani­
festations in connection with the few 
Negroes he may happen across," said a 
traveler. "He may not know, perhaps, 
that most of the well-dressed, coal-
black Negroes he may see in London, 
or perhaps in a noted public school 
town in England, are princes, or at 
least sons of chiefs, but this is gener­
ally the case, and often accounts for 
the deference shown to them. But 
even the colored cook of a sailing ship 

stopping in Liverpool or London, or 
any continental seaport, is made much 
of by the people with whom he comes 

in contact. 
One of the odd things I saw in Liv­

erpool last spring was a burly, coal-
black Negro, attired in gorgeous and 
fantastic garb, who was being driven 
about in an open landau by a liveried 
white coachman. He was seated beside 
a fashionably dressed Englishman, who 
was showing him the sights of the 
town. The Negro sat on the right hand 
of the white man. He was dressed in a 
flowing robe of brilliant, orange-col­
ored silk, and had on his head a smok­
ing cap of crimson velvet embroidered 
in gold an 1 with a curious flap of yel­
low velvet hanging from the cap over 
the back of his neck. On the opposite 
seat sat another Negro, a young man 
of about 18 years, dressed in the latest 
London style, with silk hat and white 
gloves. Evidently the elder Negro was 
an African chief of some importance, 
and the young man his son, and the 
old gentleman had been brought over 
to England to see the sights. I was 
told that such a sight was not unusual. 

"Many sons of chiefs in British Af­
rica are sent to England now to be ed­
ucated. They go to the public schools 
for a time, and very often spend a year 
or two afterward in a big manufactur­
ing citv. like Birmingham or Manches­
ter, seeing and learning something of 
the commercial and manufacturing side 
of civilization. Altogether the young 
men spend five or six years in England, 
coming when but little more than boys, 
so that they may the more easily learn 
the new life. Just what is the result 
of their training in England, when they 
get back among their own people, and 
especially when their turn comes to 
govern, I did not learn. Their associ­
ates in England are largely of the mid­
dle class, and often they are made so­
cial lions. 

"But the ordinary Negro or colored 
person, who may come from the United 
States or the West Indies, or anywhere 
else where he has lived among the 
white population, is treated in much 
the same way. There is absolutely no 
prejudice airainst him because of his 
color, but rather he is an object of 
especial interest and regard. At a big 
hotel in London where I stayed last 
September there was a young colored 
woman from New Orleans, but originally 
from th'j West Indies, and she was the 
object of much interest to all the other 
guests. In particular Englishmen 
neglected the white women to help the 
young mulatto woman map out her 
excursions for the day, and to inform 
her as to the best routes to take, the 
best things to see, and as to the best of 
everything generally. She seemed to 
me just an ordinarily intelligent colored 
woman of fair education, and all that 
attracted attention to her was her 
color. 

"I noticed the same thing to some 
extent in one or two hotels on the 
Continent, in Germany and in Holland. 
And often in my travels in Europe I 
have been amused to observe the curi­
osity with which a Negro is watched by 
the grown folks and followed by the 
children on the streets of European 
cities. A big dry goods store in Liver­
pool has has imported a Negro from 
Africa for doorkeeper. He stands on 
the principal street in Liverpool, and 
always there is a little crowd of people 
on the sidewalk watching him, open-
mouthed. True, he is something of a 
dandv, wearing his wool long and 
sticking out at right angles for six or 
eight inches from under the edge of his 
cap, but the same curiosity is evinced 
toward every Negro. By the way. none 
of the young Africans I saw had his 
liair clipped close, as do those of their 
race here. They wear it about as long 
as the Englishmen do, and lo )k the 
better for it, I think. 

"I am of the opinion that much of 
the stir Miss Ida R. Wells, the anti-
lynch law agitator, created in England 
last summer was due to the iuterest in 
her simply as a colored woman. I have 
even heard of marriages between 
Negroes and white women in England, 
and of the latter being very proud of 
their husbands, but I never saw such a 
couple. But the Negro cuts a different 
figure in Europe from what he does 
here."

Cromwell's testimony before 
the corouer's jury did much to 
strengthen the belief in Huntington's 
innocence. lie said he could not 
specify any particular check that was 
tuissing; and so far as he could see the 
bank had not lost $.">00. excepting as 
far as bookkeeping was concerned. 
The mystery surrounding the note 
about which the inspectors questioned 
Huntington has been cleared up. The 
note was for 850, and was paid this 
month, although Huntington could not 
tell where he got the money with 
which to pay his bill. Bennett, cashier 
of the State Savings bank, testified 
that on the same day the note fell due 
Huntington borrowed §50 at his bank. 
There is now no doubt that the whole 
affair resulted from Huntington getting 
his accounts mixed, and that he was 
not a thief, but he thought that he 
would be so branded.

George Johnson Run to Earth In the Wilds 
of Kentucky. 

DES MOINES, Dec. If.—George John­
son, the last of the three men who 
tried to murder Deputy United States 
Marshal Wrap, at Albia, some time 
ago, is now in jail at Council Bluffs.

Moines, and E. W. Hillwcg. of Corning. 
The officers have been after these 
men for the past two months and their 
experiences would fill a volume which 
would read like a novel.

