STEVENSON'S PLAN,
——

He Tells How Easy It Would Be to' Rob
London lotAl on BSundays.

The last time I had the happiness of
seeing Stevenson was on Sunday, Au-
gust 21, 1887, He had been brought
up from Bournemouth the day before
in a wretched condition of health, and
was lodged in a private hotel in Fins-
bury Circus, In the city, ready to be
easily moved to a steamer in the
Thames on the morrow, writes Ed-
mund Gosse. I was warned, in a note,
of his passage through town, and of the
uncertainty whether he could be seen.
Cn the chance, 1 went over early on the
morrow, and, very happily for me, he
had had a fair night, and could see me
for an hour or two. No one else but
Mrs. Stevenson was with him. His po-
sition was one which might have
daunted any man’s spirit—doomed to
exile, in miserable health,

his domestic Interests rooted up, and
with no notion where, or if at all, they
should be replanted. If ever a man of
imagination could be excused for re-
pining, it was now. But Louis showed
no white feather. He was radiantly
humorous and romantic. It was church
time, and there was some talk of wit-
nessing his will, which I did not do, be-
cause there could be found no other
reputable witness, the whole crew of
the hotel being at church. This set
Louis off on a splendld dream of ro-
mance. “This,” he sald, ““Is the way in
which our wvaluable city hotels —
packed, doubtless, with rich objects of
jewelry—are deserted on a Sunday
morning.

MARgET LAKE, Idaho, July 30.—Gov-
ernor Richards, of Wyoming, insists
that the Indians be taught that when
they are in Wyoming they must obey
the state laws Ile objects to having
the sestlers of northern Wyoming
harrassad and frightened by bands of
Indian hunters from other states.

WaAsHINGTON, August 1.—Under the
extradition treaty between the United
States and Mexico, neither country is
bound to surrender its own citizens in
answer to a demand for extradition.
There is reason to fear it will be a dif-
ficult matter in the future to extradite
criminals fleeing from the United
States into Mexico, if they follow the
plan adopted by Chester Rowe, the
absconding treasurer of Poweshiek
county, lowa, and his brothe: Richard,
who is charged with complicity in the
crime. They went boldly to the City
of Mexico under the name of Rose, and
when the extradition papers were
served on them, set up the claim that
they were naturalized citizens of
Mexico. This had been accomplished
by the simple process of purchasing
real estate and’ electing to become
Mexican citizens, which, according to
the lax Mexican law, makes them
actnal Mexican citizens. So far no
decision of that government has
reached the United States officially,
and the matter has given rise to serious
apprehension at the department.

CRISPI TALKS PEACE.

Says No Statesman in Europe Wants War.

RoxE, July 21.—In the course of dis-
cussion of the foreign budget in the
chamber of deputies, Premier Crispi
declared that no statesman in Europe
was desirous of war. The government
of Italy aimed at order within Italian
borders and peace abroad. In regard
to I'taly's interest in Africa he said the
treaty concluded Dbetween Menelek
and Italy doring the life of King John
of Abyssinia was made to ecnable
with the support of Italy,
to succeed King John on the throne.
The only power that refused to
recognize Menclek at that time was
Russia, which power was now heaping
favors upon the Abyssinianking. The
chamber with
extreme left gave cordial approval of
Signor Crispi's utterances.

CUBAN EXPEDITION.
—_—

Twe Blg Expeditions From Amurica Make
& Landing.

Nrw York, August 1.—From advices
received at  Cuban headquarters,
Thomas Estrada Palma and Congualo
De Quesada, brother of General De
Quesada, prepared the following state-
ment: *“*The Cuban revolutionary
party has received letters from Cuaba
announcing the safe landing of the
commands of Major General Carlos
Rotoff, Brigadier General Jose Mara
Rodriguez, chief adjutant of the staff
of Gen. Gomez, and Brigadier Serafino
Sanchez The expedition started from
Two Keyes, in the Bahama islands,
and was taken in sail boats to several
sailing crafts which conveyed the
whole party. Ammunition and arms
were in some crafts, and the men in
others, thus avoiding any danger from
capture. The expedition of Ro*off and
Sanchez consisted of'278 men, almost
all veterans of the last war. They
carried about 500 Winchesters and
Remington rifles, besides a number of
machettes and revolyers. One boat
carried more than 500 pounds of dyna-
mite, two small cannons and 500,000
rounds of ammunition. The second
expedition under Rodriguez consisted
of seventy-five picket men, all veterans
and mostly officers. They carried
about 150 repeazting rifles, the same
number of machettes and revolvers,
and 200,000 rounds of ammunition.
The two expeditions landed on the
southern coast of the province of Santa
Clara.”

