HAT Thomas W. 
II o v e n d e n, the 

i p a i n t e r ,  s h o u l d  
have rushed to his 
death at Norris-
town in a moment 
of heroic Impulse 
to try aud save a 
helpless child is 
not strange to 
those who knew 
him well. He was 

always thoughtful for others, al­
most totally ignoring himself. 
Said an artist the other evening 
at the Salmagundi club: "Hovenden 
was a very unselfish man, besides being 
giftel with qualities which endowed 
him with a very enviable fascination, 
all-powerful equally with women and 
with men. There was never a traceable 
shade of envy or jealousy in his nature; 
no disposition meanly and deftly to 
pull to pull to pieces a brother artist s 
work, assailing the most ambitious 
points of a picture, so common in our 
studios. On the other hand, he 
sought the ail and counsel of artists 
and laymen even in his great­
est work, himself suggesting'all man­
ner of deficiences, exaggerations in 
composition, distortions in drawing, 
and all of this with a sincere air. When 
painting 'Elaine,' certainly his great­
est picture, and worthy of the name and 
fame of any artist who has tried to per­
petuate that touching and sombre 
scene, he would say: 'I think I have 
made the old Servitor too prominent; 
Sir Galahad is a trifle bumptious, and 
the palace interior perhaps too gorgeous 
for the Arthurian period.' 

"There were many painters and 
sculptors who have since risen to in­
ternational eminence, who were ten­
ants of the same studio building when 
lie was painting this memorable canvas 
thirteen years ago, anC. of course, he 
had plenty of advice. But Hovenden 
was true to himself, strong in his per­
sonality. and while listening, general­
ly absorbed what alone was advantage­
ous to the final result sought. Many 
artists—yes, the great body o* iiiem—

While nearly everyone has heard of 
the famous Indian leader, Tecumseh, 
there are many who are not aware of 
the fact that hia death was due to the 
bravery of a man who afterward be­
came the vice-president of the United 
States. To this patriot and r»arrior is 
to be erected a fitting memorial iu the 
halls of congress. The v/ork was done 
by James Voorhees, a son of the senator 
of that name, and was due to a resolu­
tion passed by the senate that the busts 
of all the vice-presidents who had pre­
sided over that dignified body be placed 
in the hall to overlook the former scone 
of their political labors. Johnson was 
a native of the Blue Grass state, and 
that fact, may account for his fondness 
for a fight.

get angry at frienJly suggestion or cul­
tured criticism, wnich they are often 
carefiil to invite, sometimes evading 
the effect with a contemptuous air or 
by supercilious silence and disdain. 
Not so with Hovenden. He would make 
chalk marks on his canvases, and the 
critic would go away certain that he 
had influenced the painter to his direc­
tion. Such a tendency was a marked 
characteristic of Hovenden, and, of 
course, he made his visitor feel highly 
flattered at the reception accorded to 
his artistic perception. But all of this 
was simply the trait of a gentle nature, 
with no desire to obtrude his skill in 
technique or the thoroughness with 
which he was dealing with the subject 
in hand. Witness, for instance, this 
very picture. 'Elaine.' The artist be­
came a complete master of Arthurian 
literature. He became a close student 
of the Knights of the Round Table, and 
at any moment he could reel of pages of 
Tennyson letter perfect. All said, 
moreover, in no one of his important 
works is there other than his own in­
dividuality, in perfect mastery of de­
tail, and that chiefly is why he became 
the commanding figure he was and will 
remain. 

'•It has been generally supposed in 
art circles that Hovenden was largely 
favored by the pecuniary advances and 
patronage of William T. Walters of 
Baltimore, then the richest col­
lector in America. While he 
did render assistance to the 
painter working at Port A veil, in Brit­
tany, Hovenden won a name for himself 
soon. He sold his pictures to the great 
galleries of Europe." Said another art­
ist: "To show yoii-what a man was Hov­
enden. note this incident: A gentle­
man well known in the art world 
brought a rich buyer to introduce him 
to Hovenden's 'The Rising Sun.' The 
artist was heedless of his own pictures, 
but strongly recommended some 
Breton interiors of Burr H. Nicholls, 
who was then painting in Brittany, but 
he had not yet made his debut in New 
York. The purchaser was convinced 
and ordered the pictures home, but 
afterward became one of Hovenden's 
most valued friends and customers.' '

