IOWA LANDS ARE OPENED UP.

Land Oflce in Des Molnes Dirocted to
File Entrles,
Wasuinaroy, November 20,—By or-
der of the secretary of the interior the
commissioner of the general land office
will direct the local officers of the Des
Moines land office tc open lands recov-
ered from the Sioux City & St. Paul
railroad company, due to the decision
of the supreme court of October 21st.
Owing toa failure of the railroad com-
pany to construct its road to the limit
of the grant it was claimed by the
United States that the land had not
been earned, which had been granted
to the road by the state, and that it
should berestored to the public domain.
Meanwhile it was sold by the railroad.
The register and receiverare insrructed
to advertise in a local paper for thirty
days, giving notice that the lands have
been restored to the public domainand
that any claimants to them must
present their claims at the end of
ninety days from the date of the first
publication. The commssioner also
directs that in the notice of restoration
there be notice to all prior applicants
that their applications confer no rights
upon them and that the land will open
to entry upon the day set for restora-
tion without regard to prior applicants,
In order that such applicants way
have a fair show, the local officers aré
directed to notify each of them of the
rejection  of their application and
necessity of presenting new applica-
tions for plot«_ctmn of their rights,

FIENDS' BLOODY WORK.

Fast Mall Train on the New York Central
Wrecked.

N. Y., November 20.='{'he
deliberate wrecking of fast mail train
No. 6, east-bound, on the New York
Central railroad, was accomplished
about three miles west of this city at
4:20a. m. The wreckers had broken
open the company’s tool house near
by and obtained a wreneh and Crow-
bar, with which all the spilces and
fishplates from two opposite rails on
the southeriy track had been remoy ed.
The two released rails were left in
their place on the track. As the train.
comprising four mail cars and three
sleeping cars, came along at the rate
of about forty miles an hour, the
locomotive left the track, bounded
over the ties and fell sidew ays into the
aitch twelve feet deep on the south
side of the track. All the cars
one left the track and several were
almost demolished, but none of the
fifty occupants of the sleepers were
injured. The engineer and a tramn
were killed and ten passengers were
badly injured. Three young fellows
were arrested and one has confessed,
umplicating the others. Their object
was robbery.

Early Thanksgiving Days.

The first recorded Thanksgiving was
the Hebrew feast of the tabernacles.

The first national English Thanksgiv-
ing was on September 8, 1588, for the
defeat of the Spanish Armada.

There have been but two English
Thanksgivings in this century. One
was on February 27, 1872, for the re-
covery of the Prince of Wales from ill-
ness; the other, June 21, 1887, for the
Queen’s Jubilee.

The New England Thanksgiving
dates from 1633, when the Massachu-
setts Bay Colony set apart a day for
thanksgiving.

The first national Thanksgiving proc-
lamations were by Congress during the
Revolutionary War.

The first great American Thanksgiv-
ing Day was in 1784, for the declaration
of peace. There was one more national
and no other till
