The national Federation of
American Women and the Nation-
al League of Colored Women will
hereafter be known as the Na-
tional Association of Colored Wo-
men, the two bodies having
united. The report of the com-
mittee on resolutions was pre-
sented by Mrs. Ida B. Wells-
Barnett of Chicago, and was
adopted. Among other things the
report touched on the following :
The Sheets law, passed by. the
Florida legislature, which makes
it a crime to have white and Afro-
American children in the same
school was condemned; Judge
Harlan’s dissenting opinion on the
separate car law was commended;
an appeal to the Awerican Mis-
sionary association was made to
send supplies to country school
teachers 1 the south. Those
Atro-Americans in the south were
condemned who patronize the rail-
way companies maintaining -‘Jim
Crow” cars; George M. Pullmun
was thanked for extending the
privileges of his palace car system
to Afro-Americans; the lynching
of Afro-Americans in the south, as
well as mob violence and the con-
viet lease system were con-
demned. The republicans tor hav-
ing placed in their platform a
plank condemning lynching were
lauded.

COLORED POET.

Mr. W. D. Howell, the well
known literary critic and author,
has, as he says, discoverd a poet
“Jaureate” for the Negro race in
the person of Paul Lawrence Dun-
bar, a young man of Dayton, O.
Mr, Dunbar received his fame on
the merits of s selections from
the white race. Strange, and yet
true, he has written from time to
time for several monthlies maga-
zines over Mr. Dunbar’s name—
Century, Harper's, Scribner’s, ete.
Mr. Dunbar was not general
known as # colored man until he
produced & book entitled **Majors
and Minors.” Below we give our
readers Mr. Howell's comment on
Mr. Dunbar taken from the Phila-
delphia Record :

“Mr, Howell himself is confi-
dent that he has discovered a new
genius in Paul Lawrence Dunbar.

Says he in Harper's Weekly :
“J do not not remember any
English speaking Negro, at least,
who has till now done in verse,
work ot all the same movement
as he. He calls his
little book ‘Majors and Minors;'
the Majors being in nur American
English, and the Minors being in
in dialect, the dialect of the mid-
dle south Negroes and the middle
south whites; for the poet’s ear
has been quick for the accent ot
his neighbors as well as for that
of his kindred. It is when we
come to Mr. Dunbar's Minor's
that we feel ourselves in the pres-
ence of a man with a direct and a
fresh authority to do the kind of a
thing he is doing. One sees how
the poet exunlts in his material, as
the artist always does; it is ndt for
him to blink in commonness, or
to be ashamed of its rndeness: and
in his treatment ot it he has been
able to bring us mnearer to the
heart of primitive human nature
in his race than any one e¢lse has
yet done. The rarge between
appetite and emotion is not great,
but it is here that his race has
hitherto had its being with a lift
now and then tar above and be-
yond it. A rich, humorous sense
prevades his recognition of this
fact, without exciuding a tfond
sympathy, and it 1s blending of
these wlich delights me n ali his
dialect verse; as in *When De
Co'n Pone's Hot 2’
Day is timess in life when Natore
Seems to slip a cog an’ go,
Jes a-rattlin® down ereation,
Lak an ocean’s overflow;
When de worl’ jes stabts a-spinnin’
Lak a picaninny’s top,
An’ yo' cup o’ joy is brnnmin’
T'well it seem about to stop,
An’ you feel jes lak a racah
Dat is trainin’ fu’ to trot —

When yo' mammy says de blessin’
An' de co’n pone's hot.

I have heerd o’ lots o’ sermons,

An' I've heard o’ lots @' prayers,

An’ I've listened to some singiu’
Dat has tuk me up de stairs

Of de Glory-Lan’ an’ set me
Jes' below de Mahster’s th'one,

And bave lef” my hawt a-singin’

In a bhappy aftah tone,

‘“ ‘Several of these picces are
pure sentiment, like ‘The Deserted
Plantation,” but these, without
lapsing into sentimentality, recall
the too easy pathos of the pseudo-
Negro poetry of the ministerial
show. There is no such sugges-
tion in ‘When de Co'n Pone's
Hot,” norin the following poem,
which is purely and intensely
black, as I may say, in its feeling:

Chicago’s Well-Used Libra ry.

