Murphy Are Sastained,

DuptqQue, Dee. 3.—The judgment of
the Metropolitan Ecclesiastical conrt
of the Roman Catholic ehurch in the
famous case of Bishop Bonacum, of
Lincoln, Neb., against Fathers Fitz-
gzerald and Murphy, of his diocese, has
been delivered, The court finds for
the priests against the bishop on
every point in the appeal, which was
ordered by the propaganda at Rome,
after Delegate Satolli had refused to
grant one. The bishop is judged to
have been actuated by sinister and
vindictive motives, to have published
falschoods and deccived Cardinal
Satolli, The court declares null and
void all the sentences of the bishop,
withdrawing the faculties of the
defendant priests, sentencing them  to
pennance in Canada for contumacy and
condemning them generally. The
bishop is condemned to pay the
expenses of the exonerated priests and
the costs of the trial, and to pay
Father Fitzgerald $875 and Father
Murphy $325 as damages, and to with-
draw the priests he sent to Tecumseh,
Neb., where Father Murphy is rector
of St. Ambrose church, and to Auburn,
Neb.,, where Father Fitzgerald is
rector of St. Joseph church. The pay-
ments are ordercd to be made to the
sonrt within thirty days. There is no
appeal from the sentence pronounced.

There are some things about my
Neighbor Jim that I want to tell.

SUBSTITUTE FOR GLASS.

Now Translucent Fabric for Use as Sky=
lights and Vault Covers.

The translucent frabrie recently
brought out by a New England firm to
take the place of glass skylights has,
after a continuous experimental service
of seven years been pronounced to be in
as good condition a2 when first put in
place. The materlal has many advan-
tages claimed for it, chief of which is
that by its employment in train sheds.
freighthouses and similar buildings
having skylights of large areas, ihe
light welght of the material permits
of a-sfmpls, inexpensive and light forin
of skylight construction. The joints
are made water-tight by a special form
of construction employed with this ma-
terial. The fabric is said (o have
marked advantages over glass in heing
practically unbreakable, and for this
reason leaks on account of breaksge
or cracking are not experienced, ‘T'he
translucent fabric consists of a trans-
parent material spread over steel wire
cloth, with twelve meshes per inch,
which gives the panels a flexible and
elastic property, permitting adjust-
ment to any shape that the reef struet-
ure may take owing to the expansion
nand contraction of the framework. The
manufacturers state the the skylights
mentioned as having been in usc for
over seven years have never leaked
during that time, nor have they cost
anything for repairs. Secveral large
industrial establishments have been
fitted up with this material, among oth-
ers the General Electric Co.'s new shops
at Schenectady, N. Y., and the new
forge shops of the Berlin Iron Bridge
Co., of Connecticut. The fabric is
strong and in panels 18x26 inches in
size, has carried a weight of over 490
poyunds per square foot. The amount of
iight transmited is cqgual {0 that o
ribbed glass one-quarter of an inch in
thickness. 'The material will not burp
unless set five to at the edges, when
it will burn very slowly. DBrands or
coals dropped upon it will net set fire
to it. Its cost is much less—I) to 30
per cent—than that of ordinary glass
skylights.—Philadelphia Inquirer.
