"Dr." B. Mitchell Says Airship 
Is Second Coming of Christ. 

Revealed In a Sleep 

Were It Human the Inventor 
Would Parade with Music.

All theories a nent the airship arc now 
exploded. Dr. B. Mitchell, a colorcd re­
vivalist and physician, who cures by .med­
icine and by faith, declared to his followers 
yesterday that divine providence had rc 
vealed to him that the airship was not an 
earthly invention, but the second coming 
of Christ. "Dr." Mitcell is regarded with 
awe by his followers. He is a great Bible 
reader and interpreter. Such of the sick 
as have faith, he says, he can cure by the 
touch of his hands. Tho receipt lor his 
mykterious medicine ho avers was given 
him by the Savior. _ 

Dr. Mitchell has been deeply interested 
in the airship ever since it was tirst heard 
of, and journeyed to Evanston, to Rogers-
Park, and to other places t j study it. 

Mitcell's history isromatic; he was born 
in Texas sixty-two years ago, and speaks 
of himself as an "ex-slave, ex-iuiueowner, 
a Southerner, an ex-planter, and a faith-
curist." The early years of his life were 
spent in slavery, lie served in the Con­
federate army as a servant to his young 
master, who was a captin. After the war 
Mitchell baught a one hundred and sixty-
acre plantation in Mississippi, and made 
money as a brick contractor and cotton-
raiser. Then lie moved north, and purch­
ased COO acres of mountain land in Mis­
souri, at $1 an acre, merely as a specula­
tion. Ho open an intelligence office in 
Memphis, l'enn., and became a leader 
among his pcoplethere. One day a white 
stranger walked into his ollice, and asked: 

"Aro you Mr. B. Mitchell, and do you 
own 600 acres of mountain laud in Mis­

souri?" 
'•Yes, sir," replied the colored man. 
"Well, I'll give you $2,000 for that 

land," said the white stranger, exhibiting 

the bills. 
"No jou .von't," Mitchell answered." 
"Call it $2,200, then," suggested the 

stranger. Ami the deal went through at 

that figure. 
"Now," remarked the stranger, "you 

have $3,200. Yesterday you were a multi­

millionaire. 
"How's that?" Mitchell gasped. 

"Why, yesterday you owned COO acres 
gf what is known as the Iron Mountain 
rrngc. There is a rich vein of iron ore 
twenty feet thick running through it. A 
philanthropist 'like you ought to bo up 
on those little things. Much oblige, to 
you.

Our Washington Letter. 
WASHINGTON, D. O., April 12, '97. 

[.Special Correspondence to the Bystander.] 

Leaving Des Moines, Wednesday April 
71 h, at 0 o'clock p. m., over the Great 
Western to Chicago, we reached the Win­
dy City about two hours late, having to 
remain there until 7 p. m., Thursday. 

When we left Chicago the evening was 
nice, and about 11 o'clock we were in a 
heavy rain storm; 2 o'clock a m. we were 
in a snow storm. In Ohio the snow was 
about one and a half inches and falling 
fast. t 

Friday afternoon we reached West Vir­
ginia The trees were in full bloom, and 
the grass green, anil from 8 to i inches 
high. 

We reached Washington at 11:30 Fri­
day night, found our friend, Mr. John 
Sims, awaiting our arrival. I found my­
self snugly stored away at his pleasant 
home for the night. On Saturday morn­
ing 1 went to the Capitol; was inducted 
into oilicc of which 1 will speak about 
later. I was told to report for duty Mon­
day, but my pay commences Saturday 
morning. I went then to the new build­
ing just completed—the new Library of 
Congress. It is undoubtedly the finest 
building in the world. I shall not attempt 
to tell you about the architecture and 
sculpture, and painting, for it would take 
me a week to give you anything like a 
detailed description of the building. It is 
said the government itself had never be­
fore called upon a representative number 
of American painters-and sculptors to 
help decorate broadly and thoroughly one 
of its public buildings; but there were 
fifty of the best sculptors nnd painters 
engaged in the work. 

The site of the Library originally com­
prised two city blocks, containing seventy 
houses, with an extent, as has been said, 
often acres. It faces exactly west; it is 
four hundred and seventy fep long, from 
north to south, and three -windied and 
forty deep, from west to e^v it occupies, 
exclusive approaches, threlj and three-
quarter acres.

