He has as much janitor work to do as 
any other state house janitor, besides that 
he must always dress well and bo on duty 
in the private secretary's oiiice and act as 
usher and metsenger. Governor Drake 
says lie would rather have Billy at $75 
than two men he could hire at $50 per 
month. His experience in the office and 
when he was a senate employe has made 
him valuable because lie knows nearly all 
the public men in Iowa and knows how 
to treat theui. if his services are npt 
worth $75 per month then there are few 
persons in the state house earning their 
salaries.

THEY FEARED A MONARCHY. 

llrreinoulals Awakened Suiplcloa Autoug 
Early RepuUllcau Leaden. 

The pageantry of the Inauguration 
serves to recall the old days when tho 
tear of the monarchy was heavy upon 
:he Republican leaders in the new gov­
ernment, says the New York Mall and 
Express. Washington, the first presi­
dent, iu his own person and in his 
afflce, was not averse to the stately 
ceremonial and custom that to too ex­
citable minds suggested the era ot 
nonarchy and oppression. Thus writes 
William McClay, senator from Penn­
sylvania, in his diary under data of 
June 5, 1789: "Levees may be ex-
'.remely useful in old countries whera 
aien of great fortunes are collected, as 
:hey may keep the idle from being 
Aorse employed, but here I think they 
ire hurtful. * * * Indeed, from 
;hese small beginnings I tear we shall 
'ollow, nor cease till we shall reach 
:Iie summit of court etiquette and all 
:lie frivolities, fopperies and expenses 
practiced in European governments. I 
grieve to think how many individuals 
ire aiming at these objects with un­
ceasing diligence." The senator did 
sot like Washington's way of deliver­
ing his messages to Congress in per­
son. instead of having them road. They 
reminded him of "speeches from the 
ihroue." For a kindred reason.he had 
ao use for the vice-president, John 
Adams. Witness an entry in his dairy 
made the same year, Just after tha 
news of the fall of the Bastile had 
reached America: 

"Royalty and nobility and the vlU 
pageantry by which a few of the hu­
man race lord it over and tread oa 
he necks of their fellow-mortals seem 

likely to be demolished with their 
kindred Bastile, which is sald'to bs 
aid in ashes. Ye gods! with what in­
dignation do I think of the late at­
tempts of some creatures among us to 
revive the vile machinery! Oh, Adams, 
Adams, what a wretch art thou!"

He has as much janitor work to do as 
any other state house janitor, besides that 
he must always dress well and bo on duty 
in the private secretary's office and act as 
usher and messenger. Governor Drake 
says lie would rather have Billy at $75 
than two men he could hire at 150 per 
month. His experience in the office and 
when he was a senate employe has made 
him valuable because lie knows nearly all 
the public rneu in Iowa and knows how 
to treat them. If his services are not 
worth 175 per month theu there are few 
persons in the state house earning their 

salaries.

BICYCLE CURVES. 

'lie l.'.l of the Killer S'ever Movat 
llarkwaril. 

Almost every bicycler believes that 
; ii.: rides his wheel, hla foot swings 

' ji-kward -with the pedal. He thinks 
is feet describe a series of c-ircles, fol-
r.ving the pedals around and that they 
ove backward and forward Ju3t as 
inch as they move up and4owii, Bays' 
lie -New Voile Journal. This, it haa 
;o>v been found by careful measure-
•lent, is quite a mistake. From the 
line you mount your wheel until you 
iisniount your feet never move back­
ward. I'liey are constantly moving 
orward, not in circles, but in a series 
t curves. The reason for'this ia that 
s your foot swings under the crank 

diaft the bicycle moves forward much 
tiore rapidly than the pedal swings 
'jack.j The result is a constant for-
.vard movement. While your foot 
moves backward in relation to your 
jody, yet it moves more rapidly for­
ward in relation to the ground. It 
has been found by testing a bicycle 
.vith ordinary gear that the wheels 
nake two and one-quarter revolutions 
0 one revolution of the pedals. Start­

