Another International Slonetiiry Confer­
ence Saitl to llo in Sight. 

LONDON. July 19.—There is every 
indication that an international mon­
etary conference will be held iu the 
United States, with Great Rritian as a 
participant. A joint proposal of 
bimetallism was presented on behalf 
of the I'nited States and France at a 
conference held at the foreign oflicc 
between llaron de Courcol, the French 
ambassador, representing France: 
Ambassador Hay, Senator Wolcott, 
Former Vice-President Stevenson and 
Delegate Paine, representing the 
United States; Lord Salisbury, Sir 
Michael Hicks-Beach, chancellor of 
the exchequer, and A. J. Balfour, first 
lord of the treasury, representing 
England, aud Lord George Hamilton, 
secretary of state for India, repre­
senting India. The proposals, after 
some discussion* were taken under 
advisement, and the British cabinet 
will give its answer at a subsequent 
conference. It is reported that an 
international conference will be sum­
moned, probably to meet in the United 
States, with Great Britain partici­
pating. All the delegates will be un-
instructed with regard to the ratio, 
although it is predicted that the 
United States will favor 10 to 1 and 
France 15}i to' 1.

Japan Will Not Allow Hawaiian Annex­
ation. 

VAN COUVKK, B. C., July 22.—Count 
Oukana, foreign minister from Japan, 
says, regarding the annexation of Ha­
waii to the United States: "The foreign 
office is not surprised at the proposed 
annexation.

GUN FACTORY EXPLOSION. 

Four Women and Two Men Killed nml

NKW HAVKN, Conn., July 22.—An ap­
palling accident occurred in the shell-
loading department of the Winchester 
fire arms company's shops. Without 
an instant's warning six human beings 
lost their lives by an exposion and 
another victim died soon afterward at 
the hospital. A score of others were 
more or less seriously injured, but no 
further fatalities were reported. 

Hotly Under a Sidewalk. 
CHICAGO, July 23.—Under a wooden 

sidewalk at Grand and Kenzie avenues, 
a desolate spot, lying in a mass ol 
weeds and rubbish, the decomposed 
body of a man was found. Almost 
cove-ring the body and loosely Wrapped 
around the lower limbs was a quantity 
of rusted barbed wire* which the 
police think must have been placed 
there by the persons implicated in the 
man's death. The condition of the 
body will render a post-mortem neces­
sary to determine the cause of death. 
There are no means of identification, 
but the body was evidently that of a 
man well to do.

Minister of War of Cogta Itiea Claimed as j 
n Pal by Counterfeiter*. 

NKW YORK, July 21.—Ricardo de 
Rcquesens, the principal conspirator 
in the plot to flood Costa Rica with 
counterfeit bank bills and who is now 
in Ludlow street jail awaiting trial, 
has made a written confession. This 
confession implicates three wealthy 
coffee planters in Costa Rica—Jose 
Campos, Jose Vallillabobas and Sal­
vador Ocampo, of Santo Domingo, 
Costa Rica—and a nephew, A. Quiros, 
of the present minister of war of the 
same name of that republic. Indeed, 
De Requeseus intimates that minister 
also had something to do with the 
counterfeiting business. 

Fram'0 Proposed Trip. 
BKKI.IN, July 22.—Tne Lokal Anzeiger 

says the Fram, the vessel on which Dr. 
Nanscn's last polar expedition was 
made, will next year explore the west­
ern coast of Greenland. The Fram 
will be under the command of Captain 
Sverdrnp, who sailed with Dr. Nanscn 
as navigator. Dr. Nansen, the Lokal 
Anzeiger announces, will shortly make 
a tour of research with a party of 
English and American geologists. The 
Lokal Anzeiger says that Captain 
Sverdrup will endeavor to get around 
the northern end of Greenland. He 
expects to be absent two years. The 
party will take dogs with them as* a 
precaution against Jieing frozen.

VANCOIVKK, B. C., July 2!t.—The

Powderly, of Scrnnton, Pa., will have 
a rocky road to travel before lie is con­
firmed by the senate as commissioner 
of immigration. Already the Kn gilts 
of Labor and the Federation of Labor, 
the two most important and influen­
tial organizations of workingmen, 
have given notice that they will tile a 
protest against confirmation, and will 
do all in their power to defeat him. 
In the first place, it is charged that lie 
was never a republican until he went 
into the campaign last fall, hut that 
when he ran for mayor of Scranton he 
was identified very largely with the 
democrats. In the second place he 
was an ardent supporter of the free 
coinage of silver as long as he was 
identified with labor organizations, 
but became an advocate of "honest 
money" last fall. His troubles with 
the Knights of Labor, which led to 
his being expelled from that-organi­
zation, will aiso be presented at some 
length to the committee, and its mem­
bers assert that his appointment is an 
insuit to their order.

