RACE WAR IN ARKANSAS. 

Four Negro Laborers Shot Down in a 
Lumber Camp. 

LITTI.E IIOCIC, Ark., July 28.—Cooped 
up in a small frame hut, whose dry 
timbers were rapidly being consumed 
by roaring ilamcs, and surrounded by 
a yelling, cursing' unci half-drunken 
mob of heavily armed white men, ten 
ignorant but innocent negroes found 
themselves. Retween the awful 
alternatives of remaining in the burn­
ing hut and being roasted to death, 
and of making- a dasli through the 
doors, towards which the guns of the 
desperate mob were leveled, the un­
fortunate negroes chose the latter, and 
a volley from the weapons of the mob 
brought four of them to the ground. 
The other six, though no doubt 
severely wounded, continued their 
flight. Su^h in brief is the recital of a 
terrible crime committed in Nevada 
county some time ago, the details of 
which have never before been told. 
The grand jury at Prescott, Ark., has 
just returned indictments against four 
of the mob, charging thein with arson 
and intent to kill, and thev are now in 
jail at that place. The whites tried to 
run the blacks out of the locality so 
that tliey would not have to work with 
thein. 

IS HARD FIGHTING. 

Tribesmen Rise Against the English in 
India. 

BOMBJIV, July 30.—The situation at 
camp Malakand has become very 
serious. AVord has been received that 
natives in large force made a second 
attack on the fort. The fighting was 
severe. Thirteen Kritish were killed 
and thirty wounded. The tribesmen 
lost over a hundred. The garrison is 
short of ammunition, and it i;. feared 
the whole supply will be exhausted 
before reinforcements arrive. It is 
reported that Mad Mullah has mustered 
fully 40,000 tribesmen. 

tJovernment Armor Plant. 
WASHINGTON, July 20.—Secretary 

Long, has taken the preliminary step 
toward the creation of a board of 
naval officers to ascertain the cost of 
g-overnment armor plate. Two mem­
bers of the board have been selected, 
Commodore Howell, coinmandan' of 
the League Island navy yard, Aid 
Captain McCormack, of the Norfolk 
navv yard. The board is to report to 
congress at its next session. 

Closc<l for Lack of Coal. 

PEOKIA, 111., July 30.—The Peoria 
Straw Hoard mill, which has been run­
ning night and da\- !>ince it started up 
a few months ago. after a live year 
shut down, was compelled to close for 
lack of coal. This throws K.O men out 
of employment and raises the total of 
idleness in I'eoria because of the 
miners' strike to l,."i<)0 men.

IOWA PATENT OFFICE REPORT. 

DES MOINKP, July 2S.—Patents have 
been allowed, but not yet issued, as 
follows: To (r.

Those at Forlmsh Demand an Advance of 
Twenty Cent*. 

OTCTMWA, July 28.—The break of 
the Iowa coal miners has come. Two 
hundred men of the White Breast 
Company at Forbusli struck for 51 per 
ton for mining—20 cents more than is 
being paid any place in the district. 
This demand astonished the operators, 
and they say 1 hat they can only see 
that it is a fictitious demand to allow 
the men an excuse to quit in sympathy 
with the eastern miners, or because 
they believe that while the Iowa mines 
are having such a boom filling orders, 
heretofore filled by eastern mines, 
it is a good time to strike and get an 
advance. 

SENATOR ROWEN DEFEATED. 

Joseph Wallace Nominated on the 3,468th 
llaliot. 

WEHRTKH CITY, July 20.— The dead­
lock in the convention of the Thirty-
seventh district republicans was brok­
en by the Hamilton county delegation 
voting solidly for Joseph Wallace, the 
Hardin county candidate. J. H. 
Richards, the Hamilton county candi­
date, withdrew from the contest and 
threw his support to Wallacj. The 
nomination was made on the 3,408th 
ballot, all of the previous ones stand­
ing: Richards 1 <», Wallace 19, Rowen 
Hi. Joseph Wallace, the nominee, is a 
business man and a stock dealer of El-
dora.

