GOVERNOR. ELLERBEE
ON LYNCHING.

South Carolina’s Governor
Speaks Plainly to His
Friends,

In addressing the Carolina General
Assembly at Columbia on the 10th
Governor Ellerbee anlluded to the criine
of lynching in terms which have at-
racted general attention.

We have always held that the best
class of white people in the south were
sufficiently God-fearing and law abid-
ing to deplore the many outbreaks of
mob violence and lawlessness which
have resulted in the inhuman saerifice
of so many Negro lives, We believe
so yet. But the charge has often been
made that while they have not been
active participants with, they have been
silent supporters of the mob. To this
charge their inaction has given muach
of the color, if not also much of the
essence, of truth.

The recent atrocious reign of vio-
lence in some of the United States is
attracling the attention of the civilized
world, and humanitarians everywhere

: are asking, How can the United States

wage a war on professed human prin-
ciples in foreign lands, while within
her own borders crimes are committee
against the Negro which would bring a
blush to the cheek of a Sicilian bandit
who murders a traveller witha prayer
to the Virgin. This question is being
asked with pertinent pertinacity, and
the time comes on apace when this
country must stand before the bar of
Christian sentiment and plead to the
stern indictment.

We welceme with joy all signs, that
anyweere in this country, there is an
approach to a realization of the fact
that lynching must cease, and cease
soon. The Negro will not standlynch-
ing much longer and moral sentiment
everywhere is even now demanding a
that a halt be called.

POOR OLD MISSOURI.

Again this year at the Missouri
Legislature, a representative from
Howard county, named Kirby, in-
troduced a bill asking for sevarate
railroad accomodations for colored
and white people, providing also for
equal equipments for both races in
the palace and sleepers, also making
it a fine for any conductor to allow
them - toride in the same coach to-
gether. We were a little surprise
that Missouri has some old blind
prejudice mossback living or at least
to send them to the legislature in
this age. About 6 years ago, when
ye editor was teaching in Missouri,
some narrow minded mossback in-
troduced a similar measure, even then
that poor man was laughed to scorn
by the intelligent representatives, as
he only had 13 votes forit. We
do not believe that the new Mssou-
ri, the thinking broad minded elass
of legislators will even consider such
an erronous measure as that. The
two races have always got along
nicely together, and the Northern
sentiment of right and equal justice
is too strong for such backward step.
1f Mr. Kirby wishes separate cars
let him go away South where those
disgraceful and undesirable condi-
tions exist now, but away with such
nonsense in the North.

Temperatures of Bolling Water,

Water boils at different tempera-
cures, according to the elevation above
the sea level. In London water boils
practically at 212 degrees F., at Mu-
nich, in Qermany, at 209% degrees; at
the City of Mexico, in Mexico, at 200
degrees, and in the Himalayas, at an
slevation of 18,000 feet above the level
of the sea, at 180 degrees. These dif-
ferences are caused by the varying
pressure’ of the atmosphere at these
points. In London the whole weight
of the air has to be overcome, In
Mexico, 7,000 feet above the sea, there
are 7,000 feet less of atmosphere to be
resisted; consequently less heat is re-
quired, and boiling takes place at a
lower temperature.

Acetylene for Street Lighting.

The city of Wabash, Ind., is soon to
be lighted by an acetylene gas plant,
now being installed by the Logans-
port and Wabash Valley Gas Com-
pany, otherwise known as the Deitrich
syndicate, says the Railway Review.
The machinery and materials are now
on the ground and the city authori-
ties inform us that the street lights
will probably be. in operation shortly.
The city has heretofore been lighted
by artificial gas, in the usual way,
and the substitution of acetylene for
street lighting is an experiment which
has been but little tried.

