ORGANIZING CONGRESS.

The 56th,, Congress which has
a republican working majority in
each house will be called upon to
vote for a bill which will be present-
ed to reduce the representatives in
Congress and the Electoral College
in proportion to the number of
qualified voters . according to the
number of male citizens . permitted
to vote over21 years old thereby
excluding those persons who are
not qualified or elegible to vote ac-
cording to their State constitution.
It is true the new law would not
effect the Northern; Eastern or
Western States, as all of their citi-
zens above 21 years of age are per-
mitted to vote, while in most of
the Southern states the right of
sufferage is cut from the colored citi-
zens by state laws, therefore if they
are not considered a qualified elector
or a voter they should notbe per-
mitted to count those persons in
making up the number of Congress-
men or Electors they are entitled to;
if the bill should become a law the re-
presentation from th: Southern
states would he cut down abo §
one-half their number, We would
like to see the Lill become a law,
it is just fair and honest and would
be one of the best lesson for the
Southern states and their number is
thus reduced they would loose their
influence; strength in Congress, we
hope New Congress will passsuch a
law.

MADE TO REJOICE.

Langston, Okla., the only town in
the United States that is absolutely
controlled by colored people, gave a
banquet and reception at the A, M.
University building, to the board of
Regents, members of the press and
other guests, in honor of the approp-
riations secured from the late legis-
lature. This institution 1s a general
territorial university for colored
students It has secured from the
legislature $10,000 for an additional
building, $15,000 for equipments
and $15.co00 a year for carrying on
the school.

EIGHOTH ILLINOIS
WELCOME HOME.

Chicago has again added another
crown to her history and fame by so
heartly extending her open arms to
receive the colored regiment last
Saturday the 18th. It is said that
Chicago is the Mecca for the colored
people, and that all men are treated
with equal justice. That fact has
been fully demonstrated by the true
loyal spirit in which all the citizens
irrespective of color joined in the
grand triumphial welcome accorded
the colored soldiers, It was per-
haps thé first colored regiment ever

officers, from Colonelcy down to
corporal. The Eighth was recruited
from the old Ninth battalior, form-
ally commanded by Major Buckner,
to a full regiment. On August the
4th Governor Tanner telegraphed
Secretary Alger, asking that the First
Illinois regiment who had engaged
in the -battle at Santiago be sent
home, and another Illinois regiment
sent in its place, as the First was fa-
tigue with heat, sick with malarial
and other deseases. The next day
Governor Tanner said that the 8th
Illinois, made up exclusively of col-
ored, wanted to go and take the
place of the 1st; this exchange was
accepted, the journey was made in
haste, and on the 16th of August the
work of disembarking was begun.
This act alone shows the greatest of
bravery and loyalty on tne part of
the colored boys, beeause they went
in the time of great excitement, and
grave ﬁerils, as tle hot winds and
fever was at its highest. The long
list of dead at the battle of Santiago
was read, yet the boys left their
peaceful, quiet little homes of com-
fort and gond health, and went to
the fever stricken district and battle
scared fields of Cuba to fight for
human liberty and protection of
American homes—yes we are forced
to say (that some of the Americ’s
homes do not appreciate their worth
—even the narrow mind, half witted
governor of Georgia has so declared
—but we are glad to know thata
large majority of American people
appreciate the brave 8th, especially
the intelligent people. The 8th is a
credit to our race or any race. No
complaint of any kind has come
from the men, neither have they had
any newspaper notoriety. It has
performed its duty in a soldlery way
in spite of attempts to excite preju-
dice against a colored regiment
commanded by colored officers. It
has a spleadid record within its nine
months of service it has only lost 19
men. We would like to say more,
but suffice it to say that the record
of the regiment and the discipline is
the best possible endorsement that
can be given.

New Yonk, March 24,—The Jour-
nal’s Manila correspondent cablesthat
the address to the natives of the Phil-
ippine lslands, drafted by the Ameri-
can commission in behalf of the United

views of the president, has been made
public. The address assures -the Fil-
ipinos of the intention ‘of the Ameri-
3ans to develop the poweérs' of self-
government in the people. It explains
that the United States has assnmed
international obligations’ which it
i must fulfill, and which make it respon-
sible to the whole civilized world for
the stable government of the Philip-
iines, ‘The commission, it is explain-
ed, is to interpret to the ‘natives the
gnrposes and 1ntentions ‘'of ‘the presi-

ent toyard them, and also to suggest
the establishment of such n govern-
ment. as shall snit the eapacity and
requirements of the Filipinos and be
consistent with the interests of the
Unitéd States. The protection of the
United States is not to be exercised in
any ‘spirit of tvranny or vengeance;
but,. having destroyed the Spanish
power and accepted the sovereignty of
the islands, the United States is bound
to restore peacc in the Philippines,
To this end, all insurgents are invited
to lay down their arms and place their
trust in the government that emanci-
pated them from the .oppression of
Spanish rule. The majority of the
commissioners incline townid giving
the Filipinos a sort of tribal or pro-
vinecial local antonomy under a central
government. which shall be military

" HOTEL HOLOCAUST,

Many Lives Loat by Barning of the Wind-
‘ son House at New York.

NEw Yonrk, March 18, —TFlames,
which originated from the igniting of
a lace curtain, burst forth from the
second floor of the Windsor hotel at
Forty-seventh street and Fifth avenue
yesterday afternoom, and in a few
moments they had leaped up to the
roof and enveloped the entire Fifth
avenue and Foriy-seventh street fronts
of the hotel. Ten minutes later the
flames were roaring through the in-
terior of the hotel, and ali escape by
means of stairways and elevators was
cut off. There twas the wildest excite-
ment within and swithont the building.
Hundreds of guests and employes
were in the hotel when the fire broke
out, and for many of them escape with
safety was imrpossible. Probably
from ten to fifteen lires were lost
within a half hour and thirty or forty
persons were injored in jumping from
windows and in rushing through the
roaring flames 1n the corridors and on
the stairways. Many who were in-
jured died later at near-by residences
and at hospitals, nnd others who made
wild leaps to the stone sidewalk were
8o badly injured that they are still
hovering between life and death. At
the present writing the known dead
number 14, the injurgd 42 and the
missing, many of whom are believed
to be in the ruins, about 40. The
financial loss will exceed $1,000,000.

Order Issued From the War Depart
ment,

WasmiNaTON, March 24.—Tke follow-
ing order has been issuned from the
wardepartment: ‘‘Ordered,that here-
after no chief or acting chief of stafl
corps shall be detailed or ordered tc
duty by any authority without the ap-
proval of the secretary of war.” This
order of Secretary Alger has been is-
sued to set at rest all guestions as tc
who is the supreme authority in the
war department. The cause for its
issnance was a recent order of General
Miles to Lientengnt Colonel - Garling-
ton, acting chief of the inspector gen-
eral’s corps, during the absence of Gen-
eral Breckinridge, directing Garling-
ton to visit certain points in the west
on an inspection tour.  The order of
the secretary does not refer to General
Breckinridge's present duty in Cuba, as
he is acting under orders issued by
Secretary Alger.
