OUR EDUCATIONAL IN-
SYITUTIONS.

Several of our large colleges and.
univereities - have récently’ re-
ceived substantial support either
from the National Government or
State Legislature, which show a
growiug interest among the better
element to assist in the general edu-
cation of the Negro in certain sect.
ions of the United States. One of
these institufions that was largely
aided was the Tuskegee Industrial
Tnstitution, which received a dona-
tion from the government of 25,000
acres of land, valued at $100,000.
Then the A and M. University at
Langston City received from the Ter-
ritorial Legislature $10,000 for ad-
ditional building; $15,000 for equip
ment and $15,000 a year for carry
ing on the school. Prof, Inman E.
Page formally of theé Lincoln Insti-
tute at Jefferson City, Mo., is at the
head of the institution; Then the
Upriversity at Quindoria, Kansas re-
ceived the handsome sum of $10,000.
It is presided over by Rev. Tecum-
sa Vernon, and the Legislature of
Illinois passed the Page Bill, which
authotized the building of a college
in Illinois for the education of all
children who may come with a Board
of Regents; of which three are to be
colored men, and several more that
I might mention, but this is suffi-
cient to show that some of the insti--
tutions are receiving liberal support,
and we hope that the money will be
judiciously éxpended for the bet-
terment af the college and advance-
ment of the standard of scholarship,

Des Moines dispateh: ~ The board
of control and superintendents of state
fnstitutions have concluded arrange-
ments for uniforming all officers and
cmployes in all the institutions, to
take effect July 1.

‘heavier cloth for men, with insignia
of rank and service, except the domes-
tics andilaborers, whose nviforms are
cheaper and of different material. The
board will purchase the material,
which will be manufactured in the
institutions and the actual cost thereof
charged to each person receiving a
uniform. All employes and officers
must wear uniforms when on duty.

ADVANCE OF AMERICANS TO-
WARDS INSURGENT CAPITAL.

Insurgents Pat Up Strong Opposition,
and Americans Meet With Their
First Severe Loses,

MANILA, March 26.—The United
States troops, under Brigadier General
Lloyd Wiheaton, eaptured the town. of
Malinta, beyond tha Tulishan river,
to-day nfter ‘a sharp fight. Colonel
Harry C. Egbert, of the I'wenty-second
regular infantry, was killed. Prince
Loswenstein, formerly aide-de-camp dn
the staff of Brigadier Goneral Miller
at Iloilo, somehow got in front of the
firing line and was shot in the side,
dying almost instantly. “A German
who accompanied him was wounded.
The American casualties to-day were
much lighter than those of yesterday,
the total losses thus far reported since
the engagement commenced being for-
ty-five killed and 145 wounded. Gen-
eral Wheaton entered Malinta, which
is a small village of huts. The rebels
made n flerce resistance tu the Ameri-
can advance. In addition to the fatal
wounding of Colonel Egbert, several
men of the Twenty-second infantry
and several of the Ccegon and Kansus
regiments weve killed. ‘I'he gunbonts
shelled Malabon, for several hours.
Evidently anticipating a bombardment.
by the fleet, a thousand rebels vacnted
Mnlabon, leaving n few to burn
the town. General Wheaton's
brigade, composed of the Second
Oregon regiment and the Twenty-sec-
ond and Third infantry, stretched out
along the railroad from Caloocan to
the Tulinhan river, was powerless to
prevent the withdrawnal, owing to the
natpral obstncles and to the strong op-
position, The town was destroyed,
the insurgents retiring to Malolos.

General MacArthus's advance guard,
the Third artillery and the Twentieth
Kansas regiment, joined General
Whenton’s brigade = shortly nafter
Malinta was tnken, approaching along
the Novaliches rond westerly, The
ro'diers were much exhausted, and
there were several prostrations from
heat, which was intense. -The dead
ind wounded were collected in the
shade of trees and carried on stretch-
ora by Chinese across the river to the
train.

After luncheon, General MacAr-
thur’s division advanced toward . Pelo,

T'he Second Oregon regiment encoun-
tered a thousand Filipinos west of
Malintn, who were retreating from
Malabon. The enemy had taken np a
position behind four rows ef intrench-
ments, but was driven out after an
bour's heavy firng. One Oregonian
was killed and five were wounded.

STILL ADVANCING MONDAY.

