Editor's Observations. 
The "Gate City" of. Io^ra is a beauti­

ful and picturesque city located in the 
extreme south-eastern eorner of Iowa, 
on a high eminence, overlooking the 
Mississippi river where boats play up 
and down through th^ canal. The 
famous Var chief, "Keokuk's" statute 
stands on the highest eminence in the 
city, out in Hubinger.park, A large 
monumest stands over the remains of 
the old war chief; on .this monument i» 
carved the two famous speeehes against 
the whites who drove then* from their' 
homes across the "big muddy." The 
Hublnger park is one of the most beau­
tiful-parks In Iowa. They have four 
buffaloeer-two deer, sfS fawns, two 
bears, a fox, wolf, prairie dbgs and 
several smaller animals. Mr. Hubin-
ger is one of the wealthiest and great­
est benefactors of Iowa's Millioniars. 
He employes colored laborers just as 
same as he does white laborers,, and is 
extremely sociable to colored people,; 
An instance occured with ye editor 
who was in company with a small 
party, was just going through the park 
when the display lights were turned 
off. Mr. Ilubinger asked if we wished 
to go through. We said yes. He than 
ordered all the lights turned on. Mr. 
Helby Johnston, who pays more taxes 
perhaps than any colored man in Lee 
county, lives in a beautiful ,home on 
High street, with his aged mother. 
Keokuk has so many good and highly 
respected citizens in secret societies, 
publio and churoh affairs that for the 
laek of space will not'mention any 
this time, however can say that they 
have more different secret societies and 
they are in better condition than any 
other city in Iowa. 

In Keboka, Mo., we did stop long 
enough to inquire into the conditions 
of thinge. 

Our next atop was Memphis, Mo. 
The colored people have two small 
churches and a colored school of about 
30 pupils; will be taught this year by a 
lady from Hannibal, Mo. Mr. and 
Mrs. Sawyer are an interesting elderly 
couple.

DKS MOINES, July 26.—Those mem-
bers of the Iowa National Guard who 
came to Camp McKinley a year ago 
last spring.and consumed froia three 
to four weeks In making up their 
minds that they did not* want to be 
volunteers are to have their persist­
ence at last rev. arded by receiving I. 
N. G. fpay for the time occupied in 
making their decision. Uncle Sam 
"has said that inasmuch as they never 
even volunteered, he will not reim-
burse the state for the small sum nor* 
being expended, but Governor Shaw 
has decided that the state of Iowa is 
able to pay out' of her own pnrse. 
Warrants are accordingly being pre­
pared in the state auditor's office 
granting pay to each member of the 
guard who accompanied nis regiment 
to Camp McKinley, on the basis of 5 3 
cents per day for the privates. 'i'lie 
total sum paid out in this way will 
approximate $3,000, and will average 
about «15 to the man.

Doctor* Testify That Borselc Acid I* 
rr' Not Injarloo*. 

DBS MOINES, July 38.—Three prom­
inent Des Moines doctors testified in 
the court of Justice Halloran that 
boracic acid in milk, when used as a 
preservative in the proper quantities, 
is no more' harmful than table salt. 
They further said that as a preserva­
tive it is excellent and rather better 
in this respect than common salt. The 
medical gentlemen who gave this 
rather unexpected testimony were Dr. 
Eli Grimes, state bacteriologist; Dr.

