FORM TWO BIG COAL TRUSTS,

Jolnt Capital Is $104,000,000—Gligantic
Interests Involved.

Pittshurg, Pa., Aug. 25.—Two con-
solidations of coal-mining inteorests
nave been completed here within the
last fortnight which will affect the con-
sumers of bituminous coal throughout
the Mississippi and Ohio valleys and
the great lakes region. One is the Mo-
nongahela River Coal and Coke com-
nany, and will, by Oct. 1, have compizte
control of all the available coal lands
operated and unopened between the
first pool at Pittsburg and Morgan-
town, W. Va., on the same streawm, the
present head of slack-water naviga-
tion.

The second is the Pittsburg Coa!
company. It includes what are styled
railroad coal companies, owning 102
concerns and all their various inter-
ests, including coal docks at varions
points in the great lakes, five coal
railrcads in the mining regions and
over 89,000 acres of coal lands, most
of it in fee simple,

The total capitalization of the two
concerns will be $104,000,000, of which
the railroad combination has $64,000,-
000 and the river coal $10,000,000.

THE PARIS MOB.

It Appears Agnin and Rulnss Number of
Churches.

Panris, August 21,—Paris wasyester-
day the scene of most serious disturbe
ances, recalling some aspects of the
commune. In response to an appeal
of the journals Le Peuple and La
Petite  Republique, groups  of
annrehists and socialists gathered
about 3 o'clock in the afternoon in the
Place dela Republique. ‘The police
bad taken precautions and there
seemed no danger of disasters. Sebas-
tian Faure, editor vf Le Peuple, and
Henri @' Horr were arrested when
they attempted to address the crowds,
and the police tried to disperse the
mob, After the mob had followed the
prisoners to the prison it madeits way
back to the Place de la Republique,
smashing the windows of religious
edifices on the way. Suddenly, either
nt the word of command or in obe-
dience to impulse, the column made o
loop and curved toward the Church of
St.  Ambroise, where the rioters
simashed the windows. Proceeding
thence toward the I'aubourg du T'em-
ple, they formed into a compact body.
IMutehets were suddenly produced,
with long knives stolen from the
counters of shops, and a concerted
rush was made upon the Church of
St. Joseph, the interior of which was
completely wrecked and set on fire.
The police finally gained control of
the situation and arvested twenty
anarchists, who were found to be
armed with revolvers, loaded sticks
and knives. At a late hour 20,000 peo-
ple were in the Boulevard de Magenta,
which runs past the end of the Rue de
Chabrol, They were kept constantly
moving by the republiean guards, who
made a remarkable display of force.
Large bodies of police were constantly
operating in and around the Rue de
Chabrol, and a large force was held
in readiness at the nearest barracks.
The prefecture of police gives out the
following statement regarding the
riots:  Three hundred and eighty per-
sons were injured. Three hunared
and sixty were taken to the hospitals,
Fifty-nine police ngents were wound-
ed, Lesides Commissaries Goulier and
Dolsmine., One hundred and fifty
persons were arrested, of whomeighty
are detnined in custody. It appears

that the demonstration was decided
wpon at a meceting held Saturday
night.  The Journal dn Peuple pub-

lished a wmanifesto denouncing the
military party, the anti-Semites, the
monarchists and the priests, and urged
its supporters to meet foree with
force. “Should Dreyfus be convict-
ed,” said the manifesto, **it will be a
trinmph of bandits,  Should he be
acquitted, the military section will
be open to rebellion.”

Mr. John Milne gives this name to
certain vibrations, which his delicate
instruments have revealed, running
through the crust of the earth after
the occurrence of distant earthquakes.
The apparent symmetry of these puls-
ations, resembling the rhythm of mu-
sical sounds, leads him to suggest that
an earthquake may be “‘a blow or
blows, which come to an end with
musical vibrations inside the world.”
The blows probably come from the
slipping or falling of rock within the
earth. Mr, Milne, at his observatory
on the Isle of Wight, photographs
vibrations of his selsmographic peadu-
lums, induced by earthquakes many
thousands of miles away, and in a re-
cent letter he speaks of “‘a magnificent
set of waves which arrived from Mex-
ico on the night of Jan. 4th.”

How Insects Make Soll,

Mr. Darwin once wrote a book, which
many readers pronounced as interest-
ing as a novel, on earthworms and the
wonderful way in which they plow up,
turn over and invigorate the soil. In
a recent address, Dr. L. O. Howard of
Washington showed that many species
of insects are also important agents in
soil-making. They are found beneath
the ground, he says, in surprising
numbers, and they penetrate to a sur-
prising depth. *“The minute insects of
the family Poduridea—which are wing-
less—have been found swarming liter
ally by the million at a depth of six to
eight feet in a stiff clay subsoil.”

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Rural Guards Fire Into a Crowdx
of Ex-Soldiers.

FIVE KILLED, TEN WOUNDED.

DifMculty Arises Over a Rumor That
the United States Would Reject Cer-
tain Clalms—Authoritios Expect No
Further Disturbances.

Santiago de Cuba, Aug. 25.—The ru-
ral guard and a number of Cuban sol-
diers had a conflict Tuesday night at
Cucvitas, a small town near Santiago,
in which five were killed and ten
wounded,

The difficulty was the result of a
rumor that the American authorities
would reject all applications for a
share in the $3,000,000 that had not
been filed before the payment at Guan-
tanamo last month, Two Cuban gen-
erals, Bandera and Vegas, attempted to !
pacify the crowd of nearly 5,000 men
waiting to be paid.

