AFRICAN WAR CLOUD. 
For the last few week the Dreyfus 

case in France and the situation in 
the Transvaal has attracted the at­
tention of the world* .The former 
has been disposed of, at least the 
serious features, but the latter does 
not seem to be entirely settled, from 
the mutterings that has come from 
Africa may lead any moment into 
actual roar of battle. In the settle* 
ment of South Afriean Republic the 
Dutch first controled, but as the 
English followed the Dutch moved 
from Cape Colony to Natal and 
when Natal, was annexed the Boers 
returned to Transvaal. This too 
became British territory. Then 
they fought, being so successful that 
they caused two treaties to be rati­
fied, and now President Krauger 
and the British government are in 
dispute over, the former treaties. 
The Dutch only wssh to be left alone, 
but when the remarkable richness of 
the gold fields were known. It was 
to much for England to resist the 
temptation of attempting to control 
the territory. The British govern­
ment established monopolies and 
imposed heavy taxes without the 
Dntch representation. The Dutch 
constitute four fifths of the popula­
tion and is compelled to pay nine 
tenths of the taxes and allowed no 
representation or police protection. 
However we hope that peace may 
not be broken and that present dif­
ficulties will be settled if by arbitra­
tion.

One of, theJlrst large vessel# to sight 
the Olympla was the passenger steamer 
Sandy Hook of. the Sandy Hook line, 
which left Atlantic Highlands shortly 
after 7 o'clock for her New York dock. 
Just as she got well under way a war 
vessel wai e&eir through the fog, and 
passengers and crew, headed by the 
Sandy Hook's captain, gathered at this 
rail to read the newcomer's name. To 
get near enough to do this the Sandy 
Hook changed her course and headed 
directly for the Olympla, blowing her 
whistle in salute as she did, so. As 
soon as the name was made out the 
Sandy Hook's, passengers cheered with 
all their might, and in a few moments 
an answering cheer came over the wai­
ter from the warship's sailors, many 
of- whom were gathered on deck. 

The flagsb'-< came up to the lower 
bay and and 
As soon as the . ichor was dropped an 
orderly was sent ashore with dispatch­
es fron) the admiral and other officers. 
He said the ship had had a pleasant 
trip across the Atlantic and that all 
pn board were well and glad to be 
home again; 

The Olympiads crew was put to work 
Immediately cleaning ship. Many 
small vessels are sailing around her 
and. their number is being, augmented 
constantly. 

The admiral's early arrival was a 
matter of great concern to the city 
authorit.es who are arranging for New 
York's official welcome. Secretary 
Foster of the reception committee went 
to toe city hall early ana at once is­
sued a call for a special meeting of 
the committee. Mr. Foster said he 
could not forecast the committee's ac­
tion, but he thought it probable the 
committee would go down to the Olym­
pla at once and meet the admiral. 

Mayor Van Wyck hurried to his of­
fice where he found the following tele­
gram: 

"Olympla arrived this morning. Will 
go to Tompkinsville tomorrow. 

"GEORGE DEWEY." 
The mayor advised the calling to­

gether of all the city's committees, and 
telegrams were sent out calling on the 
members of the plan and scope com­
mittee and the various sub-committees 
to meet as quickly as possible at the 
city . hall. St, Clair McKelway, the 
chairman of the sub-committee of the 
reception committee, was, the first to 
arrive. Mr. McKelway thought the re­
ception committee would wait on Ad­
miral Dewey tomorrow instead of on 
Thursday, and that the admiral would 
remain at the anchorage of Tomp­
kinsville until Friday. Then the regu­
lar reception would take place Friday 
and Saturday, according to the city's 
program. 

The Sahdy Hook steamer Monmouth 
passed the olympla early this morning 
and those on board of her were the 
first to see Admiral Dewey. One of 
the Monmouth's passengers said: 

"We saw Admiral Dewey quite plain­
ly. He stood alone on the quarterdeck 
of the warship. Fifteen feet behind 
him stood eight of his officers in uni­
form. The admiral alone of all men 
on board ship acknowledged the cheere 
«f tfrp r>?fsengers and crew of the Mon-
mouth'. He raised his hat continually, 
Rowing and; smiling. The ship looked 
in fine trim, considering her long voy­
age, but the exterior .Of her hull was 
seamed with rusty streaks."

roll over the. boundless pmlrles and 
view from the car windows -of -a Mis­
souri Pacific train the magnificent 
scope of country j between here and 
Pueblo. There Is no coolness like 
that which comes with the shades of 
night on these vast plains, filled then 
with waving com and ripening wheat 
There Is no more bracing air than 
that with which one refreshes his. 
lungs in, the early, morning when the 
mountains of Colorado are Just com­
ing into view, the mighty Pike's Peak' 
reaching the vision long before its 
lowlier neighbors. When taken com­
fortably, there is no pleasanter ride 
than over this same garden spot of the 
Western world which.in our geogra­
phies was laid down as the Great 
American Desert So we rode into 
Pueblo and thence. by the Denver and 
Rio Grande road to Denver, ft fair city 
with all the comforts and handsome 
buildings of hef older sisters of the 
East and lying in an altitude far above 
the air we breathe in our homes, a 
gem in an .emerald setting cf never 
yielding mountain heights. - Continu­
ing our Journey over the- Denver and 
ilio Grande and the Rio Grande West­
ern roads we started for Salt Lake 
City, the capitol of the new state, 
which has been aptly termed the 
"Mountain Walled Treasury of the 
Gods.' And thus we ate permitted to 
pass through the ttiost varied and en­
trancing, scenery of the Ro?ky Moun­
tains and to witness th6 wonders erf 
the Royal Gorge, where the cunning 
of man itas overcome the difficulties 
presented by Nature i& her efforts at 
the grotesque and the Bublime.

Senator MHSOII Says the Philippine War 
i. Is VnneeeMitrjr. 

WASIUNOTON, Sept. 55.—In an Inter­
view here Senator Mason said: 

"On the floor of the senate 1 shnll 
continue my opposition to the war 
upon the Filipinos. I am ashamed of 
my country. People make a great 
mistake when they say that I nm 
npninst expansion. I nm not. Bnt 
expansion, by purchase or other honor­
able means is one tliinir; expansion by 
force is another.

Tnlk aliout html-
in IT down our flu?, will not our flag 
come down in Cubn? Certainly it will 
if we are true to our promises. And 
the ilav that it comes down will lie 
the i>il?htest day in our history, be-
ciinse it will hlmw tliat we areaprrrat. 
tinsellish nation, devoted to the eter­
nal principles of ri);ht. and honesty. 
If the Cnliiins want to 'l>e annexed 
later, that is another.question. Why 
cannot we deal with tlie Filipinos in 
the same wav?" 

WILL RECOGNIZE. 

Authority of the Unltml 8tat«s Soon to be 
Kstiihlishrd. 

WASHINGTON. Sept. SIT.—Two imnor-
lant dispatches from Gen.. Otis, atJMn-
nila, h ive been made public by the 
wnr department.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 27.—A Manila 
dispatch says: Genernl Snider attack­
ed the nosition of the insurgents five 
miles west of Ccbti and destroyed seven 
forts and a number of smooth bore 
cannon. The insurgents were utterly 
routed and Gen. Snider returned with 
liis force to Cebu. The Tennessee reg­
iment was already aboard the trans­
port to come home, but di.&euibarked 
to take part in the engagement.
