As all honest la-
bor is honorable labor and each
man thus employed is expected to
do his part, promptly and punctual-
ly to be courteous and gentlemanly
to all, thereby leaving a good record,
a good name in whatever place or
position that you are filling, so that
in after years others of our race may
have it easier to secure places in the
future. Do your work right and
honorable. We would like very
much to have seen some colored
clerks or pages, or door keepers,
some place that would reflect credit
to the race and encourage the edu-
cated colored men. Yet when we
know how cool the Blythe's and Ed.
Hunter are to colored people we
may well know the reason why we
do not get our just deserts.

RACKE ISSUE IN THE U. §.
SENATE.

For the first time since the con
vening of the present congress the
question of Franchise for the Negro
or the race question was discussed
last Monday Senator Morg'nn(Dem.,
Ala.), defended the new constitu-
tional amendments of Louisiana and
North Carolina, which was recently
passed, practically disfranchising
the colored voters. Below we print
a brief synopsis of Senator Morgan’s
speech., On Jan. 22d, Senator
Pritchard (Rep., N. C.), will ad-
dress the Senate, favoring the reso-
ution and Negro franchise. We
will make no comments until the de-
bate is over and both sides are

presented.

Mr. Morgan said that no great body
of white people in the world could ve
expected 1o quietly aceept a situation
so distressing and demoralizing as is
created by negro suffrage in the south.
Itis o thorn in the flecsh and will irri-
tate and wrankle in the body politic
until it is removed, He declared that
negro suffrage in Louisiana and other
southern states had been an unbroken
line of obstruction to progress, and
that in many placesthousands of negro
votes in doubtful counties, with little
concealwent, were bought for $1 each.

*If southern white men,” said he,
*‘have falsified . election returns they
have the stronger, if not better, reason
that they areacting ufou the same law
of self-defense that insulted and out-
raged human nature resorts to for the
protection of homes and families from
arace that sets at defiance all moral
restraints upon their brutal desires,”

SUGGESTS A HOME FOR NEGROES.

“This evil, he thought, wouid end
only when the United States had p-o-
vided a home for the negro race suited
to their traits.

In conclusion Mr. Morgan said:

“The democratic party has always
been a white mun's pariy. and when
the appeal of Louisiana and North Car-
olina, supported by the demoerats in
all the southern states, i8S made to
them, they and a vast body of white
men all over the country who have nut
acted with them in the past, will anite
in a demand that these sovere¢ign states
shall not ve destroyed for takivg care
o: the lives and happiness of their peo-
p e-"

At the conclusion of Mr. Morgan's
speech, Mr. Pritchard gave notice that
ne would address the senate on the res-
olution on Jan. 22d,

DIXON DEFFEATED.

George Dixon of Boston, the col-
ored featherweight, who has held the
championship for six years was de-
feated, but not knocked ‘out by
Terry McGoven, of Brooklyn, last
Wednesday night, at the Broadway
Athletic club, in the eighth round.
It was a clear defeat, as the young
Irishman was too much for the col-
ored lad who can boast of the ‘best
record of any pugilist in the world,
having fought over 8oo battles and
was never knocked out. He was
born July 29, 1870, in Halifax, N.
S., height 5 feet 3 1-2 inches, weight
118 pounds. His ring career began
in 1886. Indeed the phenominal
record that Mr. Dixon has made is
astonishing the world. Yo

COLORED TEACHERS IN
BROOKLYN PUBLIC
SCHOOLS.

The objection raised by Edward W.
Bassett of the Broklyn school board to
the appointment of William L. Bulkley,
a Negro, as a teacher in the public
school at Canarsie. Although a ma-
jority of the committee of the Canasie
school favor him, and he is likely,
therefore, to be desirous of getting em-
ployment in Manhattan if he can,
owing to the publicity which his case
has attained in Brooklyn. Mr. Burkley
was told that there were 125 appli-
canls ‘ahead .of him here, and that it
would probably be two yesrs before
his name would be reached.

COMPANY.

A Worthy Race Enterprise About
to be Incorporated in Chicago.

Colored business men of Chicago sre
about to ineorporate an insurance com-
pany exclusively .for colored people.
The reason offered for the drawiog of
this particular kind of color line is that
the insurance companies of the country,
it is declared. persist in holding out
discriminative rates to those colored
people who wish to partake of the
‘benefits accruing from life insurance.

It is said by those who profess to
know that this isone of many move”
ments to broaden the business life of
the country’s colored population. Col-
ored meu «f means see a good chance
to make paying investments by estab-
lishing race business concerns, In the
instance of the Chicago insurance com-
pany scheme the plan appears to be
well outlined.

Ministers in the pulpit haye called
their congregations to sustain the com-
pany, and the lawyers and small bus:-
ness men—grocerymen, butchers, res-
tnurant-keepers, coal dealers and the
like—have joined with them in a con-
certed movement to make the plan
succeed from the start. Dr, Daniel H.
Williams, County Commissioner Ed-
ward H. Wright, 8. Laing Williams
and Edward H. Morris of Chicago, are
among the substantial colored men in-
terested.

With these are associated Alexander
Miles of Duluth, Minn., reputed to be
the wealthiest colored man in the
northwest; J. Frank Wheaton, the only
colored member of the Minnesota state
legislatuce, and the Rev. W. H, Weaver
of st. Paul, Minn.

