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PASSING FROM CONGRESS.

The Fifty-seventh Congress of the
United States met December 2 withs
out having a single Negro member,
and the prospeet of any Negro being

eleted to congress in the near fu-
ture seems darker than it has been
at any time in the last th_ird of a
century. With the exception of a
brief period, from 1887 to 1889, bh.u
ijs the first session of congress 1ip
thirty-two years without one or
more colored men as members. The
persistent efforts to disfranchise the
black voters have been so successful
that the Negro may be said to have
entirely lost the political vantage
ground given him by the Fifteenth
Amendment to the Constitution. It
jt is therefore interesting to review
the rise and fall of the Negro in poli-
Hics as represented by the colored
men who have occupied seats in con-
gress.

The first colored man to be sent
to congress was J. Willis Menard of
Ne¢w Orleans. He represented the
Second District of Louisiana. His
certificate of elcetion was signed by
Gov. H. G. Warmoth, November 235.
1868, and aserted that Menard had
been duly elected on November 3 of
that year to fill a vacancy. Mr.
Menard was a native of Illinois, was
educated at Iberia college, Ohio, had
served as hospital steward and a re-
cruiting officer of the government,
had been sent upon a mission to Brit-
ish Honduras, and enjoyed quite a
reputation as a public speaker and
writer. He presented himself at the
door of the house of representatives
December 7, 1864, at the beginning of
the short session of the Fiftieth Con-
gress. His seat was refused him be-
caguse of allered irregularities in the
election, although forty-seven votes
were recorded in his favor. He is
said to have been the first man of
African Dblood allowed to speak in
the ‘house of representatives during
the legislative proceedings.

There was so much criticism of
congress for refusing Menard his
seat that his failure probably aided

in paving the way for the admission |

Methodist minister and

pacity went to Mississippi in 1864,

His ease of speech and conservative |

opinions made him a champion of
the colored people and won for him
many friends among the whites. On
January 20, 1870, he was elected by
the Mississippi legislature by a vote
of 81 to 38 to fill a vacaney in the
senate that had existed since Jeffer-
son Davis vacated his seat. He re-
ceived his commission on January 25
and thus armed went to Washington.
Finally on February 22 Senator Wil-
son of Massachusetts moved that Re-
vell's eredentials be read and that he
be sworn in. For three days the sen-
dte debated with great animation
the uestion of admitting the Negro.
On February 25, at the close of a
strong speech by Charles Sumner,
Mr. Revells was admitted by a large
vote.

Senator Revells was regarded with
great curiosity at the time. In a
lecture tour of the East, which he
made shortly after his admission, he
was received with a great deal of
interest, being looked upon as a
proof of the soundness of abolition
ideas. Senator Reveels spoke only
once or twice in the senate and at
the close of his term. March 3, 1871,
he left the senate to become the
president of Alcorn University in
Mississippi, and finally resumed his
work in the ministryl which he kept
nntil Lis denth a year ago.

Twe cthicr Negroes served in the
Fortysfirst Congress, both of wham
were members of the house of repre-
sentatives. Joseph H. Rainey, the
first Negro to take his seat in that
body, was sworn in December 12,
1£70. He was born in Georgetown,
S. C,, became a barber and acquired
a meager education. In his trade
he learn. to know men and how to
please them, so that in 1868 he was
a member of the Constitutional Con-
vention, and in 1870 a member of the
state senate. He resigned his seat
to enter congress. He was re-elected
to the Forty-scond, Forty-third, For-
tyfourth and Forty-fifth congresses,
serving nine years in that body.

Jefferson F. Long, the other Ne-
gro in the Forty-first Congress, was
the frst and only colored member
ever furnished by the state of Georg-

i, although that state has the larg-

est Negro population of any state
of the South. He was a merchant
tailor of Macon, Ga., and was very

highly respected by both races. Long

was of fine appearance, dignified and
an exceptional man in many ways, al-

though without any political train-|C.

ing. He was sworn January 16, 1871,
and served to March 3 of that vear,
forty-seven days. He gave his large
family a college education and con-
tinued his trade until his deéath. H.
A. Rucker, a son-in-law, is the col-
lector' of internal revenue for the
state of Georgia.

