City Merchant Complains of the 
Prevalence of Dishonesty. 

, "The old saying that nothing is too 
small to steal' is exemplified in our 
business," said a manufacturer of 
custom-made clothing. "Our thread 
gives UB lots of trouble. We have to 
keep a watchful eye upon it. The 
case in which it is kept 1B under the 
supervision of our most trusted em­
ploye. If he chose to be dishonest 
he could rob us of |5,000 a year and 
we would be none the wiser. We 
would, perhaps, notice that we were1 

using more thread thai* usual, but 
the excess might be attributed to 
other causes. 

"We have to check out every spool 
we give to our tailors. Even at this 
we are in danger of having a cheaper 
grade substituted. The difference in 
the price of the spools may be only 
one or two cents, but1 It offers a temp­
tation if the scheme can be worked 
on a large scale. " Some years ago 
we were forced to the conclusion that 
a 'fence' was being operated to dis­
pose of stolen thread. The spools 
were sold by peddlers from house to 
house. This suspicion caused large 
establishments to have e&ch spopl 
stamped with dyes which cut into tho 
wood, stating that the thread was 
stolen from such and such a shop, 
the name of which was stamped on 
the spool.'"'

OVER FIFTY/LIVES WERE LOST 

Property Loss By the Destructive 
Flood la Now Estimated at S3,* 
600,000—Loss in Clifton District 
Is Appalling. C 

Spartansburg, S. C.. June 7.—A tor­
rential rain storm visited this* region 
between last midnight and dawn yes? 
terday, resulting in general devasta­
tion and destruction of life and prop­
erty. All the bridges and trestles of 
the main line of the Southern railway 
were washed away. The greatest de­
struction -of life and property occurred 
at the Pacolet and Clifton and, Glen-
dale cotton mills. 

So many wires are down and com­
munication of all sort is so thorough­
ly demoralized that it is impossible 
to fortn any definite calculation of the 
loss of life in yesterday's cloud burst 
and the resultant floods. The mortal­
ity list may go to 150, but the more 
conservative estimates placQ it some­
where around forty or fifty. The to­
tal property loss in the entire section 
laid waste by the storm is likely to 
aggregate $2,000,000. The loss at 
Pacolet is placed at $1'000,000, sum­
marized as follows: ' 

Mills number 1 and 2 are demol­
ished, 28,000 spindles ate wrecked; 
3,600 bales of cotton, $200,000 wortb 
of cloth goods in the company's store 
damaged, grist mill, cotton gin, post-
office, shoe shop, blacksmith shop, 
dental office, iivevy stable and Presby­
terian church all washed away. More 
than 500 people are homeless and 
4,000 out of employment. 

There was no wind and no d:imuge 
by lightning, only by water. This fell 
in veritable torrents,* converting the 
surface of the earth into a lake of 
raging watei. Rivers overflowed their 
banks to heights never before known; 
creeks became rivers and small rivu­
lets roaring torrents, wiping out ev­
erything in their course Hail road 
bridges were torn from stone ai.d iron 
yiers, cotton mills were crushed like 
straw before the flood, and grist mills 
and innumerable smaller industries 
and cottages were washed away by 
the angty waters. 

At a late hour tonight scores of 
pponle were clinging to the branches 
of trees at Clifton and could not be 
reached. Uule&s help comes to them 
soon it is , feared that many will fali 
into the water and tirown. 

Columia, S. D.. June 8.—'Phough 
;he great flood of water is passing on 
to the to the ocean laden with debris' 
ot every description and the swollen 
streams are subsiding in the Pied­
mont region, the losses of life and 
property are increasing, and a conser­
vative estimate tonight places the 
property loss at not less than $3;500,-
300. The most conservative estimate 
of the dead is 80. At Clifton alone, 
100 operatives are missing from the 
village and all are believed to have, 
been lost During yesterday dead 
•jodies were washed ashore here and 
there occasionally a dismembered 
limb would float to the banks. 

