REMARKABLE COINCIDENCE

Henry Tolliver, a leading citi-
zen, living at 1413 Fremont street
is about to start on a trip to
Leavenworth, Kans., to visit his
aged father, whom he has not
seen since he was sold on the
slave block over a half century
ago, at the age of 9 years. 'The
father is a man of remarkable age
and according to a som who
recently visited here, has seen 127
summers.

Henry Tolliver, when but a boy

of 9, was sold on a southern auc-
tion block in Davis county, Mis-
souri. This was the last he saw
of his parent. Heranaway from
his master about the time of the
outbreak of the war and came to
Des Moines: He enlisted in the
sixteenth United States colored
infantry, served through the war
and then came back to Des Moines
and has since lived here. He is
now a man of 64 years and the
story of how he learned again of
the whereabouts of his father
reads like a romance.
A short time'ago a colored man
—a tramp— came to Mr. Tolli-
ver’'s home on Fremont street.
Mrs. Tolliver g‘e him some-
thing to eat. TH visitor asked
her mame. Mrsy Tolliver told
him. He said h® knew an old
man of that name living at
Leavenworth andifthat he was
known as Alfred Tolliver. Mrs.
Toliver said at once this was the
name of her husband’s father.
Mr. Tolliver was working south
of the river at this time. Mrs.
Tolliver kept the stranger until
her husband returned, and the
latter, after making minute in-
quiries, was assured he had at
last discovered the whereabouts
of his father. He wrote to Leav-
enworth for confirmation and re-
ceived'a reply that“removed all
doubt on the subject.

Early this week Mr. Tolliver

was visited by his brother Alex-
ander of Tonganoxie, Kans. The

two brothers had mot met since
1862. From his brother Mr. Tol-
liver learned that his father was
in good health and was able to
walk about. He has planned to
leave for Levenworth in a short
time and there will doubtless be
a family reunion well worth wit-
nessing.

While Alexander Tolliver was
here this week the two brothers
called on Capt. Amos Brandt at
the state house and told him their
remarkable story. Mr. Henry
Tolliver had a son in Captain
Brandt’s company' of colored
taoops in the Spanish-American
war,

It is
expected to drain a very large area of
land through Woodbury, Monona and
Harrison counties, and the request for
the ditch has been demanded by a
large majority of the resident land
owners of the two counties. The pell-
tion for the Harrison-Monona ditch
yesterday bore the signatures of over
1755 persons, many of whom are
among the weaithiest and best known
people in the county. The board of
supervisors yesterday appointed G. H.
Elliott of Whiting as commissioner on
the Harrison Monona ditch, and John
R. Murphy of Onawa, commissioner on
the Marley ditch, a smaller ditch
starting in Sherman township, Monona
county, southwest of Blencoe, running
southeast into little Sioux township,
Harrison county, thence into the Miss-
ourl river. It is planned to make the
Harrison-Monona county ditch from
sixty to seventy feet wide, and from
seven to ten feet deep, and as the
length will be twenty-five or thirty
miles, the amount of dirt to be moved
will be something enormous. The wa-
ter of the west fork of the Little
Sioux river will be turned into the big
ditch in Monona county, so as to make
a running stream. The proposed
route will also touch what is generally
known as the Oliver chain of lakes,
southeast of Onawa, which will be
used as a ditch part of the way. The
work of going over the route, getting
the levels, etc,, will be commenced at
once by the commissioners and sur-
veyor, so as fo get a report tq the
board of supervisors as soon as practi-
ble. The present year has been one
of the wettest and most disastrous to
bottom lands for forty years and a
large amount of bottom land that in
ordinary yedrs is in cultivation lies
idle this year for lack of drainage.
It is thought the proposed ditch will
be of great practical benefit to the
three counties mentioned, and it is
hoped to have the ditch completed
next year.

BEEF N PORK
WINEGONE U1

One Cent and One-Half is
the Increase Made by
the Packers.

A GREATER RAISE IS FEARED.

Local Markets Are Affected by the
Change—Impossible to Secure An)
Corn Fed Cattle—No Ccmbine
Say the Dealers.

Des Moines, Aug. +.—The price of
beef and pork as made by the whole-
sale dealers and big packers has risen
a cent and a half in the last few days
and promises to rise still higher. Re-
tail prices on meat are taking & cor-
responding increase. Quotations on
beef made this morning was 6 1-2 and
7 1-2 cents wholesale. On pork the
price is fluctuating between 9 1-2 and
10 1-2 cents as quoted by the packers.

