A. M. B. CONFERENCE 
The twenty-first annual conference 

bf the Iowa district of (he A. M. B. 
church closed Sunday night at the Y. 
M. C. A. auditorium, with a sermon by 
Dr. E. J. Carey and the announcement 
Of the appointments by Bishop Grant.' 

Dr. Carey chose as his text Psalms 
102:25 28, and from this endeavored to 
establish the mutability and perish-
sftleneas of earthly things and the lip-
mortality and eternity of God. Inci­
dentally he paid a glowing tribute io 
the church. Dr. Carey said in part: 

"The history of the church, it is 
true, has besa characterized by differ­
ent dispensations. This has been for 
the deepest and wisest reasons. Yet 
the same Saviour and the same hope 
of personal salvation which were pre­
sented to Adam, to. the patriarchs, to 
the Jews, co the Gentiles, to us, and 
which eternity of God pledged for its 
immutability and church is more dur­
able than the solid granite. 

"See that huge, gigantic boulder, 
heaved by volcanic power from the 
mountain side, lying upon the ocean 
shore amid the accumulated debris 
of centuries, exhibiting the abrasions 
of the tides and drifts, worn by winds 
and driving rains and scarred and 
cracked by the heavy tramp of ages— 
even its indurated structure has not 
been able to resist the power of 
change. But the church, thang God 
uncorroded by the teet h of flying 
years, unmarked by the fragments <;f 
throQes and republics continually 
drifting by on the roaring current of 
time, and unbattered by the concus­
sion of hell's infenal thunderbolt.?, 
lifts the walls and turrets in un­
scathed and imperishable strength to 
heaven, as unchangeable and uni/ju-
preg nable as the thone of God. , 

The Banner Still Floats. 
"The same banner of lily whito. 

which waved over Adam's family altar, 
and under which Abel enlisted, fought 
and fell; the same banner which float­
ed in front of the three of life and 
its guardian sword of ever-turning and 
ever> circling flame, and which, in th-2 
light of God's favor, breaking through 
the darkness of man's dispelling night. 
flashed defiance in the very teeth of 
the serpent and was the symbol of 
an lhauguarated, organized opposition 
to hell, which would result in hell'a 
defeat and the everlasting consign­
ment ot its legions to Erebus—still 
floats at the head of the church's col 
umns. 

"It is a banner which has never 
been lowered, but high and lifted up. 
unfolded upon the air of every embat­
tled field and scene of contest whicii 
has marked the progress of the church 

in sunshine and darkness it has evor 
streamed in-triumph, while, the meas­
ure of human ambition, have trailed 
In the dust. It will never be folde 1 
i.s standard till the gates of Paradise 
are rolled wide open and man is re­
deemed and saved. 

"The church has withstood the revo­
lutions of time, the mutations of for­
tune, the desolating trend of ages and 
the disintegrating fall of dynasties, 
the ravages of famine and the wast­
ing scourge of pestilence. It outlived 
the flood, the confusion of tongues, the 
brickyards of Goshen^ the temple, the 
Jews, the astrological lore of the 
Chaldeans, the mythology of Greece 
and Rome, it outlived the opposition*, 
the ecclesiastical convulsions of the 
Dark Ages. In the very hour of lu 
extremest discouragement, when weep­
ing piety thought all was lost and 
laughing inlquty thought all was 
gained, the sun of the Reformation 
shone from its sanctuary and illum­
ined the world. 

The church has been attacked by 
devils and demons, by physics and 
metaphysics, learning and ignoranco. 
genius and talent, strategem and chi­
canery, intrigue and diplomacy, irony 
and ridicule, sarcasm and invectiye 
books and presses, mails and rostrums, 
sabres and cannon, prisons and inquisi­
tions—in fact all that the human mind 
has-been able to invent, human skill 
execute, and human wisdom employ 
have been arrayed against ft; but irre­
sistible and plenipotent, it has pressed 
its foes from Held to field, and driven 
its conquering chariot over their fallen 
armies."

Dissatisfaction 
with the report was stated since it 
did not include recommendations look­
ing 'to the solution of the race ques­
tion, upon which, it was argued, the 
country would expect some expression, 
of opinion from the conference. 

Report of the Committee. 
The report of the committee on the 

state of the country was submitted by 
Dr. Gaines, and is as follows: 

"To the Bishop and Conference • 
Your committee on the state bf th;j 
country beg leave to submit the follow­
ing report: God made one race of 
men to dwell upon the face of tha 
earth. Nations began with Abraham 
and tribes with Jacob. Kossuth of 
Hungary taught the solidarity of na­
tions; the French taught the solidarity 
of the family and Jesus Christ taught 
the solidarity of man. The nations of 
the earth have established a peace 
conference at The Hague for the pur­
pose of establishing peace through­
out the world. We are developing i 
soecies of organism that has for its 
<rt>jective point the best interests of 
man. 

