on the road both in freight and pa‘
senger departments.”

Auditor Carroll gave out a few days
ago the report of John M. Emery, in-
spector for the Iowa insurance de-
partment, of the condition of the
Northwestern National Life Insurance
company of Minneapolis, which ab-
sorbed the Northwestern Life & Sav-
ngs company of Des Moines last
August. Mr. Emery says he finds the
company solvent, but that he feels
“c=lled upon to say that the future
welfare of the company demands rad-
ical reforms, especially in the matter
of the readjustment of its policy con-
tracts on a scientific basis and the re-
duction of its expenses of manage-
ment.” Mr, Emery finds that the com-
pany has a surplus of approximately
$100,000, as against over $366,000 as
given in the company's own state-
ment of its condition. Mr. Emery
makes this difference because of
charging to liabilities certain funds
whch the company did no.. These
items are savings fund liability, equa-
tion and liability, premiums paid In
advance, liability of former officers’
contracts, due Blair & Reynolds for
reinsurance, salaries, rents, ete. Mr,
Emery's report ecoincides at practic-
ally all poin:s with that of S. H. Wolf
of Philadelphia, who was hired to
make a very thorough examination of
the company, and who is one of the
best known actuaries of the country.
Mr, Wolf's report is understood to
have been filed in Minnesota. It was
because of the delay in filing the
publi«eition of this report that many
policy holders were hecoming uneasy
and asking a receiver ' for the com-
pany, as Wolf was hifed by the com-
pany to make the examination,

The Masons of Kamsas City have
set the craft throughout the country
an excellent example in enterprise
and far.sightedness. They have
purchased a $10,000 building for a
temple and they are expending $1,-
500 in alterations and improvements.
Prof. R, Cole has been the prime
mover in this important work, and
to him unquallified praise is due for
the accomplishment of this long

- cherished and commendable plan.

In addition to this valuable temple,
the fraternity owns a $4,000 lot in a
most desireble locality.—American
Advocate.

SIGHTS AT THE WORLD'S FAIR.

It is indeed a very great pleasure to
meke a trip to St. Louis and visit the
great World's Fair, but indeed a very
different thing to make a written re-
port that might interest the masses
of our readers. To give you an inter-
esting detail report of some of the
large Dbuildings and their contents
would necessitate a series of several
articles that I cannot now do but I
shall endeavor to acquaint you with
some of the most striking and inter-
esting things there to be seen. It
will be cnly a synopsis.

Upon our arrival there, Friday, Aug.
12th, the first stop the great Wabash
train of ten coaches, loaded down with
people, made, was at their World's
Fair station, which was built espe-
cially for the Fair. It is within 200
feet of the main entrance. Then your
eves behold the large, beautiful build-
ings comprising the great World's
Fair, or Louisiana Purchase Exposi-
tion. The great towers on the build-
ings, with many statues and other
monuments of beauty, at once ap-
peal to the stranger, and are awe-in-
spiring. About six miles from tlis
depot the train carried us to the T/n-
ion station, the largest in America.
From there to cur St. Louis domicile
we were taken, only one and a half
blocks from depot. The next morn-
ing we took the street car in front of
our deor, which in 45 minutes landed
us at the State gate entrance.

The first building on the inside was
the Inside Inn, the only hotel on the
inside, It will accommodate about
5,000 guests. The next you come to
is a plateaun of state buildings, of
which grand old Iowa was a very
prominent part. Among the plateau
she commands perhaps the most beau-
tiful location. There we made our
headqugrters. The managers of the
Towa building made us feel really at
home. We knew the most of them.
Our lunch basket, grips and other
things were checked there, and good
ice water, all free of charge. Mr.
Freeman Conaway, the secrtary, is a
nice man to meet. Mr. C. A. Perry,
a Des Moines man, ex-constable, is
an employe. Mr. Henry Gnoss, a bro-
ther to Harry, our Des Moines tity
treasurer, Mr. Crane and Mr. Morris
Mills (colored) are all from our city,
Then Mr. Palmer of Mt. Pleasant and
) 1 S S of St. T.ouis are
some of those that you will surely
meet cn entering the Iowa building.
Of course, Towa is not the prettist
building. Th Missouri state bhuilding
leads them all—rightly she shouid.
Then come New York and ePnnsyl-
vania, Kentucky, Iowa, Illinois, Ohio,
ete.

This Louisiana Purchase Exposition
is the largest and most universal ex-
position ever given by mankind and
perhaps the largest evep will be given
fer many years, for it takes such an
enormous expense, money and labor,
and as yet it is not paying and may bYe
a failure from a financial point.

To prove my above statement that
this is the largest fair ever given, I
will briefly compare this with the oth-
er World’s Fairs. The World's Colum-
bian Expositicn at Chicago covered
633 acres of ground, 80 acres of main
exhibit floor space; the Paris ¥xposi-
tion of 1900 covered 336 acres, with
30 acres of floor exhibits; the Pan
American at Buffalo covered 300 acres
with 15 acres floor exhibits: the Cen-
tennial at Philadelphia, 236: the
Trans-Mississippi at Omaha covered
150 acres, with 9 . acres of floor ox-
hibits: while the Lonisiana Purchdse
Exposition at St. Louis covers 1,240
acres, and has 128 acres of exhibit
floor space, with 500 buildings. Near-
ly every state and territory in the Un-
ion has a building, and nearly all the
foreign countries has a pavilion.
For one to get a better idea of the
enormous cost of -this fair, I will say
it rpresents an outlay of nearly $50.-
000,000, of which 49 states and terri-
tories raised about $7,000,000 alone.
There are several buildings covering
14 and 15 acres of ground. Thus you
see that a single building in St. Louis
covers more space than the entire
Pan-American Exposition at Bualo.
Some of the large buildings are the
palace of transportation, covering 15
acres of ground, containing four miles
of railway track. The government
building covers 14 acres of ground.
It is one of the most instructive and
interesting to visit. There one can see
the development of our army, navy
our pzhlic schools, inventive genius
and maijl or postal system. The mines
and metallurgy building is very fine
and the fine arts building, too.
