search and Experiment are fulfilled.
Gov. W. B. Mclnnes of Yukon is one
of the leaders in the movement, and
General Greely, arctic explorer, thinks
the plans feasible.

The main difference between the
plans of the Yukon eXxplorers and
those of expeditions in the past is
that the latter expect to utilize their
knowledge of ways and means of ex-
istence and transportation. They
point to the many mistakes made by
persons unaccustomed to artie cli-
mate, the chief one being the wear-
ing of entirely unnecessary clothing
that does not add to comfort and
weakens the system,

RAILROAD OFFIGIALS
DISGUSS GRAIN RATES

Chicago, Aug. 30.—The executive
officers of the western roads held a
meeting yesterday and discussed the
alleged payment of commissions on
freight business. Every one denied
that such commissions were paid ex-
cept on export business, Considerable
trouble was caused by the fact that
the proportional rates on grain from
the river to Chicago are such that it
is pulling some of the grain from Iowa
sections to the river and then to
Chicago. A meeting to discuss this
fraud of the rates has been called for
Friday.

Recommends More Marriages.

Boston, Aug. 38—The race suicide
question has been officially taken up
in Massachusetts by Charles Felton
Pidgin, who is in charge of the state
census now in progrees. He is going
to camp on the trail of the man with
the small family and discover a few
things, which Mr. Pidgin belleves will
help the state. Mr. Pidgin has an
idea that the fact that the popula-
tion does not increase is to be blamed
more upon men who refuse to wed
than upon small families. A list of
questions has been prepared for the
women of thé estate to determin
whether or not the same birth rate
exists among married women of the
state as among the married women
of other states, If the rates are
equal, Mr. Pidgin says it is evidence
that marriages in Massachusetts are
later or fewer than in other states.
If it is evident after the returns are
all in that the married folk of the
state are doing their duty by the
commonwealth then it will be the
duty of the lawmakers to devise some
plan whereby the great unmarried
division may be lured or coerced into
matrimony.

Learned The President's Name.

Tacoma, Wash., Aug. 30.—The iso-
lation of some United States citizens
is shown in the report made by the
revenue cutter Perry, which recently
arrived In Juneau. The cutter touch-
ed at Atka, in the Aleutian group, 400
miles west of Dutch Harbor. Only
one white man lives there and trades
with the Indians. About once a year
he loads his sloop with furs and In-
dian goods and goes to Dutch Harbor
to sell them to the Alaskan Commer-
cial company. In this way he has ac-
cumulated a fortune. His last trip
was made in August, 1904, and since
that time he has not seen a white
man or ¢ven had a newspaper. One
of the first questions he asked when
the Perry cast anchor was, “Who is
president of the United States?”

WAR IN EAST
AT LAST ENDED

The Japanese and Russian
Envoys Conclude
Peace.

JAPS RECEDE FROM DEMANDS

Accepts Czar's Ultimaturh Providing
For Division of Sakhalin and Pay
for the Maintenance of Russian
Prisoners of War.

Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 30.—The
long and bloody war between Japan
and Russia is ended. The terms of
peace were settled by M. Witte and
Baron Komura at the session of the
conference this morning, and this' af-
ternoon preliminary arrangements for
an armistice were concluded and the
actral work of framing the “treaty
of Portsmouth” was by mutual agree-
ment turned over to M. de Martens,
Russia’s great international lawyer,
and Mr. Dennison, who for twenty-
five years had acted as the legal ad-
vigser of the Japanese foreign office.

The treaty is expected to be com-
pleted by the end of the week.

This happy conclusion of the con-
ference, which a week ago would
have been shipwrecked had it not
been for the herioc intercession of
President Roosevelt, was sudden and
dramatic. For the sake of peace
Japan, with the magnanimity of a
victor, at the last moment yielded
sverything stfll in issue. Russia re-
'fused to bhudge from the ultimatum
Emperor Nicholas had given to Pres-
ident Roosevelt through Ambassador
Meyer. No indemnity under any
guise but an agreement to divide Sak-
halin and reimburse Japan for the
maintenance of the Russian prison-
ers were his last words.

Articles 10 and 11 (interned war:
ships and the limitation of Russia’s
sea power in the far east) were with-
drawn. Japan agreed that only that
portion of the Chinese Eastern rail-
road south of.Chantfu, the portion oc-
cupied by Oyama, should be ceded to
Japan. Both sides, once the dead-
lock was broken. wanted a “just and
lasting” peace and in that spirit it
was decided to proctically neutralize
Sakhalin, each country binding itself
not to fortify its half of the island
and Japan assuming an oblibation not
to fortify La Perous strait between
Sakhalin and Hokkaido, which would
var Russia’s commercial route to the
Pacific.

The plenipotentiaries went further.
They decided to add a new clause in
the nature of a broad provision for
gutual commercial privileges, by
which each country will secure for
the other the benefit of the “most
favored nation” clause and the “open
door.”

The new treaty, therefore, will be a
wonderfully friendly document, of
character to raise the suspicion that
the two countries have not only ne-
gotiated peace, but have concluded
the basis of a future alliance. There
is, however, no evidence as rumored
that any secret clauses are to be ap-
pended to the present treaty.
