On the tenth of December will 
occur the centenary anniversary 
of Mr. ''Garrison, that devoted 
and great liberator and reformer. 
He was the greatest apostle of 
human liberty that America has 
yet produced—brilliant, able, 
polish and refined—as strong in 
his principles as a lion, and as 
udyeilding as the mountain—the 
greatest and most effectual anti-
slavery agitator that the world 
has. ever seen. Speaking of 
slavery he said "I am in earnest, 
I will not equivocate, I will not 
exense, I will not retreat a single 
inch and I will be heard." He 
had a message, the world listen­
ed, and heard him proclaim free­
dom to tbe slave. He organized 
the first anti-slavery society in 
the United States. The race, 
and especially all the churches 
should assemble and honor this 
day and eulogize his name. Next 
week we will mention more about 
him.

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RECORD OF LOYALTY 
SPLENDID WORK OP RAILROAD 

MEN IN AN EMERGENCY. 

Enormous Amount of Traffic Succesa 
' fully Handled on Single Track In

>. way of a splendid, well-built railway 

line, apparently of a construction and 
equipment similar to the New York 
Central or Pennsylvania, along whict 
thundered in quick succession heavj 
trains of Iron ore, splendid passongei 
equipment and general freight servlcf 
of surprising proportions. 

Thla was the Peninsula division ot 
• the Chicago & North-Western Kail 
way, which covers the Upper Penin 
aula of Michigan, including the hard 
w«od district and Lake Superior iror 
and copper region, with & surprising!} 
efficient net work of lines that con 
nect the mines and forests with im 
portant lake ports, and with througl 
rail service to and from the out.ei 
world. 

Along this busy ore-carrying line f 
splendid exposition of the loyalty, in 
telligence and general good teafr 
work that can be exjccted of the aver 
age railroad man and the efficiency o> 
the rules laid down for his guidanc« 
in an emergency, was given a few 
days ago, which so greatly pleased the 
superintendent and other officials that 

" the story has finally crept into public 
jrint, and it is well worth repetition 
in these columns. 

It was all occasioned by a very 
heavy sleet storm that fell in the Up 
per Peninsula a few days ago, which 
threw down practically every tele 
graph line in the region in a few 
hours, and left the 464 miles of the 
division absolutely without tele 
graphic service for no less than forty-
eight hours. 

The ore movement has been espe­
cially heavy this year, more lake Su­
perior ore being transported on the 
Great Lakes than ever before In the 
history of the iron industry, and in 
this emergency every mine would 
have to shut down on account of the 
shortage of railway cars to move 
their product unless the road was 
kept open in spite of the storm. 

There was nothing that could be 
done by the chief train dispatcher; 
both he and the division superintend­
ent were temporarily out of the game. 
It was one of these emergencies where 
the "man behind the gun" must make 
good, or the case was a hopeless one. 
And make good he did, in true blue, 
loyal style, with that SRlendid initia­
tive that makes the average train 
crew typical of the qualities we ad­
mire in our American troops. 

There was no way in which to get 
orders for train movements, no means 
by which division headquarters could' 
be kept advised of where their trains 
were, and to the onlooker, no means 
existed by which the train crew could 
keep track of the whereabouts of 
trains in the opposite direction. It 
was an emergency of the gravest char­
acter, and was met with a splendid 
exhibition of good judgment and in­
telligent grasp of the science of rail­
road operation that is perhaps without 
an equal. They managed, on a single 
track line, without telegraph lines, for 
two whole day3 and nights, to keep 
#>very iron and copper mine in th/ 
district supplied with equipment and 
moved all trains practically on time. 

4.971 cars were moved over the di­
vision Friday and Saturday, Oct. 20 
•jnd 21, and one hundred and twenty-
five freight trains and no less than 
thirty-four passenger trains (were 
taken care of upon the division, all 
handled on time on a single track, 
without accident, mishap, or delay 
and without the help of a train dis­
patcher. 

