For the average man success fre~
quently depends more upon his mane
per and appearance than upon his
hknowi€ige of his trade or business,
or, as one might say, of his profession.

It cites the case ot one man who
was a successful salesman in & busi-
ness house in Chicago, but was un-
able to get any custom when sent on
the road. The general manager of the
business went to lunch with hTm cne
day, to'talk over the matter. The man
crumbled crackers into his soup untii
it was thick, and then ate the mixture
from the end of his spoon in great
mouthtuls. When the meat was served,
he shoveled it in with his knife, and
bad finished eating and was noisily
picking his teeth almost before the
manager had beguan his meal. In ve-
ply to a gquestion, he told the msn-
ager that he always took his cus-
tomers out to lunch, and “used every
method to win their confidence and
friendship.” The manager then said:
“You couldn’t sell me a stick of gum.
No man whose personal habits are so
obtrusively vulgar as yours could have
the slightest influence with me.. Had
Y lunchel with you before sending you
on the road, I would never have dis-
graced our house by giving it such a
representative.” These words burl,
sgays Youth’s Comr-nion, but the man
profited by them, and to-day is one
of the most gentlemanly as well as
one of the most successful salesmen
on the road. Another case cited 1s
that of a minister whose unrefinzd
manners annoyed his women relatives.
They tried to help him, but he re-
sented their suggestions, and men less
able intellectually, but with more of
the graces of refinement in their m&n-
ners, were called to the opportuniues
for service in the pulpits of the large
and influential churches. They used
to teach manners in the old days. Now
there is little formal instruction. If
& youth does not learn good manuers
at home, he has to pick them up when
he gets out into the world, or clse be
handicapped. Great geniuses have
commanded respect in spite of boor-
dshness, but it is never safe for a
young man to assume that he is 8
genius.

Political Geography.
. A new study has been added to the
eurriculum of certain American col-
Jeges. It is <nown as °‘political geo-
graphy and is defined as the study ot
geography in relation to political and
soclal institutions. To teach economic
subjects, as well as otner university
branches a knowledge of elementary
geography is required. It was found
that many students, though primed
with Greek and .atin, lacked any-
thing approaching familiarity with
this old-fashioned study. Hence the
{nvention of political r:ography. The
elementary side is taken up and, In
connection with this, emphasis is lald
upon an explanation of hiw each coun-
try studied came to be a separate, dis-
tinct country; upon its political in-
stiutions and the geographic influ-
ences that have affected them, and up-
on the present political problems of
paramount interest in connection with
each of the countries studied. The
world events of the past two years
have greatly assisted in making the
course interesting, This year, while
the class was studying Great Britain,
the Irish question was agitating Brit-
ish politics; in the study of France,
the great question of separation of
church and state came up for discus-
glon; the interest of the c!2ss in Nor-
way and Sweden was enhanced by the
events that have led to the separation
of Norway from Sweden; the Balkan
question has been at the forefront for
a few months past and for two years
the great Russo-Japanese war has
made the study of Russia and Japan
of especial interest.

De-
tective Jackson searched the dwelling
and found the razor with which the
cutting is alleged to have been done
hidden under an old pile of clothes
in a closet.

Mrs. Lewis confessed to the cutting.
“This man Cheatum,” she said, “for-
merly boarded with me, I drove him
out. He would keep coming back
He assaulted me once or twice and I
was afraid of him. Last night he
came back again and demanded
money that he had paid me for board.
I refused to give it up. * Then he
threw a brick or a plece of board at
me, hitting me in the back. Then 1
cut him. I only used a little pen
knife.”

In the high hurdles, Henninger of
Ames finished in :15 4-5, two-fifths
of a second better than Clow's and
Chapman’s records that still hold,
for Henninger, "nfortunately, failed
to leave all h:s hurdles standing.

Fisher's old record was :26 1-56 and

Madrid, Uune 1.—The public rejolc-
ing over the marriage of King Alfon-
g0 and Princess Victoria had a e
ribly dramatic sequel at 2:30 o'clock
yesterday afternoon as a bomb throwr
from an upper window exploded with
deadly effect near the coach occuplied
by the king and queen. Providentially
King Alfonso and Queen Victoria és-
caped by an electric wire deflecting
the bomb, but at least sixteen persons
most of them being of the personal
and military escort and the others
spectators, were killed. Many others
were injured.

Several of those killel were stand-
ing on the balcony of the house from
which the bomb was thrown.

The explosic. occurred just as the
royal couple were about to enter the
palace. The route of the cortege had
been diverted from Arsenal street to
Mayor street, owing' to the popular
desires. The procession had just
passed through Mayor street and was
about to turn into the esplanade lead-
ing to the palace when an explosion
shook the buildings in the vicinity,
stunning a large number of people
and throwing the cortege into inex-
tricable confusion.

