fhpt •manners make the man*' but 
Oxer help; and, much aa we may de­
spise them as a mere outer garment 
and superficial sool-covering; we can* 
not Ignore the fact that they are 
ftm ^tal conditions of social inter­
course, and afford much of the charm 
without which existence would be 
unendurable. Beantlfnl manners are 
as captivating as a beautiful face or 

or form, and, unlike these, may 
be acquired. To be born and bred 
wen is a great blessing, but it is not 
necessary to chide Fortune, as Shake­
speare did, for not having provided 
better for his life 
Than pabUe mesas which public manners 

bused. 
Sauvlty and gentleness cost only a 
little self-restraint and a little 
thought now and then, and yet they 
not only occasion much pleasure to 
others, but save ourselves moch of 
the tumult and ugliness and embroil­
ment of life. Lucky, indeed, is that 
deservedly popular woman, American 
born and English bred, who once 
•aid to ns, 1 am always polite be­
cause it is so much trouble to be 
rude.' After all, we cannot be very 
much better than our manners, any 
more than our clothes can surpass 
our taste, but it may be that good­
ness can be developed in the inner 
consciousness by outer conditions. 
At any rate, we know one woman 
who smiles continuously because she 
firmly believes that, if she persist­
ently wears the expression of har­
mony, the inner mood will respond. 
We are unable to perceive a very 
considerable change as yet, and w#• 
must admit frankly that we could not 
endure for long an unyielding smile; 
and yet we have no doubt that oon> 
slderate manners would in time tend 
to the development of a suavity and 
gentleness of which some of us stlU 
stand somewhat in need." 

Revival In Mural Painting. 
In on- revival of mural painting we 

have had much to learn. The larger 
number of our painters were not 
otherwise equipped for the work than 
by the possession of technical ability 
to draw and paint the human figure 
on the scale of life or larger, and all 
the other manifold conditions of ex» 
euting an acceptable decoration they 
were obliged to acquire. Small won­
der is It, therefore, remarks Will H. 
Low in Scribner's Magazine, that in 
these few years the expresslonal 
quality of our painters' work should 
have suffered In their effort to meet 
these new technical conditions. Nor 
has the fault been entirely that of 
the painters, for all others concerned, 
the architects and building commit­
tees, have shown equal indifference, 
and in none of the public buildings 
thus far decorated has there been 
drawn up a definite scheme of themes 
to be treated, nor any allotment made 
of their various parts to different art­
ists. In some cases the painters have 
organized themselves into a sem­
blance of Bnch a committee, but if a 
definite project has ever been devised 
It has never been carried out to the 
avoidance of repetition of subject, 
within the building, or, as in one 
case, on the walls of the same room. 

Only Millionaires Wanted. 
Unfortunately, under present condi­

tions the highest appointments In our 
diplomatic service are of necessity al­
most restricted to millionaires, simply 
because men of moderate means can­
not afford to accept them. It Is a fact 
well known, says Rene Bache in Lip-
pincott's, that John C. New refused 
the English mission a few years ago, 
on the ground that it would ruin him 
financially, accepting Instead the 
place of consul general In London, 
which paid him $35,000 a year, with 
no incidental obligation to entertain 
expensively. To show honor to Alice 
Roosevelt Longworth and her husband 
a few months ago, Whitelaw Reid 
spent a sum equal to his salary for a 
twelvemonth ($17,500) on festivities 
covering two days. It waa an excep­
tional case, of course, but even the 
ordinary social demands upon an 
ambassador make a frightful drain 
upon his purse. 

That New York woman who con­
fessed that she lived partly on the 
sum of money allowed her by her hus­
band and partly by borrowing from 
her friends was unique only in the re­
spect that she was frank enough to 
admit the truth.

