•.ocidents, Involving great loss of 
•ife and property, occurred during the 
Jiree months ending—W»reh 31st, tn 
he United States, according to accl-
lent bulletin No. 23, Issued Wednes-
lay by the interstate commerce coin-
nission. While the ntimber of lives 
ost and the number Injured are some-
vhat less than during the previous 
hree months, the record yet is appall­
ing. 

The bulletin shows that the total 
lumber of casualties to passengers 
ind to employes while on duty/during 
ihe three months, was 20,563, as com-
oared with 20,944 reported in the, pre-
:eding three months"*-a decrease of 
581. The total number of passengers 
ind employes killed in train accidents 
was 421, and the number of injured 
t,920, 53 less in the number killed and 
20 less in the nuntber injured, as com­
pared with the record of the preceding 
three mouths. 

The total number of collisions and 
derailments in the quarter was 3,991 
'2,078 collisions and 1,913 derail­
ments), of which 323 collisions and 
229 derailments affected passenger 
trains. The damage to cars, engines 
and roadway by these accidents 
amounted to $3,536,110. 

The number of employes killed in 
coupling accidents in this quarter 
phoWs a diminution of 25 per cent, as 
compared with the quarter last pre­
ceding or with that of one year ago. 
The other principal items in the pres­
ent record show no important changes 
jis compared with the last preceding 
auarter, which was marked by large 
aggregates of both killed and injured. 
However, the number of passengers 
reported killed in train accidents—126 
>—is 30 per cent, smaller, but the rec­
ord includes two collisions and two de­
railments, killing a total of 82 persons.

HCLY WAR IS PREACHED AND 
SLAUGHTER IS BEGUN. 

PASHA WILL BE HELD LIABLE 

Party Rotcuing Bodies of Murdered 
: Men Fired on by Arabs and 

Forced to Flee* 

Tangier, Aug. 2.—Dr. Kerle, who 
•rived here on Wednesday night on 
the German ship which brought a 
number of Jews and other refugees 
from Casa Blanca, is the bearer ol 
a report to the French charge d'af­
faires here, showing thai the slaugh­
ter of Europeans in Casa Blanca was 
an outcome of a holy war preached 
by the Arabs for the extermination 
of. Europeans. % 

On Monday a number of Arab 
chiefs entered Casa Blanca and de­
manded that the harbor Improve­
ment works^ cease. T^e pasha of 
Casa Blanca pointed out that this 
work was being done with the sanc­
tion of the sultan, whereupon the 
chiefs replied that the sultan was 
ao longer their ruler, as he obeyed 
the Christians. They then began to 
Incite the natives to exterminate all 
Jews and Europeans in the town. 

Tuesday morning the natives began 
their attack by stoning a European, 
and when this man tried to flee he 
was surrounded and ba^ed to pieces. 
This was the signal fur an ther at­
tack, and as soon as the danger Be­
came known the French and Spanish 
residents rushed to their respective 
consulates for protection. During this 
flight at least eight were murdered. 

M. Ducville, the French consul, de­
manded that the pasha provide an 
escort for the recovery of the bodies. 
The pasha pleaded at first that he 
had no cartridges, but upon further 
representations he finally supplied an 
escort. When this rescue party, how­
ever, reached the scene of the at­
tack it was charged toy a number oi 
Arab cavalrymen and forced into 
flight - * 

In the meantime, while the Jews 
and Europeans were taking refuge 
on -board the German ship the Mus­
sulmans began to attack the laborer* 
.employed on the harbor works. They 
fired on the shore boats and killed 
several men, whose bodies subse 
quently were burned. One workman 
who tried to swim off to a ship was 
6hot in the water. 

There was one German and one 
French steamer in the harbor at Casa 
Bla.nca when the Arab steamer pull­
ed out. 

It is estimated that Casa Blanca 
will be Invaded bjt 20,000 Arabs to­
day. 

The French cruiser Gallilee, which 
left here last night for Casa Blanca 
should arrive there today. 

VANDAMAN LOSES. 

la Defeated in Race for Mississippi 
Senatorship. 

Vicksburg, Miss., Aug 2.—Scattered 
returns indicate that John Sharp 
Williams, a statesman,* has defeated 
Governor Vardaman, to whom the title 
of demagogue is frequently applied 
for the Mississippi senatorship. ' 

The returns owing to the length of 
the tickets are slow in coming in but 
the outlook Is excellent for a heavy 
majority for the congressman over 
his negro baiting opponent, the last 
reports indicating that Williams has 
beaten Vardaman by 8 to 1. 

The campaign waged between the 
two for the primary vote which, of 
course, settles the issue in this state, 
has ibeen full of interest because of 
the personalities of the men involved 
and the means they have relied on to 
gain the popular suffrage. 

Vardaman has sought to outpitch-
fork Tillman and would have gone to 
the senate on the platform of repeal­

ing the fifteenth amendment to the 
United States constitution. 

Williams has claimed that there Is 
no negro voting issue in Mississippi 
and since the negro never is allowed 
to vote here, this contention seems to 
be justified.
