IN8ANE MAN IS KILLED. 

Inmate of Bartonville. Asylum 
from Cottage Roof, 

Falls 

Peoria, 111.—On tjie very eve of the 
Investigation of tbe Bartonville asylum 
for the insane in this city, a paroled 
prisoner, John Rlordan, at an early 
hour Wednesday morning walked out 
on the roof of a porch of the cottage in 
which he was confined, slipped on the 
ice and fell 18 feet to the ground, 
where he was found dead by a watch-* 
man.

JUDGE GIVEN IS DEAD. 

Aged Jurist Passes Away After Long 
lllneta. , 

Des Moines.—Judge losfyth Given, 
one of the pioneer jurists of Iowa, 
died on the 3d, at the home of bit 
daughter, 1442 Ninth street. 

He was for a great many years one 
of the pioneer lawyers of Des Moines 
and served on the district bench for 
a number of years. For several years 
he has been an Invalid and has for a 
part of that time traveled in the in­
terests of his health. Besides his 
wife, he leaves two sons and a 
daughter. -

About eighteen mouths age he re­
turned from the south, where he had 
been traveling for his health. Since 
that time he has been seriously ill.' 
and at different times hope was des­
paired of. A few days ago he began 
to sink rapidly apd death, came very 
peacefully. 

Joslah Given was born In West­
moreland county, Pa., August 81, 1828. 
He obtained his education in the dis­
trict schools. When the war in 
Mexico began he enlisted as a drum­
mer and a few months later he be­
came a private soldier In the Fourth 
Ohio infantry and served to the close 
of the war. Upon returning home he 
began the study of law with J. R. Bar­
croft and an older brother at Millers-
burg. He was admitted to the bar in 
1850 and the following year was 
choRen prosecuting attorney. Later 
he was admitted to partnership with 
J. R. Barcroft and at the beginning ot 
the war of the rebellion he raised a 
company of which he was chosen 
captain and entered the service in the 
Twenty-fourth Ohio infantry. He was 
promoted to lieutenant colonel of the 
regiment and in 1863 was appointed 
colonel of the Seventy-fourth Ohio in­
fantry. 

After the war he was elected post­
master of the national house of rep­
resentatives, serving two years. In 
May, 1868, he removed to iowa, settl­
ing In Des Moines, where he resumed 
tho practice of law. In January, 1872 
he became district attorney of the 
Fifth district, serving three years. At. 
the close of his term he entered into 
partnership with J. R. Barcroft in the 
practice of his profession. In Novem­
ber, 1886, he was elected judge of the 
Seventh judicial district, serving until 
March 12, 1889, when he was ap­
pointed Judge of the supreme court by 
Governor Larrabea to fill a vacancy 
caused by the resignation of Judge J. 
R. Reed. He was twice re-elected, 
serving as associate judge and chief 
justice until December 31, 1901. 

Judge Given had always been a pop­
ular public speaker at soldiers' gath­
erings and had long been a member 
of the Grand Army of the Republic.

Coldest Day of Winter In New Vork

Chicago.—A ftle&storm which turned 
to rain Wednesday seriously affected 
telegraphic communication between 
Chicago and many outside cities, espe­
cially in the west. St. Louis, Omaha 
and Kansas City were entirely cut off 
from the east during the early hours 
by a sleets torn which surrounded St 
Louis and extended Into Iowa. In 
Chicago the storm affected much of 
the transportation in rush hours. 
Electric railroads were the principal 
sufferers. 

Several Deaths in New York. 
New York.—After having dropped 

to a low record for the season, the 
temperature late Wednesday lifted 
Just enough to permit of a snowstorm 
of considerable proportions. When tho 
day broke the mercury waB but one 
degree above zero—seven points short 
of the coldest weather ever recorded 
here. The charitable societies found 
much to do in the way of alms-giving. 
The police reported several deaths 
from exposure. 

New York Reports 45 Below. 
Ballston, N. Y.—A new cold-weather 

record for this section of the state 
was made Wednesday when the mer­
cury dropped to 45 degrees below zero. 

