“They are,” he sald, *“typical represen-
tatives of a race that has ever been loyal
to America and American institutions; a
race that has never raised a hostlle hand
mpgalnst our country’s flag; a race that
has contributed to the nation tens of
thousands of brave defenders, not one of
swvhom has ever turned traltor or faltered
in his fidelity.

‘*They ask no favors because they are
negroes, but only for justice because they
are men."”

A Negro Audience.

Seldom if ever has the capital contalned

as many negroes as today. They were at-

tracted by the announcement of Senator
¥oraker's speech, Ordinarily the galleries

. are occupied entirely by white people, but

today fully two-thirds of the seats were
filled with negroes. It was evident from
the beginning that the Ohio senator was
expected to make a satisfying defense of
the negro race, and that he would not
lack an appreciative audience.

Attacks the Charges.

Senator Foraker's address was in the®
main a review of the evidence taken dur-
ing the long drawn out hearing conducted
by the senate committee. He declared
that a careful study of the testimony by
an unblased man could lead to but one
conclusion—that the negro soldiers had
been unjustly accused of ‘‘shooting up"
‘Brownsville. *“Nothing remains to com-

lete their vindication,” he sald, ‘‘except
he discovery of the real culprits, which
time will surely bring to pass unless the
adage ‘murder will out’ has ceased to be
& truth.,” He declared that the evidence
against the negroes was purely clrcum-
stantial, that it was contradictory and
that on the whole it was flimsy and weak.

It is Senator Foraker's theory that the
citizens of Brownsville, out of animosity
to the negro soldiers, did the shooting

.| and other disorderly acts charged against

the soldiers. He pointed out that the evi-
dence showed that the peodle of Browns-
ville could secure ammunition llke that
used in the shooting, while the soldiers
themselves had no opportunity to secure
extra cartridges.

Compares the Bills.

Mr. Foraker compared bills pending be-
fore the senate providing for the enlist-
ment of the soldlers, one introduced by
Benator Warner of Missouri, giving the

resident authority to reenlist them if
he snould be satisfled that they did not

articlpate in the affray, and that by

BURNED

TREMENDOUS CONFLAGRATION
IN S8UBURB OF BOSTON.

o ———

THREE PERSONS KILLED

Injured Number Fifty—Property Dam-
age $10,000,000—Churches, Fac-
tories, Public Bulldings and
Tenements Burned.

Boston, = The greatest flre that
has scourged any part of the metro-
polftan district in ten years de-
vastated the manufacturing, tenement
and retail sections of Chelsea, burning
over one square mile of territory and
leveling many of the city's best struc-
tures, Sunday and Sunday night. Three
persons lost their lives and about 650
persons were injured.

The fAre started at 10:40 a. m. and
was not under control until nine
o'clock in the evening, notwithstand-
ing that half of the Boston fire depart
ment's strength and steamers from a
dozen other cities and towns went to
the aid of the Chelsea brigade. The
loss was estimated at $5,575,000. About
1,600 families are homeless.

Flames Spread by Gale.

The fire originated in the rear of
the Boston Blacking company's works
on West Third street, near the East-
ern division of the Boston & Maine
rallroad and In close proximity to the
Everett City line. A terrific gale from
the northwest carried burning shin-
gles, embers and myriads of sparks to
a score of wooden buildings, most of
them of cheap wooden construction.
The fire started almost in the extreme
southwest section of the city and cut
a path to the end of Maverick street
at the extreme southeastern end of
the city, which borders on Chelsea
creek. This is about one and a half

miles from where the fire began. The |

flames spread through the heart of thp
business section, which was
about midway between the two ex-
treme limits reached by the fire.

Among the structures destroyed
were 13 churches, two hospitals, the
public library, city hall, five school
buildings, 20 business blocks, nearly a
score of factories and upwards of 300
tenements and dwelling houses.

Militia Guard Property.

A militia call by Mayor Beck of
Chelsea brought out the First com-
pany, coast artillery, Capt. Renfrew

commanding, in order to guard prop-
erty moved into the streets from
buildings in the paths of the flames.
Col. Wood, commanding the marines
at the Charlestown navy yard, volun-
teered the services of the One Hun-
dred and Fifth company, stationed at
the navy yard, and on request of May-
or Beck the company was sent to the
fire under command of Capt. Hill
Rear Admiral Swift of the navy yard
also sent out all the men from the re-
ceiving ship Wabash who were not al-
ready off on leave. These sailors were
not sent under command of any offi-
cer, but were instructed to give their
gervices wherever needed.

Late Sunday night the goverror put
the city under martial law, but there
has been little disorder and the flames
left little for the troops to guard.

Prompt Relief Measures.

Boston. From the embers of
Sunday’'s conflagration in Chelsea
there arose Monday a well-organized
movement for ald and relief of the
10,000 homeless, a counting of the
cost by insurance companies, whose
representatives placed their losses at
three millions and a half, and a deter-
mination by the city authorities to re-
build the 350 acres swept by the
flames where stood, before the fire,
property valued at nearly $6,000,000.
