Des Moines, May 13.—Union elec­
tric light, telephone and street car 
linemen employed by the Iowa Tele­
phone company, the Des Moines Elec­
tric company and the Des Moines 
City Railway company have asked a 
raise in wages' ranging from 10 to 
15 per cent. An increase of 30 cents 
a day is asked for linemen and 80 
cents a day for foremen. Linemen 
<tnd foremen now receive $3 a day. 

After several unsuccessful confer­
ences the lineir~n employed by the 
street car company quit work Wed­
nesday pending a settlement of the 
troubles. The company refused to 
grant the-Increase. Negotiations for a 
settlement are now pending between 
the telephone and the electric light 
companies. 

There are about ninety-five union 
linemen in Des Moines. The street 
car company employs only nine. The 
majority of them are employed by 
the Iowa Telephone company. 

A walk-out by all the linemen at 
this time would seriously hamper ex­
tension work now being started by 
the electric light company and would 
delay the unification of the two tele­
phone systems.

Survivors Suffer Qrtatly From Lack 
of Food—-Thousands Arc Homeless 

—Help Needed. 

San Jose, Costa Rica.—The dead at 
C&rtago number 1,600. The city was 
destroyed by an earthquke which last­
ed four seconds. It was a tremulous 
movement, which followed a few 
minor shocks. 

It occurred^ st seven o'clock 
Wednesday evening. No one had time 
to run out of the houses. 

The railroad and telegraph lines 
were broken and the electric light 
wires fell, leaving the city In dark­
ness. Thousands ran panic-stricken 
in all directions in an effort to save 
themselves, leaving behind those un­
der the ruins. 

Every house and building was de­
stroyed, Including four churches and 
the palace of the American peace 
court, the gift of Andrew Carnegie. 
Some Americans are reported to have 
been killed, but identification is Im­
possible. Many of the wounded died, 
suffering terribly. Entire families 
have been wiped out 

Rafael Angel Troyo, the Costa RIcan 
poet, is among the dead. 

The college of the Slleslan priests 
fell while the prlest9 and children 
were at prayer. Two priests and ten 
children were killed. 

No more formidable disaster has oc­
curred in the history of Costa Rica, 
and perhaps In all Central America. 

President Gonzales Viques and 
President-elect Ricardo Jlmlnez are 
personally in charge of the work of 
rescue, but there is little hope that 
those under the ruins can escape. 

Days must elapse before the real 
situation can be determined. The 
monetary losses reach far Into the 
millions. Foreign help is needed bad­
ly, and must be prompt If good is to 
come of it. Thousands are homeless 
and without food. Fires that followed 
the destruction of the town added to 
the horror of the situation, and heavy 
rains that have fallen since have 
made the conditions almost unbeara­
ble.

way outside the building to a waiting 
automobile in time to be whirled away to 
the train which carried them on their 
way to Washington to continue tbeir 
fight against the Aldrich machine in the 
senate.

•—sought opportunities to show their ap­
preciation and voice their indorsement of 
the speakers.' sentiments. 

The meeting set a record In the politi­
cal annals of Iowa, not only In point of 
attendance hut, progressives believe 
in the wide signllkance of the event and 
Its influence upon politics In Iowa. The 
two men who represent Iowa In the na­
tion's highest Inw making body dropped 
their work at Washington for five days 
in order to make a flying trip to their 
home state and appear before their co» 
stituents to give an account of their 
work In the senate.

I fight for them, because they 
stand for the principles which I espouse. 

Cheered for Garst.

Four More to Qo. 
"When yon send Ityera and Darrah and

Henewed cheering greeted this asser 
tlon. and It continued as Mr. Cummin* 
deelnred: "I Intend to stand by my 
guns down there at Washington, t wa* 
only able to leave this time because Aid-
rich, in the plcntitude of his power, eon 
eluded that he would go away for s few 
days, and I took advantage of his ab­
sence. I am not afraid that the roll will 
he called for a vote on the railway bill 
either, until Senator liolliver snd myself 
are In our seats In the senste chambe:

The senators were Introduced by Hal 
v«\v Ingham, who characterlxed Polllver 
UN "the admiral of the progressive navy, 
and Cummins us "the general of the pro­
gressive movement." 

