The Shahon pea {is nothing more |
the plant properly known
as the Asparagus bean, or Yard-long
It is a close relative of the
cowpea—In fact, by most botanists
considered a mere variety. In experi
mental tests with upwards of 20 va
rieties of Asparagus bean, this de
partment reached the conclusion that
none of them could possibly compete
with the better varieties of cowpeas
as a forage crop. The stems, as a
rule, are much more slender and vin-
ing, and the long pods, which lie on
the ground, cannot be harvested by
machinery. None of these 20 varietles
is as productive, either in herbage or
in pods, as the better varieties of cow-
peas.

The Asparagus bean derives its
name from the fact that the young
green pods, when used as a vegetable,
have somewhat the flavor of aspara-
gus. As a vegetable, the Asparagus
bean may come into somewhat more
general use than it has in the past,
but as a forage crop it has but little
merit. Seed of the Shahon pea, which
apparently is the commonest variety
of Asparagus bean—namely, that hav-
ing pinkish-buff seeds—is offered by
the advertisers at $5 per pound. The
same variety is offered by seedsmen
in France, where the bean is more or
less commonly grown, for 25 cents a
pound.

Another plant which has been thor-
oughly tested, both by the department
and the experiment stations—namely,
the Jack bean—is also being extrava-
gantly advertised under the name of
the Giant Stock Pod bean, or the Wa-
taka bean, the seed being quoted at
$15 per bushel. This bean has been
fully treated of in bureau of plant in-
dustry circalar No. 110, which can be
obtained from the department free up-
on request. While the Jack bean pro-
duces an enormous amount of beans
per acre, they are not relished by
stock, and no satisfactory means of
utilizing them has yet been discov-
ered.

JMPROVYED VARIETIES OF POTA-
l TOES.

American progress in the develop-
ment of improved varieties of pota-
toes has not been satisfactory as com-
pared withe® the progress of leading
Furopean ¢ountries, is the statement
of the bureau pf plant industry of the
department of agriculture in Depart-
gent Bulletin No. 47, “Lessons for
American Potato Growers From Ger-
man Experiences.”

The best European varieties possess
8 better flavor, color and texture, par-
ticularly for boiling and frying, but
these do not succeed when introduced
into the United States. If private
growers would engage in this work
as they have in Great Britain, Ger-
many and Austria, they would find it
@ fascinating industry and would un-
doubtedly make notable achlevements.

In America we have much to ac-
complish in breeding a potato with a
greater starch content. Our potatoes
are now lower than the German va-
rleties by from four to eight per cent.

Our climatic conditions in Afmerica
are so diverse that we need varieties
of potatoes adapted to special locali-
ties. Particularly do we need a heat-
resistant strain that can more suc-
‘cessfully withstand the high summer
itemperatures. Disease resistance is
another quality that has been bred
dnto certain foreign sorts, but is so
lacking in ours that we have to quar-
antine absolutely, certain foreign
itypes that might bring disease with
them.

The breeding pf potatoes for dif-
iferent kinds of cooking might even
be found profitable. A variety spe-
«clally suited for baking is needed; an-
jother for frying; a close-textured
‘tuber 18 in some demand for salads.
‘The housewife today finds it neces-
sary to waste much good material in
jpreparing her potatoes for the table,
|particularly the irregular, deep-eyed
sorts.

The use of commercial fertilizers
mniversally in Germany, is unknown
fn our western potato districts. Cer-
itain of our districts in Maine, New

ork, and the Atlantic trucking belt
have already found it to their profit

use more fertilizer and potato
growing is most prosperous in these
gections. This should become more
|universal.

Crop rotation is of fundamental im-
iportance to the potato crop in con-
[trolllns diseases and maintaining pro-

v/the beginning of an ordered system
'has been made. Germany has a rota-
tion of from three to seven years be-
itween potato crops. Nor has the im-
jportance c¢f green manuring yet been
ifully apprecfated in this country.

The problem of securing disease-
ifree weed has been met in Germany

by an official inspection which results
in certificates belng issued only to
owners of disease-free crops. Such a
plan for the United States would be
better if carried out by the co-opera-
tion of potato growers' associations,
the state experiment stations and the
United States department of agricul
ture, rather than through legal em-
actment,

INCREASED PRODUCTION.

A cablegram from the International
institute of agriculture, Rome, Italy,
has been received by the United
States department of agriculture, con-
taining the following information:
The total production this year In
the countries named below (the prin-
cipal producing countries of the north-
ern hemisphere), of wheat is 9.2 per
cent. more, of barley 7.5 per cent.
more, and of oats 0.8 per cent more
than produced in the same countries
last year: Prussia, Belgium, Den-
mark, Spain, France, Great Britain
and Ireland, Hungary, Italy, Luxem-
burg, Netherlands, Roumania, Russia
in Europe (63 governments), Switzer-
land, Canada, United States, Indla,
Japan, Russia in Asia (ten govern-
ments), Algeria and Tunis.

