been his towel, and his disease, God for-
bid, came too near being my disease.
All that night, I tossed upon my pol-
low. I tried to shut out the horrible
sights, which seemed to be ever before
my eyes. The man who just a few
hours before had scemed a friend, now
loomed up as a monster. T didn’t know
what to do. If I called the physician,
I knew that the man would be terribly
abused for keeping his condition sceret;
vet if he remained in our ward it meant
possible contamination of all the pa-
tients,

When morning eame, ! had decided to
tell the physician of the ease. A few
minkites later I saw the man, a humili-
ated and dejeeted ereature, being borne
off to the isolation ward. For a mo-
ment I felt mean and sneaky. T hated
myself, yet 1 could not have conscien-
tiously done otherwise.

He too will wear a tag. How long,
the world must decide. When he re-
turns to his home, he will be a hero.
Open arms will be outstretched to him.
Fveryone will welcome him home.
Maybe before many wecks he will mar-
ry some mother’s pure, innocent daugh-
ter, and pass his rotten seed on to pos-
terity, Who knows?

SCHOOL IN DES MOINES.

Prof. Laurence C. Jones, one of the
most energetic and busiest young men
of our race is in Des Moines on his an-
nual financial campaign., JTowa friends
are taking a greater interest than ever
in his work, judging from the increase
in their subscriptions.

Prof. Jones has been unusually busy
this winter, having not only brought to
a successful close this school year
(Piney Woods School is incorporated
with a valuation of £50,000 and handles
£12.000 a year), but he directed the
Thyrift Stamp campaign among the mil-
lion Negroes in Mississippi, was the
local director of the State Normal,
county director of the Red Cross in

Rankin county and corresponding sec- |

retary of the State Teachers Associa-
tion.

On the eighth of June he begins
Chautauqua lecturing for the Redpath
Bureau under a contract that pays
€150 a week for a lecture a day for
three months.

Laurence Jones was educated in our
Jowa schools, an opportunity that hun-
dreds of other young Negroes have had,
but did not accept. He is pushing to

tion and has been an indefatigable
worker.

Lots of Sugar for Canning
and Preserving.
| — — 3%

Food Administrator Deems has
notified the county food administra-
tors that there will be an abundant
supply of sugar for home canning and
preserving. His notice to them dis-
closes the method by which consum-
ers may buy a supply. It follows:

“To provide sugar for home can-
ning and preserving, the United States
food administration will permit ac-
tual consumers to purchase 25 pounds
in addition to the quantity now fixed,
upon application by certificate to be
signed by the purchaser and returned
weekly to this office by the retailer.

“Copies of the certificate in blank
are being forwarded to you for dis-
tribution to the retailers of sugar in
your county with instruction to re-
turn them to this office, weekly, as
they are signed by consumers. The
purpose of baving them first filed here
is to check the quantity of sugar
used in the state as a whole. They
will be returned to you for your files,
later. ?

“You are urged to enforce strictly
the regulation fixing the quantity of
sugar that may be sold to individuals
for general purposes—five pounds to
city consumers, ten pounds to rural
consumers, The figures show that
with fair conservation between now
and the preserving season we shall
have barely enough sugar to carry us
over the peak load of the sugar sea-
gon, unless severe measures are taken
at the present time. We must have
strict economy, and, if necessary, even
slight shortage now, rather than have
any shortage whatever, when the
canning season arrives. Conservation
in every way possible must be prac-
ticed at this time so that sugar will
not be scarce when the great demand
;-omes during the summer and early
all.”

In addition to
losing its license, the Iowa concern
subscribed $4,300 to the third Liberty

bonds to the American Red Cross.

Zinn & Co and the New York
branch of Swift & Co., were recently
forced to suspend dealing in eggs in
New York city for purchasing eggs at
an unreasonable price.

C. A. English of Ottumwa, Ia., who
acted as an agent for the Elmer Wood
company, but who had no personal in-
terest in the eggs and no place of
business in New York, has been di-
rected to subscribe $100 to the Red
Cross.
