NOTES FRO MWASHINGTON, D. C.
By I. E. Williamson,

Probably at no time in the history of
the city of Washington has Abraham
Lincoln ’s historical Emaneipation Proc-
lamation been so universally ecelebrated
as it was on Sept. 22, 1919, the fifty-
seventh anniversary since the abolish-
ing of human slavery in this country.

It took on the form of church and
public place gatherings of the people
in various places, rather than that of
calling the people together at some cen-
tral place with its pomp and pageantry
proclaiming our fifty-seventh birthday
of freedom.

Senators and congressmen were glad
to aid us in these meetings with ad-
dresses suitable to the occasion, on in-
vitations from those having them in
charge. All can not be given space at
this time who were instrumental in
commemorating this great event; but
suffice it to say that through the public
spirited efforts of Attorney I. E, Wil-
liamson, who still retains his Des
Moines legal residence, Hon. Cassius C.
Dowell of the seventh congressional
district of Towa was secured to speak
for our people at New Bethel Baptist
church to a very appreciative audience.

Seated on the pulpit platform with
Congressman Dowell were Lawyer Wil-
liamson, the master of ceremonies; Mr.
J. Frank Blagburn of Des Moines and
Rev. W. D. Jarvis, the minister in charge
of the church.

Delegated bodies in yniform from the
ranks of the I. B, P. O. E. W, com-
manded by Capt. George B. Hunt, and
Knights of Pythias by Gen. H. .Clay
Smith added immediately to the spirit
of patriotism and freedcm heightened
by the occasion; while the Community
Civie Centers’ band, an organization of
musicians, led by Prof. James E. Miller,
was warmly applanded for the soul-
stirring selections rendered for the oc-
casion.
