ployment ageney to make the ‘floater’
a producer and to educate the Negro
race as its development of the Souti.

¢¢We have an advisory committee
closely co-operating and advising with
the league’s officers; and while the
work has not heen under way long
eiough to be able to point out «lviini'h-
accomplishments, we are very hopetul
as to the ultimate outcome.’
