Its music,
the effectiveness of its appeal to the am-
bition of the Negro race, and in its dem-
onstratien to white people of the rapid
progress and capacity of the Negroes in
such that the Atlanta constitution gave
it exceptional praise. p

Attention has been given to the pag-
ent by Commissioner Claxton, head of
the United States Bureau of Education,
who sees in it an important means of
stimulating Negro ambition and whitg
interest in Negro pregress as a national
movement. B

President Ware’s sister, Miss Ger-
trude-‘Ware, of the faculty of the uni-
versity, has been given a year’s absence
to promote the presentation of the pag-
eant in various cities, Atlanta Univer-
sity is ‘the beneficiary of the perform-
ances. ;

ADVOCATE REDUCING SOUTHERN

REPRESENTATION IN CONGRESS

Hartford, Conn., Dec. 1.—Those who
think that the matter of reducing south-
ern representation in congress and the
electoral college js mere talk, are di-
rected to watch tde editorial expression
in the .great daily newspapers of the
country on the subject,

In a recent editorial the Hartford
Times, ‘daily, says:

‘“If Negroes are to exercise their
right under the constitution, they can
drive out of power every officeholder in
the extreme southern. states, As they
become more dissatisfied over their im-
potence in political affairs, and if they
can see no change in the south, they
will come north, thus depriving the
south of labor which it needs.”’

‘‘The Negro,’’ said a well known at-
torney here, ‘“so far as I can’learn
from talking to his leaders, is not seek-
ing to ‘dominate’ the white people, but
he is determined to exercise the consti-
tutional right to vote, or see to it that
those who profit by his presence shall
do 80 no longer. In the south it is pure-
ly a matter of ‘taxation without repre-
sentation.” The most conservative
whites of the south are anxious to find
8 way that will give the colored people
better rights of citizenship. They have
come to realize that the ¢protection’
they sought in depriving tle Negroes
of voting is not really protection but
slow destruction, for the people '.are
leaving the south without labor.”’

Ask Congress to Con-
tinue Negro Bureau

Chicago, Dec, 1.—R, L. Mays, inter-
national president of the Railway Men’s
International B. I, A, has taken up
with Senator Medill McCormick and
Congressman Martin B. Madden, the
subject of having congrcss provide for
the continuation of the Bureau of Ne-
gro Economics in the Department of
Labor.

Congressman Madden in a statement
to Mr. Mays says: ‘‘This Bureau and
several others were creatad as war mea-
sures for the better correlation of dif-
ferent groups of workers during the
war period. It was thought by many
that when the war ended there would
be no need for their further continu-
ance, but if the experience of those
most directly affected leads them to
believe that the work done during the
war proved of such value as to justify
its continuance as a peace time activ-
ity, I see no reason why their judgment
should not be given great weight and
the question of legislation making it a
useful arm of the government given
early and favorable consideration.’’

BUREAU ORGANIZATION
PLANNED BY CONGRESS
Department of Public Works and Publie
Woelfare May be Created in Place
of Interior.

Uashington.—Complete reorganization
of the government executive depart-
ments is contemplated by the ineoming
‘Republican administration 2s among its
first moves for betterment,

Among the chief moves in bringing
this about are the abolition of the De-
partment of the Interior ana the crea-
tion of a Department of Public Uorks
and a Department of Public Welfare
with the head of each in the cabinet.

For this great change Senator Medill
MecCormick of Illinois, will introduce
a bill at the beginning of the final ses-

lington, Texas, was acquitted by a jury
here at noon today. The Negro recent-
ly was rescued twice from a mob.
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sion of the present Congress next month.

The funetions of the interior depart-
ment have become somewhat minimized
if not obsolete, With the development
of the west, the general land office is
not what it used to be. Nor is the
office of Indian affairs, The bureau of
pengions has been somewhat superseded
by the war risk.

It is believed by MecCormick that the
geological survey, the reclamation ser-
vice and the bureau of mines should be
transferred to a department of public
works. To this he would add the river
and harbor work now done by the war
department, and such other bureaus as
would fit in.

To the department of public welfaro
he would give the bureau of education,
the functions of which would be greatly
enlarged; the womemy’s bureau in the de-
partment of labor, all units which touch
upon the condition of women and chil-
dren, and other and newer functions.

While it is true that -all bureaus and
departments of the federal government
are supposed to subserve the public wel-
fare, and while the suggested mame of
department of public welfare may be
different when the law is finally enacted
by congress, this department will take
over all the social work of the govern-
ment, including the bureau of war risk.

CREATES NEW DEPARTMENT.
Senator Kenyon’s Measure Consolidates
Social Service Bureaus.

Washington; Nov. 25.—The creation
of a department of Social Melfare to
‘‘gafeguard and promote the social wel-
fare of the people of the United
States,’’ is provided for in a bill pre-
pared by Senator Kenyon of Iowa, for
introduction at the coming, session of
congress. The head of the department
would be a member of the cabinet.

The department would have trans-
ferred to its jurisdiction the Public
Health Service and the hygienic labora-
tory, now under the treasury; the
Bureau of Education from the depart-
ment of the interior; the Children’s De-
partment, Women’s Bureau, the Bureau
of Industrial Housing and Transporta-
tion, the United States Employes Serv-

ice and the United States Employes
Commission, now umder the Labor De-

partment, and the Office of Home
Economics from the Department of Ag-
riculture.

