luncheon in the main auditorium of
the Y. M. C. A, last evening at which
a Negro, Eiigene Kinkle Jones, exec-
utive of the Urban League, a mixed
organization for the improvement of
labor and housing conditions among
Negroes, with headquarters in New
York City, was introduced by Harvey
Iingham; editor-in-chief of the Reg-
ister and Tribune-Capital, and a white
woman, Miss Mary McDowell, founder
and resident director of the Chicago
University Social Settlement in Chi-
cago, was introduced by Mrs. S. Joe
Brown, lowa's 0nly Negro woman
member of the Church Women’s Com-
mittee on Race Relations of the Fed-
eral- Council of Churches of Christ in
America, |

Mr. Jones-gave briefly the history
of his organization and some startling
statistics on the New York City
Negroes, including the fact that there
are in the City of New York more
than six hundred Negro teachers, the
great majority of,them in schools that
had few or no Negro pupils, and con-
tended that Negroes had proven them-
selves capable of doing anything that
any other American was doing.

Miss McDowell endorsed all that
Mr. Jones had said and substantiated
her.remarks by reading some extracts
from the book, “The New Negro,” in
which she “declaréd” the Negro spoke
for “himself and--urged “‘her  white
‘hearers to stop working for and to
begin working with the Negro.