CHICAGO, Dec. 21.—John Burns, the 
London labor agitator and member of 
parliament, who had been in Denver 
in attendance at the convention of 
the American Federation of Labor, was 
interviewed here. In regard to his 
criticism in Denver of the American 
constitution, Mr. Burns said reports 
sent out to certain papers were gross 
exaggerations. What ho said on that 
occasion was that considering all the 
changes that had been made in America 
since the pre-industri.il period when 
the constitution was fruined, he thought 
there might advantageously be made 
some changes in it in accordance with 
the increased love of liberty of the 
American people. As it stood now, it 
was the best constitution ever written, 
but that did not mean that it could 
not be improved upon. Mr. Burns 
stated his opinion of this country as 
far as he had seen itepigramatieally, as 
follows: "Schools splendid; libraries 
excellent; jails too good; roads bad, 
streets worse, drainage the same; art 
museums good for the age of the 
country; corporations exacting, tyran­
nical and extravagant; railway travel­
ing palatial for the rich and better 
than an}' I have ever seen for the poor 
cut off the headlines of your newspapers 
and you have a good carcass left, but 
still too much of a journalistic slaugh­
ter house; municipal life considerably 
below that of any in Europe. I like 
America and shall come here again 
some day. I think one of these days 
its municipal institutions, like most of 
its others, will be the greatest in the 
world. 

' 'I have been treated kindly by the 
mayors and principal officers in all the 
cities I have visited," he continued. 
"No, I won't write a book. I will tell 
the people in my speeches when I am 
face to face with them what I think of 
them; not skunklike, hide myself in a 
cloud of hostile dust. That's me. 
That's John Burns."'

viction. Prosecuting Attorney Sells 
stated that the prosecution had no 
desire to know anything further than 
to vindicate the honor of the govern­
ment and the American people. He 
therefore limited his cases to five, the 
one on which Van Leuven was already 
convicted and four others. Smith, 
counsel for defendant, thereupon in a 
broken voice pleaded for mere}-. Van 
Leuven was completely broken down 
and wept profusely. The court then 
sentenced defendant to pay 51,000 fine 
on four of the five cases and to be con­
fined two years on each in Anamosa 
prison, the date of each to commence 
at once. This is practically two years" 
confinement, as all five sentences are 
being served at the same time.

Serious State of Affair* In Central America. 

NKW OIU.KANS, Dec. 20.—The Central 
American Times of December 14, pub­
lished at Belise, British Honduras, re­
ceived here by mail, contains a long 
account ot a labor riot which took 
place there on the 11th inst. Men en­
gaged in mahogany and logwood cut­
ting demanded higher wages than the 
merchants wanted to pay, and having 
failed to obtain relief by application 
to the officials, they began to wreck 
the stores of their employers. The 
clerks, armed with pistols, fired over 
the heads of the mob and wounded a 
man and woman. Forty blue-jackets 
and three files of marines were landed, 
and all signs of disorder ceased. The 
next day there was an attempt made 
by the strikers to get eleven prisoners, 
but the blue-jackets drove them off. 
Finally the company posted a notice to 
pay the wood choppers S15 per month, 
the amount the strikers demanded.

Will Be Offwd iiN .« SubHtitutc for I'ar-
HHIU'H HUl. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 21.—Mr. Uland, 
(dem.) fUL MUnouri, has prepared a bill 
to offer us a substit ute for the Carlisle 
blinking plun, a currency plan which, 
in his opinion, will do away with the 
political financial situation. The bill 
is entitled "A bill to restore the bi­
metallism of the Pnitcd States and for 
other purposes," and it provides "That 
the silver dollar of .'Wl.'j grains Troy 
e>f pure silver, or 41:.".., grains standard 
silver shall be a legal tender for ali 
debts and dues, puhlicuud private: that 
all holders of silver, not too base for tho 
operations of mints, of coinage value, 
of JjflOO or more, shall ba entitled to 
deposit it in the mints of the United 
States and to have it coined into stan­
dard silver dollars on the same terms 
and conditions that gold is now 
coined.'' Depositors of gold or silver 
at any mint in the United States may 
receive therefor coin notes equal to the 
coinage value of the gold or silver de­
posited and it shall become the prop­
erty of the government, and shall sub­
sequently be coined into the standard 
coins and the coins held at the treas­
ury for the reelemption of the coin 
notes. The notes shall be a legal ten-
tier in like manner as the standard gold 
and silver coins of the United States 
and there shall be no discrimination 
made against such gold or silver coin 
in the redeeming of coin notes or in 
the redemption of other legal tender 
notes. It is also provided that there 
shall be no further issue of gold or sil­
ver certificates, but as fast as such cer­
tificates come into the treasury they 
shall be cancelled and destroj'od, and 
the coin notes herein provided for 
shall be issued in lieu of such gold and 
silver certificates as may be cancelled 
anel destroyed. The secretary of the 
treasury is required to keep reserve on 
hand, in coin and bars, an aggregate 
sum of gold and silver equal to the ag­
gregate sum of the herein provided 
coin notes outstanding. The coin 
notes may be re-issued. 

Japanese Treaty Favorably lteport^d 

'WASHINGTON, Dee. 21.—The senate 
committee on foreign relations yester­
day elecided to report the Japanese 
treaty to the senate with the resolu­
tion that it be confirmed. Senator 
Morgan reported the treaty to the 
senate at the executive session held 
later in the day. but no action was 
taken. 

No Change of Senate Utiles. 

WASHINGTON, Dec. 2],—The senate 
committee on rules was in session yes­
terday attended by all members.

pectcd; besides (and this was impor­
tant to Captain Shewell), the old an­
chorage was nearer the docks, and it 
was clear, save for one little lifeboat 
and a schooner which was making 
out as he came up.