TAxrA. Fla.,, August 1.—The long
delayed Roloff expedition, which left
Key West early in June, has landed
safely in Cuba. Col. Figueredo says
that not only will the district of Santa
Clara at large, rise in arms, but also
the province of Mauntanzas next to
Havana, because both Roloff and
Sanchez have alarge following in these
provinces. DBesides this, the large
quantities of arms and ammunition
taken was what the people there were
waiting for. He calculated that in a
few days they will have 6,060 men with
them. The landibg of this expedition
is considered as serious a blow to
Campos as his defeat at Valenzuela.

The party Included Emil Diebitsch,
of Washington, Mrs. Peary's brother,
who was in charge; Prof. Rolin D.
Salsbury, of Chicago University;
Theodore Le Boutillier, of Philadel-
phia; Dr. John E. Walsh, of Washing-
ton, and Echi-ocha, the little Eskimo
girl who resided with Mrs. Peary in
Washington last winter.

At St. John's the members of the re-
lief party will board the steam bark-
entine Kite, Capt. Bartlett, and sall
for Greenland. The expedition has
two principal objects in view: First,
to reach Anniversary Lodge, Bowdolu
Bay, in North Greenland (latitude 77
deg. 48 min.), in order to communicate
with Mr. Peary, his companion, Hugh
J. Lee, of Meriden, Conn., and his ser-
vant, Matthew Henson, of Philadelphia,

d bring them back to the United
tates. Second, to afford the scientists
who accompany the expedition oppor-
tunities to study the geology and gla-
ciers of the country, as well as the flora
and fauna.

Mrs. Peary was engaged all winter
in raising the funds necessary for this
relief expedition, being assisted in her
endeavor by the American Geograph-
ical Society, the American Museum of
Natural History, the Philadelphia Ge-
ographical Club and Chicago Univer-
sity. After his journey to Independ-
ence Bay, on the northern coast of
Greenland, in the spring of 1892, Mr.
Peary determined to map the entire
northern coast from Victoria Inlet to
Cape Bismarck. The expedition of
1893-94 was organized for that purpose.
Driven back in the spring of 1894, he
determined to make another attempt
in the spring of 1895.

Scientific instruments, cameras and a
full supply of provisions for the Kite
were put aboard the Portia, and the
little steamer was crowded to the rails
with boxes and barrels.

The little Eskimo girl Echi-ocha
has been living with Mrs. Peary in
Washington. She had become recon-
ciled to her daily bath and eats with
relish food that she could not taste
when she came here, a year ago. She
is down on the passenger list as Miss
“BilL.”

Mrs. Peary did not sail. She wanted
to go, but the party dared not take her
2-year-old daughter, and she would not
leave her at home.

Emil Diebitsch is a graduate of Le-
high University, and a clvil engineer
by profession. Mr. Salsbury is pro-
fessor of geographic geology in the
University of Chicago. He is about 35
yvears old. Dr. Walsh, the surgeon, is
30 years old. He was for two years
lecturer in histology and pathology
at the National Medical College, and for
some time house surgeon in charge of
the Washington Asylum Hospital. Mr.
T.e Boutillier is the representative of
the Philadelphia Geographical Club.
Another member of the expedition,
Lewis Lindsay Dyche, now at Holstein-
berg, Greenland, is professor of zool-
ogy, taxidermist and curator of mam-
mals and birds in the State University,
at Lawrence, Kan. He went to South
Greenland from Gloucester, Mass., on
May 15. The expedition will return
about October 1.

JAPAN MAKING READY FOR WAR,

Asslduously Ralsing Ifer Army and Navy
to a Fighting Footing.

ST, PETERSBURG, July 29.—Advices to
the Novoe Vremya from Vladivostock
say that Japan is assiduously raising
her army and navy to a war footing.
Two cruvisers bought in Peru have
already arrived, and orews will shortly
be sent to England to bring out three
ironclads, each of 12,000 tons, which
have been ordered there. A strong
and warlike temper prevails in Japan.
The correspondent further says that
the Japanese imperial body-guard has
been sent to the Island of Formosa,
where the rebels are supported by the
viceroys of southern China, who send
them arms and ammunition to main-
taid a stubborn resistance. The
Japanese have blown up the fortifica-
tions at Port Arthur.