BUST OF RICHARD M. JOHNSON, 
when Johnson was in congress in 1812, 
end the English and Indians had com­
bined to attack the new republic, John­
son went home to Kentucky and raised 
a battalion of three companies, and 
after they had been consolidated into a 
regiment was made the colonel and 
served for ten months. He returned for 
a short space to his congressional du­
ties, but at the command of the secre­
tary of war soon raised a regiment cf 
1,000 volunteers and went to attack the 
enemy in the west, joining his force to 
that of Gen. William Henry Harrison, 
who was then governor of Indiana and 
the leader of the American troops. It 
was then, on Oct. 5, 1813, occurred the 
famous battle of the Thames, the Amer­
icans being victorious. Tecumseh was 
found on the field dead, and it was as­
serted that Johnson was the one who 
shot him, as he was killed by a man on 
horseback and Johnson was the only 
one mounted, his command being in­
fantry. It was also known that John­
son had been engaged in a hand-to-hand 
fight with one of the most desperate 
chiefs, and it was thought that Te­
cumseh would be the very one to single 
out the leader to meet his tomahawk, a 
foe .worthy of his steel.

worst accident that ever occurred iu 
this camp happened at the Belgian 
mine, resulting in the death of six 
miners and injuring four others. The 
riieii were U-orkiUg iii a drift and slope 
abtiut ten feet above tho lower levels 
where fifty pounds of powder had been 
stored. Five or ten pounds of this was 
in an oil can warming with lighted 
snuffers under it. This, it seems, is 
the usual method of warming powder. 
In some manner it exploded and the 
concussion set off the remaining pow­
der. This terrilic shock caused the 
dirt to block the slope and the men 
could not get out and six of them 
slowly suffocated.

IRISH NATIONAL ALLIANCE. 

Cuban Flllbmtereri Acquitted at Wil­
mington. 

WII.MIXGTON, Del., September 24.— 
The jury in the trial of the alleged 
Cuban filibustered, after being out 
fifty minutes, returned a verdict of not 
guilty. It was greeted with cheers 6y 
the crowd assembled in the court 
room. 

TAMPA, Fla., September 24.—Letters 
received by prominent Cuban leaders 
state that on the 10th inst. a constitu­
tional convention was held at Xajasa, 
at which Bartola Masso was elected 
president of the Cuban republic, and 
Marquis of Santa Lucia minister of 
interior: Thomas Estrada Falina, rep­
resentative of the government in the 
exterior, and Maximo Gomez, general-
in-cliief. 

NEW YORK, September 24.—News of 
a battle in which the Spanish were de­
feated by the Cubans and lost 300 was 
received to-day by President Palma. 

BOSTON, September 25.—There is 
great excitement among the Cuban 
residents who have followed the course 
of the revolt in the island. The reason 
is the receipt of information that the 
most formidable expedition of those 
which have been fitted in this country 
has succeeded in getting out to sea 
and if all has gone well it will be on 
hand and materially aid the Cubans in 
their next big battle. News of its 
arrival in Cuba is anxiously awaited. 

JAPANESE CHOLERA. 

New Organization Given I.ife at Chicago. 

CHICAGO, September 27.—Represen­
tatives from all over America have 
been in session here at a convention 
called to organize a new organization 
for the relief of Ireland. It was 
organized under the name of the Irish 
National Alliauee, and declares as its 
object the securing of the independence 
of Ireland by any means within its 
power consistent with the laws and 
usages of civilized nations. A decla­
ration of principles was adopted and 
the formation of military companies is 
recommended. 

Sonant lonul ISoport of tlio jlllnnlK Labor 
lIuro:iU. 

Si'KixoriKi.n, Ills., September 20.— 
Tho most sensational report ever issued 
by a state bureau has been made 
public by the Illinois bureau of labor 
statistics. It charges that the great 
majority of tho wealthy tax payers of 
Illinois and more especially of Chicago 
are perjurers; that the assessors are 
guilty of malfeasance in ofliee; that 
the present financial condition of 
Chicago is directly traceable to tho 
corrupt system of taxation, and that 
the "deplorable condition of working-
men is due to the liberty destroying 
methods of taxation which prevail in 
Illinois.' ' The report is made up of a 
mass of tables compiled from official 
reports of assessors, banks, real estate 
transfers, the state board of equal­
ization and tho various municipal 
departments to which the agents of the 
bureau had access. After declaring 
that "it is t-hc purpose of the report to 
expose existing methods of taxation in 
Illinois, with special reference to their 
effect upon the labor interests,' ' tho 
report proceeds to review the work of 
former'bureaus. The stand is taken 
that it is idle to dwell upon the wages 
and condition of the average wage 
earners of the state. Tho bureau 
contends that their condition "is 
proved by evidence so clear and abund­
ant that the completion of any further 
statistics merely to prove it would be 
wasted effort."