The report of the public library board
for the ficcal year ended June 1, sots
forth that the number of books taken
to homes from the library and sub-sta-
tions during the year, being 1,173,586
volumes, is greater than in the case of
any similar institution in the world.
Manchester, England, is not a close sec-
ond, with 975,944 volumes. Boston,
Mass., comes next, with 847,321 volumes.
Birmingham, England, i: the fourth,
with a record of 818,312, The total num-
ber of volumes held by the library is
217,203.  Accessions for tiie vear
equaled 10,485. The aggregate number
of books, periodicals, ete., in use dur-
ing the year, including books of ref-
erence, was 2,642,244, an Increase of 57,-
192 over the previous year. The at-
tendance at the central reading room,
and at the sub-stations, was materially
greater than for the preceding year.
A great demand is noted for additional
reading rooms throughout the eity,
notably in those districts of dense pop-
ulation where the poorer people live.
Lack of funds has prevented extension
to as great a degree as is desirable:
For the reason that space is Nmited,
as wel as money, comparatively fow
volumes were purchased during the
vear. All this will be changed after
January 1, when the move will be made
to the new building on the lake front.
More money will be available, while
space will be ample.—Chicago Inter

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Awful Rallroad Wreck in New Jersay, re-
sulting Fatally.

Arrantic Crey, No J., July  81.—The
Rending railroad express which left
Philadelphin at 5:40 p. m. for Atlantic
City crashed into a Pennsylvania rail-
road excursion train at the second sig-
nal tower, about four miles out from
this place. The Pennsylvania train
was running to Bridgeton with a party
of excursionists from that place, Mill-
ville and neighboring towns., At the
second signal tower the tracks of the
two roads cross diagonally. The
Reading train was given the signal,
but it either failed to work or the
speed of the express was too great to
be checked in time. It caught the
excursion train broadside and plowed
through, literally cleaving it in twain.
The engine of the Reading train was
shattered to pieces. . The excursion
wrain was made up of fifteen cars, the
foremost of which was n baggage car,
and they were all crowded. The bag-
gage car and the next two coaches
caught the full force of the crash and
were utterly demolished. What re-
mained of the third car was tumbled
into a ditch at the roadside. A report
from one of the officiuls says there
were 37 p\-rsmw killed, 21 men,
12 women, 2 boys and 2 girls, It is
generally believed this list will be con-
siderably swelled. The injured will
reach three score.

DEATH IN A WAVE.

Tidal Wave Kills Foar Thousand In
Chinna.

SuAyGHAL August 3.—The recent
disastrous tidal wave along the const
of northern Japun has been paralleled
by a similar phenomenon on the coast
of Haichau, northeast of the provinee
of Kiangsu, in which Shanghai is sit-
uated. In the Yellow sea, a huge
bank of water five miles wide rushed
shoreward with terrific velocity.
Thousands of tons of water was
thrown for miles inland and every-
thing in its path was swept away.
Muny villages were entirely destroyed
and it is estimated that fully 4,000
people perished. All the cattle were
Arowned and the rice fields obliterated.
In many cases whole families® were
lost. There is alveady much suffering
among the survivors, who. miserably
poor before the disaster, are now
absolutely homeless and foodless. It

MRS. A. O. SMITH PAYS A
TRIBUTE TO HARRIETT
*BEECHER STOWE.

“Do Good and Serve the Lord.,"—
Hartiet Beecher Stowe.

A friend erdeared by every quality
which won the love of the young and old,
rich and poor, bond and free, has passed
into the land where there is rest for the
weary, and where the spirits of the just
are made perfect,

Her loving glance, her wise counsel,
her firm womanly thoaghts are no more.
One or two long but gentle breaths were
drawn sud that great soul of Harriet
Beecher Stowe had fled to seek a nobler
scope tor which it yearned. Though dead,
she is still speaking by the life she lived
and by her works still speaking in the ear
ot our memory and affection. She is
dead but the reformation wrought by her
akillful hands lives and may the name of
Harriet Beecher Stowe live as long as
there are lovivg of liberty whose pen was
fervid in its portrayal of the vice and
crime of slavery when the days were
dark and friends were indeed few to the
class of Americans called Africans. It
was she, undaunted and, perbaps, stimu-
lated to do right, unfurled from coast to
coast, from lake to gulf, the volumn of
anti-slayery, telling ot the wretchedness
and misery that their race was subjected.

O woman! greatly beloved, may this
race ever Keep thy memory green as a
philanthropist. She has shown herself
worthy of the place, for the world had
need of such as she.

And thy works do follow thee.

At the age of 85 years and 19 days she
was called from labor to reward, and
while she was passing through the valley
and shadwow of death, could we but have
had a glimpse of yonder shore, no doubt
we could have seen Uncle Tom among
the host of friends and relations watching
and waiting to greet her; could our hear-
ing have been super-natural we could
have heard Uncle Tom in the choir that
sang the welcoming anthem of exceeding
sweetness that no earthly choir can sing,
He saw her put on the crown that flashes
into everlasting light. He also saw her
put on the robe spotlessly white. Although
be was born & slave iu abject heathenism
he 18 today and will ever be in company
with the immortal marriet Beecher Btowe
standing before the throne purier, and
holier than when we knew them. They
are indeed ravished with the happiness ot
that eternal life where there is no preju-
dice.