THE WAK IN EUROPE. 

SEVERE FIGHTING BETWEEN 
GREEKS AND TURKS. 

Tuesday, tli« Second Day After the Com­

mencement of Hostilities, the Chances 

for the Future Seemed to lie In Favor 

of the Greeks. 

Athens is wildly rejoicing over the 
latest news from the Turkish frontier. 
Gen. Smolenitz, ex-minister of war, is 
in command of 14,000 Greeks at Re-
veni, not far from Tyrnavos, northwest 
of Larlaea. At this point Edhem 
Pasha, closely pressed, was nearly tak­
en prisoner. Gen. Demopoulos, at the 
head of one Greek division, forced the 
Turkish line at Boughazl, close to 
Tyrnavos and Gen. Mavromochale 
broke through at Koniskos. The two 
generals united their troops near Da-
inasi. 

The news of this success at Reveni 
and of the imminent fall of Prevesa 
has changed the dismay caused at Ath­
ens by the loss of Milouna into the 
wildest rejoicing. The Greeks report 
that the Turks lost 7,000 killed and 
wounded at Reveni, but this estimate 
is probably excessive. It is stated that 
the Turkish forces attacking Reveni 
numbered more than 10,000 men. 

Tuesday the Greeks, after a desper­
ate battle, captured and burned Dam-
asl. Another division of the Greek 
troops traversed the Reveni pass and 
captured three blockhouses. This di­
vision has almost reached Damasi, 
where it will effect a union with the 
force, that captured the town. Twen­
ty thousand troops under Gen. Smol­
enitz displayed tihe greatest bravery. 

Taking a general survey of the field 
the fortunes of war thus far are pretty 
evenly divided, but the chances for the 
immediate future are decidedly in fa­
vor of the Greeks. 

The government has addressed a 
note to the foreign ministers and con­
suls in Greece, calling their attention 
to the fact that Greece has adhered to 
the declarations of the Berlin con­
gress of 1850, and expressing the hope 
that foreign governments will respect 
the laws of neutrality.

WANTS NO TERRITORY.  

Turkish Commanders Do Nut Contcni-

plnte a March to At liens. 
London cable: The outbreak of 

hostilities on the Greek frontier has 
caused but little sensation here. The 
prominent officials and the Turkish 
embassy have received no information 
beyond the fact that war has been de­
clared. 

The correspondent of the Associat­
ed Press understands that Turkey has 
no idea of territorial conquest, for she 
knows the powers would not sanction 
an advance to Athens. She probably 
will first attempt to capture Larissa 
and then march on Trikahala and Plia-
nari. If these also are captured Tur­
key could compel Greece to comply 
with the demands of the powers. The 
Turkish fleet, however, is still in the 
Dardanelles, where it is likely to re­
main as long as the Greeks continue 
active. It is reported that the powers, 
instead of blockading Greek ports, will 
allow Col. Vassos and his army to re­
turn to Greece if he desires to do so. 

Strong Churches May Unite. 
There is a national movement on foot 

looking to the union of the Congrega­
tional and Christian denominations. 
Complete union is not looked for at 
present, but it is thought that plans 
may be made drawing the denomina­
tions more closely together in work 
and fellowship and finally result in a 
union. 

Mad Dog lliteg Children. 
Seven children were bitten at Chi­

cago Tuesday by a dog believed to 
have been suffering .from hydrophobia. 
The victims were attacked by the ani­
mal in the street in front of their 
homes, and in some cases the lacera­
tions were so painful as to be serious, 
though no deaths are expected.

It is pre­
sumed he was taken with a weak spell, 
raised the window to get air, lost his 
balance and fell out. 

William Splitstizer of North Judson, 
Ind., fell from a wagon and broke his 
neck. 

Fire at the University of California 
destroyed the building occupied as the 
college of agriculture. The loss is es­
timated at ?40,000. 

Orlando F. Herrick was killed by the 
cars at Princeville, 111. He was 64 
years old and came to Dixon from Can­
ada fifty-seven years ago. 

Weston Miner, aged 35 years, was 
killed, and Hichard Cummings, aged 
40, was fatally injured by a premature 
explosion while blasting rock at 
Charlestown, Ind. Both were mar­
ried. 