ing your machine when the pedals lie 
n a horizontal line It will be foiind 

.liat the wheels have made a complete 
1 evolution before the pedals again come 
to a horizontal position, or half-way 
.tround the circle they describe. For 
•very inch shaft the latter moves for­
ward more than two Inches over the-
;i-ound. This will be apparent when 
,ou consider the forward movement of 
.ho pedal above the crank shaft. Your 
loot then advances much more rap­
idly than any part of the cycle, if 
ihe bicycle were suspended in the air 
>'oiir foot would move backward just 
as much as it moved forward and up­
ward to Just the extent that it moved 
downward in describing a series of per­
fect circles, but in relation to the 
ground or to any fixed point neither 
>ne of your feet ever moves backward 
from the time you start yc*f bicycle 
until you stop. 

THEY FEARED A MONARCHY. 

Ceremonial* Awakened Suspicion Among 
Early Republican Leaden. 

The pageantry of the Inauguration 
serves to recall the old days when the 
fear of the monarchy waa heavy upon 
:he Republican leaders in the new gov­
ernment, says the New York Mail and 
Express. Washington, the first presi­
dent, in his own person and iu his 
jfflce, was not averse to the stately 
:eremonlal and custom that to too ex­
citable minds suggested the era ot 
monarchy and oppression. Thus writes 
William McClay, senator from Penn­
sylvania, in his diary under data of 
lune 5, 1789: "Levees may be ex­
tremely useful in old countries where 
men of great fortunes are collected, as 
:hey may keep the Idle from being 
A'orse employed, but here I think they 
ire hurtful. * * * Indeed, from 
;hese small beginnings I fear we shall 
'oilow, nor cease till we shall reach 
:he summit of court etiquette and all 
:he frivolities, fopperlea and expenses 
practiced in European governments. I 
grieve to think how many individuals 
ire aiming at these objects with un­
ceasing diligence." The senator did 
,iot like Washington's way of deliver­
ing his messages to Congress in per­
son, Instead of having them road. They 
reminded him of "speeches from the 
throne." For a kindred reason.he had 
ao use for the vice-president, John 
Adams. Witness an entry la his dairy 
•tiade the same year, Just after the 
news of the fall of the Bastlle had 
reached America: 

"Royalty and nobility and the. vile 
pageantry by which a tew of the hu­
man race lord it over and tread on 
he necks of their fellow-mortals seem 

likely to be demolished with their 
kindred Bastile, which la sai<f*fb be 
;aid in ashes. Ye gods! with what In­
dignation do I think ot the late at­
tempts of some creatures among us to 
revive the vile machinery! Oh, Adams, 
Adams, what a wretch art thou!"

The !>nnt« So Declare* In Regard to Cnb* 
by* Large Majority. 

WASHINGTON, May 21.—-The long and 
exciting debate on the joint resolution 
recognizing the existence of a state of 
war in Cuba and declaring that strict 
neutrality shall be maintained by. the 
United States, passed the senate by 
the decisive vote of 41 to 14. Tho an­
nouncement was received with tumul­
tuous applause, which drew from Sen­
ator Hawley an emphatic protest 
against "mob demonstration." The 
resolution passed is as follows: "Re­
solved, ctc, That a condition of public 
war exists between the government of 
Spain and the government proclaimed 
and for some time maintained by force 
of arms by the people of Cuba, and 
that the i'nited States of America 
shall maintain a strict neutrality be­
tween the contending parties, accord­
ing to each all the rights of beligcr-
ents in the ports and territory of the 
United States." 

SPAIN HAS A CRISIS.  

Sanor Shcasta, Kx-Premler, R«j»rumhe* 
the Uovernment. 