BRINGS A TON OF GOLD. 

Arrival of n Ship With a Wonderful Tab 
of Alaska's Gold Fields. 

SicATTt.K, Wash., July 19.—The 
North American Transportation Com­
pany's steadier Portland has reached 
this port from St. Michaels with at 
least a million aud a quarter in gold 
dust as freight and sixty-eight miners 
aboard. Some of the miners have 
with them 87.j,000. and not one of them 
has less than $5,000, every dollar of 
which has been taken from the Clon-
dyke within the year, and most of 
these men, with a competency now in 
their hands, have claims in that 
fabulously rich region that almost 
beyond doubt will net them hundreds 
of thousands more. A reporter went 
on the ship as it came into the harbor. 
Entering the captain's cabin the 
skipper pointed to a corner in which 
was piled three boxes and a large safe. 
"There you see those boxes and that 
safe. Well, they contain in round 
figures over §1,000,000 in gold, and 
that metal weighs nearly a ton and a 

liaif." lie continued: "Out of the 
sixty-eight passengers there i» hardly 
a man on board who has less than 
$5,000, aud one or two have over 

SI 00,000." The mining region is 
located just across the Alaskan 
boundary in the Northwest Territory, 
and is said to be the richest discovery 
of the century. Many men are pan­
ning out $1,000 a day and wages have 
jrone up to .91.1 a day and board. 

ANDREE FINALLY SAILS. 

1'rip to the Pole in a lialtoon Han 
llegtiti.  

TIIOMSOK, Norway, July 20.—The 
steamer Svenskund, from Spitzbergen, 
reports that Professor Andree ascended 
in his balloon at 2:30 p. m. on the 11th 
tinder favorable circumstances. Wind 
good and all well. The preparations 
occupied three and one-half hours 
The balloon, which is christened the 
Eagle, made a successful ascent amid 
the shouts and cheers of the crowd 
which had gathered to witness its de­
parture. Despite the lightness of the 
wind, the balloon rose rapidly until an 
altitude of about 000 feet had been 
attained, when it was forced down 
nearly to the surface of the sea. Af­
ter a few sand bags had been thrown 
out, however, it again ascended. The 
weather was clear, and the Eagle was 
visible for an hour, traveling in a 
north-northeasterly direction. When 
last seen it was moving at the rate of 
22 miles an hour.

CINOINATTI. July 21.—A dispatch 
from Marion, Ohio, says a succession 
of terrible electrical storms with heavy 
rains passed over that city and vicin­
ity. George Stout, while driving a 
mowing machine, was killed by light­
ning. Chas. Sciter and William Son-
tag, while returning from work, were 
r-truck down on the street. They may 
recover. Four men near Radburn, 
fifteen miles from Marion, were killed. 

After More War .Ships. 
NKW YOKK, July 21.—The Herald's 

correspondent in Rio de Janeiro, 
Brazil, telegraphs that the United 
States and Japan have communicated 
with the government of Brazil, with 
the idea of a possible purchase of war 
idiips now building for Brazil in Eng­
land and Germany. Owing to Brazil's 
financial plight at this time, it was 
recently decided to sell, before comple­
tion,-if possible, all the war vessels 
being built for Brazil in the two 
countries named.

TOPEKA. Kan., July 21.—Mrs. Mary 

E. Lease is a candidate for governor 
on the populist ticket. She told her 
intimate fricods that she intenr'ed to 
succeed John W. Leedy. There is 
nothing in the state constitution or 
state law that prevents a woman from 
holding that office, and Sirs. Lease has 
leached the conclusion that the time 
has arrived for the women to assert 
themselves.

WASHINGTON, July 21.—The treasury 

department, taking 107.47 pounds of 
raw sugar testing 90 degrees, as 
required, to make 100 pounds of hard 
refined, made public a statement 
estimating the sugar differential as 
follows: Act of 1S94, 10.82 cents; house 
schedule, 12.33 cents; senate schedule, 
10.83 cents; conference schedule, 13.92 
cents per 100 pounds. 

Direct Tax Adopted. 