Before his arrival 
his father, not wishing the boy to go 
to jail, executed bonds for $500 for his 
appearance at the August term of 
court and secured an order on the 
sheriff directing him to release 
Riordan. The sheriff did not bring 
Riordan, as he proved to be the wrong 
man arrested in Minneapolis. Now 
unless the father, who has no idea of 
Allen's whereabouts, can produce him 
in court, the bond will be forfeited. 
But being out on bond, the officers 
declare they cannot arrest him. 

Another Amputation Necessary.

DES MOINES, Jdly 29.—The. following 
ticket has been placed in nomination 
by the prohibition convention: For 
governor, Rev. E. L. Eaton, Des 
Moines; lieutenant governor, M. W. 
Atwood, Estherville; judge of the 
supreme court, N. T. Hellyer, 
Guthrie Center; state superintendent, 
Mrs. M. H. Dunham, Burling­
ton; railroad commissioner, A. lT. 
Coates, Perry. Dr. Eaton is the pastor 
of the First Methodist Episcopal 
church of Des Moines. The only other 
candidate for the nomination was 
Samuel Phelps Leland, of Charles <^ity. 
Eaton got 200 4-21 votes and Lclnnd 
138 17-21 votes. The platform is de­
voted almost wholly to the prohibi­
tion of the liquor traffic. 

DES MOINES, July 30.—The Row Dr. 
E. L. Eaton, the pastor of the First 
Methodist Episcopal church, nomi­
nated by the state prohibition conven­
tion for governor, is ineligible for the 
oflice. l)r. Eaton has only lived in 
Iowa ten months. Article 4, section 0, 
of the state constitution, says: "No 
person shall be eligible to the oflice of 
governor who shall not have been a 
citizen of the United States and a res­
ident of the state two years, next 
preceding the election, nnd attained 
tne age of 30 years at the time of said 
election." 

BRUTAL MURDER AT TAMA. 

Young Indian Squaw Violated and Itcaten 
to Death. 

TAMA, July 27.—A most brutal mur­
der was committed near the Indian 
agency, west of Tama. The body ot 
an Indian girl, aged 10, was found be­
side the Chicago & Northwestern 
track, bruised and mangled in a shock­
ing manner, licr person having been 
violated first and then beaten to death, 
three clubs near by evidently having 
been the instruments used. An exam­
ination by physicians {determined the 
fact that the victim was a virgin and 
had been brutally outraged before 
being murdered. There was a dance 
in the neighborhood which the girl at­
tended, and that is the last place she 
was seen alive. It is the general be­
lief that the girl was the victim of 
white brutes, but whether they were 
tramps or residents of the vicinity is 
yet a mystery. 

Shooting Scraps Near Alden. 
low A FAIJ.S, July 28.—Mrs. Rick, 

living near Allien, was taken to Eldora 
and lodged in jail to await the result 
of wounds inflicted by her on a man 
named Parks, a well-to-do farmer liv­
ing near Alden. She claims that the 
man was seeking to gain an entrance 
to her house, and that to drive him 
away she shot at the ground. The 
bullet, however, lodged in I'arks's leg 
just above the knee, and he is reported 
in a precarious condition, the bullet 
having severed an artery and the loss 
of blood being excessive. 

I.. It. llolter Gets the I'iiim. 
MISSOURI VAI.I.KY, July 30.—L. R. 

Bolter was nominated for senator from 
the Thirty-fourth district by a joint 
convention of populists and democrats. 
He had fifty and seventeen-twenty-
sixths votes out of eighty-eight. 

Two Iloys Drowned. 

OTTUMWA, July 30.—Charles and 
Edward, sons of James Anderson, a 
miner, were drowned at Foster while 
bathing in a pond. 

IOWA CONDENSED. 

Otto Briggs, of Burlington, WHS 
carrying a can of gasoline on his 
arm and smoking a cigarette. The 
gasoline slopped over his coat sleeve 
and a spark from the cigarette ignited 
it. Instantly he was enveloped in 
flames, and although he quickly 
divested himself of all of his garments 
he was frightfully but not fatally 
burned. 

At Boone recently William T. Craw­
ford. formerly proprietor of the Sav-
ery House drug store at Des Moines, 
suicided at the Butler hotel by taking 
chloral. He had been ill, coming to 
the Butler house after ten days in the 
hospital. He was despondent. The 
physicians worked hard with him all 
night and reaction had set in when he 
expired suddenly of paralysis of the 
heart. 