Home of Soldler Not ‘iL Be Taxed If Title

Des Moinks, Feb. 2.—The attorney
general has just given the state audi-

wife, is he exempt? Attorney General
Remley has just rendered an opinion
that the section providing that any
homestead, not exceeding $800 in
actual value, of a union soldier or
sailor unable to perform manual labor
and dependant thereon for the support
of himself and family, shall be exempt
from taxation, must be construed to
mean the homestead of any soldier,
whether the title thereof be in theé
name of his wife or in his own name,
and that to otherwise hold would de-
feat the evident intention of the legis-
Jature in many cases.

INDIANS AS RUNNERS.

Instances of Thelr Remarkable Powers
of Endurance.

General Cook is quoted by Edward 8.
Ellis as having €een an Apache lope
for 1,500 feet up the side of a mountain
without showing the first signs of fa-
tigue, there being no perceptible sign
of increase of respiration. Captain H.
L. Scott, of the Seventh Cavalry, has
related some astonishing feats per-
formed by the Chiracahua Apaches
forming Troop L of his regiment. He

known instances of Indian runners ac-
complishing upward of 110 miles in one

MILES REITERATES IT.

Py J
Insists Beof Was “Embalmed"’ and Utterly
Worthless for Food.

NEw YORK, Feb. 1.—General Miles,
alter denying several interviews at-
tributed-to him, has given out a state-
ment in which he reiterates his state-
ments regarding army beef, He says
that at the time ha went before the
investigating commission he had re-
ceived reports from only fourteen
commanders, but now has reports
from thirty, besides a great mass of
evidence consisting of communications,
affldavits, ete., from soldiers and civil-
ians. He says he has overwhelming
evidence that the ‘‘embalmed” beef
was treated with chemicals in order
to preserve it; that he has affidavits
from men who saw the beef undergo-
ing the treatment. The canned roast
beef was the beef after the extract or
substance had been boiled out of it.
Soldiers report that this ‘‘pulp” was
nauseating. If swallowed it could not
be kept on the stomach.

A PROTEST BY FILIPINOS.

The Hong Kong Junta Objects to Course
of America.

Hoxa Ko~xa., Feb., 2.—The Filipino
junta here publishes its protest against
the ‘‘refusal of the United States to
associate with the Philippine commis-
sion the representatives of the nation-
al government,” adding that *‘the use-
fulness of the commission will neces-
sarilytsbe greatly limited by the exclu-
sion ot the Filipinos.” The protest
continues: It is impossible for the
commission, sitting only at Manila,
unaided by the friendly co-operation
of the national government to reach a
proper understanding of the actual
condition of affairs in the Philippines,
the unanimity of the aspirationsof the
people and their capability for self
government. Col. Denby’s utterances
in the November Forum are too gro-
nounced to inspire confidence.”

CRISPI'S GLOOMY VIEW.

He Thinks General War More Likely
Than General Disarmament.

LoxpoN, Feb, 2.—A dispatch from
Rome says ex-Premier Crispi, in an in-
terview on the subject of the proposed
international conference in the inter-
est of peace, expressed himself as fol-
lows: “The conference will decide
nothing. The sole possible result will
be that the powers may align them-
selves in the formation of an inter-
national arbitrational tribunal. I
nope that I am wrong. but I think a
genmeral war is more probable than a
general disarmament.”

DECISION DEFERRED.

Counsel for Engan Asks Time to File a
Supplementary Plea.

WasniNgToN, Feb, 1.—Mr. Worth-
ington, counsel for General Eagan, has
asked permission of the judge advo-
cate general to file a supplementary
brief or special plea. Although under
the old practice of military law noth-
ing is allowed to intervene between
the findings of court martinl and the
final reviewing the authoritiesin prac-
tice in recent years have been much
more liberal and Gen. Deiber has noti-
fied’Mr Worthington that he will hear
any additional representations he may
make.

¥avorable News From Tlollo.