Amerlcans Find the Important Town
of Pelo Deserted. -

MANILA, March 27.—The Americans
this morning found the important eity
of Pelo and a number of small villnges
west of the railrond desertedand burn-
ing. 'They are ndvancing nlong the
railroad. ‘Today the Washington vol-
unteers, who held Pasig yesterday,
had an engagement with a band of in-
surgents, who drove in their outposts.
In the fight the Filiinos lost several
men.

MANILA, March 27.—MacArthur's
advance guard to-day renched Loula-
con, ten miles from Malolos. The
town was found to be partly burned,
and the insurgents in retrent were
using the torch freely, leaving ruin
ond desolation in their wake. The
Filipinos, after deserting Polo, started
fires in the town, They are burning
the native villages as fast as they de-
sert them. Hunger is playing havoc
with the insurgents,

A thousand Filininos, composing the
rear guard of the rebel army, which is
retreating on Malolos, Aguinaldo’s
headquarters, made a stand in some
strong entrenc' ments about Marilao,
across the Mariino river. In the cn-
gagement six Americans were Ialled.
including three oflicers, and forty
wounded.

The insurgents to the south of
Manila are renewing their attacks on
the Ameriean lines, General Laswton
is caring for themn. ;

RANKS NEARLY FILLED.

Only 2,500 Men Required to Ralse the
Army to 65,000 Men.

WasaiNaToN, March 31.—The ehlist-
ments for the regnlar army are now up
to within 2,700 of the limit, and the
full 65,000 will be mustered in within
the next week or so. The next step
will be to enlist as many of the vol-
unteers now in the Philippines as care
to remain in the servica. The presi-
dent is authorized by law to enlist for
absolutely temporary purposes officexs
and men now in the Philippines for a
period not to exceed six months, 'I'he
reports from General Utisindicate that
practically all the volunteers around
Manila are anxious to remain in the
service as long as there is flghting to
e done, which is, of course, the only
length of time for which they will be
needed. With the additions thus made
to the regular foree the president will
have at his disposal about 75,000 men,
which, it is believed, will be ample
for all purposes.

MALOLOS IS TAKEN.

General MacArthar Captares the Insurg-
¢/ .entCapital.

MANILA, March 3l.—General Mac-
Arthur entered Malolos, the seat of
the so-called insurgent government,
at 9:30 this morning, the rebels burn-
ing the city and simultaneously evac-
uating it, after making slight resist-
ance. They are now in full retreat
taward the north, where Aguinaldo
.and the cabinet have been for two
days. ‘The casnalties onthe American
side were four killed and ‘twenty-
three wounded. =~ = .

WasnineToN, March 20,—-Captain
George B. Davis, commissary of sub-
sistence on duty in the office of the
commissary general, and who assisted
in preparing the. Santiago beef con-
tract with Swift & Co., was the first
witness before the beef inquiry court
vesterday. Hesaid that the contract

Previous to this Admiral Edwin Stew-
art, paymaster of the navy, testified
that eanued roast beef was a portion
of the regular mavy ration. Very lit-
tlc of it was ever condemned. Pay-
master H. G. Colby, assistant chief of
supplies of the navy department, tes-
tified that canned roast beef kept well
nt sea, some cases Justing from vear to
yvear.. It was not affected by the heat
of the tropics. The sailors liked it in
soups and hash, Gen. Eagan aguin
appeared in the afternoon. lle testi-
fied that while the contract provided
that beef was Lo keep twenty-four
hours after leaving the refrigerator,
there was an understanding that it
was to keep seventy-twéd honrs.  This
wns for the purpose of keeping cem-
missury officers on the alert. IHe said
that while Armour & Co. had put in o
bid for ‘*processed” beef, 1t was not
nceepted, and he did not buy any pre-
served beef. He excused canned beef,
saying that it was only intended as n
makeshift, to be used when {fresh
meat could not be secured.
Wasningrox, March 31.—There
were two original witnesses before
the army beef inquiry court yesterday,
and two former witnesses. were re-
called. Lieutenant George A. Gamp-
fer, who was commissary of subsist-
ence at Lakeland, Fla., and Major
Creighton Webb, who was on General
Lawton's staff in Cuba, testified for
the first time.  Colonel \Woodruff, of
the commissary department, and Mr,
Morchouse, the Tampa agent for
Avmonr & Co.. who superintended the
supply of fresh beef to the troops at
Lalkeland, were those reealled.