ANAMOSA, July 27.—The recent order 
of the state boord of control casting 
down tile supply of tobacco issued the 
convicts In the state prisons from four 
ounces per week to two for each man, 
substituting therefor butter, is re­
ceiving exactly the reception that was 
predicted for the measure at its incet* 
tton. The con vjets at Alamosa refuse 
to abideby tho**regulation and only 
on promise of relief through ihe board 
have operations within the walls been 
resumed. The new law was to have 
gone into effect July 1. Each Friday 
the allowance of tobacco 4s given out 
and as June 30 fell on Friday the ra­
tions for the week had been given out 
before the order should have been op­
erative. No trouble was thus expect­
ed for a week. On the'following Fri­
day the supply of butter had not been 
received, and sis a matter of course the 
change was not inaugurated until last 
Friday night. Saturday morning 
more than half the men refused to 
tonCh the oleaginous substance and 
barring a few of the life men nnd 
others whose time was short the en­
tire force of 500 men was on a strike. 
They were taken to their cells and re­
mained there throughout the day. 
Sunday they were sullen nnd Monday 
but lt> out of the regular 150 went to 
the quarry. Work in the yard was at 
a standstill, and the cell house was 
the busiest portion of the insti tution 
Warden Hunter is reported as having 
no sympathy with the order of the 
board and it is reported that the 300 
men wh6 refused to work on last Sat­
urday and Monday were induced to 
resume operations on promise that 
when the boar<? of control arrives an 
effort will be made to secure a modi 
fication of the order. . 

REAL CSTATE IS EQUALIZED, 

State Board of Review Flsea Eqnallcatlon 
of Real Estate Avienmtnti. 

DES JIOINKS, July 28.—The state 
board of review lias completed the 
equalization of the assessment made 
by counties of the real estate of Iowa. 
Exclusive of Mahaska county, the 
real estate assessment of the state 
amounts to about $392,000,000. The 
real estate of Mahaska county will 
amount to about $5,000,000. Last 
year the total assessment of real es­
tate was 8411,000,000. The total de­
crease, therefore, is about $14,000,000. 
This is the taxable value. The board 
of review, in equalizing among coun­
ties, raised twenty-one counties from 
3 to 8 per cent on the nctual valua­
tion and decreased four from 3 to 5 
per cent. The total decrease was $2,-
404,009, actual value, and the total in­
crease was $12,043,7< 2. The net in­
crease of actual value, therefore, is 
$0,639,033. The board discussed the 
situation very extensively and care­
fully, and ended by deciding not to 
make a wholesale increase, but tc 
limit itself to the usual equalization. 
The counties which were changed 
were the following, being increased 
or decreased by tlie per cent given on 
the actual valnation: 

Increased—Allamakee, Decatur, Madi­
son, Mar'on, Wayne, 3 per cent; Appa­
noose, Clarke, Des Moines, Iowa, Keokuk, 
Lucas, Mahaska, Monroe, Montgomery, 
Palo Alto, Taylor, 5 per cant; Davis, Har­
rison, Jefferson, 7 per cent; Wapello, 8 pel 
cent. , 

Decreased—Benton, Buena Vista, Dal­
las, 3 per cent: Montgomery, 5 per cent. 

MUST PAY TAX IN IOWA. 

Important Ruling on Collateral Inheri­
tance 'tux. 

DES MOINES, .July 27.—Attorney 
General Remley has sent to the treas­
urer of state an important decision on. 
the collateral inheritance law. lie 
holds that an Illinois estate can be 
compelled to pay the tax on notes, 
mortgages, eta, isecuring debts in 
Iowa. The decision is one ot tlie most 
important that has gone out from the 
office in two or three years, It is given 
as an explanation of • the proper 
procedure in the case of the es­
tate o.ftlndge Benjamin R. Sheldon, 
late of Rock ford, 111., who died seized 
of a large amount of bank stocks, 
real eslate, notes and mortgages in 
Iowa. The estate's aggregate is hard 
to estimate, but lie was at'least a mil 
llonaire, and perhaps two or three 
times, Ilis estate included $33,000 ol 
realty in Iowa, according totlieinven 
tory, and this was the smaller part ol 
the Iowa interest He held a great 
amount of ribtes of Iowa people, se1 

cured by farm. mortgages. A large 
part of the estate is to go ^collateral 
heirs, nnd State Treasurer Herriott 
set at work a long time ago to secure 
to the state its 5 per ccnttax.