Capt. Ballal of the rural guard, in an
endeavor to maintain order among the
volatile protestants, precipitated a
fight and was shot in the arm. The
shot was immediately followed by &
volley by the Cubans, The rural guard
returned their fire and a large num-
ber of citizens of Cuevitas, who sur-
rounded the pay station, fell over one
another in a panie.

About seventy shots were ex-
changed, and five Cubans are dead as
the result. Gen, Castillo, arriving,
succeeded in convincing the Cuban sol-
diers of their error, and the wounded.
numbering ten, were taken, by Gen.
Wood’s order, to the civil hospital,

No further disturbances are ex-
pected,

BOERS DEMAND CONCESSIONS,

Yropose That Great Dritain Give Up
Her Suzerain Rights.
London, Aug. 25.—London is still
waiting for the publication of Presi-
dent Krueger's dispatch, the full text
of which is now before the cabinet.
The Reuter dispatches this morning
persist again in forecasting the reply
of the Transvaal govornment, which
it declares, refuses absolutely to con-
sent to the proposals for a joint com-
mittee, but offers instead a five years’
franchise law, a vote for president,
and eight new seats in the volksraad

for the Rand.

New conditiens, however, are ex-
acted. Kruger demands that Great
Britain give up for all time her
suzerainty rights over the Transvaal.
The other questions are to be sub-
mitted to arbitration, but not to a for-
elgn power. Great Britain, also, must
agree not to use the present interfer-
ence as a precedent.

It is hardly credible that the Boer
government should have had the
effrontery to propose doing away with
the British suzerainty, yet, in view of
former proposals by Dr. Leyds and
Reitz, published in the blue book, the
demand is barely possible.

It is absolutely certain that Great
Britain cannot accept the loss of
suzerainty over the Transvaal, Mr.
Chamberlain's final decision on that
point being most definite.

Brave Risk by a Fireboat.

Milwaukee, Wis.,, Aug. 25.—Capt.
Giddings and crew of the fireboat
Janssen Wednesday afternoon ran the
boat into a fire which swept over the
river. They were surrounded by
flames, but fought bravely on and saved
much valuable property. The fire was
in the yards of the B, Uhrig Coal com-
pany and the Foster Lumber company,
which are located near some of the
largest of the flour mills and manufac-
turing plants. The loss is $140,000.

May Dissolve the Diet.

Berlin, Aug. 25.—The results of
Wednesday’s crown council are un-
known. The conservative Reichsbote,
pointing to the fact that the kaiser's
first conference after returning from
the council was with Von Buelow,
concludes that his majesty is resolved
on the dissolution of the Prussian diet,
in agreement with the opinion of
Chancellor Prince von Hohenlohe.

Mississippl for Bryan.

Jackson, Miss., Aug. 26.—A. H, Long-
fno of Washington county was nomi-
nated by the democratic state conven-
tion without opposition. The platform
indorses the declarations of the Chi-
cago convention in 1896 and declares
W. J. Bryan to be “the ablest exponent
of those principles, the statesman and
patriot, the great tribune of the peo-
ple.”

Pittsburg, Pa., Aug. 25.—Two con-
solidations of coal-mining intercsts
have been completed here within the
last fortnight which will affect the con-
sumers of bituminous coal throuzhout
the Mississippi and Ohin valleys ard
the great lakes region. One is the iio-
nongahela River Coal and Coke com-
pany, and will, by Oct. 1, have complete
control of all the available coal lands
operated and unopened between the
first pool at Pittsburg and Morgan-
town, W. Va., on the same stream, the
present head of slack-water naviga-
tion,

The sccond is the Pittsburg Coal
company. It includes what are styled
railroad coal companies, owning 102

ests, Including coal docks at varioud
points in the great lakes, five coal
railroads in the mining regions and
over 89,000 acres of coal lands, most
of it in fee simple,

The total capitalization of the two
concerns will be $104,000,000, of which
the railroad combination has $64,000,-
000 and the river coal $40,000,000.

Big Four Strike Prevented.

Cincinnati, Ohio, Aug. 25.—The ex-
isting trouble between the Big Four
engineers and the road is settled for at
least some time to come, Chiet P, M.
Arthur of the Brotherhood of Locomo-
tive Engineers said that he and the
grievance committee of the Big Four
engineers had reached a compromise
agreement with “General Manager
Schaff of the road and that the agree-
ment would hold good for some time.
He stated that any danger of a strike
was disposed of and the men would
continue with their work as before.

Yaqul Uprising 1Is Quelled.

City of Mexico, Aug. 26.—The minis-
ter of war says Gen, Torres, command-
ing the federal forces near Torin, has
the Yaqui situation well in hand. He
has 300 national guards, 1,700 infantry,
400 cavalry and two machine guns. No
more troops are to be sent. The hos-
tiles will not risk another open en-
gagement, They have escaped to the
mountains, and guerrilla troops have
been organized to follow them.

Engineer Dead. Fireman Hurt.

Toledo, Ohio, Aug. 25.—Engineer Ed-
ward Tusts was instantly killed and
Fireman McFelt badly injured as the
result of a blunder at Milbury, east of
Toledo, on the Lake Shore road, at an
early hour Wednesday. The signal
there was turned against the train by
mistake, and Tusts, believing a col-
lision was near, reversed his lever, and
both he and the fireman jumped.

Bridge Builders for India.

Harrisburg, Pa., Aug. 25.—Among
the passengers on the steamer Majes-
tic from New York Wednesday were
several engineers and foreign skilled
bridge bullders from the Pennsylvania
steel works, bound for India, where
they will begin the construction of a
great viaduct which the company has
contracted to erect on the Burmab
railway.