As all honest la-
bor is honorable labor and each
man thus employed is expected to
do his part, promptly and punctual-
ly to be courteous and gentlemanly
to all, thereby leaving a good record,
a good name in whatever place or
position that you are filling, so that
in after years others of our race may
have it casier to secure places in the
future. Do your work right and
honorable. We would like very
much to have seen some colored
clerks or pages, or door keepers,
some place that would reflect credit
to the race and encourage the edu-
cated colored men. Yet when we
know how cool the Blythe's and Ed.
Hunter are to colored people we
may well know the reason why we
do not get our just deserts.

RACK ISSUE IN THE U. 8.
SENATE.

For the first time since the con
vening of the present congress the
question of Franchise for the Negro
or the race question was discussed
last Monday Senator Morgan(Dem.,
Ala.), defended the new constitu-
tional amendments of Louisiana and
North Ca-olina, which was recently
passed, practically disfranchising
the colored voters. Below we print
a brief synopsis of Senator Morgan’s
speech. On Jan. 22d, Senator
Pritchard (Rep., N. C.), will ad-
dress the Senate, favoring the reso-
ution and Negro franchise. We
will make no comments until the de-
bate is over and both sides are

presented.

Mr. Morgan said that no great body
of white people in the world could ve
expected to quietly aceept a sitnation
50 distressing and demoralizing as is
created by negro suffrage in the south.
It is o thorn in the flesh and will irri-
tate and wrankle in the bLody politic
until it is removed, He declared that
negro suffrage in Louisiana and other
southern stautes had been an unbroken
line of obstruction to progress, and
that in many placesthousands of negro
votes in doubtful counties, with little
concealinent, were bought for $1 each.

*If southern white men,” ssid he,
*have falsified . election returns they
have the stronger, if not better, reason
that they areacting upon the same law
of self-defense that insulted and out-
raged human nature resorts to for the
protection of homes and families from
arace that sets at defiance all moral
restraints upon their brutal desires,.”

SUGGESTS A HOME FOR NEGROES,
*“I'his evil, he thought, wouid end
only when the United States had pro-
vided a home for the negro race suited
to their traits,

In conclusion Mr. Morgan said:
*‘The democratic party has always
been a white map's pariy. and when
the appeal of Louisiana and North Car-
olins, supported by the demoerats in
all the southern states, iS made to
them, they and a vast body of white
men all over the country who have not
acted with them in the past, will anite
in a demand that these sovereign states
shall not e destroyed for wakivg care
o: the lives and happiness of their peo-
p e‘l’

At the conclusion of Mr. Morgan's
speech, Mr. Pritchard gave notice that
ne would address the senate on the res-
olution on Jan. 22d,

DIXON DEFEATED.
George Dixon of Boston, the col-
ored featherweight, who has held the
championship for six years was de-
feated, but not knocked out by
Terry McGoven, of Brooklyn, last
Wednesday night, at the Broadway
Athletic club, in the eighth round.
It was a clear defeat, as the young
Irishman was too much -for the col-
ored lad who can boast of the best
record of any pugilist in the world,
having fought over 800 battles and
was never knocked out. He was
born July 29, 1870, in Halifax, N.
S., height 5 feet 3 1-2 inches, weight
118 pounds. His ring career began
in 1886, Indeed the phenominal
record that Mr. Dixon has made is
astonishing the world. e

COLORED TEACHERS IN
BROOKLYN PUBLIC
SCHOOLS.

The objection raised by Edward W.
Bassett of the Broklyn school board to
the appointment of William L. Bulkley,
a Negro, as a teacher in the public
school at Canarsie. Although a ma-
jority of the committee of the Canasie
school favor him, and he is likely,
therefore, to be desirous of getting em-
ployment in Manhattan if he can,
owing to the publicity which his case
has attained in Brooklyn. Mr. Burkley
was told that there were 125 appli-
canls ‘ahead .of him here, and that it
would probably be two years before

| his name wounid be reached.

COLORED INSURANCE
COMPANY.
A Worthy Race Enterprise About
to be Incorporated in Chicago.

Colored business men of Chicago are
about to ineorporate an insurance com-
pany exclusively .for colored people.
The reason offered for the drawing ol
this particular kind of color line is that
the insurance companies of the country,
it is declared. persist in bolding out
discriminative rates to those colored
people who wish to partake of the
benefits accruing from life insurance.

It is said by those who profess to
know that this is one of many move’
ments to broaden the business life of
the country’s colored population. Col-
ored men f means see a good chance
to make paying investments by estab-
lishing race busivess concerns, In the
instance of the Chicago insurance cor-
pany scheme the plan appears to be
well outlined.

Ministers in the pulpit haye called
their congregations to sustain the com-
pany, and the lawyers and small bus:-
ness men—grocerymen, butchers, res-
tnurant-keepers, coal dealers and the
like—have joined with them in a con-
certed movement to make the plan
succeed from the start. Dr. Daniel H.
Williams, County Commissioner Ed-
ward H. Wright, S. Laing Williams
and Edward H. Morris of Chicago, are
among the substantial colored men in-
terested.

With these are associated Alexander
Miles of Duluth, Minn,, reputed to be
the wealthiest colored man in the
northwest; J. Frank Wheaton, the only
colored member of the Minnesota state
legislatuce, and the Rev. W. H. Weaver
of St. Paul, Minn,