The Forty-second Congress met De-

cember 4, 1871, with four Negro
representatives. These were Joseph

H. Rainy; Robert B. Elliot and Robert
C. Delarge of South Carolina and

siderable natural ability, and had
been conducting a general merchan-

dise store when the chaos of recon-
struction paved the way for his ele-

vation.
The condition

of colored men as three of the four
representatives to which that state
was entitled, marked the very climax
of reconstruction. The three civiliz-
ations of the South were more pro-
nounced here than elsewhere. The
rulin g class of planters, finely edu-
cated, had been disqualified because
they were too proud to desert the
ideas for which they had fought, and
the poor whites, whose isolation in
the social system had driven then to
the raw edge of the civie life, were
too ignorant to assume the duties of
government. This condition of things
furnished the Negro his opportunity
and members of that race occupied

\ in South Carolina
which made possible the selection

many prominent offices ;and repre-
sented the commonwealth almost, ex-
clusively at Washington. ;

Robert C. Delarge was an or*
farmer reared as a slave, and well
known locally for his high character
as a man. At the close of his term
he became a trial justice in Charles-
ton, where he died in 1874.

The most distinguished Negro in
this congress was Robert Brown E}-
liot. He was a native of Boston,
Mass., where he received a pribarv
education in vprivate schools. He
went to England in 1853 and was
graduated from Eton College six
years later. Then he studied law
in London and returned to this coun-
try at the close of the Civil War. He
found in South Carolina a promisin
field and from 1868 was a prominen
legislator and state official. He was
re-elected to the Forty-third Con-
gress but resigned soon after the
death of Sumner in 1874 to become a
counvy sheriff. His speech in favor
of the Civil Rights bill was so excel-
lent that many thought that it was
prepared by Sumner. But Mr. Sum-
ner denied any connection ‘with the
speech and the eulogy of EHiot over
the death of Charles Sumner was an
even greater speech.

In the Forty-third Congress, which
opened in 1873, seven Negroes were

members. Four wepresented South
Carolina and one each c¢ame from
Alabama, Florida and Mississippi.

Those not previous mentioned were
John R. Lynch of Mississippi, Jo-
seph T. Walls of Florid4, Jas.”T. Ra-
pier of Alabama, Richard H. Cain
and Alonzo J. Rensier of South Caro-
lina. Of these Lynch was the only
one to make his mark. He is a natve
of Louisiana, was self-educated, and
next to the late Senator Blanche K.
Bruce, has had the most prominent
political career of any colored man
in the country . He served six years|
in congress, and is the only colored
man to receive the honor of tempor-
ary chairman of the Republican Na-
tional convention. This he held in
the convention of 1884 in Chicagol
and he received the honor largely
las the result of a speech by the pres-
ient president of the United Staes.
Mir. Roosevelt said:

“It is now, Mr. Chairman, less than !
a quarter of a century since in this,

{the first time organized for victory
and nominated Abraham Lincoln of
T1linois, who broke the fetters of the
slave and rent them asunder forever.'
Tt is a fitting thing for us to choose
to preside over this convention one
of that race whose right to sit with-|
in these walls is due to the blood and
treasure so lavishly spent by the
founders of the republican mparty.
And it is but a further indication of
the principles for which the republi-
can party so long struggled. T trust
that the Hon. Mr. Lynch will be elect-
ed temporary chairman.”

Mr. Lynch is now a paymaster in
the regular army with the rank of
major.

The Forty-fourth Congress, March
4, 1875. to March 3, 1877, may be
termed the Black Congress, as it
contained the highest number of col-
ored men of any session. There was
a total of eight in both branches.

Note.—Referring to a statement
made in the above article, we are re-
liably informed that Robert C. De
Large was not reared as a slave, but
was of Haytian extraction, his pa-
rents being free born people, who re-
sided in Charleston, S."C. P. B. S.

He died three years ago and
his widow has chosen to work for the
elevation of the race with which she
is identified.