At Converse, 13 dead are reported 
and 41 at Clifton No. 2. At Clifton 
NoT 2, twenty-six bouses are destroy­
ed; 13 at Clifton No. 1 and" 20 at Clif­
ton No. 3. 

At Converse mills, the newest of 
Clifton's cluster, the walls were wash­
ed away and the looms left standing. 
The engine room bricks were carried 
three miles down stream, demolishing 
the operatives' houses on the way. 

Reports from the Seneca river, near 
the Georgia line, are better tonight. 
The Blue Ridge road between Seneca 
and Anderson is intact and the Newry 
mill is not badly damaged and will be 
running tomorrow. 

Charlotte, N. C.r  June 8.—Yester­
day's developments in the devastated 
mill settlements at Pacolet and Clif­
ton, on the Pacolet river in South Car­
olina, do not lessen the horrors of 
the situation there, although it is be­
lieved that the loss of life will not ex­
ceed fifty people. The destruction,of 
property by the flood was far-reaching 
and even yet a number of mill points, 
where it is feared damage has been 
done, cannot be heard from on ac­
count of the prostration of telephone 
and telegraph wires. The town of 
Union, S. C., is totally isolated. The 
Lockhart mills, located below Pacolet, 
for whose safety fears have been ex­
pressed, are but, slightly damaged. 

Following is a summary of the dam­
age to the cotton mills: 

Pacolet, Nos. 1 and, 2 totally de­
stroyed; Pacolet, No. 3, badly dam­
aged. These mills operated sixty 
thousand spipdles and 2,200 looms. 

Clifton mill No. 3, at Converse, 51,-
000 spindles, totally destroyed. ^ 

Dexter mills, 30,500 spindles, half 
destroyed. - i 

CliftOn mills, 27,500 spindles, half 
destroyed. • 

Glcndale mills, badly damaged. -3? 
Pacolet warehouse totally destroy­

ed; 3,500 bales of cotton and 4,000 
bales of yarn swept down stream. 

At Pacolet a Presbyterian church 
hotel and a number of mill cottages 
were entirely demolished. The. prop­
erty damage is in the neighborhood 
of half a million dollars.

LIFE INSURANCE GROWING. 

Nearly Fifty MkVik.t Increase in Iowa 
"••i, Po"cle«. 

ties Moines*'June 11.—An increase of 
more than 148,000,000 in the aggreg­
ate of the life insurance „in force in« 
one year is the record for 1902 in 
lowa. Tha aggregate December 31 
last wfcs $582,751,099, as against an 
aggregate of $534,394,495 the year 
previous.' The number of companies 
doing business decreased, but the in­
crease in policies in force was 33,OQO. 
The business was divided up as fol­
lows: 

lowa life companies, 10; policies In 
force December 31, 1902, 33,300; 
amount of policies in force December 

"31, $36,972,257; total amount paid dur­
ing year to policy holders and bene­
ficiaries, $197,697. 

Non-Iowa life companies, 3G; poli­
cies in force, 141,708; amount" of poli­
cies, $162,148,880; .paid to beneflc-
ies, $1,626,344. 

Assessment associations, 16; num­
ber of policies, 32,073; amount of poli­

$19,156,470; paid out, $37,077. 

Fraternal beneficiary associations, 
55; policies, 196,910; amount of poli­
cies, $302,991,800; paid out, $1,706,457. 

Total, 123 companies; number of 
policies, 415,759; amount of policies in 
force, $532,759,699; total paid benefic­
iaries, $3,898,949. 

The report of the State Auditor Car­
roll on the business of the life com­
panies of all kinds shows also that 
the aggregate net value of the out­
standing policies of the forty-six level 
premium legal reserve life insurance 
companies doing business in Iowa on 
December 31 last was $1,632,412,241.-
79. 

There was at the close of the year 
of the Iowa companies doing business 
6 joint stock companies, 4 mutual 
level premium companies, 8 assess­
ment accident associations, and 17 
fraternal beneficiary associations. 

FIVE MEN DROWNED. 

Coal Miners Go Down to Death ai 
Fraser by Capsizing of a Boat. 