Kansas City dealers declare the
raise is the result of another big meat
combine and declare that prices will
be boosted into the sky before the
passing of fall. Local dealers, espec-
ially the big wholesalers, are inclined
to grin at the story, saying that the
raise is caused by the scarcity of corn
fed stock alone,

W. P. Crewse, manager of the local
Swift plant, this morning said:

“The price has risen say 2 cent and
a half and is still rising, but the ic-
crease is not the result of any meat
combine. It is because it is almost
impossible to secure any corn fed cat-
tle. They are not on the market. The
majority. af people are eating grass
fed beef at the present time. The
scarcity of corn for feeding has caused
the rise. 1 look for a slight increase
yet, but it will be nothing alarming.”

Another prominent dealer stated
that prices of beef would be continued
higher for some time. Cattle of any
kind, even grass fed, he declared to
be scarce. Good prime selling beef,
corn fed, is worth $5.20 and $5.30 on
the hoof now. This is an advance of
almost $1.00 a head on what was ask-
ed of the packers two weeks ago.
There is not only a scarcity of good
stock for feeding, but there is also a
gcareity of grain. A combination of
the two is bound to run up the price.

PUMPING AN INCH EACH DAY.

Corn All Over lowa Is Maturing Very
Rapidly.

Des Moines, Aug. 5—"Corn is pump-
ing water at the rate of an inch per
day,” said Director Sage, of the state
weather and crop service bureau, yes-
terday afternoon.

“The heavy rains which have been
falling in every part of Jowa,” he ex-
plained, “will do little damage and
very much good, as corn fields at this
period will require for good crops a
golid inch of water. Corn is maturing,
and it is the filling of the ears which
makes such a heavy demand on the
earth for moisture.”

The weekly crop bulletin issued by
the department today will show corn
in a good stage of advancement. Iowa
oats are all harvested, and threshing
is the order of the day on farms in
every section of the state. The oats
crop is turning out well, and with the
bountiful rains which have been bless-
jng Towa, that corn which was planted
promises - to give a remarkable good
yield to the acre.

Kansas had another heavy rain,
and word has been received at the
local weather bureau office to the ef-
fect that farmers there are exceed-
ingly happy.

The Monday morning shower in
Des Moines amounted to .52 of an
inch. There was a good steady rain
for several hours after that, but ac-
cording to Director Sage, the water
had little time to rest jfefore it was
converted into Iowa corn.

CORN DAMAGED BY WINDS

Many Barns Blown Over in Warren
and Madison Counties.

Wick, Aug. 7.—A terrific wind storm
accompanied by a downpour of rain
amounting almost to a water spout
passed over southern Madison and
Warren counties yesterday at a little
before noon, doing untold damage to
corn, orchards and farm improvements
In this vicinity the wind was so terri-
fic as to amount practically to a hur-
ricane. Barns and out-buildings were
blown over and windmills toppled on
many farms. Corn was laid flat upon
the earth and orchards are in ruins.
On the Howard Davidson and Gibson
farms barns were wrecked. On the
McCroby, Powers and Duff farms wind
mills were blown down. Many of the
farmers in this neighborhood suffered
from loss of crops. The storm came
up from the west and passed over
Wick in about thirty minutes. Scores
ran for cellars and cyclone caves.

Thomas A. Walker, an old resident
here says that he never saw a heavier
wind in this part of the state. His
corn was blown to the ground. “It
js luck that the wind and rain was not
accompanied by hail.” sald Mr. Walk-
er, “or our corn would be a total loss,
As it is the damage is more than can
be estimated at this time.”

Pope Pius the Tenth is the Name
of the New Elect—He is Not Well
Known, But General Satisfaction
is Evident Throughout the World.

Rome, Aug. 5.—Cardinal Macchi,
secretary of apostolic briefs, announ-
ced to the crowd assembled before St.

Peters that Cardinal Sarto had been |

clected pope, and that he had takea
the name of Pius X. The troops on
¢uty immediately lined wp on the piaz-
za and presented arms. At ten min-
utes after 12 this afternoon. Pope
Pius X appeared inside the balcony
of the Basdifica and blessed the popu-
lace, amid the acclamations of the
enormous crowd assembled upon the
piazza.

Giuseppe Sarto was born in Riesi,
diocese of Treviso, June 2, 1835, and
was created cardinal by Leo XIII, at
the consistory of June 12, 1893, re-
ceiving the title of S. Bernardo delle
Terme. He is also patriarch of Ven-
jce since Jume, 1893, and bishop of
Mantua.

Although most faithful to the
Holy See, he was presented to the
king and queen of Italy in Venice.
He may be considered among the
more liberal members of the Italian
episcopate and sacred college. He is
rather timid in expressing an opinion.
It is said that Leo XIIL always
thought very highly of him, ard sided
with him on one occasion when Sarto
disapproved of Rampolla’s policy.