"The right to vote is one of tho 
most sacred belonging to the Ameri­
can citizen. We do not object to an 
educational or property qualification 
for the exercise of right to vote. Bu' 
we insist that these tests should oper­
ate impartially toward all classes of 
our people. It is a well known fact 
that the revised constitutions of the 
southern states were framed for the 
avowed purpose of disfranchising the 
negro. Judged by every test of loy­
alty and patriotism, the negro has 
earned the right to vote. We most 
strenuously insist that the negro will 
never voluntarily compromise or sur­
render these rights. 

Unusual elementary disturbances 
have produced storm, rain and flood 
resulting in great damage and loss 
of life. Enormous distinction of 
property and a failure of crops in 
many sections of our country has seqt 
food prices on the upward tendency. 
-"The labor strikes, because of pro­

portions and frequency, have brought 
great depression in business, retarded 
progressive enterprises and imposed 
many hardships upon the people. 

"War has ceased in our borders a^l 
all of our dependencies and our army 
and navy rests from the rigors of war. 

"The spirit of mob. law and mob 
violence has been tolerated and en-

maker. The best clasB of southern 
negro is not known to the people of 
the north. You need shed no tears for 
us. We are not cowards, but I might 
as well state frankly, in reply to 
Brother Ransom's argument, that the 
southern negro cannot get his rights 
to which he justly entitled under the 
constitution. 

"And why? I will tell you.' We 
forged to the front following the war 
and had representatives in our state 
and national legislative bodies. Today 
the situation is changed and we have 
no representatives of our race what­
ever. The cause is not hard to find. 
It is due 'to the fact that we were 
not equal to the occasion because of 
the inherent weaknesses of our race. 
Then it was that we began to get at 
the bottom of the thing and settled 
into our palce and began to acquire 
property and to educate ourselves and 
to get at the foundation of things. 
We have sought for learning and cul­
ture and we are coming to the fro&t 
on our merits, not as individuals, but 
as a race, and the next time.we come , 
to the front we will come to stay and 
nothing under God's heaven Can stop 
U8. 

"The southern negro of today has 
more property and more money than 
his brother in the north and he wants 
that no tears shall be shed for him 
and that no pity be wasted in his be-
half. We have enough sense to strive 
to make friends of the people among 
whom we must live, while you of the 
north are permitting the sentiment 
of the south to^work to our detriment 
Till has spoken in our congress and 
in your northern cities and the nortiv 
of today is accepting the conditions in 
the south as they are told him by hia 
brothers in the south, and soon tho 
south will be able to wrest from us 
the last remaining right we acquired

"We are now educating our people 
and all we ask you is that the four­
teenth and fifteenth amendments be:

The custom officials and military 
authorities at Cape Gracias lacked the 
authority to act in accordance with 
the Honduras request, so General Or-
denez and his colleagues returned to 
Tegucigalpa warning the Nicaraguans 
to be on the lookout for an Invasion 
provided the Honduras rights-were 
not respected. President Zelaya on 
being notified immediately garrisoned 
Cape Gracias. Unless an amicable 
settlement of the boundary dispute is 
effected there is a strong probability 
that war will be declared. 

' NO HOPE FOR PANAMA. 

State Department Officials Agree that 
, Canal Treaty is Dead. 

Washington, Sept. 23.—When the 
state department closed yesterday at 
4 o'clock it wa# agreed that the Pana­
ma canal treaty was ended, although 
eight hours yet remained within which 
the Colombian Congress might take 
affirmative action upon It Nothing, 
however, had been received during the 
day either from Minister Beaupre at 
Bogota or from Mr. Herran, the Col­
ombian charge here, which gave the 
slightest hope of a favorable issue.

Defense Will Undertake to Show 
. That Baird Is Seeking Revenge— 

Baird Says Richards Went Back on 
• Promises to Him. ^ 

Indianola, Sept. 24.—Startling accu-
satioo of the most heinous character 
Were hurled at ex-Deputy United 
States Marshal William A. Richarda 
on trial for the sensational hold-up 
of the Sullivan' family at Hamilton, 
Jan. 2, yesterday by Convict Frank 
Baird, who consumed more than an 
hour in detailing the alleged particu­
lars of the hold-up and naming the 
defendant as the man who not only 
conceived the plot, but who' helped 
to carry it Into execution. 