Can anyone.beat that record of loy­
alty to employers, hard work and In­
telligent grasp of conditions? 

Any man who has ever handled the 
train'movement of a busy railway di­
vision will appreciate how very much 
is involved in the work these train­
men did, hurrying to and f *o over 
sleet covered cars, keeping cool, and 
ready to meet every emergency by ap­
plication of the operating rules pro 
vided for their guidance.

fHE FLAMES SPREAD RAPIDiY 

Driven by a Fierce^ Southwest 
Wind—Fireman Fight Desperately 
to S.ive Lumbor Yards and > Boats 
Moored at the Wharves. 

- Dubuque, Nov. 24.—Fire swept 
the levee district of Dubuque last 
night, wrecking five business con­
cerns with un estimated loss of $300,-
)00. 

The fire broke out In the warehouse 
if the diamond Joe Boat company 
shortly before 10 and when the fire 
department reached the scene the 
building was a mass of flames. A 
strong south wfnd fanned the flames 
and they spread with alarming rapid­
ity. Coleman's saloon, one of the 
best known along the river, was the 
next burned to the ground. In turn 
came the Ernsdorff Buggy company 
with its big supply. It shared the 
fate of the oilier two and was totally 
destroyed. The Iroquois Pearl But­
ton factory was the last building In 
the block and it fell about one hour 
after the fire started. 

The Cooper Buggy company paint 
shed and warehouse standing in the 
rear of the block is a heap of ruins. 
The firemen fought desperately to 
save the lumber yards. The loss is: 

Diamond Jo company, $50,000. 
Coleman, $5,000. 
Ernsdorff, $75,000. 
Iroquois Button factory, $70,000. 
Cooper, $30,000. 
Adjacent property, $2,000. 
It required heroic efforts to save 

the Diamond Jo boats in the harbor. 
At 2 a. m. the fire was under con­

trol. 

Despondent, She Jumps Into Well. 
Polk City, Nov. 21.—Mrs. Floy An­

derson, aged 45 years, daughter of 
N. R. Kuntz, a former prominent cit­
izen here, committed suicide yester­
day by jumping into an old well in 
the yard at her home. Her remains 
were soon taken out and Coroner 
Beck was called. 

Mrs. Anderson was despondent be­
cause of the death of her husband 
and father. She was childless and 
alone, though possessed of enough 
money to live comfortably. Her 
neighbors believe that she has been 
slowly losing her mind for months 
and that the suicide occurred when 
she was insane. 

OLD SOLDIERS MAY 
BE GIVEN PREFERENCE 

Des Moines, Nov. <22.—With Jus­
tices Bishop and Weaver dissenting, 
the Iowa supreme court yeeterday 
held the Iowa Soldiers' preference 
law constitutional., (reversing Judge 
Obed Caswell in the case of C. H. 
Shaw, appellant, vs. the City Coun­
cil of Marshalltown. Chief Justice 
Sherwin wrote the opinion upholding 
the law and Justice Bishop wrote the 
lissenting opinion, Justice Weaver 
concurring. 

The case has probably been one of 
the most noted before the Iowa jur­
ats in recent years. Ever since the 
adoption of the law by the last gen­
eral assembly, it has been one of the 
chief matters of discussion among 
public men, especially those who 
have subordinate positions to fill by 
ippointment. The gist of the law is 
ihat appointive public offices shall 
oe given to veterans of the civil war 
(:n preference to other candidates, 
ather qualifications being equal. The 
(aw will affect practically every state 
office and the appointive city, town, 
soiinty and township positions 
Jhroughout Iowa. 

The test case >yas brought by the 
town council of Marshalltown. Mr. 
Shaw is an old veteran and pressed 
sis clai/a for the place on the basis 
»f the newly Enacted law, but the 
:ouncil saw fit to ignore him and to 
tppoint Jj. Derby, who was not an old 
loldier. Mr. Shaw appealed to the 
listrict court and Judge Obed Cas-
vell ruled adversely to him, holding 
:he law unconstitutional as class leg-
elation. 