The tomb, which was concealed in
2 bouquet, was of polished steel, half
a centimeter thick. It was thrown
from a third floor window. The house,
according to some reports, belongs to
the queen mother, having been be-
queathed to her by a philanthropist
and being the only house she owns in
Madrid. The house- is opposite the
Church of the Sacrament and the cap-
tain general’s residence. ‘The roya:
procession had come to a temporary
stop with the royal carrlage exactly
opposite the house when the bomb
was thrown. The missile fell to the
right of the royal carriage behind the
hindmost nair of horses and the front
pair of wheels. The explosion killed
two horses and a groom. The duke
of Sotomayer, who was riding on the
right hand side of the carrlage, was
slightly wounded, and four of the sol-
diers who lined the route followed by
the cortege, were killed, together with
a police bugler, whose hcad was sev-
ered, and two women spectators,
whilst a lleutenant standing at salute
was fatally injured. A great many
persons were seriously wounded. The
shock of the explosion was terrific.

It is sald that immediately after the
explosion, Durant was seized and hur-
ried downstairs. As he entered the
street men flung themselves upon him
shouting “Kill the assassin!” A
mounted guard pressed around ana
took him away under strong escort.

RUSSIAR DOUMA

St Petersburg, June l.—lnaignauon
at the execution of the eight re
volutionists at Riga on the heels of
the interpellation of the government

After the reading of a message of
congratulation from the president of
the Argentine parliament, crouched in

Blocd Polsoning Due to Operations on
Jaw Oause Demise of Mich-
ael Davitt,

Dublin, — A notable career closed
\Vedneaday night, when after a long
nnq painful 1illness, Michael Davitt
died peacefully and painlessly at
2 ©O'clock, in the presence of his
oldest son Michael, and his two daugh.
ters, who had devotedly attended him
through his illncss, and many of his
most intimate friends, including John
Dillon.

The greatést sympathy has been dis-
played by all classes of soclety during
Mr, Davitt’s illness. Wednesday the
hospital was besleged by anxious in-
quirers. John E. Redmond, leader of
the Irish party in parliament, was a
frequent inquirer by telephone from
the house of commons and gave up his
proposed continental trip over the
Whitsuntide holidays owing to the
condition of his friend, the father of
the Irish Land league. After a rally
Tuesday night, Mr. Davitt was able to
speak to those at his bedside, but soon
showed that he was losing ground.

Mr. Davitt retired from the repre-

in 1899, but to the last took a keen in-
terest in the politics of his country.

Death was due to blood poisoning,
which followed two operations for ne-
crosis of the jaw bone, and spread so
rapidly that all efforts to stay Iits
course were unavailing. Mr, Davitt’s
illness began with an insidious attack
of toothache, to which he paid no at-
tention until John Dlllon urged him to
have recourse to medical advice.

For some time there were hopes for
his recovery, but the state of his
health which was undermined by ex-
ertions at the recent general elections,
greatly handicapped his progress.

DISLIKE INSPECTION BILL.

Enemies of the VMeasxrere Confer to
Frame Substitute for the
Beveridge Rider,

Washington, — The enemies of the
Beveridge bill for inspection of the
operations of meat-packing houses
were very active on Wednesday. Most
cf the day was spent in conferences,
the purpose of which was to frame
amendments to the Beveridge bill or
perthaps a substitute for it that will
meet the approval of the packers and
rot injure the business of the cattle
raisers. Prominent in these confer-
ences were Representative Willlam
Lorimer of Chicago, Chairman Wads-
worth of the house committee on agri-
calture, and Representative Henry of
Texas. representing cattle interests.

Just how far the negotiations among
these gentlemen have progressed is not
known, but it is stated that the propo-
sition framed as a result of them will
be submitted to the packers for their
approval before its provisions are
meade public. If the packers approve
the proposition the presumption is that
the amendments or substitute will be
pressed upon the house.

What the effect of such action will
be cannot be conjectured at this stage.
It might cause the president to make
good his threat to publish the confiden-
tial report of Messrs. Neill and Rey-
nolds upon conditions existing in the
CrLicago stockyards. 3

FIVE DEATHS DUE TO FLOOD

Milldam Breaks, Sending Great
Stream of Water Down the Canyon
to Destroy Property.

Reno, Nev. — The most disastrous
flood in Nevada in many years
occurred Morday morning in Golcon-
da, a small town about 200 miles from
here. It was caused by the breaking
of the large dam in Pole Creek can-
yon, three miles above the sheep-shear- |
ing corral of the Golconda Cattle com-
pany. Five men were drowned and
several are badly injured.

When the dam broke an immense
volume of water poured down the can-
yon, carrying everything before it.

“When it struck the sheep-shearing
coral there were a number of men at
work, and all of these were carried
away with the flood.

Not a building or fence of the Gol-
conda Cattle company was left stand-
ing. .

The track of the Southern Pacific
railroad was undermined a mile west
of the town, and all trains are eight
to 12 hours late.

The dead are: 7Three Mexlican sheep
shearers; a Chinese cook, and one In-
dian’ boy. All were employed by the
Golconda Cattle company.

Flood at Walla Walla.

Walla Walla, Wash.—Heavy dam-
nge 1is threatened by a flood that
is sweeping through this city and over
the adjoining county. The Walla
Walla Power company’s dam on Walla
Walla river, 15 miles above the city,
went out early Wednesday, cutting oftf
all electric lights and power. Alder
street, a business thoroughfare, is
flooded to a depth of three feet. - Two
bridges in the city have been caried
away. Several houses have floated
down with the flood and it is feared
the damages in the country will be
great.