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ENGLISH VESSEL FOUNDERS ON 
COAST OF HOLLAND 

(42 PEOPLE ARE DROWNED 

Gale DrWit Ship Ashore—Prevants 
Life Saving Crews' Woi k—Only 

« On* Man Saved. 
"'KV" 

London, Feb. 22.—T>he worst dls&s 
ter for many years In the history ol 
the channel traffic 'between England 
and the continent oceurred during a 
violent gale shortly before 6 o'clock 
yesterday morning, when the Rotter­
dam mail steamer Berlin, from Har­
wich to H6ok <Jf Holland', having 
safely weathered the hurricane, wat 
wrecked as she was entering port. 
With only a single,exception, all hei 
passengers and crew, numbering alto­
gether 143 persons, lost tiioir lives. 
The terrific seas broke up the steam­
er with such awful suddenness that 
all efforts to save life appear to havu 
been utterly hopeless. 

At a late hour it was reported that 
some few survivors were still "clinging 
to the wreck, but as the heroic ef 
forts all day of the lifeboat crews 
had failed to reach them, little hope 
that they will be saved remains. 
v A terrific southwesterly gale was 
blowing right inshore and drove the 
steamer on a sand bank close to the 
northern Jetty as she was trying to 
enter the new waterway. Heavy ssas 
quickly pounded the wreck to pieces. 
She broke in two, her forepart sinking 
immediately, while the doomed pas­
sengers and crew could be seen for 
a brief space of time clustered on the 
afterpart. Then the afterpart slipped 
off the ledge and1 disappeared in the 
mountainous waves. Tugs and life 
boats, when the alarm first sounded, 
promptly put out to the assistance of 
the Berlin, but the violence of the 
gale and the heavy seas made it im­
possible to approach the wreck, anfa 
the helpless would^be life savers saw 
the steamer break up and the crew 
and passengers washed away without 
being able to render the slightest as 
eistance. One man, an Englishman 
was saved. Twenty-five todies have 
already been washed ashore.

There 
were other confessions, which, while 
damaging to her own character, ac­
centuated allt the more the terrible 
personal sacrifice she i3 making in 
the effort to save her husband from 
death In an electric chair. The case 
has progressed to the point where 
the defendant had been all but lost 
sight of. His girl like wife is the 
figure about whom the storm lashes 

,4ts fury. She it is whose life is being 
searched out and who is teing held up 
to scorn by the prosecuting officer. 

There was not a subject affecting 
the witness of so intimate a nature 
that the district attorney hesitated to 
haul in from its hang place and1 hold 
it before the gaze of the world, all 
the while requiring that she should 
recognize and own the fault in her

MYERLY NAMED PD3TMASTER.

Washington, Feb. 22.—Representa­
tive Hull has at last settled that Des 
Moines postoffi-ce controversy by nam 
ing J. I. Myerly to succeed Postmaster 
John McKay. He so informed Presi 
dent Roosevelt yesterday and the 
nomination will probably be sent to 
the senate by the president today. 

Capt. Hull made the following state­
ment: "The appointment is not fac­
tional," said Captain Bull. "I have 

' selected Myerly without regard to any 
faction. He has the support almost 
of the entire east side. In West Des 
Moines, many Cummins men are for 
him. If th8 matter went to a vote, 
I believe Myerly would be the choice.

EARLY NORTHWEST VOYAGES. 

Some Account of the Arctic Trips 
That Have Been Made. 

Beginning with the American dis­
coveries of John Cabot In 1497, the 
search for the northwest passage was 
for many years the object of rival ex­
peditions from Denmark, England, 
France and Portugal, says A. W. 
Greely, in the Century. It was Frobish-
er, however, who in 1576-78 first gave 
a distinct national character to the 
quest. John Davis of Davis' strait, 
followed in three voyages, 1585-88, and 
then, in 1612, came the illustrious and 
hapless Henry Hudson, whose motto 
was that explorers should "achieve 
what they had undertaken or else give 
reasons wherefore it will not be." 

The search for the Atlantic side 
closed for two centuries with the voy­
age of a great seaman, William Baf­
fin, who, in a tiny boat of '55 tons, with 
a miserable equipment, but an un­
daunted heart, attained, in 1616, the 
highest north in the western hemis­
phere, 77 degrees 45 minutes N., and 
discovered three radiating sounds, 
.Tones, Smith and Lancaster, the last 
being the eastern, entrance to the long-
sought passage.