Michigan 8uffers from Blizzard. 
Grand Rapids, Mich. — A blizzard, 

the second in a week, raged in 
western Michigan Wednesday and 
interfered seriously with traffic on 
steam and electric lines. Snow was 
piled into deep drifts by the high gale 
and packed hard. Trains were re­
ported stalled at Big Rapids, Holland 
and Muskegon. The Grand Rapids, 
Grand Haven & Muskegon interurban 
line and the Holland interurban were 
completely tied up. There were no 
cars in or out of Grand Rapids 
Wednesday. 

Wisconsin Burled in Snow. 
Milwaukee. — Dispatches from the 

state report that the worst storm 
of the winter raged Wedresday. 
Manitowoc reported country roads 
blockaded and that a sleighing 
party was stalled for hours in the 
snow four miles from the city. 
Trains ran irregularly. Green Bay re­
ported eight inches of snow, with no 
abatement of the storm. In Milwaukee 
about five Inches of snow fell, fol­
lowed by a sleetstorm. The snow 
drifted badly and caused the street 
railways considerable trouble in mov­
ing cars. 

Deep Snow in Minnesota. 
Winona, Minn.—-After 30 hours of 

continuous snowfall in southern Min­
nesota, eight Inches of snow covers 
the ground.

ICE DEALERS SENT TO JAIL. 

ROBBED OF OVER $50,000. 

New Rascality of Missing Corwith 
Cashier Unearthed. 

Meson City.—Revelations relative 
to the defunct bank at Corwith indi 
cafe that Standring, the defaulting 
cashier, victimized a blood relative, J 
L. Haswell of Albany^N, Y., who paid 
a visit tfr this part of the state recent 
ly and who has secured B. J. Thomp 
son of Forest City to look after his 
affairs. 

Mr. Haswell intrusted Standring 
with more than $50,000, said to be 
most of his savings, for investment 
Practically all of this was lost and 
the victim was reduced to . penury. 

The stockholders of the bank will 
be compelled, it is said, to put up an 
amount the face value of their sub­
scribed stock, which will, ruin man> 
of them. From it all will grow end­
less litigation, as is already evident, 
and the process of the law will extend 
over a wide territory, covering Iowa 
Minnesota and the Dakotas. Already 
suits are pending involving real estate 
titles supposed to have bee;i valid 
and unassailable. They will be found 
to rest upon false deeds. House­
holders will be ejected from homes 
•they thought their own or put upo.j 
them incumbrances which at one 
time had been discharged. 

Attorneys in the cases say It will 
take years before the matter Is un 
tangled. What will be saved from the 
wreck is yet a m;:Vter of speculation. 

Three 'Prominent Toledo Men Given 
Six Months. 

Toledo, O. — Roland Beard and 
C-ompton Leaman of the Hygeia 
Ice Company and Joseph Miller, man­
ager of the Toledo Ice and Coal Com­
pany, were Tuesday sentenced to six 
months in the county jail and to pay 
coBts of prosecution by Judge Klnkade 
for conspiracy in restraint of trade. 

These men were found guilty last 
July and at that time Judge Klnkade 
sentenced each of them to six months 
in the workhouse and to pay $2,500 
fine. The case was appealed and a 
few days ago the supreme court 
handed down a decision declaring the 
convicted men could be sent to jail, 
but not to the workhouse. They were 
remanded to the commou pleas court 
for resentence and while the fine was 
not assessed the workhouse sentence 
was. changed to the county jail. 

No further 'effort will be made in be­
half of the defendants. They at once 
began their term of sentence. All the 
men are of prominent Toledo famil-
lies.

The wagon jvas 
loaded with corn and its great weight 
faiirly crushed the life out of the lad 
breaking his back. He was carried 
to a Offerby house and lived only a 
few utautea. 

Former Baseball Magnate Bankrupt. 
St. Louis.—A petition in voluntary 

bankruptcy was filed Monday by Chris 
Von Der Ahe, for many years a prin­
cipal figure in the baseball world and 
owner of the St. Louis American asso­
ciation team from its organization in 
1876 until his retirement in 1898. 