He 8poke of Tariff. 
Much of Senator 1/olliver's address wai 

devoted to a discussion of the course 
followed by the lowans with respect to 
the Aldrlcn-l'uyne tariff bill. He started 
with v|he assertion that he had not come 
to speak unkindly of President Tuft. 

"I do not come to put Into your minds 
an unkind thought, or Into your mouths 
an inconsiderate word with regard to the 
president of the I'nlted States," he said, 
"lie has great duties and responsibilities, 
hut he Is not aloue In that particular 
And It Is no reflection upon htm that 
under solemn obligation to preserve the 
public welfare. I (Ind It necessary to dis­
agree with him and the leadership to 
which he is committed." 

Applause gieeted this declaration of the 
right to Independent thought. "He savs 
he Is the titular leader of the republi­
can party," he continued. "Now, what 
is a titular head? He is a good man, 
entirely surrounded by people who have 
the advantage of knowing exactly what 
they want. And If 1 have any complaint 
It Is that those men have crowded to the 
front In the president's counsels, who 
have no Interest In our party." Ills 
description of the presidents situation 
provoked a round of applause. 

Senatpr Dolliver paid his respects to 
Attorney General Wlckersham In no un 
certain terms and later on his criticism 
was echoed by Senator Cummins. Wlck­
ersham was characterlbed by Senator 

"Dolliver as a man who had never until 
recently been Identified with the repub­
lican party but who now assumes the 
task of reading out of that party men 
wbo were In It before his allegiance to It 
was contemplated. Senator Cummins de 
dared that. Wlckersham has for years 
been active as a corporation attorney In 
New York and has helped to establish 
practically all the big trusts, and who 
now has taken up the work of expurgat­
ing the republican party. "He will find 
that, the people of this country prefer 
the unexpurgated edition," be udded, 
amid applause. 

After Senator Dolliver had told the 
history of the tariff legislation of the 
extraordinary session of congress, Sen­
ator Cummins said. "You have heard 
tonight, from the man who knows more 
about the tariff law than any other man 
In the United States, more truth than 
ever before fell upon your ears." 

Dolliver. 's declaration was that the 
tariff law as enacted did not represent 
the wisdom of a majority of the mem­
bers of congress. He referred to Presi­
dent Taft's Winona Bpeech In which re­
ductions In the tariff were claimed, with 
the assertion that, even If the tables 
had been true, they did not prove the 
case. "The pledge of the party,'.' he 
said, "was to revise the tariff with re­
gard to the conditions surrounding 
the trade situation in the United 
States and the cost of production at home 
and abroad.." 

Mr. Dolliver's contention throughout 
his tariff reference was that the tariff 
hill was written by those most closely 
interested In the schedules and not by 
congress. As an Instance he declared 
that the veteran lobbyist for the .silk 
manufacturers, when he left Washing­
ton at the end of the extraordinary ses­
sion, shook hands with his acquaintances 
and asserted : "O'/ntlemen, that Is the best 
silk schedule I ever wrote.." 

This and similar references to the "In­
side facts." In connection with the tariff 
law drew forth prolonged applauce to In­
dicate the audience's sympathy with the 
stand of the senator, which he expressed 
at one time as follows: -

"This condition may be all right. 
May be I shouldn't raise my voice against 
It. In order not to disturb the harmony 
of the gathering. But I Intend, as Ions 
as I remain In the senate, to have some­
thing to sn.v. myself, about what tbost> 
schedules shall he. When I can't I'll re­
turn to the arena of insurrection.

"1 have been drawn to Garst's support, 
Mr. Dolliver declared, "because from the 
beginning I have had his help, his sym­
pathy, bis indorsement and his bo-
niicinrlon In the light I have been trying 
to make for good government of these 
United States.. ' 

Senator Cummins paid eloquent tribute 
to the Iowa progressive candidates, and 
as he mentioned the 'name of each the 
audlcncc broke forth with rounds of ap­
plause. "My long time, tried and true 
friend, Governor Garst," he said, "and 
ail his associates on the progressive 
ticket have earned long ago my undying 
and everlasting gratitude, but if It were 
alone a matter of personal friendship 1 
would not be here and they would not 
permit me to interfere In this campaign.