For European Russia the prelimi-
nary flgures of production this year
are, all wheat 838 million bushels,
barley 550 million, oats, 1,101 million.

MOST USEFUL WOOD.

From furnishing material for a ca-
noe in which to hunt whales some hun-
dred odd years age to supplying New
England factories »f today with 11,-
000 cords of woof annually for shoe
pegs and shanks ™, according to the
department of agriculture, only part of
the services the birch tree has render-
ed and is rendering the people of
America.

The range of uses to which birch
wood is put ¥s surprisingly large. Ac-
cording to the department, the articles
into which it goes range from chuech
pews to kitchen tables, and from or-
gan pipes to newel posts. We may
have our first sleep in a birch crib and
our last in a birch cofiin. The spools
on which we get our cotton and silk
thread are birch spools, and the lasts
on which our shoes are made are like-
ly to be birch lasts. The largest of
the spools hold 12,000 yards, the smal}-
est 20 yards. The wood’'s beauty,
strength, and rigidity make it prom}
nent as a material for musical instru
ments, and the same qualities bring 1§
into extensive use for flooring.

Nine species of birch grow in tae
United States, but sweet, yellow, pa-
per and river birch are those mdst
used. Aboet 45,000,000 board feet of
the wood finds its way to the marknt
yearly. Paper birch {s one of the
tew American species with a hold oa
the forest stronger than it had when
America was discovered. Large tracts
are now covered with this birch where
there was little of it a century ago. It
comes in after fire, and some tracts $t
has taken possession of cover huo-
dreds of square miles.

AS ENGLISH MAKE PANCAKES

More Elaborate Than the American
Type, But Results Ars Sald to
Be Excellent. .

English pancakes are not the sim-
ple wheat preparations to which
Americans are accustomed, but elab-
orate concoctions. Here are two
ways of making them: .

For custard pancakes use the yolks
of six eggs and the whites of two, &
grated nutmeg, a wineglass of bran-
dy, a pint of cream, with sugar to
taste. . Pass the eggs, when beaten,
through a sieve into a basin, shake

Add the nutmeg, sugar and cream,
stir all well, add the brandy, then the
whites, beaten to a snow. Pour the
mixture into a small shallow ple dish
and set it In a moderately heated
oven.

When it is done and cold cut it into
slices and then dip each slice into a
batter made with cream, eggs, flour
and a little grated ginger. Fry them
in boilng lard, drain them and send
them to the table garnished with half
Jemons and powdered sugar,

Lancashire ,p;ncnu take trouble
to make, but' are worth the effort.
Take the yolks of ten eggs and the
whites of five, a quart of creap:, six
tablespoons of flour, two wineglasses
of brandy, one grated nutmeg, a quar-
ter of a pound of Brasil nuts and the
same welght of sugar.

Beat the yolks and pass them
through a sieve upon the flour in'a
basin. Stir in the cream and grated
putmeg, then the butter, which has
been warmed; then the brandy. Add
a pinch of salt, the nut meats sliced
as thin as possible, and lastly the
whites - whipped to a snow. Fry the
pancakes in heated butter as thin as
a crown plece. Dish about six, one
upon another, dusting sugar between
them. Serve with half oranges and
powdered sugar.

TRY CRANBERRY JELL BLOCK

Not a New Idea, but It Is One That

Has Seemingly Been Forgotten

for Some Time.

The newest thing in cranberries 1o
cranberry jelly, made solid and stiff,
and cut in little bloeks. That is not
very new, but then styles do not
change in cranberries as they change
in skirts and bodices, and doubtlese
the good old cranberry ig good enough
in the good old ways.

If you wish to serve cranberry Jelly
in blocks you must make a rich, solid
jelly that will hold its shape. Pour
it while hot in a flat, square dish—a
dripping pan, if it is enameled, for
cranberries should never come in conl}
tact with tin as the acid in the
affects the tin. Have a jelly an inch
and a half or two Inches thick and
when it 1s cold and very hard cut it
with a sharp, thin steel knife in inch-
and-a-half or two-inch equares.

This is a recipe for jelly that is hard
enough to block: Wash thoroughly a
quart of sound cranberries, rejecting
any that show a soft spot, and being
careful to remove all stems. Put them
in a porcelain or granite saucepan
with half a cupful of hot water and
a heaping cupful of granulated sugar.
Cook them in a double boiler rather
than over the direct heat. Then run
them through a sieve and mold in the
flat pan, @

A good, old-fashioned rule for the
amount of sugar needed for cranberry
jelly is thie: “Put in all the sugar you
can afford to use and then add another
eupful.” And with very tart berries
the allowance of sugar given above
might need to be increased,

Green Pea Cnoquettes.