The bill also would authorize the
president to transfer to the department
at any time the whole or any part of
any bureau, office or other division or
branch of the public service engaged in
work relating to the social welfare of
the people.

An assistant of social welfare, to be
appointed by the president at a salary
of $5,000 a year, is provided for.

SCOUTS RENEW OATH
AT ROOSEVELT GRAVE
1,600 Stand Bareheaded and Take
Pledge to Uphold ‘100 Per Cent,
Americanism.’

Fifteen hundred picked Boy Scouts
from troops in the city of New York
stood bareheaded at the grave of Theo-
dore Roosevelt in Young’s cemetery at
Oyster Bay yesterday and took an oath
to uphold ‘¢100 per cent Americanism’’
against foes within and without the
boundaries of the country. The scouts
were on their first annual pilgrimage
to the grave of the ‘‘greatest of pres-
ent day Americans,’’ to use the words
of their spokesman, Theodore E. Bur-
nett.

Lieut, Col, Theodore Roosevelt stood
near his father’s grave as the scouts
marched by, each dropping a chrysan-
themum, until the mound was piled
high with flowers. Then the scouts
drew up in a mili ary group near the
Roosevelt plot and listened to eulogies
by their -National Scouth Commission-
er, Daniel C. Beard, and by Mr. Bur-
nett. Commissioner Beard said the for-
mer president was one of the first Boy
Scouts and for many years was hon-
orary president and chief scout -citi-
zen of the organization.

A delicious dessert which will de-
light the children or even the grown-
ups is:

Stewed Figs,
Lemon Jelly and
Custard. — Pour
boiling water
over a pound of
figs, and let boil
rapidly until ten-
der: add onet
fourth of u cupful of sugar and let
simmer a few minutes to form a sir-
up. Set aside to chill. For the jelly
soften one-fourth of a two-ounce pack-
age of gelatine in one-fourth of a cup-
ful of cold water and dissolve in three-
fourths of a cupful of boiling water;
add half a cupful of sugar and two-
thirds of a cupful of lemon juice. A
package of lemon jelly will do away
with the above work, if it is at hand.
Pour into a dish to make a sheet about
three-fonrths of an inch thick. When
chilled and set, éut in cubes. Set the
figs and sirup in individual dishes, ar-
range the cubes of jelly around the
figs and pour a custard over all.

Ribbon Cake.—Cream one scant cup-
ful of butter: add gradually two and
‘one-third cupfuls of - flour with four
and one-half teaspoonfuls of sugar, and
four eggs one after the other without
beating ;- sift four cupfuls of flour with
four and one-half teaspoonfuls of bak-
ing powder; £dd to the first mixture, al-
ternately with one cupful of milk.
Bake two-thirds of the mixture in two
layer cake pans. Add the following
to the rest of the cake mixture: One
cupful each of nut meats and raisins,
one-half cupful each of currants, cit-
ron and cherries (the fruit is minced
and the nutmeats broken in bits); add
two tablespoonfuls each of molasses
and cocoa, one-half teaspoonful of
cinnamon and one-fourth teaspoonful
of cloves. Put the layers together with
fruit jelly, cover with boiled frosting
and decorate with halves of walnut
meats.

How to Cook Pork Chops—Arrange
the chops in a heavy iron frying pan
with just water enough in the pan to
cover the bottom; steam and cook un-
covered until the water is evaporated,
then brown, season and serve. The
chops will be well done, well seasoned
and not dry. e

FOR BOYS

STILT MAKING.

In making stilts, no boy wants tg
copy the plan of other bouys.

Ig Fig. 1 is shown a pair of stilts of
the form which probably most of you
already have built. It is only neces-
sary to suggest that for the uprights
you procure strips 7% inch thick and

13, inches wide, known as “furring”
sarips, and that you mark the step
blocks as indicated in Fig. 2.

If you nail the step blocks In posi-
tion, you cannot adjust them to dif-

{ ferent heights. Therefore in other il-

lustrations I have shown schemes for
stilts with adjustable steps. The pair
in Fig. 3 have steps held in position
with bolts. Bore a hole through each
| step block large enough to accommo-
date a 14-inch carriage-bolt, also three

or four holes through the uprights 3
or 4 inches apart. The holes in the
uprights must be ‘opposite, and the
best way to get them so is to bore
them through both wuprights at the
same time. Buy a bolt long enough to
project about %2 inch.

You can buy iron angle braces with
legs 4 inches long at hardware stores
and 5-and-10-cent stores, at 5 cents &
.pair, and these make excellent steps
for stilts (Figs. 5 and 6). Buy a pair
of stove-bolts of the right gauge to fit
the holes in the braces, and of the
right length to extend through the
braces and stilt uprights. Drill holes
through the uprights at the right dis-

tance apart for the bolts. Several sets
of holes will permit an adjustment of
steps to different heights. Make toe-
straps,; of loops of wire, as shown.

Sometimes it is difficult to get long
Btrips out of which to cut stilt up-
rikhts: ‘Laths, however, are usually
easy to. procure, and- by carefully
splicing them together so: there are
three thicknesses of lath, with joints
well lapped and the pieces thoroughly
nailed, they make substantial uprights.
Figure 7 shows a pair of stilts .with
lath uprights, and Fig. 8 shows how
by sawing the lower portion of the
center lath' into .short sections, and
placing the sections 3 inch apart
heles can be provided for the step
block bolts to run through.