WasHiNGTON, July 31.—At the Jap-
anese legation here the reports from
Vlaaivostock that the Jupanese are
raising the army and navy to a war
footing are not credited. Noimmediate
trouble with Russia is anticipated and
the reserve 4s being disbanded.
Japan is said, however, to be broaden-
ing the basis for her possibilities in
case of war, in that she is arranging a
further recruit navy. No vessels, how-
ever, have been purchased. No
credence is given the report that the
Port Arthur fortifications were blown

KANSAS UNIVERSITY SHORT.

It Has No Funds and May Iave to Be
Closed for Two Years,

TorexA, Kansas, July 31.—Unlessan
extra session of the legislature is called
soon it is probable that the state
university will be closed for the next
two years. At the last session an
appropriation of $200,000 was made to
defray the expenses of the institution,
but for some reason no levy was made
to raise the necessary amount. The
state board of equalization, acting
npon the supposition that it had
authority to make thelevy independent
of the legislature, levied a tax of 0.25
mills, The attorney general, in an
opinion rendered to the state auditor,
says that there is no authority in the
statutes for anyone to make a tax levy
except the state legislature, and that
the levy made by the board is void.
This makes it impossible to raise funds
to defray the expenses of the university
this year.

REMARKABLE ARIZONA CAVE.

DBetween Three and
Hundred Skeletons.

YUuMA, Ari.. August 1,—On the White
river, three miles from Camp Apache,
has been found a remarkable cave.
For 600 feet of the distance the ex-
plorers were obliged to crawl on their
hands and knees, using candles and
bullseye lanterns for light. They
found between 300 and 400 human
skeletons, indicating the rewnains of
persons who had probably been
smothered to death by smoke long
years ago. Some of them were in
crevices just large enough t6 admit a
human body. The skeletons are of
various sizes, some being very small.
The skulls are of a brown color, with
the exception of a few that are white.
The White mountain Apaches are very
superstitious about the cave and say
that within it there is a large lake of
water. The visitors found no water,
but fntend to explore it further. There
are but two ways of entering it.

WOKRST ON RECORD,

Socorro and Vieinity Visited By a Cloud-
burst.

St. Louis, August 2.—A special from
Socorro, N. M., says the greatest flood
in the history of New Mexico has just
occurred.

HOW TO BECOME A RUNNER.

One of the Most Healthful Exercises a
Boy Can Take Un.

Running is one of the best of exer-
clses for the whole body. It rounds out
a hollow chest, drives the oxygen into
the farthest air-cells of the lungs, won-
derfully increases their capacity, an
develops the leg, thigh, stomach, anQ
walst muscles. But it must be learned
just as skating, swimming, and biey
cling have to be learned, and there ar
two things that must be kept in min
by the learner. The first ls——whether{
in sprinting, distance, or cross-country
running—to run entirely on the ball of
the foot, or, as they say on the track,
“Get up on your toes!” By striking on
the ball of the foot, which is a sort of
natural spring-board, the runner takes
a longer stride, and the spring that he
gets enables him to lift his foot more
rapidly and repeat the stride more
quickly than the runner who goes flat-
footed. As length and rapidity of
stride are what give speed in running,
it follows that a flat-footed runner can
never be a fast one. Another reason
against pounding away flat-footed 18
that the delicate mechanism of the an-
kle, knee, and hip is jarred and may
in time be injured. The second point
for a runner to observe is his method
of breathing. Breathe through both the
nose and mouth. Nearly every boy
when he first begins to run has the in-
sane idea that all the breathing must
be done through the nose. There was
never a greater mistake. When a boy,
runs his heart beats much faster than
it does ordinarily, and pumps out just
80 much more blood. All this must
be aerated or purified by air from the
lungs. The oppression that one feels
when beginning to run ig due to the
lungs demanding more alr for the ex-
tra quantity of blood which the heart is
sending out. Nature has looked out
for this and provided a way by which
alr can be furnished to the lungs very
rapidly. It is a very simple way, and
consists of merely opening the mouth.
Breathe, then, through the nose in or-
dinary lifé -as much as possible, but
when you are runnipg or' exercising
violently open the mouth and take in
air in deep, rapid breaths, not gulping
it in through the mouth alone, but let-
ting the mouth and nose have each
their share. !