N EW YORK, September 2<5.—The

free silver, 210 against. .VJ unknown. 
Of the 88 in favor of free silver, 30 are 
republicans, M are democrats and 7 
are populists. 

BRIEF ITEMS. 

Several Indian* and Wliltos Killed Jn 
Mexico. 

IIKKMOSIM.O, Mexico,September 27.— 
Information has reached here of a fight 
between a scouting party of ranchmen 
and a band of twenty Yaqui Indians 
in the mountains southeast of Ilermo-
sillo. The Indians have becu making 
attacks upon the ranches of the stock­
men and had burned a number of ranch 
buildings and had driven off several 
hundred head of stock. The ranchmen 
organized a party and went in pursuit 
and came upon them iu the mountains. 
They fired upon the Indians and the 
latter stood their ground. The battle 
was a hand to hand conflict and re­
sulted in the killing of five Indians and 
the wounding of several others. Three 
ranchmen were killed and fiVe wound­
ed. 

WAR IS IMMINENT. 

Opinion of a Prominent CJerman 
Newspaper, 

BERLIN, September 27.—The Kreuz 
Zeitung declares that tho Franco-
Russian alliance has now become a 
political factor of the first importance. 
At any moment a war, which up to the 
present time has been avoided only by 
a miracle, may break out. The signal 
tor hostilities will, however, declares 
the Kreuz Zeitung, be given from 
Paris, and not from St. Petersburg, 
where the want of a firm hand iu the 
government is everywhere apparent.

YoJiobri.'ria. _ Advices by 
mail from Japan indicate a decrease in 
the number of cases of cholera, tho 
number of new eases in Tokio having 
decreased from 40 to ">0 daily to only 
If). Before the ship sailed from Yoko­
hama the disease had almost disap­
peared, and mariners arc now freely 
allowed ashore there. A Foo Chow 
correspondent of the China Mail states 
that upwards of one hundred persons 
have been arrested for complicity in 
the Ku Cheng massacre, including the 
leader of the vegetarians and his two 
chief lieutenants, for whom a reward 
of 8000 had been offered. The trials 
are proceeding slowly, but out of the 
twenty-seven who have been tried, 
twenty-three have been convicted. 

MADE FORTUNES IN KANSAS. 

Kusaian Peasants Atiiwi Several Hundred 
Dollars A|>iec» and Keturn. 

TOPFKA, Kan., September 25.—Oscar 
Bisclioff, ex-American consul to 
Sonneberg, Germany, started with 
ninety Catholic Russians for New 
York, where he will put them on board 
a ship bound for* Russia. The older 
members of the band came to Kansas ! 
in 1873, and the younger members have 
been born here. Most of them have 
lived in Shawnee county, and the 
heads ot families have accumulated 
from pl.r.OO to S-,500 apiece, which 
among the peasantry is considered a 
fortune. Some weeks asro 120 went, 
back to the old country and last spring-
seventy-five left. They had made all 
the money they wanted and have gone 
to the fatherland to die. 

CIVIL SERVICE EXTENSION. 

WASHINGTON-, September 25.—The 
president has issued an order placing 
all grades of the consular service with 
a compensation between S1.000 and j 
52,200 under a modified civil service I 
rule, which provides for class but not j 
competitive examinations. This order j 
will affect a little more than one-half 
of all those engaged in the consular] 
service of the United States. The I 
order was suggested and strongly j 
recommended in a report to the presi- • 
dent by Secretary Olncy. 

INTERNATIONAL ATHLETICS.

In the third race between Spruce and 
Ethelwynn, the latter withdrew be­
cause of the dangerous weather and 
Spruce won. 