William Price, a saltmaker at Pom-
eroy, Ohio, fell into a vat of boiling 
brine four feet deep and was literally 
cooked from the waist down. He ran 
half a mile to his home in a nude con­
dition. He will die. 

William H. Fortner, until a few 
months ago superintendent of the Mun-
cie, Ind., police force, was killed at the 
Elm street crossing of the Big Four 
railroad. 

Wells Finch, a flour broker and mem­
ber of the New York produce exchange, 
accidentally shot and killed himself 
while cleaning a revolver In his office 
in the produce exchange building. 

A hurricane has devastated the coun­
try near the Ouachita River, Ark. Sev­
eral plantations were swept clear of 
houses and stock. The wind was fol­
lowed by hail, which destroyed crops. 

FOREIGN 

The pope has elevated the arch­
bishops of Lyons, Rennes, Rouen and 
Santiago de Compostella to the cardi-
nalate and formally proclaimed the 
previously named bishops of Buffalo, 
Cheyenne, Wilmington and Mobile. 

The name of Baron Courcel, the emi­
nent French jurist and diplomat, will 
probably be suggested as the fifth or 
final arbitrator on the court of arbitra­
tion between Venezuela and Great 
Britain. 

In view of the very satisfactory tests 
of American armor plate heretofore 
l«\nt to Russia, the Russian government 
ha^ asked the Carnegie and Bethlehem 
com panTes To"subm!t"proposals for fur­
nishing armor plate for two large bat­
tleships. 

Signor Chiardia, a member of the 
Italian Chamber of Deputies, and Sig-
uor Dalmati, the well-known advocate, 
who will attend the international pos­
tal congress at Washington as the 
lepresentative of Italy, have started 
for the United States. 

During a gale in the English chan­
nel the British steamer Moyune, 3,016 
Ions, outward bound for India and the 
past, was driven ashore off St. Catha­
rine's Point, Islt of Wight. The pas­
sengers and crew were rescued by the 
bucket apparatus. 

Aubrey Beardsley, the artist, has 
'.;een formally received into the Roman 
L'atholic Church. His health, which 
has been precarious for a long time 
;ast, is now better, and he lia3 gone 
'.o the Riviera. 

Owing to a slight accident to the 
Italian warship Liguria, she has been 
replaced by the cruiser Dogali, which 
sailed to be present at the ceremony 
of dedicating the Grant mausoleum. 

A dispatch from Essen-on-the-Buhr, 
Germany, announces that ten persons 
were killed to-day through an explo­
sion of fire damp in the Oberhausen pit. 

CRiME.  

The second trial of L. D. Baldwin, 
charged with conspiracy to bribe a 
juror in the Crum and Evans case at 
Marion, Ohio, resulted in a verdict of 
acquittal. The jury was out two hours 
and the verdict was reached on the sec­
ond ballot. 

Jerry Brown, a member of the Mont­
gomery, W. Va., gang of murderers, 
was sentenced to hang June 25 for the 
murder of Mrs. Isaac Radford. 

At Wanatalia, Ind., Rev. J. J. Higgs, 
i clergyman, and Mrs. Priscilla Wil­
son, a leader in the W. C. T. U,, caused 
the arrest and conviction of the five 
saloonkeepers of the town for viola­
tions of tho Nicholson law. Heavy 
fines were imposed. 

At Newark, Ohio, Frank Davis shot 
Sampson Harriman, perhaps fatally. 
The prisoner declares Harriman tried 
to steal his money. 

D. J. Dey, the Northwestern mail 
agent, has been bound over for trial 
in the federal court in bonds of $2,000. 
He has been taken from Ashland, Wis., 
to Madison, where the trial will be 
held. 

Charles Walters is in jail at Martins­
ville, Ind., accused of forging W. H. 
Wooden's name to a note in payment 
for a horse. 

Judge Garver has overruled the mo­
tion for a change of venue in the case 
of James French, who murdered his 
wife at Rockford, 111., and it will prob­
ably come to trial at the coming term 
of court. 

R. L. Rumley of Council Bluffs came 
to the Arcade hotel, Omaha, Neb., and 
registered as "H. R. Johnson, city." 
His body was found in his room. He 
had turned on the gas and then shot 
himself. 

Ernest Ridgeway, one of the four 
men who held up and attempted to roll 
a car full of people on the Independ­
ence electric line, Kansas City, Mo., 
was sentenced to one year in the coun­
ty jail. 