MATIRIP, May 51.—At a meeting of 
liberal senators and deputies, Senor 
Sagasta, former premier, made a 
speech, in the course ot which he said: 
"We have 500,00't troops in Cuba, but 
we are uot even master of the territory 

trodden by our soldiers. At the same 
moment Carlinistn is organizing itself 
in the peninsula and menaces lis with 
a new war, thanks to the impunity it 
enjoys, while the seeds of separation 
are germinating in some of the prov­
inces. The picture could not be gloom­
ier. We have wax in Cuba, in the 
Philippines, and we have attempts at 
civil war at home. The government 
is not responsible for thein but it is 
unfortunate in its administration.

HAVAKA, May lit.—Opening of pri­
vate letters by Wcyler's postoflicc 
employes has been the subjcct of 
energetic protests by more than one 
local consul. Dr. ltrunner. of tiic 
LTnitcd States marine hospital service, 
detailed at Havana as assistant san­
itary inspector attached to the Amer­
ican consulate general, received 
several letters from his wife the ends 
of the envelopes having been clipped 
off at the postoflicc before delivery. 
Thcv were delivered open, no attempt 
whatever having been made toconceal 
the fact of violation. Upon the 
doctor's complaint General Lee sent a 
sharp note of protest to the captain 
general's office. 

VICTIMS OF A MOB. 

Two Men Killed an<l the'lloime of Anwllirr 
Humeri by White Cap*. 

MocjiTAix GROVE, MO., May 20.—Six 
miles north of here, on the banks of 
the Whetstone river,., a mob of white 
caps murdered two men and burned 
the home of another. There has been 
much thieving in that district of late 
and suspicion pointed to Lige Mayfield 
and the Mitchell brothers, John and 
Dave, who had been warned to leave 
the country. The mob did not find 
Mayfield at home, so his house was 
burned. The Mitchell boys had bar­
ricaded their house, and the raiders 
fired upon the place, killing John and 
seriously injuring Dave. The same 
rainers« recently took Dave Mitchell 
from his house, whipped him and 
warned liiin to leave, but he remained 
defiant. 

Favor Free Coinage. 
SAI.T LAKK. May 21.—The Western 

Federation of Miners, after a secret 
session of eight days, adjourned sine 
die. Edward Boyee, of Wardner, 
Idaho, was endorsed by re-clcction to 
the presidency of the federation. 
Resolutions were passed for l'rco coin­
age of gold and silver, for initiative 
and referendum, and for the affiliation 
of unions with any party that declares 
for these reforms.

SAX FHANCINCO, May 10.—W. B. 

Bradbury, local millionaire, has been 
sentenced to twenty-four hours' im­
prisonment in the county jail for 
violating the civic ordinance prohibit­
ing expectom ting on the floor of street 
cars. Tiiis was Bradbury's second 
offense. He claims the privilege of 
spitting when and where he pleases as 
an inalienable American privilege and 
will make liis imprisonment a test 
case. 

Mill* Regit me Work. 
BniuKFonu. Me., May lit.—One hun­

dred iootns in the gingham department 
of the York cotton mills have been 
started. This department has been 
practically shut down for a year. The 
whole plant is now running nearly at 
its full capacity. 

LAWKENCK, Mass.. May 10.—The 
Everett Cotton mills have commcnccd 
running on a fifty-two and a half hour 
per week schedule. During the pas'! 
few months they have been runuing 
forty-five hours. 

Terrible Railway Dl*a§ter in IliiMla. 
Sr. PKTKRSBrnG, May 16.—A terrible 

railway disaster befell a military train 
between Roeksnliof and Sliva, on the 
Valki Jurjev line. Sixteen cars wcrir 
smashed. Two officers and nearly 1(K 
soldiers were killed, and sixty others 
were seriously injured. 

Sr. PKTKK8BL'KG, May IT.—In the 
railway disaster a few days ago it is 
officially announced that fifty-eight 
persons were killed. 

Rivera May Die. 

rlAVAXA. May 15.—Gen. Ruiz Kivera 
is seriously ill with fever in Cabanas 
prison. Col. Bacallao, his late chief 
at staff, who was also captured by the 
Spanish troops while attempting to 
i-arry the wounded leader from the 
field, is now contincd in the same cell 
with him* 

Train <ioc» Through a Trestle. 
AuiiMoisF., I. T., May 18.—A south­

bound passenger train on the Atchison, 
Topcka Santa Fe road went through 
;i trestle sixteen miles south of Ard-
inore aud tumbled down a twenty-fooi 
I'liuiaukmcnt. Fifteen passengers ami 
members of the. train crew were in­
jured, Mime of them fatallv.