PAIHS, July 21.—The senate, by a 
vote of 217 to 2, adopted the direct'tax 
bill, and unanimously adopted the 
naval credit of 7,000.000 francs for 
commencing new warships, hastening 
the reconstruction of the navy and 
establishing a naval base at Bizerta. 
The decree terminating the- session 
was read by M. Darlau, minister of 
justice.

ITH the advent of 
English rule in 
Burmah.native ath­
letic sport degener­
ated, and in a few 
years died entirely 
as a national pas­
time. Lately an at­
tempt was made by 
Burmese of high 
standing to revive 
the old games, and 

i combat between twenty pairs of men 
from all countries in Upper and L«ower 
Burmah was arranged. The inclosurc 
In which the fights were to take place 
was strictly Burmese; a bamboo frame 
work 300 square feet and 12 feet high, 
ihe sides and top covered with plait­
ed mats of bamboo splints. Hot as 
was the air outside, under the glare of 
the sun, the temperature Inside the low 
roofed pavilion was 20 degrees higher. 
A space 20 feet, carefully smoothed and 
tan-bark covered, occupied the center, 
a table piled with silks, parasols, ker­
chiefs and stacks of rupees, a small cor­
ner of the "ring," but with these ex­
ceptions there was nothing but tiers of 
platforms, on which the natives squat­
ted, so closely packed that another 
hundred souls would have found no 
possible aperture in which to squeeze. 
Sitting on their heels at the four sides 
of the ring were little groups of stal­
wart fellows wrapped in long togas of 
cotton cloth. These men were the ref­
erees, fighters, and trainers. A tremor, 
a hum of voices, and then a shout from 
the crowd greeted the swagger entrance 
of a well-fed looking Burman, gorgeous 
in silk burbhee and headdresses, and 
who, judging from the interposing 
plaudits of the mob, must have an­
nounced the events to follow. Then 
a saddle-colored, close-cropped, but 
muscular young athlete unfolded the 
kinks in his anatomy, cast aside his 
toga, and serenely walked into the ring, 
profusely expectorating large niouth-
fuls of red betelnut and arrica juice as 
he did so. A few pictol-like reports, 
produced by the aspirant slapping his 
chest, and another fighter arose and 
lithely stepped through the crowd and 
into the clearing. Now the assembled 
outfit did yell, and as each man stripped 
to 4 breach clout, swung his arms, bent 
his legs back until his toes rested in 
the armpits, the clink of silver mingled 
with the din of advice, compliments 
and admonitions floating about, and all 
knew the bets were on. The rules are 
simple. Biting and hair pulling, strik­
ing or kicking a fallen opponent are 
the only prohibited acts. Facing each 
other, the fighters stood a pace apart, 
the referees opposite each other also, 
forming a square. All was in readi­
ness, the crowd grew impatient, the 
referees clapped their chest, the com­
batants smote themselves likewise, a 
great roar of voices, and before one 
could really, notice just how it hap­
pened the fighters were wriggling on 
thfe tan bark. A flash of dark skins 
through the sun rays which looked like 
streams of water aslant through the 
tobacco smoke, the clapping sound of 
palms on necks, backs, and thighs, a 
spinning wheel of legs, arms, heads, 
tan bark, and the act was done, the 
round over, and the man whose should­
ers and thighs touched was "down and 
out." Separated by the referees, the 
men retired to their corners, drank bot­
tles of soda water, took fresh chews of 
betel-nut compound, and good natured-
ly listened to the gratuitous advice of 
their friends in the audience.

The Horned Tost Industry. 
Catching horned toads for the Hono­

lulu market is one of the growing in­
dustries of "Old San Diego," better 
known as "Mexican Town." Mexicans 
and Indians go out upon the desert 
and catch these little horned reptiles 
and sell them to the sailors and ship­
ping houses for shipment to Honolulu 
to be utilized In eating flies. That 
country is overrun with the pests, and 
as the toads live upon flies, and eal 
them for pure amusement, they are in 
great demand. They are shipped in 
boxes partly filled with sand and fed 
on flies during the voyage. The toads 
are sold at about 25 cents each. 

Mexicans do a good business also in 
selling horned toads to tourists. They 
are great pots with ladies, especially 
the chapisettes, who belong to th< 
smart set and affect the latest fads. 
They are charged from 50 cents up foi 
each toad. The chapisettes amust 
themselves by parading the toads on 
the hotel piazzas during the lazy after­
noons and watch them swallow flies 
Small bets are made on the ability ol 
their favorite toads to swallow th< 
greatest number of flies in a given 
time. The swallowing contest is 
watched with much interest by the at­
tendant chappies, who take sides, anc 
pay the bets, or rather forfeits, as i' 
is politely called. Toads are alst 
boxed up and taken East as curiosities 
Catching horned toads is one of th< 
leading industries of "Old Town."-
San Diego (Cal.)