W. R. Milner, the well-known 
marksman who has charge of the gun 
and ammunition department of W. P. 
Chase's big sporting goods house at 
Des Moines, made a trip to Clear 
Lake recently to attend the ''Iowa 
Indian Shoot," and won about every­
thing in sight. Mr. Milner and Mr. 
Chas. Budd both hail from Des Moines 
and rank as two of the best shots in 
the country. 

Des Moines dispatch: In the injunc­
tion proceedings brought by J. H.

1 ALL OVER THE WOULD 
PEACB NEGOTIATIONS. 

CONSTANTINOPLE, July 24.—-The am­
bassadors of the powers and Tcwfik 
Pasha have agreed upon a frontier 
claim in the peace treaty. The line 
drawn by military attaches and in­
sisted upon from the first by tho pow­
ers has been accepted by the sultan 
with a slight technical modification. 
The report that the Turkish forces 
have been ordered to evacuato Tlies-
saly is confirmed. 

LONDON, July 20.—The powers are 
suspicions of the sultan. They fear 
lie will yet find some means to nullify 
the frontier settlement While it is 
reported that the Moslems are already 
evacuating Thessaly, it is stated that 
Abdul Ha mid is not ready to concede 
autonomy for Crete. In support of 
this rumor a dispatch from Vienna reit­
erates the statement that the porte is 
preparing to send thirty-two battal­
ions of troops to Crete. Should this 
prove true conditions iu' the East 
would again become chaotic. The ir­
ritation that would be created in 
Greece would be menacing in the ex­
treme. It is also obvious that the 
Russians distrust the sultan, for the 
Novoe Vrcmya urges the powers most 
interested in the settlement of the 
Eastern question to pay immediately 
on behalf of Greece the whole war in­
demnity. The paper adds that this is 
the. only means of forcing Turkey to 
evacuate Thessaly, which is indispen-
•sible if the tranquility of European 
politics is to be restored. 

CONSTANTINOIM.K, July 30.—At a 
meeting of the ambassadors the indem­
nity eiauso in a form satisfactory to 
Germany was agreed upon. 

ENGLAND AT HAWAII. 

F E R N A N D E Z  S E N T E N C E D .  

Spilli>li Tribunal of ".Justice" Orders I^ife 
Imprison nient. 

KKV WEST, Fla., July 30.—Manuel 
Fernandez, a young American who 
was tried by court martial on the 
charge of bearing arms against the 
Spanish government, and adjudged 
guilty, lias lv»en sentenced by that 
tribunal to imprisonment for life. At 
the close of the trial ihc government 
prosecutor asked that the sentence of 
death be imposed, but the court recom­
mended life imprisonment. The sen­
tence has been referred to Madrid for 
approval. It is believed the mitigation 
of the scutence of young Fernandez is 
entirely due to the great interest taken 
by Consul General Lee in the case and 
the st'-ong plea made personally by 
him to Captain General Wevlor. One 
of Fernandez's companions, who was 
captured at the same time, was Charles 
Govin, who was summarily put to 
death on his statement that he was a 
newspaper correspondent and an 
American citizen. Govin's tragic 
death was witnessed by Fernandez, 
and it is reported the most compro­
mising evidence against the Spanish 
officials now on file iu the state de­
partment was furnished by him. 

Grabs an Island Supposed to Belong to 
the Group. 

4 WASHINGTON, July 39.—Official in­
formation of the action of the British 
government in taking possession of 
the Island of Palmyra in the Pacific 
ocean has been received by the state 
department from San Francisco, it 
having been wired from that point by 
the dispatch agent of the department 
stationed there, who had received it 
from Minister Sewell at Honolulu. 
The action of Great Britain in taking 
possession of the island at this time, : 
following as it does the submission of | 
the annexation treaty to the senate by 
the president, is considered very sig­
nificant by the authorities here. 
Whether it is intended to complicate 
matters so as to stave oft annexation 
or whether Great Britain intends 
establishing a naval station upon the 
island in question, the action is re­
garded as of the highest importance, 
and developments are awaited with 
keen interest by officials. Should an 
investigation strengthen the Hawaiian 
right to the territory, then the United 
States will send instructions to Sewell 
directing him to urge the Hawaiian 
authorities to protest to Great Britain 
against its action. The United States 
will of course uphold such protest and 
officials believe that it will result in 
the removal of the British flag from 
the island should it prove to be ter­
ritory really belonging to the Hawaiian 
group. 