Manxina, Feb., 3.—According to ad-
vices just received from Iloilo, eapital
of the island of Panay. at the election
held on Janunary 17, Senor Ramon
Melliza was chosen president of the
so-called Visayan Federation for a
term of two years, his predecessor,
General Lopez, being appointed com-
mander-in-chief of the forces of the
revolutionary government. Senor
Melliza is kindly disposed to the Amer-
icans, and it is hoped that the difficul-
ty with the United States authorities
will be settled amicably. Business
was being resumed there when the
dispatches in question left.

Latimer Rlot Cases Dismissed.

WILKESBARRE, Pa., Feb. 3.—District
Attorney Martin, who prosecuted the
case against Shenff James Martin, for
the killing of twenty-one miners and
the wounding of over fifty others by
the sheriff’'s deputies at Latimer, in
September, 1897, announces that the
remaining indictments against the
sheriff and his deputies have been
nolle prossed. The nolle prossequis
were enterced lust September, but ow-
ing to the fear of the effect of public-
ity on the miners, it was deemed ad-
visable to withhold the announcement
until all danger of an outbreak had
passed,

To Urge Grant of 81,000,000,

WasniNgToN, Jan. 31.—Ferdinand
W. Peck, commissioner general for the
Paris exposition, has arrived in Wash-
ington and begun his campaign for
the inercase of the appropriation for
the American exhibit to $1,000,000.
He will go before the appropriation
committees of both houses if necessary
and explain the urgent need of more
funds to make an exhibition of Amer-
ican arts and industries that shall be
creditable to this country.

Volunteers to Be Mustered Out,
WasmsaTon, I'eb. 2,—The war de-

partment has issned orders for the
muster out of 15,000 volunteers. The

ULTIMATUM TO OGERMANS,

Must Apologize 80 Chlef Justice Cham=
bers of Samona.

AUCELAND, N Z., Feb. 2.—Advices

Apia. There has been a collision of
authority between Chief Justice Wil-
liam L. Chambers of thesupreme court
and Dr. Joannes Raffel, the German
president of the municipality of Apia.
Herr Grosmuhl, a German resident of
Apia, who was arrested for smashing
the windows of the supreme court
chamber, was sentenced by the chief
justice to imprisonment and to pay a
fine. Dr. Raffel instructed the police
authorities to release Herr Grosmuhl,
whose fine was subsequently fixed at
$1,000. The German consul, Herr
Rose, thereupon wrote to the American
consul, Lloyd W. Osborne, and the
British consul, E. B. S, Maxcs, protest-
ing that the action on the part of the
chief justice in fining Herr Grosmuhl
was an infringement of (German con-
sular rights, Messrs Osborne and
Maxse jointly replied in their official
capacity that the proper tribunal hav-
ing dealt with the matter, the consuls
could not interfere. More than this,
they declined to have further inter-
course witli the German consvl or the
German municipal president, exceptin
writing, or to attend meetings, except
to consider the acts of the municipal
council of Apia, unless an apology,
with full retraction, were offered for
the behavior toward Chief Justice
Chambers. At the same time the
supreme court summoned Dr. Raffel
for contempt of court in releasing Herr
Grosmuhl,

Alger Will Visit Cuba.

WasningToN, Feb. 3.—Secretary
Alger is arranging to make a visit of
inspection of Cuba and Porto Rico,
starting from New York on March 5
next on the transport Berlin. The
military committees of the senate and
house of representatives will be of the
party, besides Mrs. Aiger and a few
personal friends of the secretary. The
trip will consume a month,

In Memory of the Maline.

WasnminagroN, Feb. 3.—Representa.
tive Tawney, of Minnesota, introduced
a resolution providing that on Feb-
ruary 15 next, and on that date here-
after, the United States flag on all
government buildings throughout the
Unpited States be displayed at half
mast in commemoration of the destruc-
tion of the battleship Maine and the
loss of 266 American lives in the har-
bor of Havana.