Bis death was sndden and unexpected 
and resulted from the Heart disease 
from which he has suffered since 1SW. 
In that year, during the republican 
national convention, he was taken ill 
and had to return home. He never 
fully recovered. from the attack of 
heart disease and waa under, the care 
of physicians constantly. For ths 
last three days Mr. IngersoM had not 
been feeling well, but Thursday nlyht 
seemed to be in better health and 
spirits wlien he retired than lis had 
been for several days. He spent the 
morning in a hatomocky,. uAt 19:30 he 
went up stairs and stopped at hit 
wifo's room to speak about luncheon. 
He gat down in a rocking chair and 
his wife asked him how <he was feel­
ing. He replied: "Oh, better." A 
moment later his eyes rolled and he 
was dead 

Colonel Robert Green Ingcrsoll was 
born in'Dresden,'New York, August 
li, 1833; went west when 13 years old; 
was a short tiiue in , an academy in 
Tennessee; also taught school in that 
state; began to practiceTaw in southern 
Illinois in 1854; was defeated as a dem­
ocratic candidate for congress in 1850; 
became colonel of the Eleventh Illi­
nois cavalry in 1>S62; was the attorney 
genera! for Illinois in 186G; refused the 
post of minister to Germany in 1877. 
Ilis greatest fame was won vus a lec­
turer against the Bible and the Chris­
tian religion. He first attracted polit­
ical notice by his brilliant eulogy of 
James G. Blaine in the Cincinnati con-

iven ticn of-1876. His speech before the 
soldiers' reunion, at Indianapolis, be­
ginning "The past rises before me 
like a dream," was the most celebrated 
production; next came his funeral ad­
dress over liis brother Eben's grave;

His home was for many years 
at Peoria, III., settling in New York 
a few years ago.

This was a most arduous task, as 
they were so fleet of foot; and Then 
pursued, or when in search of those 
bitter and astringent plants of which 
they are so fond, they could gain the 
most dangerous pinnacles and ledger 
of rock that overhung the sea. In such 
places there grew a kind of wild labur­
num, and Hisiop did not fail to. re­
mind me that Theocritus described it 
as the favorite food of. the goat.

the running rigging of the long boat. 

Some of the females afforded milk, a 
rarity and nourishment to us who had 
been so long at sea. The flesh of a kid 
we thought delicious, and lest we 
should tire of roasted and broiled, Jack 
Burnet, the ship's cook, contrived to 
boil some pieces of a goat in its own 
skin, stretched upon sticks, with a fire 
underneath, salt for a spice, and sliced 
pumpkin for vegetables 

Of the hoi ns,. when carefully scraped 
and cleaned, we made very efficient 
drinkinfe cups, in which our rum, 
duly mixed with water, was doled out 
to us by Hisiop, the keeper of our pro­
vision store.

•The circumference of the largest Isle 
is only four leagues, but its shores are 
so steep and rocky in nosne places that 
traversing Ahem proved a most ardu­
ous task. 

On the eastern Side we found a great 
cascade pouring from * brow of rock 
upon the beach. The tetter was cov­
ered almost everywhere by a broad-
leaved seaweed, the dark and slimy 
tendrils of which were several yards 
in length and were teamed by Hisiop 
"the gigantic tacns." 

So day after dtgr passed, and, amid 
otir various means of procuring food, 
w« never failed to keep a keen lookout 
to seaward for a passing sail; but 
none came near that lonely islet of tbe 
southern sea.

On the fifteenth morhing after our 
landing a seaman named Henry War­
ren, who went to milk our goats, 
which had been tethered to a large 
tree near the hut, returned in haste 
to announce that the ropes which had 
secured them were cut, apparently by 
a sharp instrument—cut clean through 
—and that the goats, the capture of 
which bad cost UB SO much labor, were 
gone. 