During President Arthur’s
admisistration she thad the honor to
serve as one of the receiving ladies
at the White House.

The house of representatives of the
Forty-fourth Congress had seven col-
ored men, Rainey, Walls and Lynch,
already mentioned, and John A. Hy-
man of North Carclina, Charles E.
Nash of Louisiand4, Jere Haralson of
Alabama and Robert Smalls of South
Carolina. Of these, Smalls is unique.
He was born a slave at Beaufort, C.
., and grew up in a life atsea. In
1862 he was helper on the Confed-
erate transport, Planter, and on a
night when all the officers had gone
ashore Smalls slipped his wife and
children aboard and with the aid of
eight other colored men conducted
the Planter out of the harbor at
Charleston and delivered it to the
blockading squadron. ‘For this he
was rewarded by the government
and was made a pilot during the re-
mainder of the war. TIn congress he
was a eéonspicuous figure, sefving six
vears, and he has held many offices
since he left congress, including that
of collector of the Port of Beaufort,
which he now holds.

Four of those who have been men-
tioned already were elected to the
next congress. but in the Forty-sixth,
1879 to 1881, Senator Bruce was the
only Trepresentative of hig race.
Smalls and Lynch were returned to
the Forty-seventh Congress. and then
followed two congresses, the Forty-
eighth and Forty-ninth. with only
one colored man, James E. O'Hara of
North Carolina. O’Hara was a na-
tive of New York cityy went South
after the war and twice elected from
the second district of North rolina.
He was defeated for the Fiftieth Con-
gress, so that from 1887 to 1889 there
was no man in either house of his
race.

FASHIONS OF 1920.

A Frenchman's FNorecast of Feminine
Fads Twensy Years Hence.

When they are grown up, the young
ladins of the future who were born
with this century will look back with
anrazement on the manners and dress
of the days when their mothers were
girls, It M, Octave Uzanne be a true
prophet, evolution in things feminine
will move, not by degrees, by by re-
markable bounds between the present
year and 1920. The long dresses.of to-
day will appear far more quaint to the
girls ef that period than do the
flounced skirts of the 80s to the mod-
ern woman. In 1920, says M. Octave
Uzanne, the *‘feminine prejudice,”
which causes ladies, except of course
in ballets, “to object to displaying the
calves of their legs,” will have become
entirely extinct. ‘‘Rational dress,” as
advocated by extremists, will mnot,
however, prevail. The knickerbocker
will not oust the petticoat, but the lat-
ter will never fall below the knee. On
the other hand, the present clinging
skirt will be abolished, and dresses
will grow fuller in width as they de-
crease in length. M. Uzanne believes
that these revolutions in costume will
be promoted by hygienkc considera-
tions. He is a violent opponent of the
long skirt, on the score of its being
a microbe collecting and distributing
agent. In the name of the laws of
health, he likewise is persuaded that
the corset has but a few years to live,
and will in 1920 be preserved, if at all,
in museums of discarded instruments
of torture. Finally, vells will also be
tabooed for hygienic reasons, as they
act as nets for microbes, which are
gathered in their meshes and thence
are conveyed to the mouth and eyes.
Suddenly breaking away from health
considerations, M. Octave Uzanne in-
dulges in flights of far more fanciful
prophecy. In 1920, it seems, occult
arts, necromancy and astrology will
flourish as they never did before, ex-
cept among the Alexandrine Greeks at
the commencement of the Christian
era. ‘“Astral influences,” in which,
presumably, M. Uzanne believes, will
be an article of faith with the ladies
of 1920, and they will dress according-
ly. “They will be aware that black
predisposes them to Saturnian melan-
choly; that blue subjects them to lu-
nar fancies, that gray devotes them to
Mercury, with his gift of pecuniary
prosperity, that red places them under
the Olympian sway of Jupiter, that
golden yellows associate them with the
sun, the giver of worldly success, and
that, lastly, greenish yellows bind
them wholly to Venus and her love
philters.”—London Telegraph.

THE SALVATION ARMY LOAN.

Practical Plan to Provide for Poor of
Big Citles.