Fraser, June 9.—Five men lost their 
lives here yesterday in the treacher­
ous waters of the Des Moines river 
The'victims were: Thomas Colemat, 
Andrew Marchena, Steve Cormadine, 
Carria Megatia and Nicoelis Grome-
tine. 

The four latter are Italians and 
were employed in the Fraser coal 
mines. Shortly before the noon hour 
they crowded into a small boat which 
Is used by the miners to go back and 
forth across the river from the mines 
to. the town. They intended to row 
across to Fraser. The boat reached 
the middle of the stream safely, but 
there it was caught in the swift cur­
rent. whirled around and suddenly 
capsized. The men struggled in the 
water for a few seconds and then all 
disappeared. 

Coleman, who is also an employe of 
the .mines, a short time later attempt-
gd to swim across the river. He had 
gotten part of the way across when 
he suddenly ^ank'from sight. He was 
a good swimmer and it is thought he 
must have been seized with cramps. 

fez HEAVY L08SE8 IN MAY. 'S; 

Aggregate of Claims on Tornado and 
Lightning Companies Was Large. 

• Des Moines, June 10.—The last ten 
days of May, 1903, will long be re­
membered by the fire, tornado and 
lightning insurance companies doing 
business in Iowa. Even yet, reports 
of new losses are coming to the com­
panies, the majority of whom have 
headquarters for the state in Des 
Moines. While none of th# losses 
have been especially large, they hare 
been numerous and total into the 
hundreds of thousands of dollars. 7he 
Farmers' Mutual, which has the rn^n 
offices in Des Moines, had reports of 
more than 1,200 losses in a day. with 
an aggregate loss of between $50,000 
and $75,000. The damage was wide­
spread, extending to almost every 
section of Iowa. For northern Iwa, 
the vicinity of Rolfe suffered most se­
verely. A severe wind and electrical 
storm swept that section and did ines­
timable damage. For the southern 
section of the state, Credton appears 
to have been the central point, al­
though the damage there did not 
equal that of Rolfe and vicinity.

WESTERN CANADA'S IMMIGRATION, 

Rapid Settlement of the Wheat Fields 
Lying North of the 49th Parallel. 

(From the Chicago Record-Herald.) 
, "Canada has anticipated a. very 
heavy Immigration this year, and sho 
now has figures to show that she is 
actually getting it in a way to meet 
all her expectation*. In the first four 
months cf this yeaf tho doors of the 
Dominion opened to 40,672 persons, 
according to a report prepared by the 
committee on agriculture and coloni­
zation of the Canadian parliament. 
This is almost twice as large as the 
immigration in the corresponding 
months last year, and fully three 
time? as large as in 1901, the respec­
tive figures being 22,482 and 13,393. 

"Most of these newcomers have 
been attracted by the wheat lands of 
the Northwest territories. They have 
moved direct to Winnipeg and they 
have turned that city into a great 
camp, in which they have been fitting 
themselves out for the last stage of 
their advent ire ifor new homes. 

"Of the Immigration of this spring 
a little over a third has come from 
Great Britain, the figure being 16,457. 
This is three times as large as the 
British immigration of the correspond­
ing months of the preceding year, and 
it is within 2,600 of the number of 
immigrants that the United States at­
tracted from Great Britain and Ire­
land in the came period this spring. 
As to the remainder of the immigra­
tion into Canaui 13,7.0 settlers cams 
from the United States, a 50 per cent 
Increase over the preceding year, and 
10,445 from Continental Europe, a 40 
per cent increase. '*• 

"These 40,672 immigrants into Can­
ada may appear trifling In compari­
son with 297,070 pei-sons who entered 
the United States in the same period, 
but tbey are proportionately more im­
portant to the country. Canada's pop­
ulation is one-fifteenth of ours, but 
her immigration is now two-fifteenths 
as large as ours. It is worth remem­
bering also that Canada's immigrants 
are almost entirely Anglo-Saxon and 
Teutonic races, while our immigra­
tion is now twp-thirds made up of 
Romance and Clav elements."