While Prince Chigi, the master of
the conclave, was drawing up the offic-
fal act of the election and acceptance
of the newly elected pope, the latter
gurrountied by his friends,disappeared
into a small room near the altar,

The new pope was attired in white
with the exception of red shoes, which
was quite regular, but he did not stop
to remove the red cardinal’s stocking
for the white papal ones and these
showed as he raised his gown to move
forward. When he was quite robed,
the secretary of the conclave, Mon-
signor Merry Del Val, kneeling, offer-
ed him the papal white cap, amidst
breathless silence. He did not follow
precedent created by Pope Leo, who
declined to give his red cap to the
master of ceremonies as a sign that he

would soon be created a cardinal, but |

with a slight smile Sarto took the

white cap, placed it calmly on his

head and dropped the red one slightly
on the head of Monsignor Merry Del
Val, amidst a murmur of approval
This is taken as a certain indication
that the happy recipient is soon to be
raised to the cardinalate.

As the new pope steped from be-
hind the altar, the only touch of color
about him being the red and gold
shoes, he really seemed to be the em-
bodiment of his holy office. His face
w-.3 pale and clearly softened by emo-
tion, He paused a moment as he came
before the expectant cardinals, then
gented himself on the throne with a
hurried movement, as though he had
already grown weak. His back was
to the altar and he was enthroned to
serve the so-called “first obedience”
of the cardinals.

With an increase of over $5,000,000
In the railway assessment and an in-
crease in the taxable value of all
property in the state of more than
$65,000,£00, the exccutive council com-
pleted its work on assessments last
evening. The state levy was fixed at
3 mills, or onec-half mill less than it
was made a year ago. The council
equalized the values on farm lands
s returned by the counties, raising
some of the counties and Jowering
others, and placing the adjusted act-
ual value of all farm lands in Iowa
at $1,457,648,730, or Dbut $2,024,703
higher than the actual value of the
fame property as reported by the
nuditors,

The following summary of the as-
sessments results was given out by
Jovernor Cummins at the desire of
the executive council:

The aggregate actual value of all
the real property of the state as re-
ported by the assessors, less exemp-
tions, is $1,864,364,561.

The council made no attempt to
equalize or change the reported value
of town Jots, but did cqualize, as be-
tween counties, farm lands.

It accepted substantially the repori
of the assessors as being the best
evidence of the actual value of the
real property in the state.

The equalized value is fixed by the
council at $1,866,389,264.

The actual value of the personal
property of the state, as reported by
the assessors, is $448,805,674. This
amount Was not changed.

After all deductions are made by
way of exemptions, the assessed value
of both real and personal property,
not ‘assessed by the executive coun-
cil is $578,641,624.

The actual value of the railway
property of the state as fixed by the
council, is $56,537,297;

The assessed value, as fixed by the
council, is $$56,537,297. %

The aggregate actual value of the
telegraph, telephone, cxpress, sleep-
ing car equipment, and interurban
railway property, as fixed by the coun-
cil, is $11,226,122. The assessed val-
ue, $2,806,530.

The total assessed value of the tax-
able property in the state is $637,
985,369.

As compared with last year, the act-
ual value of the railroad property is
increased $20,917,388. The assessed

includes the increased mileage.
The present assessment of farm

lands and town lots is 15 per cent
above the assessment of 1901,

The present assessment of farm
lands alone is 17.2 per cent above the
assessment of 1901.

The present assessment of railroad
property is 20 per cent abovc the as
sessment of 1901, and 10.1 per cent
above the assessment of 1902,

In making the above comparisons
the improvements added to real prop
erty, and the extensions of railroads
are included.

No comparison between the assess
ment of real property in 1902 and
1903 is made, because rcal property
was not assessed In 1902, cxcept (c
add new. buildings.

The rgeported actual value of lands
this year was $1,455,5624,027, and thc
adjusted - actual value is $1,457,548,
730. From this, it appears, as given
above, that the council added lo the
aggregale of the farm land assess:
ment the sum of $2,024,703. The net
increase in the actual adjustied valuc
of lands over 1902 was $207,624971.
One-fourth of this, or $51,906,243, is
the increase in the taxable value of
farm lands in Jowa this year. Whence
it appears that of the aggregate in-
crease in the taxable valuc of all prop-
erty in lowa, given above, the farm
lands bear about ten times as much as
the railroads and by far the larger
share of the increase.

The seven counties in which there
were no changes made were Jefferson,
Lee, Louisa, Lucas, Marion, Monroeand
Poweshiek. It will be noticed ncarly
all of these are in the southern belt.

The council lowered thc reported
valuation of farm Jands in Polk coun-
ty 7 per cent No attempt was made
to equalize personal property returns.
‘The total taxable value of personal
property in the state is $112,044,014.

Before Rome Was Founded.

In one of the tombs recently ex-
cavated in the Roman Forum a vase
was discovered, the indcriptions. on
which show that it belongs to the
twelfth century before Christ, or 400
years before the reputed date of the
Signor Bonl, the