Baird was the flrs*. witness on the 
stand, the state thus springing a sur­
prise as it was thought he would not 
testify until later in the week. He 
told his storx in rather a straightfor­
ward manner, though frequently inter-
erupted; by .the attorneys. for the -de­
fense who endeavored to prevent the 
submission of certain damaging facts. 
Baird's testimony was full of sur­
prises. For the first time since the 
sensational robbery at Hamilton when 
it was believed a third party had a 
hand, the name of a third party has 
been made known. Baird says it was 
Charles Redrup, a crook, who formerly 
lived with him in Plattsmouth, Neb., 
that entered the house, held a pistol 
to the head of Peter Sullivan, tortured 
Mrs. Sullivan by holding a burning 
lamp to her feet and later took the 
money from an envelope and escaped 
through the door. 

So quiet was it in the court room 
when Convict Baird took , the witness 
stand that the sound of a pin.drop: 
'ping to the floor could > have been 
plainly heard. Baird has been guard­
ed closely in a cell at . the county 
Jail so that it has been impossible for 
anyone to get at him. He looked 
neither to the right nor , to the left 
as he slowly and painfully—for he 
is but a mere shadow, made his way 
to the witness stand assisted by 
Sheriff Hodson. After preliminary 
questioning by the court the convict 
witness told his story of the hold-up 
and the defendant's alleged connec: 
tion. 

"I know Bill Richards very well. 
Have known him for a number of 
years. T had never been in Hamilton 
until the night of the robbery. 1 
saw Richards the night before at 
Creston. He was at the foot of a 
pair of stairs leading up to a gambling 
room. We met by agreement in the 
gambling room two hours later and 
in the cours,e of a conversation Rich­
ards wanted to know if I wanted to 
make some easy money. I told him 
'sure,' that I was always open to such 
engagements/ 

" 'Bill' then told me he knew of a 
party that had some money from a 
bank and had it in the house. He 
said he was well acquainted with tho 
parties and knew where the money 
was kept. Said he was boarding 
there and knew all about it. Some 
one came into the gambling room at 
the time and I suggested we go over 
to his office. He'kicked on this and 
we went to my house. 1 got there 
half an hour before he came. 

"We went into the kitchen at my 
home and there in the presence of my 
wife and mother and children Rich­
ards unfolded the scheme to rob the 
Sullivan family at Hamilton. 'Bill* 
had a piece of paper and pencil and 
noted just how and when I was to 
get to Hamilton provided everything 
was all right. He, in the meantime, 
was to go to Hamilton and see if the 
coast was clear. 

"Two telegrams were agreed upon 
there in the kitchen, in case every­
thing was all risht and I was to go 
to Hamilton Ricbards was to send me 
the following telegram: > 'Thomas 
Ford—your man is gone.—Ed.' 

"Ford is a crook and also boarded 
with me at Plattsmouth, Neb. We de­
cided here at my houfee to take Char­
lie Redrup in partners with me. Red­
rup -suggested that we had bettdr go 
pretty well armed and Richards turned 
to him and said: 'We will not need a 
gun. Old man Sullivan will be so 
scared he will faint when the thing 
is done. Richards told us that there 
was $1,450 in the house and that Sul­
livan had $300 of it in his" pocket. 

"After we had got our plans per­
fected Richards left for Hamilton. The 
next day the expected message came 
and we got on the train at Creston at 
i» o'clock in. the afternooii." We ar­
rived at Albia and remained there 
for supper after which we went on to 
Hamilton. 
; "Richards was at the train to meet 
tas. He'did not speak but was there 
to see if we came. When he saw w« 
were on the train he left and went 
into a dark part of the city. We fol­
lowed and Richards called to Redrup 
and told him what should be done. 

"We walved past the house to see 
if everything was all right. Redvup 
and I then went down to the Burling­
ton depot, Richards came later, there 
in the closet we completed the plans 
for stealing, the swag from the Sulli­
van horse. Richards was to stand 
guard outside and Redrup and I were 
to go into the house and get the 
boodle.