With the support of the G. A. R. 
tfr. Shaw appealed the action to the 
iowa supreme court, where it has 
seen under consideration for months. 

One of the most noted cases in 
i?hich the decision of the "supreme 
court will immediately be effective 
« the ouster proceedings against 
Tom Graham, night watchman at the 
japitol. Custodian McCurdy has 
Sraham's discharge now under con-
lideration, Graham refusing to resign 
without a protest. With the prestige 
?iven by the supreme court upholding 
.he validity of the soldier's prefer­
ence law, Graham is more than likely 
:o retain his position. 

SECRETARY SHAW TO 
REMAIN IN CABINET' 

Washington, Nov. 21,—Secretarj 
Shaw will remain In the cabinet till 
congress adjourns and perhaps 
longer. This information iB conveyed 
hi a statement given out from th« 
Wlilt6 house last evening. The an­
nouncement came as a general sun 
prise, as It was represented that Sec­
retary Shaw would retire next Febru­
ary, when his four years in the cab­
inet were at an end. Even to Secre­
tary Shaw himself, the news was un­
expected, as he and Mrs. Shaw had 
given Sip their residence here, and had 
made all their calculations for join­
ing their daughters in Paris next Feb­
ruary, 

Yesterday afternoon the president 
sent for Secretary Shaw and told 
him in substance that he had seen 
various statements as to his quitting 
the cabinet in February. The presi­
dent then told Mr. Shaw that he could 
not spare him then, that he had no 
man in mind for the place and that 
he must stay on. Mr. Shaw answer­
ed that he would remain until congress 
adjourned. The president said that 
he wanted him to remain "as long as 
that and longed if possible." 

The matter was left in this shape: 
That the secretary is to stay until 
congress ends its session, and then it 
will be definitely settled when he Is 
to go. The president was given Mr. 
Shaw to understand that he would 
be glad to have him stay through his 
administration, but it seems hardly 
likely that Mr. Shaw will care to do 
this. 

Last February the president asked 
Mr. Shaw to stay in the cabinet and 
the secretary said he would complete 
his four years. It is officially said 
that "Secretary Shaw knew nothing of 
what was in the president's mind, 
made no effort to bring influence to 
remain and expected to leave the cab­
inet In February, up to the time he 
wen to the White house yester­
day. There is no doubt that the 
president was influenced by the suc­
cess of Secretary Shaw in the recent 
crisis. 

CONSUMPTIVES 
ARE SHUT OUT 

Des Moines, Nov. 21.—Secretary 
Kennedy of the state board of health. 
Dr. A. M. Linn, chairman of the com­
mittee of the board in charge of the 
relations of the schools to the board 
with respect to tuberculosis, and Dr. 
R. E. Conniff of Sioux City, yester­
day reached an understanding with 
respect to the action taken by the 
board of health recently relative to 
the presence in the school rooms of 
Iowa of teachers and pupils suffering 
from consumption. 

It was decided that, the board act­
ually had taken the action referred to 
and that Dr. Linn and Dr. Kennedy 
were appointed a committee to draft 
the form of rule which will be pro­
mulgated pursuant to the action of 
the board. 

It was Secretary Kennedy's impres­
sion that the board did not act, and 
had named a committee to draft a 
rule to be considered at the „ next 
meeting. A majority of the board, 
however, appears to be under the Im­
pression that the body took definite 
action as described. 

Therefore Dr. Linn and Dr. Ken­
nedy will immediately promulgate 
notice of the adoption of an amend­
ment to rule 2 of the state board of 
health, which will provide in terms 
that teachers and children affected 
with tuberculosis shall not be permit­
ted to teach or attend school in the 
schools of Iowa. This rule now is in 
effect according to the decision reach­
ed yesterday. 