According to the petition he alleges 
he has but $200 assets to offset $27,-
865.35 liabilities. Many of his largest 
debts are notes for money borrowed 
for the support of the team he owned.

Jackson, Ky., Feb. 7.—Former Coun­
ty Judge Jamea Hargis, for many 
years a member of the state executive 
committee, accused of complicity in 
many great murders, and a prominent 
figure in the feuds which had dis­
rupted Briethitt county for several 
years, was shot and Instantly killed 
in his general store here yesterday 
afternoon by his son, Beach Hargis. 

The son fired five shots in rapid 
succession at his father, who fell dead 
while hiB clerks were waiting on cus­
tomers. 

The exact cause of the murder has 
not been learned but it is supposed to 
have been the result of differences 
which have existed between father 
and son for some time. The two men 
are reported to have had a quarrel 
several nights ago, when the father, 
it is alleged, was compelled to 
resort to violence to restrain his son. 

Young Hargis, it is said, had been 
drinking heavily of late. He came in­
to the store lest yesterday afternoon 
and was apparently under the influ­
ence of liquor. Judge Hargis, it is 
said, spoke to his son about his drink­
ing and a quarrel resulted. Father 
and son stepped behind a counter In 
the store, when the son, after only a 
few minutes' controversy drew a re­
volver and fired five shots. The first 
took effect, the noted mountain char­
acter falling dead. 

The young lady stenographer and 
the customers In the store rushed for 
the doors and fled in fright. • 

Young Hargis was arrested and 
placed in Jail. He was raving like a 
maniac and the officers were compell­
ed to drag him to jail.

CORTELYOU IS SCORED. 

Senator Declares Panama Canal Bonds 
Not Regular. 

Washington, D. C., Feb. 7.—Senator 
CulBerson yesterday scored Secretary 
Cortelyou in a senate speech, deciar 
Ing the secretary had erred in issuing 
Panama canal bonds In the manner In 
which that was done. 

"In Issuing the 3 per cent certificates 
the secretary also violated the law," 
Mr. Culberson said, "because they 
were not used for the purpose pro­
vided by the statutes, as there was 
ample funds for these purposes. 

"Morover," he said, "the secretary 
had violated the law in issuing the 3 
per cent notes as the law limits the 
basis of suoh notes to registered bonds 
of the United States and to Panama 
bonds. He had also failed to distri­
bute tills money as provided under the 
act of March 4, 1905. This distribu­
tion was inequitable," said Mr. Culber­
son, "as the money was used by the 
New York banks for speculative pur­
poses. 

"The public money deposited in the 
national banks of the United States," 
said Mr. Culberson, "on March 22, 
1907, was $140,000,000. On Dec. 3 the 
amount reached the enormous sum oi 
$223,000,000. In New York City alone 
on March 22 the amount was $14,000,-
000 on deposit; on Aug. 22, $28,000,-
000, and on Dec. 3, $75,000,000. New 
York City, with about one-sixth of the 
capitalized surplus of all tbe banks 
secured one-third of all the public 
money on deposit; the Eastern states, 
Including New York, having only 
about three times the capital and sur­
plus of the southern states, were 
given four times as much of the pub 
lie money."

On his arrival Senhor Franco 
held out his hand to aid his wife 
As he turned it could be seen that 
Franco's face was drawn and care­
worn, his* air was one of depression 
and worry.

They went directly to the 
Hotel de la Palx. The former premier 
was described as follows:

With 
imposing ceremonies, it was carried 
back to its native soil, and restored 
to the very Bpot where "Tom" Lin­
coln, the father, put Its rough tim­
bers together. On another part of the 
farm, as an antithesis to the hut, and 
as illustrative of the height to 
which the son attained from such a 
humble origin, It is planned to erect 
a memorial structure which will be 
an exact reproduction of the White 
House at the time Lincoln lived there. 
Within Its walls will be preserved all 
the available historical treasures as­
sociated with his name and fame. 

The date chosen for the dedication 
of the Lincoln farm is especially ap­
propriate, for it marks the 100th anni­
versary of the birth of the martyred 
president Prominent Americans from 
the north, south, east and west are 
expected to be present at the exer­
cises.