"The present congress has made no 
laws which the republican party Is under 
obligation to assimilate as the creed and 
doctrine of the party. Congress not only 
failed to make reductions that have 
ohmmercial significance in the business 
of the people of the United States, but It 
Ignored the doctrines of tbe republican 
party. 

"If there had been merely differences 
of opinion as to how much reduction 
should be made In certain schedules, and

SENATOR DOLLIVER'S SPEECH.

cotton schedules of the present law (Wil­
son hill) were really made b.v the manu­
facturers. except as to a few Items, lours 
very truly, 'Nelson Dingley, Jr.' 

True of Other Industries. 
"What Is true of/ the cotton schedule 

and the wool schedule Is true of the othet 
textile industries. Our tariffs on llnett 
gOods, and on silks/ arc more completely 
products of the factories concerned titan 
the cloths which they weave, and sn 
thoroughly Is that understood that few 
people In congress were able to see tho 
Joke, when at the end of the extraordinary 
session the lifelong lobbyist of the silk 
mills left the capitol .saying: "Gentle­
men, that Is the best silk schedule 1 ever 
wrote.' 

"For thirty years our hearings before 
the ways and uuttuH committee have been 
little more than an Itemized statement 
by Interested parties of what they de. 
sired to have done, and a careful study 
of these hearings, during the period ot 
my own public service, enabies me to say 
that a very large proportion of the rates, 
even In the minor schedules, can be traced, 
almost In a straight line, to these hear­
ings. In the old days, when many of om 
Industries were struggling for a foothold lit

Since that long, rainy night when I stood 
In the public street before the old brick 
house ID Washington where James Blaine 
lay in the shadow of death, 1 have no 
experience more hitter than the experience 
of finding political associates, friends and 
neighbors waging an unrcptibllcitn con­
test. . . 

"The president of the United States 
has described himself as the titular leader 
of the republican party. What Is a titular 
leader? A titular leader Is a man entirely 
surrounded by people who have the sense 
to know exactly what they want. 

"And If I have any complaint to make 
It Is that Into his council have crowded 
men who do not have the Interest 0 
welfare of the party or country nt heart. 

Declined Both Invitations. 
"In speaking here tonight It will be 

hard to keep within the breastworks of 
old republicanism. Hut I have had a 
food deal of experience and I believe 1 
"now the doctrines of the republican 
party well. I have defended them be­
fore' the American people for the last 
wenty-flve years and I do not Intend to 
etlre* from that goodlv fellowship, ill 
hough I have been Invited to do so from 

one direction and somewhat violently 
tir^cd from another direction. I have de 
dined both Invitations. 

"I do not respect the authority of the 
attorney general to read me out of the 
party. I decline the invitation to depart 
at tills time. 

"I was born in the republican party. 
I know something about Its history, and 
I know Its future lies In the success of 
the movement, now nation wide, to de­
pose and set aside a leadership which has 
betrayed the people. And I hnve been 
accused nt the bar of renubllcanlsm In 
the I'nlted States because 1 have refused 
to become a party to It. 

Promise of Republican Party. 
"I have already said that the promise of 

the republican party to the American peo­
ple was not of a character to be per­
formed by if few alterations In the old 
schedules," even if these could have been 
adroitly advertised as downward revisions. 
If no other question was Involved, repub­
lican members of congress outvoted In their 
efforts to secure reductions In the rates, 
would have probably expressed their dls-
apooiift incut without recording their 
votes against the measure on lis final 
passage.

"Having in mind the history of tariff 
making In congress, the party agreed that 
the revision should be made with refer­
ence to a standard of Justice, a standard 
which measured the protection, to be ac 

been understood by the public, was lesi 
offensive morally than it Is now. 