Boil the peas tender in enough salt-
ed water just to cover them, put
through the vegetable press, beat to
a paste with a tablespoonful of butter
and two of flour, pepper and salt to
taste, set over the fire in a double boil-
er and when hot through add a well-
beaten egg and cook for one minute.
Set aside until the mixture is stiff and
cold, then make into croguettes. Roll
these ih beaten egg and fine crumbs
and lct them stand in a cold place or
on the Ice for half an hour before fry-
ing them to a delicate brown in deep
fat. Drain on brown paper in a col-
ander before sending to the table.

Stuffs for Window Hanging.

In selecting goods for window hang-
ings the first thing to consider is the
character and exposure of the room
they are to adorn. For an informal
treatment there are few rooms in
which the printed cretonnes will not
be suitable and eminently satisfac-
tory. They possess the great merit
of being inexpensive, they are cheer-
ful in appearance and are usually of
good design. In nearly every large
shop may be found a full assortment
of qualities and patterns.

Cookles.

One-half cup melted shortening,
one-fourth cup molasses, one-fourth
cup sugar, one-half cup milk (sweet
or sour), one-half teaspoon salt, one
even teaspoon soda, one heaping tea-
spoon ginger. Flour to make as stiff
as cooklies. Flour the hands and
make little balls size of English wal-
nut, put on tin about an inch or two
apart and bake. They will spread, but
should not be soft emough to run to-
gether.

Mutton Broth.

@hree pounds mutton, two quarts
cold water, one teaspoon salt, few
grains pepper, one-quarter cup barley.
Wash and soak barley over night.
Wipe meat, remove skin and fat and
cut into pleces. Put in kettle with
bones and seasoning and cover with
cold water. Bring to beillng point
and simmer until meat s tender.
Strain.. Remove fat. Reheat and add
barley and cook until barley is tender.

Crystallized Popcorn,

Put into a kettle one tablespoonful
of butter, three tablespoonfuls of wa-
ter and one teacupful of white sugar.
Boil until ready to candy, then throw
in as much popcorn as the mixture
will hold and boil briskly until all the
corn is coated. The fire should not
be too hot or ‘the corn will sdorch
before crystallizing. Nuts of any kind
may be treated in the same way—

In the manuscript is included resolu-
tions respecting the laying out of
towns and plantations at the junction
of the Mississippi and Ohio, the Oua-
bache (Wabash) and Ohio, and the
Illinois and Mississippi rivers, with
directions as to the making of streets,
alleys and public buildings and the
manner of drawing lots and the terms
to settlers.

The establishment of civil and mili
tary authority is provided for, also
the sale of the company's shares in
Europe and the increasing of the hold-
ings of certain officers of the Revolu-
tionary army, Baron Steuben, General
Wayne, General St. Clair and others.

The temperance people make a
great mistake by attempting to ap-
peal to sentiment rather ‘than to
logic and the practical side of the
question.

There are otherwise good people,
whom we all know, that take a drink
whenever they desire and seem to be
no worse for the poison. All of us
can remember when the “so-called”
best lawyers and doctors were men
who drank a great deal. The order
is changed now and people want sober
men to attend their affairs, even bar-
tenders who do not drink are in
greater demand than those who get
on sprees.

Putting aside the morals and the
sentiment, the habitual drinker pays
a heavy price for his pleasure. He is
considered a more hazardous risk by
the life insurance companies, the ac-
cident companies are not anxious to
take them: there is no disease in
which the drinker has a better chance
than the abstainer. :

No great athlete was ever a great
drinker; as a matter of fact men will
invariably bet against the drinker,
and nothing so soon causes a man to
lose the confidence of the sporting
fraternity than the fact that he be-
gins to drink. There was never a
time when there was so many sober
business men as today, for the sim-
ple reason men have come to see
through experience and advice that
their health and capacities were bet-
ter if they let the stuff alone than if
they. had to spend time getting their
heads clear and running around get-
ting a bracer. The Pennsylvania
Railroad company some years ago put
up a bulletin which had such a state-
‘ment in it: “If ten drinks of whiskey
makes a man drunk, one drink makes
him one-tenth drunk”; so if any of
their employes needed one drink every
day they might look for other jobs,
since the equipment of the road was
too valuable to entrust to men whose
judgment had been impaired by lig-
uor. - Men take it when they are sad
to make them happy; they take it
when they are happy to make them
miserable after the natural and stim-
ulated joy has fled. They take it in
summer to make them cool and in
winter to make them warm; they take
it when they are sorry and when they
are glad; when they are sick they
take it to make them well, and when
they are well they take it to make
them sick, after they try to sober up.
There seems to be no real reason we
should have alcohol except to dilute
paint, burn in lamps and pickle things
in—I mean things we do not want
to eat. X

To gum it up in a few words, the
only justification for the use of the