Take as long a stride as possible, but
without overbalancing the body. Bend
the body slightly from the hips; for
i?'it be held too erect the stride will be
shortened. Let the bent arms swing
easily and naturally a little above the
level of the hips, swinging out and back
with every stride. This keeps the mus-
cles loose, prevents them from becom-
ing tired so easily as they would if
held vrigid, and balances the body bet-
ter. Take especial pains to keep the
body from being stiff; let it swing
as easily and lithely as possible. In
sprinting the stride is shorter and
more rapid than in long-distance run-
ning, and a sprinter usually runs with
body thrown farther back, in quite dif-
ferent form from the long, easy lope
of the distance runner.—St; Nicholas,

REINFORQING THE BLOOD.

An Interesting Operation to Restore
Exhausted Vitality.

An Interesting surgical operation, one
which is new to Springfield, was per-
formed about two weeks ago by Dr. W.
A. Smith, one of the new members of
the fraternity in Springfield, Mass,
says the Republican, The operation was
the infusion into an exhausted system
of a sallne solution to increase the sup-
ply of blood. For years there have been
occaslonal operations of transfusion of
blood from the veins of one person to
those of apother to meet the same pur-
pose, but the operation is so dangerous
that it Is rarely attempted, except in
cases of the most urgent necessity. The
danger comes in the Iikelihood of bub-
bles of alr getting into the blood which
is transfused, and these bubbles usually
mean death. When they have run thelr
course through the veins and reach the
heart, the heart needs to be kept full,
and the slight resistance of the alr is in-
sufficlent to keep the valves working. It
was for this reason that the old method
went out. But out of it grew the method
of infusing a solution of salt and water
into the veins. The blood is saline and
the solution is transformed into Dblood
rapidly and produces an effect which is
not only stimulating but permanent. It
was first attempted in Germany a year
or two ago, and has often been done in
BEurope, but perhaps never before in this
city. The patient in this case has been
suffering for a long time with a tumor in
the abdomen, which has sapped her vi-
tality till her system coulG not stand the
cutting which was necessary. It was
found advisable to take this method of
strengthening the system, and the oper-
ation was performed at the Buscall Hos-
pital on Mattoon street. The patient was
put under the influence of anaesthetics
and the injection was made between the
breast and the muscles of the chest.
About a pint of the solution was inject-
ed, a fountain syringe being used. The
breast absorbs the fluid quickly into the
veins, and in this case withing twelve
hours all the solution had been taken up
by the system. It has been quite suc-
cessful, and the patient is so much
stronger that it is hoped that the re-
moval of the tumor can be attempted
before a great while.

Argon and Hellum.

Two discoveries have recently been
made by Lord Rayleigh, of England,
which prove, to paraphrase Shakes-
peare, that there are more things on
earth than the scientists in their phil-
osophy have ever dreamed of. First
comes the startling information that
day after day and year after year we
have been taking into our lungs a gas
of whose existence we have been whol-
ly ignorant. The discovery of this
heretofore unknown atmospheric con-
stituent, which has been named “ar-
gon,” meaning idle, was announced at
a recent meeting of the British Associ-
ation. Subsequent researches have
proved beyond a doubt its presence in
the air, and, in consequence, some time-
honored scientific beliefs are in dan-
ger of being overthrown. It would
seem that Lord Rayleigh should a*
least have given the scientific world
time to recover from the surprise
caused by his first discovery before un-
earthing and proclaiming another
startling scientific fact; but, regardless
of the nervous system of the scientists,
he has just announced that in a min-
eral from Norway he has found hel-
jium, a gas which heretofore has been
thought to have a home only in the
sun and a few of the stars. Whatever
other results this discovery may have,
it gives new reason for believing that
the sun and the planets, the earth
among them, are alike in composition,
and originated under the operation of
a common law. Although the finding
of helium is perhaps the more interest-
ing from a popular standpoint, the, fact
that argon has been brought to light is
probably of greater practical impor-
tance. It is possible that the gas plays
a vital part in respiration and other
processes in man. If this be the case,
aceurate knowledge of it may opea
new lines of treatment and research in

! the practice of medicine.