The first yacht race for half-
raters between the British yacht 
Spruce IV, and the American yacht, 
Ethelwynn, having been declared off 
for lack of wind, it was sailed over. 
Ethelwynn won the race, coming in 
six minutes and five seconds ahead of 
her competitor. 

The steamer Kite, with the Peary arc­
tic expedition on board, arrived at St. 
Johns Peary admits the expedition 
was practically a failure. They 'got 
short of food and were unable to pro­
ceed. Returning to camp they lived 
on a meal a day, and bad nothing to 
eat for the last twenty miles. In the 
matter of scientific advancement, it is 
said the Kite has on board the most 
valuable collection ever brought out of 
the arctie regions. All the members 
of the combined expeditions agree that 
that this gives the death-blow to any 
arctic expedition under American aus­
pices for many years to come. Peary 
feels his failure keenly, and much 
sympathy is expressed for him. 

A dispatch from Topeka says: The 
Kansas corn crop will fall far short of 
the total yieid heretofore estimated. 
Martin Mohler, ex-secrctnry of the 
state board of agriculture, has return­
ed from a tour of inspection over the 
western half of Kansas. He says the 
recent dry and hot weather has greatly 
injured the corn in that region and 
that the late crop all over the state has 
been damaged. Heretofore the yield 
for this year has been estimated at 
over $300,000,000 bushels. Mr. Mohler 
does not believe the crop will exceed 
205,000,000 bushels, as much of the corn 
has been cut short by hot winds and 
di -3' weather, and will be more valuable 
to cut up as feed for cattle than to 
gather and market. 

A Macedonian plot against the sul­
tan of Turkey has just been discov­
ered. 

The Union League Club Commission 
appointed to induce the national com­
mittee to select San Francisco as the 
place for holding the republican na­
tional convention, held a meeting. A 
report was presented showing that 
nearly twenty of the fifty-six members 
of the national committee favored 
San Francisco.

PRODIGY IN SCULPTURE 

I'hai'lcslon NfcRio 1vhd .Hit* a UiUural 
Cruliift for Modeling. 

Charleston possesses n wonderful 
sculptural prodigy in the pet-sort 
tioorse R. Devane. Devano Is an engi­
neer by trade and worked formerly at 
tiregg's mines, hut Is not now employed 
there, says the News anil Courier. This 
naturally gives him more time to de­
vote to his art, which, if crude, shows 
undoubted signs of talent. His special­
ties aro carvings on sticks, and while 
these would hardly he carried by tho 
ultra well-dressed man, they are ex­
ceedingly interesting and Ingenious, 
and in some instances pretty. Devano 
also carves on horns. These are really 
lovely, except when disfigured by sen­
tences explaining the sculptured fig 
iires. The designs are varied—011 tliei 
sticks alligators, snakes, lizards, frogs 
and all sorts of little beasts that creep 
and crawl in most lifelike attitudes. The 
carving on the horns, however, is all 
copied from pictures, and when the pic­
ture copied has been one of Flaxman's 
drawings, which Devane has in a "His­
tory of Josephus," the effect is beauti 
ful. The trouble is tlia' being absolute­
ly uneducated and illl 'T te ho does not 
display great taste in ine selection of 
his models nor has he a sense of the 
eternal fitness of things. King Darius 
slaying a lion (Flaxman) is flanked by 
"Genefal Sherman's Glorious Victory 
in Georgia," copied fi'om a picture in a 
little tuppenny school history (printed 
at the north). 

Devane sent a number of his sticks 
to the Chicago exposition, where they 
attracted the attention of Fred Doug 
lass, who wrote him a letter of com­
mendation and asked him to go on to 
the fair. This he was unable to do for 
lack of funds. After the fair was over, 
however, some of his sticks were sold 
by Mr. Douglass for him for $15 apiece. 
Mrs. Andrew Simonds has engaged De­
vane to sculpture several horns and 
sticks for the Charleston room. The 
carving is all done with an old pen­
knife, which originally cost 15 cents. 
Devane has a complete set of carving 
tools, btit sftys he can do nothing with 
them at all. If he could be taught in 
some way and shown some of the beau­
tiful ivory carvings of the east, his ideas 
being raised, It is probable that he 
might beebme an adept in the art. As 
it is his work is both interesting and 
unique and in many instances exceed­
ingly pretty and quaint. Devane is go­
ing to the Atlanta exposition and ex­
pects to coin money there.