Two sons of a Mr. Hesson, living m;ar 
Grernland, Ark., aged 9 and 15 years, 
committed iniicide. Thf boyi» were an­
gry boruuse they wei« left at home> 

LEGISLATURE. 

SENATE. 

Des Moines, April W.-Privato banST 
will not be examined or required to report 
to the auditor of state. The senate ad , 
voted, 33 to 13. The house hff.d already 
voted that way. But the Healy amend-
went chat all corporations dolr.g a banking 
business must comply, in all important 
particulars, with the banking law, was 
adopted. The senate stood by the Berry 
substitute for Temple amendment by a 
viva voce vote, without opposition, and a 
conference committee was appointed. The 
bill relatiug to the edit/.ug, printing, an­
notating, publishing and distribution of the 
code paused. The bill provides for the 
state publishing its own code, for getting 
out its own annotations, for copyrighting 
the annotations and arrapgemeut, for the 
prohibition of any private publication is­
suing prior to the state's edition _ coming 
out, and for the state printer and binder to 
do tho work. 

HOUSE. 

Representatives Funk, Cornwall, WooJ, 
Baker and Byington were delegated to act 
as a coumiitoe to draw up a bill embodying 
such economies in the state as suggested 
by tho Funk investigating committee's re­
port. The house had the insurance bill be­
fore it, concurring in nearly all the senate 
amendments. The senate substitute for 
the Blanchard nnt'-eombine law was not 
accepted. The senate amendment allowing 
foreign accident insurance coin•.innies hav­
ing $100,000 capital and $100,000 surnlu? to 
do business in Iowa was rejected. 

SESATE. 
Des Moines, April 17.—Bill relating to 

construction aud operation of telegraph 
and telephone companies passe 1 without 
material amendments. Bill in relation to 
notes and bills was taken up aud a substi­
tute for the house bill passed. The old law ' 
was re-enacted about word for word. 

HOUSE. 

The Merriam bill requiring a more care 
L'ul system in the different departments of 
state passed. House declined to concur in 
the senate amendment to tlie building and 
Joan bill which denies the right of appeal 
I'rorn the decision of the executive council. 

SENATE. 

Des Moines, April 10.—The senate receded 
from its amendment which made the office 
of the supreme court reporter appointive 
and the law in regard to that oflice now 
stands just ns it has been for years. The 
senate spent most of its time on the bill in 
relation to towns and citie<", but no action 
was taken and tho bill went over uutil to­
morrow. 

UOUSE. 

The house held a very brief and uninter­
esting session. The bill in relation to 
special charter citics was read, but it went 
over until to-morrow. 

SENATE. 

Des Moinea, April 20.—The conference 
report on the elections bill was ndopted. 
As the bill now stands the senate section 
prohibiting fusion remains in its original 
form, tho house having receded from its 
position. The senate also wins out in the 
contest over the marking of the ballot. 
Weuate spent most of the day in consider­
ation ot the bill relating to cities and 
towns, but no important action was taken. 

HOUSE. 

Senate amendment to library bill which 
took from "the governor the power to 
appoint the librarian was rejected, the 
house insisting on tho old law. Senate 
substitute for the house bill to abolish the 
oflice of state oil inspector was indefinitely 
postponed. Building and loan bill caine 
up under a motion to reconsider and was 
amended to permit the auditor to sit with 
the executive council when considering 
right of association to do business. The 
right of appeal to district court was also 
stricken out. 

SENATE. 
Des Moines, April 21.—Railway com-

panie3 will be exempt from city taxes on 
lines running through agricultural and 
horticultural lands inside cities and in­
corporated towns, except in tracts of less 
than ten acres. That was the decision of 
the senate by a vote of 18 to 2:1. Senator 
Garst filed a motion to reconsider the vote 
by wliich the amendment to strike out the 
agricultural exemption to be applied to 
railroad rights of way had failed to pass. 

HOUSE. 

Powers introduced a resolution directing 
the attorney general to make an examina­
tion of the report of the Funk investigat­
ing committee and if he finds that any 
funds have been improperly used or the 
law violated to proceed to collect said 
money or proceed agaiust the violators 
criminally. The resolution is aimed at the 
irregularities said to have existed in con­
nection with the census. It went over. 
In the afternoon the manufacturing bill 
came up. An amendment by Murtiu legal­
izing the credit* of wholesale dealers only 
was adopted, the senate amendments were 
agreed to, aud the bill then passed, 55 toll. 