BABOON SOLDIERS. 

Military Maneuvers of the Animal* In 

South Africa. 
Man is not the only animal who car­

ries on his warfare by means of or­
ganized bands and calls in the forces of 
nature to assist him. The German 
naturalist and traveler, Brehm, wit­
nessed in central Africa fights that 
were conducted in as orderly a man­
ner as if the warriors had been really 
men, Instead of only somewhat like 
them In form, says Youth's Companion. 
The actors in the play were baboons 
and their enemies were in one case the 
travelers' dogs, though the baboons 
were ready to fight with any creaturo 
that attacked them, man only except­
ed; and he owed his exemption sole­
ly to the fact that the baboons could 
not often gain a point of vantage. The 
naturalist himself was once stoned out 
of a pass in a very few minutes by 
these creatures, 'who sprung upon 
ledges and stones, looked down for 
a few moments on the valley, growling 
snarling and then began to roll down 
stones with so much vigor and adroit­
ness that the intruders took to flight. 
The baboons evidently knew the value 
of co-operation, for the naturalist saw 
two of them combine their efforts in 
order to set a particularly heavy stone 
rolling. One monkey, bent on making 
the most of his missile, was seen to 
carry a stone up a tree, that he might 
hurl it with greater effect. On the oc­
casion when the dogs attacked the ba­
boons, the baboon* were crossing a 
valley, and as usual during a inarch 
the females and young were in the cen­
ter, the males heading the column and 
bringing up the rear. As the dogs 
rushed upon them only the females 
took to flight. The males turned and 
faced the enemy, growling, beating the 
ground with their hands, and opening 
their mouths wide, so as to show their 
glittering teeth. They looked so fierce 
and malicious that the dogs—Arab 
grayhounds, accustomed to fight suc­
cessfully with hyenas and other beasts 
of prey—shrank back. By the time they 
were encouraged to renew their attack 
the whole herd had made their way, 
covered by the rear guard, to the rocks, 
one six-months-old monkey alone ex­
cepted. This little monkey sat on a 
rock, surrounded by the dogs, but he 
was not long left in his perilous posi­
tion. An old baboon stepped from a 
cliff near by, advancing toward the 
doge, keeping them in check by threat­
ening gestures and sounds, picked up 
the baby monkey and carried It to a 
place of safety on the cliff, while the 
whole crowd of baboons watched the 
act of heroism and shouted their bat­
tle-cry.

IF THE MOON STOOD STILL. 

There Would Be Many Change* on tlia 
Karih. 

We must Imagine that the moon 
would always be exactly over one spot 
of the earth's surface, says the Phila-
phia InQuirer. At night, therefore, 
that part ol the earth would always 
be illuminated, unless the position— 
which is most probable—would result 
in an eclipse; but the other portions of 
the earth would be in total darkness 
at night. The effect on navigation 
would be revolutionary. The phe­
nomenon of the tides would practically 
cease. Consequently many tidal riv­
ers would run low constantly and flour­
ishing ports go to ruin. Not only so, 
but the distribution of the water on the 
earth's surface would be seriously al­
tered. If the moon stood still, the 
waters on that side of the earth where 
the moon was stationed would rise In 
one huge mass, while the opposite side 
of the earth would have a smaller bulk. 
The waters, however, at the sides ol 
the earth would practically disappear. 
This would undoubtedly mean that 
many portions of the earth now dry 
would be flooded, and Vice versa. Not 
only so, but the shape of the planet 
would—to an outside observer-
change. The solid portions would re­
main rigid, but the general contour 
would appear to be egg-shaped, the 
greater end being turned toward the 
moon and the point away from it.