BOYCOTT'S LIFE. 

ItciulnlHccncoa of a Man Whoso Kuino

Descended frora 
a long line of Eng­
lishmen, who be­
lieved that duty to 
those whom they 
served, no matter 

what kind of a system of robbery was 
being worked, should be the line of a 
man's action, he undertook in the fall 
of 1880 the inforce the collection of 
rents from tenants in County Mayo, 
Ireland, for several landed proprietors 
whose agent lie was. These landed 
proprietors, in truth, had no right to 
the lands, the same having been con­
fiscated by various English monarchs, 
who presented them to their favorite;?. 
The poor Irish submitted without a 
murmur, and were contented so long as 
they could get the necessaries of life. 
But in 1880 crops were small and the 
peasantry suffered, some of them to 
the point of starvation. As a means 
of protection, and partly out of revensre, 
they refused to gather Boycott's crops; 
they induced tradesmen to refuse him 
supplies for his table and they enticed 
his servants away. He was the first 
among the factors and agents in Ire­
land to feel the effects of this powerful 
weapon in the hands of the common 
people, and the new process of ostra­
cism took its name from him. 

A crisis was precipitated by the late 
Charles Stewart Parnell, who in a 
fepeech at Ennis, in September, 1580,

urged the people of Ireland to abstain 
from agrarian crimes and adopt instead 
a policy of sending landlords, agents 
aiul bailiffs "to Coventry," which is 
the old form of expressing what is 
meant by the modern word boycott. 
The idea became popular at once, and 
the frst victim was Captain Boy­
cott. Here is the story of the orig­
inal boycott as told by Boycott him­
self: 

"I was warned that if I did not cease 
acting in the interests of my employers 
I should he lot severely alone. This 
did not scare me, and I continued 
working as before. Then the boycott 
began. My own harvest was late that 
>ear, r»nd when I tried to hire harvest 
era I was met everywhere by refusal*. 
Net a man in my parish or ba'ony 
dared to work for me. 

"The corn remained standing. But 
this was lot the worst. My servants left 
me in a body, and my wife and children 
were- obliged to do all the housework. 
Then the village grocer and Ihe butch­
er refused to sell me provisions. In 
neighboring towns and villages trades­
men also declined to sell me their 
wares. But I would not give in. 
" lungs went, from bad to worse. There 
was no fuel in the house. Nobody 
would cut turf or carry coals for me. 
I had to tear up the floors for firewood. 
Finally I sent my family to friends In 
litiblin, and prepared for a siege. 

"People who sympathized with my 
position formed an association known 
;u: "emergency men." They fathered 
together a score of stalwart harvesters 
and marched them under police pro­
tection to my aid. That irritated my 
Mayo friends more than ever, and 
constant attacks and sallies became the 
order of the day and night. 

"Finaly a detachment of soldiers 
came from Castlebar to our aid, and 
the belated harvest was reaped and 
garnered. We had to guard our corn 
with fixed bayonets, revolvers and 
blackthorns to keep our ricks from be­
ing burned down. Two servants whom 
I imported from England were fright­
ened away, and wo once more had to 
do our own cooking. A fund was 
raised for me in England and Ireland, 
but it did not come near reimbursing 
me for my loss and worry. At that 
time agrarian boycotting was not il­
legal, nor was it made so until the 
crimes act of 3 887. By that time tho 
system had become so widespread that 
it threatened to sap the whole social 
condition of Ireland. It was, indeed, 
a most powerful and insidious weapon, 
as I am now free to own. My Christ­
mas and New Year's day of 1880-81 
were anything but enjoyable feasts 
Not a day. scarcely an hour, passed 
without a fight or a personal encoun­
ter between the opposing forces. Our 
Christmas plum pudding was sent by 
admirers from Londonderry, packed in 
a mail sack. The besiegers respected 
the mails, and we enjoyed the pudding. 
At last in the spring of 1881 an armis­
tice was declared. I was left with my 
armed guard, however, and all my pro­
visions were sent from Belfast or Dub­
lin by rail. When I had time to tako 
a breath and read the papers I discov­
ered that my name had become a house­
hold word, though I did not imagine it 
would ever become embodied in a dic­
tionary.