WASHINGTON, July 30.—State depart­
ment officials say that no new issue is 
presented by the seizure of Palmyra 
Island by the British, reported some 
days ago by an incoming vessel, for 
Great Britain has maintained a claim 
to the island for the past nine years. 
The island is said to be in the Polyne­
sian group, and although Hawaii has 
assorted a claim to its possession, our 
government has not been strongly 
impressed with the validity of the 
claim. Meanwhile, the British, it is 
said, not only have asserted a claim to 
it, but have actually occupied the 
island for some years past. It is said 
l'almyra Island is nothing more than 
a barren rock in the Pacific, distant 
1,000 miles from Hawaii 

J A P A N  MAY MAKE' TROUBLE. 

NAMES GIVEN OUT. 

President Make.i Three Important Kecess 
Appointment)*. 

WASHINGTON, July 28.—The presi­
dent has announced the following re­
cess appointments: T. V. PowderlyJ 
commissioner general of immigration; 
Robert J. Tracewell, comptroller of 
the treasury; Moses P. Handy, com­
missioner of the United States for the 
Paris exposition. Powderly's nomi­
n a t i o n  w a s  o r i g i n a l l y  m a d e  J u l y  I T ,  
but it failed of confirmation by the 
senate, because of objections made 
against Mr. Powderly which induced 
members of the immigration commit­
tee, to which the nominati'Xi had been 
referred, to refrain frc«n holding a 
meeting. Under tl*s law when the 
senate fails to confirm the appoint­
ment before the. end of the session the 
appointment lapses. The president 
may renew it ^afterward and it then 
holds good until the end of the next 
session, when it lapses again, unless, 
of course, it has been confirmed in the 
meantime. 

Ito's Mission in Pari* Is a Menace to 
IJIICIT Sum. 

PAKIS, July 28.—The Figaro pub­
lishes an article bearing 011 the rela­
tions between the United States and 
Japan, in which it states that the 
Marquis Ito is now iu Paris for the 
purpose of pointing out to Europe the 
peril of the annexation of Hawaii to 
the United States. The Figaro states 
that the people need not be surprised 
if the conditions existing end in a 
rupture between Japan and the United 
States. The importance of the article 
is heightened by the manifest indica­
tions it bears of being "inspired," for 
only those in the inner circles of Jap­
anese affairs could possibly have given 
our contemporary any idea of the ob­
ject which has caused the Marquis Ito 
to come to Paris at this particular 
juncture. 

PREDICTS WAR. 

London l'npfr Kxpects Trouble Between 
the l-nited States and England. 

LONDON, July 27.—The Sunday 
Times, in a sensational article, pre­
dicts war between Great Britain and 
the United States, and says another 
letter upon the seal fisheries question 
will follow, but that this will fail to 
clecit a protest from Lord Salisbury. 
A new source of trouble, according to 
tho Sunday Times, is probable as a 
result of the recent gold discoveries 
upon the Yukon river and its branches. 
The Sunday Times asserts that confi­
dential communications between Rus­
sia and the United States are being 
exchanged with a view of contending 
that the Klondvke regions constitute 
a part of the territory of Alaska ceded 
l^r Russia to the American govern­
ment. 

3,000 DEAD. 

llrar.llinn Troops Defeated by the Fa­
natics. 

RIO JANKIUO. July 30—Authentic in­
formation reaches here to the effect 
that more than 3,000]soldiers>havc been 
killed in a big battle near the site of 
Canudor. The fanatics, numbering 
more than 10,000 men, all well arincd, 
attacked the government troops. 
Whole brigades of soldiers were swept 
down, destroyed and trampled under 
foot as the victorious fanatics with 
wild horse shouts of triumph passed 
over them. The exact loss of life can­
not be told. There is a reasonable 
doubt, however, that the loss in killed 
on both sides is more than 3.000. 