Charges Not Sustalned.
Wasmingroy, Feb. 1.—The depart-
ment of state has caused a thorough
and impartial investigation to be made
of charges of persecution and oppres-
sion preferred against our present con-
sul at Jerusalem, Syria, and his pre-
decessor, by members of the commun-
ity at that place known us ‘‘the Amer-
icans.” Asa result it is found that
the charges are not sustained.

Loan on Chinese Rallway.

LospoN, Feb. 3.—The Times an-
nounces that a Chinese 5 per cent rail-
way loan of £2,300,000 has been ar-
ranged, unconditionally guaranteed by
China and specially secured on the
Chinese Northern Railways. China
has given Great Britain a pledge that
these railways will not be alienated
to any foreign power.

Thinks the Treaty Will Win.

BAarLTiMORE, Feb. 3.—United States
Senator Wellington says that he be-
lieves the peace treaty will be ratified
practically withont amendment. This
is a significant statement, as the sena-
tor has been counted in the opposition
to the end.

Dewey to Be Admiral,

WasninaToN, Feb. 2.—The senate
committee on naval affairs has decided
to report favorably the joint resolu-
tion reviving the rank of admiral in
the interest of Rear Admiral Dewey.
T'he resolution was so amended as to
extend the time of his retirement ten
years.

No More Ships for Samoa.
LoNDpoN, Jan, 31.—It is semi-officially
asserted here, says the Berlin corre-
spondent of the Times. that all three

protecting powers have agreed to re-
frain from sending further naval re-
enforcements to Samoa.

Philadelphia Salls for Samoa.

Sa~N Dikgo, Cal., Feb. 1.—The cruiser
Philadelphia has sailed for Samoa via
Honolulu. The ship is fully equal in
offensive power to the combined force
of the two warships now at Apia.

BREVITIES.

The secretary of the Porto Rican treas-
ury estimates that the Spanish author-
ities made away with between 300,000
and 400,000 pesos of trust funds that
were deposited inthetreasury. These
funds consisted of deposits made by
foreign life insurance companies, by
public contractors, officers, lieutenants
and judicial officers and others. The
amount continues to swell.

GOOD CROPS IN CANADA.

Farmers Leave Good Lands In Minneso-
ta for Western Canada.

Delegates representing a number of
neighboring farmers in Clay county,
{innesota, who visited the Edmonton

istrict of Western Canada last sum-
mer are evidently very well satisfled
with the result of their trip. They
think so well of the country that in
addition to the privilege of obtaining
a free homestead of 16) acres of land
they have also purchased land, In a
recent interview on the subiect Messrs.
C. E. and A. Hughes of Barnesville,
Clay Co., say:

““We are well pleased with Western
Canada. It is far ahead of what we
expected. We find the climate to be
warmer than we expected. As for the
crops we have never seen anything
that can compete with them. We have
lived in Minnesota and have farmed
some of what they count the best lands
in the Red River Valley for ten years
and have done very well in that part
of the country, and have farms there
at present free of all encumberance,
but believe that this country (Western
Canada) is so much better that we
have bought from the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway Company one section of
land northeast of Edmonton in the
Beaver Hill district. We have trav-
eled through that part of the country
and have seen the grain in the gran-
aries and the amount of land that it
was taken off and find that they have
grown as much as fifty bushels and
over to the acre, and they say that this
has not been a good year, and very
little if any grain had been touched
by the frost. Hay seems to be plenti-
ful, and if you wish to put up log
buildings you can get the logs within
a few miles. Coal can be had at the
.mines for 75 cents per ton, or you can
‘dig it yourself. Nearly all kinds of
garden truck can be grown in abund-
ance. We find everything that can be
grown in good demand. The farmers
tell us that they can get four and a
half live weight per hundred for hogs,
and for three year old steers from fifty
to sixty dollars per head, providing
they are good. We will move into that
part of the country next summer. All
the people in that part of the country
seem satisfled, and we do not see any
reason why they should not be so.”