"Cut? By whom?" asked every one. 
Before we had time to consider this, 

Hisiop came out of the hut, ~and stated 
that one of our three bread bags had 
also been cut open, by a slash from a 
knife, apparently, and that several 
poundB of biscuits had been abstracted. 

The strange alarm, and what 
worse, the doubt of each other, which 
these discoveries excited, were painful 
and bewildering. 

We examined the place where the 
.goats had been tethered, but could dis­
cover no traces of feet, and nothing 
remained but the ends of the ropes 
(the long boat sheets- and halliards) 
tied to the stem of a tree.

From the Detroit Journal: An ex-
collector of customs relates this as 
among his experiences: "Some years 
ago and shortly prior to the holidays 
a man came into the office and said 
that he wanted to talk with me per­
sonally. He looked like an unsophis­
ticated fellow who had come in from 
the country to try his hand at business, 
though he had sharp features and a 
nasal twang. 

" 'Mister,' he began, when we were 
alone, 'I'm in a kind of a snarl, and 
I've come to you because I want to do 
the square thing. I had a nice lot of 
Havaney cigars shipped to Windsor, 
thinkin' I could do a stroke sellin' 'em 
here in Detroit. I had a man there to 
take care of 'em till I came on, but 
he, not knowing' nothih' about tbe law, 
packs them cigars in a boat and brings

V. A Zulu Bridegroom. 
The daughter of a Zulu in comfort­

able circumstances does not leave her' 
father's kraal without much pomp and 
many queer, rites, which doubtless are 
held by her people in high estimation. 
It may be noted, too, that the marriage 
customs of these dusky Africans are 
subject to innumerable variations, 
each tribe having its own peculiari­
ties. Hairdressing, by the way, is an 
important feature both to the bride 
and bridegroom, and the attention 
paid to the coiffure of the pair would 
shame the performance of a West end 
hairdresser who arranges a bride's 
locks and fastens the orange blossom 
chaplet. A cone-shaped erection, for 
instance, is the lawful coiffure of a 
Zulu wife, and this cannot be legally 
worn till the marriage rites are duly 
completed. Save for the all-important 
cone, the head of a Zulu bride is close­
ly shaved, an assegai being used for 
the purpose; whilst, as soon as a 
youth is of a marriageable age, his 
head is shorn to leave a ring round 
the scalp, and then liberally besmear­
ed with fat and ochre, without which 
unguents no Zulu would feel fittingly 
decorated for his bride. When the 
bridegroom-elect has been shorn of all 
his hair save the wool on the crown, 
which is trained in a circular shape 
and some four inches, in diameter, a 
ring is sewn to this, of gum and char­
coal; in this the Zulu thrusts long 
snuff spoons, needles, and small utility 
articles, and is very proud of his ring, 
which is the badge of manhood.— 
Prom "Cassell'a Magazine" for March. 

London, July 28.—The United States 
embassy Wednesday received dis­
patches which are believed to Indicate 
that the Alaska boundary dispute is 
nearing a settlement. These dispatches 
contain replies to the last British pro­
posals, and are likely to bring Am­
bassador Choate, who is visiting the 
earl of Dartmouth of Wolverhamp­
ton, back to London. 

. An official of the colonial office eaid 
that the Alaska boundary question 
hinged entirely upon the interpreta­
tion of the Anglo-Russian treaty of 
1825, defining the boundary. He hoped 
that the assertion that there would be 
an early settlement of the dispute was 
correct. 

Great Britain's propositions awaited 
the decision of the United States. He 
had not heard of the reported renewal 
of America's offer to give to Canada a 
free port on the Lynn canal under 
American sovereignty, and could not 
say whether or not Canada would ac­
cept it. 

Topper and Lanrler Not Indorsed. 
Washington, July 28.—The Aljska 

boundary dispute, after two days' con­
sideration, has been relgated to the 
usual diplomatic procedures. There is-
no occasion for anxiety over the con­
cessions which may be made by this 
government to Great Britain and Can­
ada. An official of the state depart­
ment said today that there had been 
no great progress made, and there was 
30 indication of an immediate agree­
ment. 