The floating of an issue of $150,000
¢hirty-year, 5 per cent gold bonds by
the Salvation army, in furtherance of
its Western colonization project, calls
public attention to what is without
doubt the most practical and the most

| rational plan to provide for the poor

of the great cities that has been at-
tempted in this country. Like every
philanthropical enterprise of this
character, the Salvation army coloni-
zation scheme has Its business as-
pects as well as its humanitarian side.
Projects of this character fall in their
humanitarian purpose unless they can
be successfully financed. The bonds
about to be issued are to be secured
by a mortgage upon the colonization
lands of the Salvation army, which
now have an estimated value of $250,-
000. That the investment in the bonds
is regarded as a good one, not only
from a financial point of view, but
from the standpoint of a sane, practi-
cal and worthy scheme for lifting up
the submerged classes In the large
cities, is shown by the fact that $120,-
000 of the bonds have been taken by
Senator M. A. Hanna, Myron T. Her-
rick, Washington E. Connor, George E,
Hopkins, John E. Mulholland, Benja-
min F Tracy and others. That there
can be no question about the social
and industrial success of the project is
also indicated by the fact that there
are now on file applications from ever
1,000 families, now residing in large
cities, who are anxious to secure the
privilege of settling on a model farm
in any of the three colonies that are to
be established. The project is far-
reaching in its industrial, civil and hu-
manitarian possibilities and merits
public encouragement.—Chicago Ree
ord-Herald.

Encouraged to Be Sick.

A South Side Sunday school teacher
i{s under the patronage and motherly
direction of a wealthy woman, who
owns, among other things, a large
conservatory. One of tlhie inducements
offered to the children who attend the
Sunday school is the weekly distribu-
tion of flowers. Every pupil receives
a flower—a carnation or perhaps a
rose—and when a member of the
school is reported to be sick at home
a whole bouquet is sent to the unfor-
tunate child. This pretty custom has
threatened, at times to lead to an epi-
demic of illness among the little girls,
who are very fond of flowers. The
little girl who went to Sunday school
received one flower and the little girl
who was sick at home received a
whole bouquet, to say nothing of the
sympathy. One child in particular,
who has thought deeply over the mat-
ter, finds herself in severe doubt every
Sabbath morning, and all she needs is
a little encouragement to be a real in-
valid.—Milwaukee Sentinel.

MISS GOELET SAID TO BE ENGAGED
TO LORD INGESTRE.

Wealthlest‘of American Helresses May
Giye Her Hand and Fortune to »
British Earl—Match Would Be Satis-

factory to Soclety.

Miss May Goelet, the wealthiest
American beiress in her own right,
who is spending the winter in London
with her mother is reported, on good
authority, to be engaged to Viscount
Ingestre, the son and heir of the Earl
of Shrewsbury and Talbot, who is the
premier Earl of the Realm, and as such
takes precedence of all peers of the
rank of earl in the British empire.

Miss Goelet and young Lord Inges-
tre have been staying at Wilton, near
Salisbury, the country seat of the Earl
and Countess of Pembroke, and not
snly have they beea much in one an-
sother's company, but have likewise
been photographed together. Lord In-
gestre is the most intimate friend of
Lord Herbert, son of Lord Pembroke,
whose coming of age has just been
celebrated. Miss Goelet is regarded as
almost one of the family at Wilton,
being a niece of Mrs. Michael Herbert,
whose husband is a younger brother of
Lord Pembroke.

A marriage between Lord Ingestre
and Miss Goelet would give satisfac-
tion to London society, and could not
in any sense be compared to thosge
unions in which the American bride
has brought all the fortune and the
titled husband has nothing but his cor-
onet, for Lord lngestre's father is not
only extremely wealthy through the
inheritance of entalled property from
his ancestors, but has likewise made
several fortunes on his own account,
as owner of the celebrated Brereton
collieries, and also as the principal cab
owner in London. His ancestral es-
tates extend over about 50,000 acres,

and his income from land alone is es-
timated at a quarter of a million dol-
lars a year.