At this Juucttu-e the false whiskers 
which Baird wore on the night of tho 
robbery and which he said were fur­
nished by Richarda were identified by 
the witness. Baird ilso identified a 
billy that he had taken with him from 
Creston at the suggestion, he says, of 
Richards. A pistol and an ice pick, 
the latter of which was used to open 
the drawer of a bureau In which the 
money was concealed, were also iden­
tified by the witness, 

"After conferring in the closet at 
the depot, Redrup and I went to the 
houee and Richards came along a lit­
tle later. He wore a white cap, but 
after the shooting he appeared on 
the seene with a Scotch cap". We 
started into the house and Richards 
remained on the opposite of the 
street 

"Redrup went in first and ordered 
the Sulllvans to hold up their hands. 
We lined them up against the wall and 
demanded that they show us where the 
money was. They seemed to think it 
was p Joke, but after feeling the piuz-
ale of the pistol tne ' woman got 
scared. ' . 

"Mrs. 8ullivan said the money was 
on the machine or on top of the bu­
reau. We looked and there was only 
a pocket book. We demanded a second 
time that they produce the money and 
Mrs. Sullivan's sister wanted her to 
tell. She wouldn't and we threatened 
them. This did no good and Redrup 
then got a lamp and took off Mrs. 
Sullivan's shotV I held a revolver to 
her head and forced her to put her 
feet over time blaje. In a ffew? minutes 
she told where the money was se­
creted. Redrup pried the drawer open 
with an ice pick and took the money 
out. 

"When we came out Richards was 
still standing guard. We had told the 
Sulliyana to remain JnBlde the house 
for thirty minutes after we had left. 
We had not gone beyond the gate 
When Sullivan appeared in the door. 
I tu-rned around and told him not to 
follow, when the shot was fired. 

"I next saw Richards in the billiard 
hall where tbey took me to dress the 
wounds. He came running in and 
said he was an officer and would take 
care of me. The crowd then fel? back 
and Richards took me into an inside 
r6otn. He made some remark about 
-it being a bad job. 

"1 told him if he would send $1,000 
of the swag to my wife in Creston 1 
would not give bim away. He not 
only'promised to do that, but told me 
she should have all of it. 

"Richards remained with me in the 
billiard hall for some time. I was 
hardly conscious so badly did the 
wound hurt. It seemed to me that the 
whole side of my head was shot off. 
Richards went fway after a while 
and said he would come back with a 
physician. -The next morning Rich­
ards came in with a quilt and covered 
.me up. 

"That was last time I saw .'Bill' 
Richards until I saw him at Fort 
Madison. He came down there to talk 
about' the case. I had been taking 
quinine and was hard of hearing. I do 
not know whether the warden over­
heard our conversation or not." 

In the cross examination, conducted 
by Judge Henderson, the defense first 
centered its attention on exposing 
Baird's past career. He was a former 
penitentiary convict, his prosecution 
having been pushed by Richards, then 
deputy United States marshal, on the 
ch?.rge of counterfeiting. He has for 
years been a gambler. His record is 
anything but strengthening to his evi­
dence. In all essential points the de­
fense was unable to tangle him. 

The testimony of Mrs. Baird closely 
corroborated that of her husband. She 
further stated that she had seen Rich­
ards at the depot in Creston the Sun-
lay after the robbery, and that Redrup 
was with him. Later he visited her at 
her home and said that she need not 
worry, he would take care of her, and 
had friends who 'could get Frank out 
of prison. The state then called Bes­
sie Fuller, Mrs. Baird's daughter by 
her first husband. Her testimony also 
corroborated that of her father and 
mother in essential details. 

One of the strongest witnesses in­
troduced by the state was Tom Mur-
nhy, living about a mile north of Ham­
pton. He had come from Albia on 
the. same train which brought'Baird 
and'Redrup to Hamilton and had seen 
Richards meet them there and walk 
away from the depot with them. 

Indianola, Sept. 25.—The Richards 
trial' continued yesterday with tha 
taking of testimony for the prosecu­
tion^ The case looks very black for 
Richards at present, but the defense 
succeeded in getting more satisfaction 
on cross-examination that Wednesday. 
The principal witnesses of the day 
were Sarah Sullivan and her divorced 
husband, E. P. Sullivan. Mr. Sullivan 
told the. story1 of events at the Sulli­
van house during the days leading up 
to and Including the robbery and the 
day after. Although the state had 
abandoned the theory that Richards 
took part in the actual looting of the 
house, Sullivan still maintains that 
he saw defendant in the house that 
night. The telegram sent to "Ford" 
at Creston, < which was the signal to 
Baird to come to Hamilton to commit 
the robbery, was produced, with 
others, signed by Richards, in order 
to show, similarity of writing. The 
operator who received the dispatch 
sent to - Baird cftuld not positively 
identify Richarda as the man who 
fled the message. Other witnesses 
were introduced to show that Richards 
knew of the presence of the jnoney in 
the house and knew that it would re­
main there that night. •*