It is up to the boards of directors 
of the school districts of the state to 
require such showing as will satisfy 
them and the health officers that teach 
ers and pupils having consumption 
are actually excluded from the school 
rooms of Iowa. It is supposed that 

physician's certificate will be final 
in this matter.

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International Fleet Is Expect­
ed to Sail for Sultan

POWERFUL FLEET AT ATHENS 

Foreign Ministers There Pay Vlylt* 
to Commanders—Austro-Hungarian 
Ambassador Telegraphs Fleet tq 
Sail. 

. ;  — — — — v .  ,  

Athens, Nov. 24.—It Is understood 
that the international fleet will sail 
todaty. 

The foreign ministers yesterday 
paid visits to the commanders of ttu 
warships of their respective icouh'-
tries. The commanders later held $ 
conference on board the Austrian 
flagship. 

Vienna, Nov. 24.—Baron von Calicp 
the Austrian-Hungarian ambassador 
at Constantinople, has . telegraphed 
Admiral Ritter von Jedine for a por­
tion of the international fleet to sail 
immediately, proceeding either tc 
Mytilene (an island of the Grecian 
archipelago belonging to Turkey, in 
Asia), or for Besika bay (near the en 
trance of the Dardanelles.) 

London, Nov. 24.—The persistent 
refusal of the Turkish government tc 
accept European control of the rev 
enues of the vilayets of Macedonia, 
notwithstanding the ultimatum pre­
sented by the killed powers is about 
to lead to the putting Into operation 
of the threat of a naval demonstra­
tion with the view of compelling the 
acquiescence of Turkey in the Euro­
pean control of the administration ol 
and the proposed reforms in Mace­
donia. 

The obduracy of the sultan appar 
ently is based on the belief that he 
has the passive support of the em­
peror of Germany and upon the jeal 
ousies supposed to exist among the 
powers interested. 

In diplomatic quarters it had been 
supposed to the very last that the sul­
tan would yield and even now it is ex­
pected that he will do so before the 
international fleet takes active meas­
ures. 

It is understood that the sultan ap­
pealed vainly to Emperor William, 
Emperor Nicholas and Emperor 
Francis Joseph against the projected 
demonstration. The combined fleet 
of the powers now assembling at 
Piraeus consists of six large and four 
small vessels commanded by Admiral 
Ritter von Jedine of the Austrian 
navy. Great B'rltian is represented 
by the armored cruiser Lancaster and 
the scout ship Sentinel, Austria by 
the armored cruiser St. Georg and the 
torpedo cruiser Szigetvar, Italy by 
the ammored cruiser Giuseppe Gari­
baldi and the torpedo boat destroyer 
Ostro, and France by a cruiser and a 
gunboat.

Lawrence, Mass., Nov. 23.—All but 
one of 400 girls attending the paro­
chial school ot St. Anne's parish, 
whose lives were endangered by fire 
in the building yesterday escaped 
without injury, although twenty-five 
of them were caught in nets by fire­
men as they were dropped from a 
third story window by a teacher. 
Rena Drouin, 12 years old, was taken 
to a hospital suffering from the effects 
of fright and Inhaling smoke and it 
Is thought that she will recover.

WASTED TO A SHADOW. 

Although days of thanksgiving, 
especially for the fruits of the earth, 
have been customary in all ages , of 
the world and in connectior with 
every form of religion, Thanksgiving 
day as an annual harvest home and 
family reunion under Christian aus­
pices is a purely American institu­
tion and, outside of New England, is 
»f comparatively recent origin. 

As a national holiday it began in 
the head and heart of Abraham Lln-
:olri, who proclaimed Nov. 26. 1863, 
is a thanksgiving day for the simul­
taneous victories of Gettysburg and 
Vicksburg on- July 4 and for the 
ibundant harvests of that year, and* 
\Tov. 24, 1864, as a thanksgiving day 
.'or similar blessings. 