"Yet, more than twenty years ago th'i 
senate, in the Allison bill of INKS, added 
a nrovlBion, elaborate In Its machinery. fo< 
put tins our customs laws upon a tarlfl 
commission : and in 1KU7 Senator Spooner, 
a man of tnarvelously clear vision; Intro­
duced Into the senate on July ft an amend 
ment to the Dingley hill, prepared by 
Colonel Tlehenor. creating a tariff com­
mission. and In support of his amendment 
spoke these words of wisdom, far more sig­
nificant now than they were then : 

" 'If the old method of tariff making 
had produced no other scandals except 
that Involved In transferring to interested 
outside parties, the exercise of he power 
of the congress over taxation. It would 
have been had enough : but, unhappily, t7ic 
method lends Itself too easily to the sys­
tem of party organization through which 
the bosslsm, which has corrupted nearly 
all our municipal governments and taken 
the administration of the 11 ffairs of great 
commonwealths out of the hands of the 
peopie who Inhabit them, has been brought 
into the legislative power of the govern­
ment.' " 

SENATOR CUMMIN8' ADDRESS. 

Junior 8enator Gives Views On Pro­
gressive Principles. 

"Mr. Chairman, Kcllow Republicans. 
Fellow Citizens, T.adles and Gentlemen : 
This day I have long sought for, iH'canse; 
for nearly ten years I tried to make the, 
people of Iowa know something of the 
soundness of the doctrine of protection. 

"You have heard tonight from the man 
who knows more about the tariff law than 
any other man within the limit of the 
United States, more truths In regard to It 
than ever before fell upon your ears. 

Do not for a moment be deceived with 
respect to the attitude of that clement of 
republicans, of which I am a part, toward 
the doctrine of protection. We hold It as 
sacred as do these other men who can find 
no flaw whatsoever In any tariff laws they 
have been connected with I11 the congress 
of tbe United States. 

"But In the campaign upon which we 
are Just entering, I for one, do not, will 
not and dure not. attempt to make the 
people of the United States believe a lie. 
We have gotten too far In this country 
townrds better and higher things to' war­
rant any man to deceive, or nttempt to 
deceive, the American people with respect 
to the tariff that was passed In the extra 
ordinary session of congress which closed 
the 17tii of Inst August. 

Pledges Not Fulfilled. 
"It was not a fair and honest fulfill­

ment of our pledge, and 110 man with self-
respect will so avow before the American 
people. 

"I do not Intend tills evening to 
enter further upon the subject, save to 
say that for the last eight years 1 nnve 
went up and down before the people of 
Iov;n appealing to them In the name of 
justice and fair dealing for a revision 
of tho dules imposed upon imports. And 
for the coming eight years, or twenty If 
God spares my life so long, will I go up 
and down before the citizens of the United 
States appealing to all to redeem the 
pledges or the party to the country, the 
faith upon which Taft was elected presi­
dent of the United States. 

"I came to realize In the last session 
the difficulties of applying the doctrines 
of protection to the affairs of the nation. 
I came to know the real despot of the 
senate. I learned that men followed his 
leadership wlio would not have done so 
If we had been able to show lo the people 
the truth of the difference between the 
cost of production here and abroad." 

Tells of Tariff Fight. 
The senator then told of his fight for 

tbe establishment of a real tariff coin-
mlwton, concluding his remarks with the I 
statement : 

"You will never get It until progressive 
republicans are In control." 

When I reach Washington next Thurs­
day morning I will have traveled nearly 
three thousand miles In order to enjoy the 
privilege of speaking to the republicans of

based upon the fnct that no attempt was 
made In any schedule to apply that stand­
ard. as the platform of the party required. 

"Not only so. hut the effort which was 
made to abolish obsolete methods of tar­
iff tinkering by the creation of a perma­
nent board of experts, so that the accu­
mulated scandals of a generation might 
be eliminated from the work of congress 
in the future were ridiculed and rejected, 
and the platform of the party itself de­
nounced as a vain and worthless expres­
sion. The circumstance wag Ignored 
that for over twenty years we have had 
self-constituted tariff commissions at work, 
without public responsibility or authority 
dictating to congress, not only the amount 
of protection demanded, but the very 
language, often devious and unintelligible. 
in which the purpose of the law should 
be expressed. 