SENATE. 

Des Moines. April 2J.— Senate voted to 
reconsider the vote by which the senate 
yesterday decided to exempt from munici­
pal taxation lines of railroad running 
through acreage tract3 within t'.ie ex­
tended limits of cities aud towns and by a 
vote of 26 to 10 declined to grant the ex­
ceptions. An amendment by Hotch-
kiss making saloou keepers ineligible to 
ottice was defer tod. The liquor bill with 
the mnnufai iring amendment was re­
ported and tue senate at once agreed to the 
house amendment making debts of- whole­
sale dealers only collectable. The bill now 
goes to the governor. 

HOUSE. 
The bill for the editing, annotating, pub­

lication and printing and binding of the 
proposed new code was taken up by the 
house and passed after several hours of 
entertaining discussion.

ELECTROCUTIONS IN OHIO.  

First Victims of tlie New T.aw l'ay th* 
Penalty of Their Crimes. 

Coi.UMBUS, O., April 23.—The first 
electrocutions in Ohio took place in the 
annex of the Ohio penitentiary, whero 
for the past thirteen years capital 
punishment has been meted out to all 
persons under sentence of death in the 
state by hanging. The electrocution 
chair and appliances have been in 
place in the old execution room for 
several weeks. They are similur to 
those used in New York. The pris­
oners who paid the death penalty were 
William Haas, who criminally assaulted 
a woman near Cincinnati and then cut 
her throat with a razor, and William 
Wiley, who murdered his wife at Cin­
cinnati. 

Powers Trying to Agree. 

LONDON, April 20.—The powers are 
attempting to arrange a new agree­
ment. Russia, Germany and Austria 
seem to be pitted against England, 
France and Italy and they will 
probably fail to agree upon a plan of 
procedure. The land powers cannot 
look at the matter as the naval powers 
do, and this is the cause of the failure. 

Italian Expedition Annihilated. 

PABIS, April 21.—The Temps Bays 

the Italian expedition under Bottego 
was annihilated in southern Abyssinia. 
It appears the Ethiopian general com­
manding at Baro requested Bottego to 
halt nntil the expedition was author­
ized by the negus to proceed. The 
Italians fired on the bearers of a flag 
of trucn and killed them. A fight 
followed in which only two Italians 
auccceded in escaping,

RUSSIA'S GREAT PLAN. 

WILL. CONNECT BALTIC AND 
BLACK SEAS. 

The Largest Ship Canal In the Worl«l 
Hill Soon bo Ilegun—ltd Aim to 
BInke the Czar Master of Europe and 
Alia. 

(Special Letter.) 
OW that the trans« 
Siberian Railway is 
far advanced toward 
c o m p l e t i o n ,  t h e  
Russian govern­
ment is planning 
a n o t h e r  g r e a t  
scheme, which will 
outrival in political 
importance the Kiel 
Canal. It hasalways 
been considered by 

the Russian strategists as a source of 
great weakness that the naval forces 
of the empire should remain divided in 
such a way that one-half only, either 
the Baltic or the Black Sea fleet, could 
bo available at one time. Between tho 
north and the south there is no way 
for naval concentration, communica­
tions being blocked in tho north by 
climatic and in the south by political 
obstructions. In his dealings with his 
grandmother's government his Majesty 
(he Czar is never so warm and concili­
atory as when the Baltic is frozen. To 
this actual thermometric condition may 
bo ascribed his recent expressed desire 
for peace in the east. 

There is a motto in maritime affairs 
that nothing can be improvised; every­
thing has to be foreseen. It was with 
a clear understanding of this truth 
that the late Czar, Alexander III., gave 
instructions to his engineers to study 
the possibilities of a maritime canal 
to connect the Baltic with the Black 
Sea; this canal to be'constructed with 
dimensions sufficient for the transit of 
the largest war vessels. After a thor­
ough study of the various possible 
roads, one has been selected as the most 
practical, running, as it does, entirely 
through Russian territory. On the 
plan selected there are no great diffi­
culties of level to be overcome, al­
though the European watershed sum­
mit has to be crossed, but this last 
takes place at one of its lowest points. 