I.:ilior I.eiMlers' Manifesto. 

WIIKKMNO, W. Va., July 28.—A con­
ference of the leaders of the prominent 
labor organizations of the country was 
held here, with a view of rendering 
assistance to the striking miners. A 
manifesto was ;ssued denouncing 
interference with free speech and call­
ing upon the working men of the 
country to "lend all possible assistance 
to our suffering, struggling fellow-
workers of the mines and to unite in 
defense of our homes, our rights, our 
citizenship and our country." Pres­
ident Gompcrs, of the American Fed­
eration of Labor, was appointed a 
committee of cne to arrange for sym­
pathetic mass meetings all over the 
country on August 5. 

Locomotives for Japan. 

PHILADELPHIA, July 30.—The Bald­
win Locomotive Works has booked an 
order »for twenty locomotives for Ja­
pan. This, with orders already re­
ceived, makes a total of fifty for that 
oriental empire. The order jusi re­
ceived is for the Japanese govern­
ment. 

Sale of Timber Authorized. 

WAPHINOTON, July 29.—The presi­
dent has authorized the sale of timber 
on the Red Cliff allotted lands on the 
Lapointe agency, in Wisconsin. There 
are estimated to be 100,000,000 feet in 
the tract, f/ •; 

SNUB FOR AN EMPEROR. 

ITrnsslsn Diet Administers • Rebuke to 
: William II. 

LONDON, July 28.—The German em­
peror has received a well-deserved 
rebuke. The lower house of the 
Prussian diet has rejected the law of 
associations bill, and by that act sig­
nified its dissent from the policy of 
reaction upon which William II has 
most unfortunately entered. Consid­
ered in the abstract, the bill deserved 
dclcat, for it aimed virtually to destroy 
the right of assembly, which the 
Prussian constitution expressly guar­
anteed. But there are special reasons 
why it deserved to fail, and these arc 
part and parcel of the reactionary 
program of lese majeste prosecutions 
nnd prohibitions of free trade on the 
bourse and produce exchange. Prussia 
is gravitating toward Russia rather 
than toward England in her high 
circles of power. The emperor has rid 
his cabinet of the only two liberal and 
progressive members that were left, 
Baron MarschalL and Dr. Boetticher, 
and is wholly given up to the advice 
of the narrowest and most bigoted 
cabal that has had the ear of the 
crown in Prussia for half a century. 
The defeat of the bill will be as gall 
and wormwood to the emperor, lie 
has pressed it for all he was worth, 
nnd now the fanatical agrarians are 
advising him to dissolve the unter-
haus, and if necessary to revise the 
constitution. If these people have 
their way, tlie crusade of political 
repression on which he embarked six 
months ago will be pushed with all 
the power and influence of the Prus­

sian monarchy:

BREVITIES.  

Immediately after the passage of 
the tariff bill it was signed by the 
president and at once became a law. 

The main building of the Peoria

fire. The loss is 5500,000, the total 
insurance carried being 8400,000, of 
which nearly §300,000 was on the 
buri-ed building and contents. 

A Havana dispatch says: Brice, the 
United States cousul in Matanzas, has 
armed the consulate in consequence of 
threats of a demonstration against 
Americans made by some ultra con­
servatives in that place. Consul ltricc 
does not believe the threats will be 
carried into execution, but in view of 
the present, state of feeling openly 
expressed by many Spaniards, he 
deems precautions necessary. 

Great alarm has been occasioned 
111 Havana by the report that Gen. 
Gomez Ms marching on the capital. 
The news has not yet been confirmed 
but the panic in the city was height­
ened by the extraordinary precautions 
for defense ordered by General Wey-
lcr and the sudden arrival from Cien-
ftiegos of the captain general. A 
stronginsurgent camp can be seen at 
Mariano, a suburb of the capital. The 
town of Cano, a very few miles from 
Havana, has been raided by the insur­
gents. The stores were plundered 
and many houses burned. The gar­
rison and inhabitants fled to Marianoa 

Senator Jones, of Nevada, chair­
man of the committee on contin­
gent expenses, a few days ago 
submitted the report of that commit­
tee on the resolution intro uced by 
Senator Tillman for an investigation 
of the charges of speculating in sugar 
stocks, etc. The report takes a strong 
position against ordering the investi­
gation, and is a very exhaustive re­
view of the procedure of the senate in 
the past in such matters.