Great Britain has shown that she did 
not indorse the bellicose views of Pre­
mier Laurier and Sir Charles' Tupper 
in the Canadian parliament, and that 
she had no thought of allowing this 
question to bring the two nations to 
the verge of war. Having done so 
much and started the negotiations on 
the diplomatic road again, Great Brit­
ain would now probably let them take 
the usual diplomatic course. 

Fear Uprising of Utea. 
Washington, July 28.—Reports re­

ceived at the war department and the 
Indian office indicate that there is 
danger of trouble with the White river 
Utes. It is said the band, which num­
bers several hundreds, has not been 
permitted to enter the old reservation 
in Colorado since the Meeker massa­
cre. The Utes have served notice that 
they propose to return to their old 
hunting grounds, leaving the Uintah 
reservation in Utah at the full of the 
moon. There are no soldiers in the 
immediate neighborhood of the Utes' 
camp to assist in controlling the In­
dians, and fear is expressed that they 
may succeed in stirring up other Utes 
and cause a general uprising. 

Jo Welcome Ex-Secretary Alger. 
Detroit, Mich., July 28.—The recep­

tion arranged to be given Gen. Alger 
secretary of war, on his return from 
Washington will be the greatest this 
town has ever accorded one of its citi­
zens and, in addition, every one of the 
eighty-three counties in the state will 
be represented by delegations, all in­
tent on showing hgnor to ex-Gov. Alger 
of Michigan. A committee of 500 will 
meet the general beyond the confines 
of the state and tender him the free­
dom of Michigan and Detroit, and will 
present suitable resolutions to Mrs, 
Alger. 

Will Stay In Pension Office. 

Washington, July. 28.—Semi-official 
denials are given out of the stories that 
President McKinley was to transfer 
Col. H. Clay Evans, commissioner of 
pensions, because of alleged protests 
against his administration of the pen­
sion oflice. The story that the pension 
committee of the G. .A. R. would make 
a report to the annual encampment at 
Philadelphia averse to Commissioner 
Evans' conduct of the office is denied 
by a prominent G. A. R. official. 

Epirorlh League'* Pennon. 

Indianapolis, Ind., July 28.—The 
board of control of the Epworth league 
adjourned Wednesday. The office ot 
general superintendent was created. 
The report of the treasurer showed 
tvat the board has a balance of $912 on 
hand. A resolution was passed adopt­
ing a device for a "Christian pennon" 
consisting of a triangular bit of bunt­
ing with a red border and white 
ground. Near the base of the triangle 
is a blue Greek cross surrounded by 
yellow rays. , 

Jeffries Sails for. England. > 

New York, July 28.—James J. Jef­
fries, champion of the world, sailed to-, 
day for England, where he will appear 
as principal in two bouts. He ia in the 
best of shape and looks ready to fight 
at short notice.

"In a series of meetings in which 
the above .delegates participated, in­
spired throughout by the desire to 
realize in the highest possible measure 
the general views of Its august initia­
tor, the conference has drawn up for 
the approval pf the respective govern­
ments, the series of conventions and 
declarations appended:

"Convention for the adoption of laws 
against the use of asphyxiating or 
deleterious gases from balloon pro­
jectiles and for the prohibition of the 

• use of bullets that easily expand in the 
human body." 

The Until act contains five expres­
sions of opinion, as follows: 

"The conference considers that lim­
itations of the military clmrges which 
at present oppress the world are great­
ly to be desired for the increase of the 
material and moral welfare of man­
kind. 

"The conference expresses the opin­
ion that the question of the riprhtsnnri 
ditties of neutrals should be inscribed 
on the programme of a conference to 
be held at an early date. 