The present Countess of Shrewsbury
was the heroine of a somewhat sensa-
tional elopement nearly a quarter of a
century ago, special trains and steam
yachts figuring in the affair, the com-
panion of her flight being her present
husband, the earl, whom she married
after her divorce from her first hus-
band, Miller Mundy.

Namber ef Telescoplc Meteors.

Every observer notes a considerable
number of small meteors while he is
engaged in telescopic observation. The
field of view of a telescope is a very
small fraction of the whole surface of
the heavens. A simple proportion
based on the number of observed me-
teors enables an estimate of the num-
ber of meteors in the whole sky to be
made. This estimate has been made
by Dr. See of the Naval Observatory
at Washington, who concludes that
about 1,200,000,000 telescopic meteors
appear in the whole sky daily. About
ten to fifteen million meteors bright
enough to be visible to the naked eye
encounter the earth .daily, according
to the calculations of Prof. Newton.
Most of them are consumed in the at-
mosphere. The increment of the mass
of the earth is extremely small.

SWIFTEST OF Q?ADRVPED&

Greyhounds Hold the Record for Getting |

Over the Ground Fastest.

Three men In a carriage, followed
by four dogs, alighted at one of the
roadhouses just beyond Kingsbridge
while I was resting thiere recently,
and proved to be so interesting in
their conversation that 1 lingered
many minutes beyond my time to lis-
ten to them and to learn something
that I did not know before. When the
dogs took me into their confidence
the owners did the same. It appears
that they had been out in Westches-
ter county, running the dogs and mak-
ing a record for their performances.
“There is the fastest animal that runs
on four legs,” said one of the men, as
he pointed at a long, lank, sinewy
English greyhound that turned to-
ward us a countenance fairly beaming
with intelligence. “I don’'t mean that
particular dog,” he continued, “but I
do mean his variety, and he is not the
slowest member of it by any means.
We have just been trying him under
careful timing, and found that he
went, when on full gallop, twenty
yards a second. That means a mile
in a minute and twenty-eight seconds
—a speed that comes very near that
of a carrier pigeon and would leave
far behind any quadruped that we
know of. This is a matter that I
have studied and know something
about. There are few thoroughbred
horses that can exceed nineteen yards
a second, and I have known grey-
hounds to better that by four yards.
Foxhounds have a record of four miles
in six and a half minutes, or nearly
eighteen yards a second. That is fast
going and as good as the most rapid
of the hare family can do. This
speed is to some extent an inherited
gift from away back, for I have been
informed that wolves can run all
night at the rate of a mile in three
minutes. Nanscn says that Siberian
dogs can travel forty-five miles on the
ice in five hours. This is fast going,
but these greyhounds hold the record.”
—Exchange.

FREAKS OF THE TORNADO.

Man Caught Up by One Describes Hlis
Sensation.

A tornado that was remarkable both
in appearance and in action was one
that traveled from Texas across Okla-
homa and Indian Territory in May,
1894, says a writer in Ainslee’s Maga-
zine. A man in Sherman, Oklahoma
Territory, who had exceptional oppor-
tunities for observing the storm, in-
asmuch as he was caught up in it and
earried several hundred yards before
descending to earth again, is certain
that it was not funnel-shaped. He
says of it: “It looked to me like a
great bali of vapor rolling over and
over toward me. When I first saw it
distinctly it was at a hill perhaps
an eighth of a mile away. It seemed
to be about 250 yards wide and 100 feet
high. The motion was that of a ball
rolling over and over, not spiral, and
it came on rather slowly, perhaps
thirty miles an hour. Whatever the
ball of cloud struck was lifted right
off the ground. I saw it pick up house
after house between the hill and me,
and the cloud seemed to be full of
flying boards and timbers. When the
ball reached Mrs. C———'s, the house
nearest me, it went straight up oft
its foundations. The house remained
intact until it was about twenty or
twenty-five feet from the ground;
then it burst open, and the fragments
flew in all directions. It looked like
an exploding bomb. The corn and
cotton standing a hundred feet on eith-
er side of the storm’s path were un-
injured, but whenever the cloud struck
the higher ground it spread out, cover-
ing a wider strip of the surface. When
the cloud struck me 1 went up lightly
and easily, and the sensation was not
unpleasant, but I came down hard,
and was badly shaken up, although
not seriously injured. On the highway
north of Sherman, fence wires were
torn from the posts and pounded into
the hard surface of the road a dis-
tance of two or three inches.”