There had been other days set 
ipart for thanksgiving during the 
war, but these were the first of the 
unbroken series in the month of No­
vember. President Johnson con­
tinued the custom out of respect for 
Mr. Lincoln, and it has been instinc­
tively recognized by every president 
since. In several states the gover­
nors also make coincident proclama­
tions. 

Though at present mostly a hal­
lowed memory. Thanksgiving day, 
when it was in Its prime, was one 
of the noblest and most delightful 
things in American civilization. Time 
was when on this day all the churches 
were thronged with cheerful and de­
vout worshipers, and the ministers, 
speaking from bowers of corntops 
and sheaves of wheat and pyramids 
of pumpkins and red apples, moved 
every heart tfy their tribute to the 
divine goodness. 

From the religious temples the peo­
ple turned to the family altars, 
where the fires of filial devotion 
burned just as briskly. The mem­
bers of the household assembled, 
some of them from remote localities, 
to look into the changed counte­
nances of "the old people" perhaps 
for the last time, sat down to a roy­
al feast of good things, the greatest 
feast of all being the revived and 
overflowing family affections and the 
inextinguishable attachment to the 
family hearthstone. That was Amer­
ican civilization in its flower and fruit­
age. 

As long as our people are a liome-
loving people, as long as filial and 
fraternal love are aflame and as long 
as we will cross mountains and trav­
erse continents to gather once more 
at the old family homestead, to drop a 
tear for the departed and to receive 
the embrace of those who survive, our 
institutions are safe. 

Those who have reached middle life 
can not but regret the partial de­
cadence of Thanksgiving day within 
their own recollection. In our day it 
Is little more than a secular holiday 
devoted to athletic sports. The sec­
ular holiday and the athletic sports 
are, of course, good things in them­
selves, but it is not pleasant to see 
them take the place of an admirable 
and invaluable social custom. 

There is every year by custom and 
by proclamation of president and 
governors a day of Thanksgiving. Up­
on this day the American nation of­
fers to the throne of Divine Grace its 
prayerful thanks and sings peans of 
praise for the many bounties and 
blessings that have been bestowed 
upon our people. True, in this great 
world there may be some who are un­
able to look back and point with pride 
and thankfulness to many acts and 
things connected with their lives, but 
goodness always exceeds the bad and 
the world is constantly growing bet­
ter and brighter. Opportunities are 

Increasing and men aro not slow to 
take advantage of them. 

The prayers of praise for the bene­
fits of the past and the prayers of 
supplications for other blessings to 
follow will be heeded by the Deity 
and his constant care extended toward 
us. No cataclysm of crime can erad­
icate from man the belief that he is 
the creature of a supernatural power 
and Intelligence. The tendency of 
scientific research is to strengthen 
this belief by making more manifest 
the wondrous works of God. It may 
be considered doubtful if the belief 
in man's divine origin was ever en­
tirely obliterated from any human 
mind. With this belief firmly planted 
in the hearts and homes of this great 
American nation and mindful of the 
true source of nil earthly power and 
blessings, it is fitting that in the tem­
ples erected by our people in which 
to worship God according to the dic­
tates of their own conscience, that 
they should meet together on this 
day and give praise to Him who 
watches over us. 

The Thanksgiving Oocoocoo. 
The original name of the turkey was 

Oocoocoo, by which it was known by 
the native Cherokee Indians. It is 
supposed that our Pilgrim Fathers, 
roaming through the woods in search 
of game for their first Thanksgiving 
spread heard the Oocoocoo calling in 
the familiar tones of our domesticated 
fowl, "Turk, turk, turk." These first 
Yankee huntsmen, mistaking this 
cry of the bird for its real song, im­
mediately labelled it "turkey," and 
turkey. It is to this day. Much more 
.beautiful and musical was the Indian 
name, "Oo-coo-coo," the notes peculiar 
to the flock when sunning themselves 
In perfect content on the river beach­
es.—Sunset Magazine.