Abuse Is Old One. 
"This abuse Is a very old one. Forty-

two years ago a stupid and fraudulent 
schedule of wool and woolens was pro-
pared by the parties interested outside ot 
congress, and enacted Into law, without 
changing even the punctuation. It wns 
at a'time of general Indifference of the 
public mind toward such matters and 
what seemed perfectly natural then Is 
morally Incredible today. 

"If Senator Sherman could stand up 
today, on this floor, and defend 11 tariff 
scehule on the grtind that the parties 
Interested had written it themselves, and 
exhort Ills colleagues not to dot an "I" 
or cross a "t" In their manuscript, so 
that in the future they would be estopped 
from complalnfng about it, I presume a 
good many voices would be heard in oh-
ioction, and somebody wOuld he liable 
to say that a proposition Involving the 
price of the people's clothing should be 
considered for a few minutes at least from 
n nubile standpoint, so that that portion 
of ' the community which wears woolen 
clothes should have their complaint heard. 

"Yet in 1807 Schedule K was handed 
to us, after that exact argument by Sen­
ator Sherman, and by that exact argu­
ment It has been continued from gen­
eration to generation, bringing Into re­
proach everv general revision of the tariff 
from that day to this. Even nt the be­
ginning, there were some voices against 
such a method of transacting the public 
business. The names of Charles Sumner 
and Henry Wilson were recorded against 
the measure on Its final passage. But 
there is no evidence that the genera' 

primary campaign now In progress. This 
proves more conclusively than any words 
1 could utter my deep Interest In the out­
come of the political struggle now going 
on among the republicans of the state. 
It was never more Important than now 
that this republican party should hold the 
C^lns of government, but it Is not less Im-
portnat that the right kind of republicans 
shall handle the reins and direct the course 
of the governmental chariot. Presently 
it will be our chief concern to elect re-, 
publican candidates; but It ought lo be 
our chief concern now to nominate for

Its first and best care to the weak and the 
lowly, to the men who make up the rank 
and file of humanity, and who are unable 
to' protect themselves against the power 
of vast wealth, Inordinate avarice and cor­
porate combination. 

Two Kinds of Republicans. 
"I do not shirk from the admission that 

there are at least two kinds of republi­
cans. We may all hold the same general 
":ilth but there are two results sught and 
.t Is for the republicans of Iowa to deter­
mine which of these shall rule In this state. 

"While the principal purpose of my visit 
to Iowa at this time is to say a 
others, I do not pretend to be altogether 

c!ii rafter of this meeting. I understoo 
from the columns of the papers that ther< 
were some citizens here who thought till.--
was to be a good roads convention, and 
I do not intend to altogether ignore tbe 
fact that there Is a sense in which it 
is a good roads convention.

Its phraseology. 

Affects Other Schedules. 
"But Schedule K Is not the only one 

of our tariff schedules which congress 
has hnbltuallv left to a commission of 
exnerts, without connection with the 

unselfish, and before we approach the main 
subject of my address, your Indulgence is 
asked for a word in ray own behalf. Al­
though not a candidate for office in the 
coming primary, I value more than any 
other thing on earth, that pertains to pub­
lic affairs, the good will, the confidence and 
the support which the republicans of Iowa 
have so generously and lavishly bestowed 
upon my hope that the next republican 
state convention will approve my attitude 
upon national questions and the course I 
have pursued in cqngress.

Prouty and Byers and Datrah and 
lirookhart, in many a nerve wearing, heart­
breaking contest, have won my everlasting 
esteem and gratitude: but if this were all, 
they would bo the first to repudiate my 
presence in their campaign, for I would do 
them more harm than good. 

"What. th*n. Is it which distlntruishns 
this time and this occasion from the old 
fashioned caucus or primary r What is ir 
that dwarfs all oersonai ' relations and 
emphasizes considerations as broad as 
the continent and as pervading as human­
ity Itself?