The proposed canal's entrance will 
be on the Gulf of Riga, at the mouth 
of the river Duna. It will follow the 
course of this river up to a point above 
Dunsbourg. Then, leaving this valley, 
it reaches the Berezina river by a 
straight cut and passes through Bab-
rouisk. This brings it into the Dnie­
per, and, following this natural decliv­
ity, it reaches the Black Sea, opening 
into a magnificent roadstead below 
Kerson. The total length of this colos­
sal waterway will be something like 
1,600 kilometres (about 1,000 miles), 
and it will be excavated to a depth of

SV2 metres (about 27 feet). This will 
allow the largest ironclads to navi­
gate it freely from one end to the other, 
The estimated cost is put down at £100,-
000,000. 

Its strategic importance does nol 
need demonstration. By the selection 
of a course running at a safe distance 
from the frontier it places back of the 
Russian forces stationed in Poland an 
unassailable base of operation. Fully 
protected already by a whole network 
t;f fortifications and railways, this 
canal is intended to act as a feeder for 
all the war material. As to the con­
centration of the whole Russian fleet 
in the Black Sea, this means an abso­
lute control of Constantinople and the 
Straits. 

But if this enterprise is of utmost 
importance in a military point of view, 
it will also prove unquestionably very 
beneficial to the agricultural and indus­
trial interests of the country. It places 
vast grain producing regions in cheap 
communication with Odessa, the chief 
point of export, while the immense coal 
fields of southern Russia will come into 
easier connection with the industrial 
distrii ts of Poland. There are reasons, 
too, ti believe that new factories will 
develop along the canal on account of 
the cheapness of this new mode of 
transport. If this scheme has been 
adopted, there is no doubt that me Rus 
sian tenacity will bring it to success. 

Arms of Starfish Thrown Off. 

There is found in the Mediterranean 
aiid in adjacent seas a starfish which 
has been noted to have when young 
six arms, whilst the adults only have 
five, and sometimes three of these arms 
are much smaller than the oth?rs. 
Dr. E. von Marenzeller has observed 
that the arms are actually thrown off, 
a not uncommon custom of echino-
derms, while the disc that remains will 
often bud out fresh artjis. The reason 
for this self-division he gives as fol-
U&'s: "The animals are affected by a

which, passing in at the mouth, tali?s 
up its quarters in the blind extensions 
of the stomach that pass into the arm3. 
Here it grows, and occasions such in-
convenicnce to its host that the latter 
takes the heroic course of getting rid 
of the arm in which the parasite re­
sides. At first the creature Is endowed 
with its full complement of arms, and 
should parasites get into them all, they 
will all in turn be dispensed with and 
re-grown; but most cases only five ara 
thus renewed, and occasionally only 
three."

JAPAN'S EARTHOUAKES. 

Volcanic Upheaval* iu tlx ol 
Ocean. 

Tho northern coast of Hondo, the 
largest of the Japanese islands, ex­
tends nearer than any other land to 
the tremendous submarine hole in the 
earth's crust known as the Tuscarora 
Deeps, says Scribner's. This is the 
deepest part of the ocean so far as men 
know; it is almost as deep as the top­
most peak of the Himalayas is high. 
Throughout its hundreds of miles of 
width and breadth there are subma­
rine volcanoes. The seismic philoso­
phers think that through some vol­
canic upheaval in these depths earth­
quake vibrations were transmitted 
along the ocean bettom to the shore, 
and a sudden rise of the water's level 
sent the tidal wave on its errand of 
destruction. The earthquake shocks, 
which travel at a rate of speed vary­
ing from two to twenty miles a sec­
ond, reached the Bhore first. They 
were mild for quaky Japan and it was 
not until 8:30 o'clock in the evening, 
an hour and a half later, that the 
slower-moving waves of water were 
announced by portentous .booming 
sounds. Only four miles away from 
the coast fiBhermen were unaware of 
the presence of any extraordinary 
wave. But when the on-moving vol­
ume of water reached the steep sides 
of the sea bottom and mounted up \o 
the shallow places, the wave grew to a 
height of twenty to fifty feet and 
hurled itself into the inlets and bays 
of the hapless land, overwhelming, 
with contemptuous ease, the feeble 
dikes which the Japanese fishermen 
and rice-planters had built to defend 
their low-lying homes.