Company With S-tO,000,000 Capital to 
Control the Product. 

NKW YOHK, July 27.—A big company 
has just been organized, which has 
purchased, with one or two exceptions, 
all the glucose manufacturing plants 
in the country. Some idea of the size 
of the deal may be gained from the 
fact that tho new corporation will 
have a capital of 810,000,000, and will 
control, with but one exception, the 
whole glucose output of tho United 
States, which amounts annually to 
1,240,000.000 pounds. It involves, too, 
the consumption annually of about 
31,000,000 bushels of corn. The con­
cerns and their daily capacity in 
bushels of corn which have been pur­
chased are as follows: Chicago Sugar 
Refinery,Chicago, 111., 20,000; American 
Glucose Company, Peoria, 111., 20.000; 
Peoria Grape Sugar Company, Peoria, 
111. J i;»,000: Rockford Sugar Works, 
Rock ford, 111., 10,000: Davenport Sugar 
Refining Company. Davenport, Iowa, 
9,000; Fermenich Manufacturing Com­
pany, Marshalltown. Iowa, 0,000. 
Among the stockholders are J. I'ier-
pont Morgan, the Guaranty Trust 
Company; 11. O. Haveineyer, president

THEY WANT TO PROFIT. 

Canadians Will Impose a Tax on the Gold 
Output. 

OTTAWA, July 20.—At the close of 
a sitting of the cabinet it was an­
nounced that the government had de­
cided to impose a royalty on all placer 
diggings on the Yukon in addition to 
Sir. registration fee and $100 annual 
assessment. The royalty will be 10 
per cent each 011 claims with an out­
put of 8500 or less monthly and 20 per 
cent on every claim yielding above 
that amount yearly. Besides this roy­
alty it has been decided in regard to 
all future claims staked out on other 
streams or rivers that every alternate 
claim should be the property of the 
government and should be reserved 
for public purposes and sold or worked 
by the government for the benefit of 
the revenue of the dominion. 
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WEYLER WANTS MORE TROOPS.  

Call for 40,000 Men in the Next Sixty 
Diiys. 

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., July 28.—An­
other member of Weylcr's general 
staff, Col. Pio Suarcz Inclan, has 
sailed for Spain. Weyler, it is intima­
ted, repeats his previous demands- that 
troops in Cuba be paid all arrears and 
that 40,000 more men be embarked for 
Cuba during the next sixty days. 
Otherwise he will insist on being re­
lieved .before the autumn campaign 
begins. Reforms alone, he says, can 
never end the war, • Gomez and his 
rebel lieutenants having but recently 
again reiterated their oft-repeated re­
fusal to treat for peace upon the basis 
of Cuban autonomy. If Spain would 
crush tho revolt and restore order 
money must be forthcoming as well as 
men to fill up the army ranks decima­
ted by disease and rebel bullets. 

JAPAN'S HAWAIIAN POLICY.  

Will Continue to Oppose Annexation to 
the United States. 

WASHINGTON, July 27.—That Japan 
will continue to oppose the Hawaiian 
annexation treaty is conclusively 
shown by the latest protest of Japan 
under date of July 10. which has just 
been made public. Whiie couched in 
polite and diplomatic language, the 
protest is sufficiently firm in tone to 
show that Japan will continue to wage 
diplomatic war and possibly go further 
to prevent the consummation of the 
annexation policy. 

Turkey and Greece. 

BERLIN, July 28.—The Cologne Ga­
zette says that several of the powers, 
including Germany, have adopted the 
standpoint that the evacuation of 
Thessaly by Turkey cannot be de­
manded unless indemnity by Greece 
is paid or guaranteed. As payment of 
indemnity is out of the question, the 
only alternative, the Gazette says, 
seems to be international control of 
Greek finances, and unless some such 
guarantee is included in the treaty of 
peace between Greece and Turkey it is 
questionable whether Germany will 
recommend the sultan to accept thn 
treaty.