"The conference expresses the opin. 
ion tlint questions relative to the type 
and caliber of rifles and naval nrtillerj 
as examined by it should be the sub­
ject of study by the different govern-
nfents, with a view to arriving at a 
/miforiu solution by a future con­
ference. 

"The conference expresses "the wish 
that an early convention be called to 
revise the Geneva cdnvention. 

"The conference has resolved that 
questious relating>0 the inviolability 
of private property in war on land and 
the bombardment of towns or villages 
in naval war be reserved for future 
conferences."

SAYS IT'S ABSU.1D. 

Newly Signed Reciprocity Paper Assailed 
by Frcncli Papers. 

PABIS, July 37.—The Repnblique 
Francaise, referring to the reciprocity 
treaty between France and the United 
States, recently signed r.t Washington, 
says: "Washington dispatches an­
nounce the consummation of the 
Franco-American treaty. An enor­
mous blunder, against which we have 
endeavored to put the government on 
its guard, has been consummated, and 
MM. Millerand and Delcasse have be­
trayed French industry aud agricul­
ture to the United States, and in these 
two branches of our national produc­
tion ruins will be heaped on ruins. 
True, the treaty has not. yel been rat­
ified, and we atlirni that it will not be 
without discussion. Industrial and 
agricultural associations on every side 
are, indeed, becoming agitated, and 
manifold protests are being made, and 
when the chamber reassembles the 
government will find itself face to face 
with an opposition formidably equip­
ped with arguments, and ' which will 
energetically lay bare the.fatal con­
sequences ot the convention, which so 
cruelly betrays French interests.

Expires Suddenly at his Sum­
mer Home at Dobba Ferry 

AmonR the Highlands of '* 
the Hudson in N. Y.

A Brief History of the Great Agnostic 

who was the Greatest Friend of Uni­
versal Liberty and Love of Human-

Special to the Inter Ocean. 
NEW YORK, July 31.—Colonel Rob­

ert G. Ingersoll died today at noon, 
without an instant's warning, sitting 
in' a chair of his bedroom at his sum­
mer home among the highlands of the 
Hudson, at Dobbs Ferry. 

He passed away smiling, but mute. 
It was not the way he wanted to die. 
He had for long in his mind something, 
be desired to say before death. It was 
never said. 

Another desire Was fulfilled at his 
end, however. He retained control of 
his faculties until death. His wife was 
in the room when he died. She had 
just spoken to him. He did not answer 
save with ihe smile, which may have 
been his greeting of death. 

His last words were spoken a few 
^moments before, when he had left the 
veranda, where members of the house­
hold were sitting, with the remark that 
he would return in a few minutes and 
join in a game of billiards. Heart di­
sease was the cause of his death. 

Colonel Ingersoll had been at his 
highland home, whioh he had named 
Walstein in honor of his son-in-law, 
since Wednesday evening. ° He was in 
the oity Wednesday in his usual good 
spirits. On his'way down that morn­
ing he met at the Dobbs Ferry action 
a friend of his own time of life, whom 
he habitually addressed as young man 
and hailed him in the familiar, cheery 
way. 

Tharsday he spent at home, not feel­
ing qtite up to the mark, but far from 
ill. During last night he was taken 
sick. The attack was supposed to be 
indigestion. When someone commun­
icated with him tbii» 'morning be re­
marked that he never minded being 
sick at the -stomach. He was about as 
usual .'n the morning and in his never-
fsfring good humor, although he did 
not feel very sprightly. He talked 
with the family, which included, be 
side Mrs. Ingersoll and Miss Maud In­
gersoll, their daughter, Mr. and Mrs. 
Walstein H. Brawn, Mr. and Mrs. Clin-
to C. Farrell, and Mrs B. W. Parker. 
Mrs. Brown is the oolonel's daughter. 
Mrs Farrell is Mrs. Ingersoli's sister, 
and Mrs. Parker is Mrs. Ingersoll s 
mother. Mr. Farrell was Colonel In-
gersoll's secretary. 