Something New for Lightship. |

Diamond Shoal lightship, No. 71,
Capt. Tawes, arrived in Baltimore from
her station to be installed with a new
electrical apparatus, which is to send
a 13-inch beam of light from the ship’s
deck to the clouds, says the Baltimore
American. Two clusters of lights now
at the tops of the two masts are visible
thirteen miles at sea, but it is expect-
ed that the pillar of light rising to the
skies may be seen thirty and forty
miles at sea. This new marine signal
is the device of Commander Albert
Ross, inspector of the Fifth Light-
house district, and will be put in op-
eration Jan. 1. It is expected that the
sky-piercing shaft of light will also
be adopted at Fire Island, Sandy Hook
and Nantucket Shoals lights. It is not
proposed to abolish the present mast-
head beacons. As a guide to mariners
coming in from sea the 13-inch elec-
tric beam, reaching up in the dome
of night, will be as far ahead of big
electric beacons of the first order as
the beacons were ahead of oil lampas.
This innovation is not only of local
but world-wide interest.

Threw Away a Fortune.

As a victim of hard luck, a French
provision dealer, whose shop is in the
Faubourg Montmartre, Paris, is en-
titled to first place.

Being pressed for ready money a
few days ago he sold for a moderate
sum a Ville de Paris lotdery bond of
the 1869 issue. Two days laser, when
the drawing took place, he learned, to
his profound disgust, that the bond he
had parted with had brought in $40,
000 to its new possessor.

York. She realized in the great city,
as she never could huve in her rural
southern home, that talent for art is
too general to leave much hope for
special distinction, and wisely con-
cluded to turn to something that
would bring more speedy results. Be-
ing an observant young woman, Miss
Cartledge noticed that holly and mis-
tletoe brought extremely high prices
and bethought her that on the 500
acres at home in Georgia both grew in
wild abundance. She returned home
and she and her sist«r began to pre-
pare for making the neglected luxu-
riance of marketable v#lue. In the
months of January and February fol-
lowing they set out ten acres of young
holly trees with their own hands.
Their colored farm hands would not
plant a holly tree for worlds, as they
believe that if they did they would die
as soon as the tree became tall enough
to cast a shadow the measure of their
graves. Last Christmas the sisters
found the trees so grown that they
required thinning out and the trees
that were removed were sent north for
Ghristmas trees and brought high
prices, as they were symmetrical and
covered with large, rich berries. They
plant the mistletoe berries under the
bark of old oak trees in a crack or
hole, where they can get hold as they
germinate.

CARRIER PIGEONS.

Their Use on Land and Sea Is Steadily
Increasing.

Here is a new word for you, colum
bophilism. It means raising and train-
Ing messenger pigeons. Within the
last few years this industry has grown
wonderfully. The governments of Bel-
gium, Germany, France and the Uniteé
States are training these birds to serwvq
as messengers from army stations.
The United States makes use of them
more especially from ships. Nearly
every one of our big ships carries a
coop of homing pigeons, as they are
called, which are released as occasion
d4emands, and almost without excep-
tion the birds go with unerring swift-
ness to their home on shore, carrying
a tiny tube fastened to one leg, which
contains a message written on the
thinnest of paper. They ean be de-
pended upon to go & hundred miles at
a speed of fifty miles an hour when
they are three years old. Special at-
tention has recently been paid in
France to the use of carrier pigeons by
the cavalry. The bird is placed in a
wicker tube lined with hair to deaden
the effect of the jolting. Three such
tubes can be carried in a basket, which
{e attached to the rider’s shoulders in
the same way as a knapsack. The
bird’s feet are drawn up and its wing»
are folded when it is placed in the
tube, and a light form of folding cage
is carried, in which the birds can rest
and eat during a halt. Twelve men are

sent every year from the French cav-,