"t Illustrate again the difference be 
tween the two elements of the republic** 
party: Aldrlcb on the one aide, and Dol 
liver, I.aFol!ette. Brlstow, t'lapp. Borat 
and their associates on the other. Whet 
any proposition arises. It la aa sure aa fat« 
Itself tUat Aldrlcb will view It from th» 
snndpolnt of maintaining power and priv­
ilege In the hands of the great, and the* 
other men will view It from the standpoint 
of controlling the power of those who nav< 
already accumulated fabnlons fortunes, and 
of making It a little easier for the common 
run of mankind to get what they fairly 
earn. These are essential differences; they 
Inhere In the tralntug and education of the 
membership of congress; and I take th« 
liberty of giving but two concrete In­
stances which will exemplify the wbolt 
subject. 
Provision Repealed Anti-Trust Law. 
"When the railway regulation bill which 

la now before the senate came In, fresh 
fr.im the pen of an attorney general who 
had- spent moat of his life In effecting and 
defending consolidations of wealth and 
business which were dangerously near the 
limit Of the law, it contained a provision 
which repealed the anti-ti'ust law with re­
spect to traffic agreements made by rail­
roads, and made such agreements lawful 
if filed with the interstate commerce com­
mission. without any approval whatsoever 
by the commission. This was the most 
startling and shocking legislative proposi­
tion that had been made in more than 
twenty years, for dnrlng the whole period 
of our effort to regulate railroads It has 
been assumed that such agreements would 
have an Inevitable tendency to unjustly in­
crease rates, and therefore no one had ever 
before dared to propose such an evolution 
in our railway policy. True to his instinct, 
the present leader of the senate fought 
hard for this Immunity and privilege for

any other nation on the face of the eartli; 
they have with unexampled rapidity or­
ganized forces of money,, prperty and 
tenuis unknown to any other land or age.

The question is. can 
jto restrict It. regulate It, control it so that

Reason for Action.: • ' 
4,Wlth these preliminary suggestions 1 

answer the next question* which I know 
« uppermost in your minds. A great 
aiany good men are asking why this tur-
soil and agitation within the ranks of the 
republican party? Why does it make any 
lllTerence In the fortunes of the country 
who is nominated; for an office In a repub­
lican primary? The answer to the question 
nust disclose tne differences which exist 
tuiong republicans. 

"Slowly, but surely, the leaders of the 
republican party In congress have drifted 
p,to dangerous alliances with these tre-

for their own rights. They listen first, 
!ast and longest to the appeals, the ar-
iunlpits and the demands of wealth, 
rhey have fallen insensibly Into the be­
lief that the possession of vast sums of 
noney is the best evidence of high Intelli­
gence and exalted patriotism. Most of 
them have been brought up with these 
.nfluencea all around them, and therefore 
when a law Is proposed that restricts or 
reduces corporate power, their first In­
quiry is not, will this measure bring help 
to the people, but, 1b It recommended by 
th« captains of industry, the masters of 
olgh finance, the directors of mighty busi­
ness afTairs, the managers of our unpara­
lleled railway system. A« I have just sug­
gested, these leaders of ours always find 
themselves so busy hearing what these 
princes of the earth have to say about pro­
posed lejgislation that they have scant time 
to consider the wants, desires and needs 
of the great mass or humanity, made up' of 
millions whose, voices are usually faint and 
distant, biit who now and then are heard 
In tones- that shake the whole structure of 
organized society. 

Corporations in Congress. 
have no hesitancy in naming the pres­

ent leaders of the republican party In the 
congress of the United States, In the 
senate one man stands solitary and alone, 
and hitherto his word hus been law to 
that august tribunal. Senator Aldrlch is 
one of the men of whom 1 have been 
speaking. In the house. Mr. Cannon, the 
speaker, has exercised a dominating con­
trol. and after him come Payne, Dalzell, 
and a tew others of the same type. They 
look at these vital problems from the cor-

orate standpoint, and they are always 
earful that any step In the further and

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the railway companies, and had 
for the determined, persistent 
of the progressive senators, AIi 
his overpowering influence, would have 
passed It through the senate. When driven 
from the Initial proposition, he then took 
refuge behind the suggestion that these 
combination traffic agreements might be 
made without specifying the rates, and 
that the commission might approve the 
agreement, but that the rate should go Into 
effect without approval. When driven from 
this position in a long and weary fight, 
then, rather than submit to the fair and 
reasonable regulation of having the In­
creased rates that were made-by the rail­