Robert Green Ingersoll was born in 
Dresden, N. Y., Aag. 11, 1833. His 
father was a Congregational minister, 
and a preacher of great power as a re­
vivalist. Barly in his ministry h^ mov­
ed West, and Robert, the youngest of 
hit family, was inured to the hardships 
of pioneer life. Bis education was 
largely derived from reading all the 
books he could borrow in the different 
parishes of his childhood aad youth, 
and fortunately the changes were not 
infrequent. lie began the study of 
law in Marion, m., and in 1855 he 
opened an office at Shawneeiown, in 
partnership with his elder brother, 
Eben, for six years member of Con­
gress. In 1857 the brothers moved to 
Peoria, whieh became his home for the 
next twenty years. 

Colonel Ingersoll entered politics in 
1810 as a democratic candidate for Con­
gress. The campaign he made is atill 
remembered by the old men of the dis­
trict. Even then he boldly declared 
himself opposed to slavery and outran 
his conservative Republican opponent 
in denunciation of it. He ran f^r 
ahead of his ticket, but was defeated. 
When the war came he was the leader 
of the war Domocrats and made haste 
to declare himself a supporter of the 
Lincoln administration. From that 
time on he was always a Republican 
in politics. When the call for aoldiera 
came he enlisted in a cavalry regiment, 
the Eleventh Illinois. He was com­
missioned colonel of it and remained 
at the front until obliged by ill health 
to resign. In 1804 he shared with his 
friend, Richard J. Oglesby. the burdens 
and honors of making a thorough can­
vass of the state. He became known 
all over the state as a most eloquent 
campaigner. During Governor Ogles-
by's term the office of attorney gener­
al of Illinois was created, to be filled 
until the next state election by appoint­
ment. Governor Oglesby appointed 
Colonel Ingersoll to that office and that 
was the only office that he ever held. 
In 18S8 Colonel Ingersoll was a can­

didate for'Governor before the Repub­
lican state convention. He wa defeat­
ed on account of his agnostie views. 
He never after sought any political po­
sition' He took a very aetive part in 
campaigns, speaking in Indiana, 
Maine, Ohio and Iowa, as well as Illi­
nois. 

At the national Republican conven­
tion in 187(1 Ingersoll won his first real 
triumph In oratory, proposing the 
name of James G. Blaine for the Presi­
dential nomination in a speech that at 
tracted the attention of the entire 
country. In 1877 he declined the post 
of Minister to Germany, preferring to 
remain in this country and continue 
the conduct of a 'law business whioh 
by thai time had assumed vast pro­
portions. In 1884 he was counsel for 
the defense of the famous star routr 
cases, and won the legal battle. Of 
late years his participation in bnsiaese 
has been of a Jess aetive charaoter. 

HUMANITY. 

oeev. R. £. Ransom Speaks on 
the Death of IngeraolKf J 

The Rev. R. C. Ransom,, pastor of 
Bethel African Methodist -Episcopal 
church. Thirtieth and Dearborn streets, 
delivered in address on Robert G. In-
gerpoll last Sunday. He said in part: < 

"la the death of Robert G. Ingersoll 
America has lost one of its most bril­
liant stars, oratory one of its most gift­
ed exponents, and humanity one of its 
best friends. 

"It takes unusual gifts of mind and 
strength of oharactor for a man to 
break away from the prevaling religon 
of his country and his time. Call him 
infidel, agnostic, wha} you will, the 
heart of Robert Ingersoll was so warm 
and tender toward his fellow mant and 
his brain so clear upon almost every 
vital qneston of his time that he was 
not generally regarded with the hatred 
and horror in which men of his belief 
are generally held. ' 

"By the#colored people of the United 
States, regardless of creed, he was uni-
versally honored and esteemed. Trials 
for heresy are almost unknown among 
colored Christians. They are less con­
cerned about assults upon theological 
dogmas then they are on their political, 
industrial, and intellectual condition.
