The zones will be laid out around the

“Theme Tower,” in the heart of the |

main section, a 250 foot structure that
will dominate the park. In. this tower
will be a panorama to show what

strides America has made in ‘the 150

years thst have passed since George
Washington strode into New York’s old

Federal Hall and took the oath of office |

as our first president.

The opening of the Fair, April 30,
1939, commemorates the 150th anniver-
sary of that day.

This panorama will also show the in-
terdependence of the 48 states born of
the 13 original Colonles, and the inter-
relation of the big cities and the country
districts of the United States.

The site of the Fair, Flushing Meadow
Park, will be a permanent park after
the Fair is done. It comprises 1216 ‘acres
~twice the space ever before given over
to a Fair

The work of converting the site into a
Fair Grounds and a park requires engi=
neering and artistic skill of the highest,
the employment of hundreds of men, and
the spxpenditure of millions of dollars

Great mounds of aebris must be shitted.
Great depressions must be filled in. A
river must be canalized and its tidal
inlet dammed. Two great swamps must
be dredged and made into beautiful
lakes. Six thousand trees or more must
be planted, tens of thousands of shrubs,
millions of flowers. Roads must be built
-—and bridges must be built to span
them. Sewers must be installed.

Cost to Run $125,000,000

The Fair officials estimate that $128,«
000,000 will have been spent before the
first visitor is admitted to the grounds.
The city and the state of New York and
the Federal government are spending
millions, and the buildings they erect
will be permanent. The Fair Corporation
will spend $30,000,000. Exhibitors, con=
cessionairés, commercial groups, and
other governmental agencies will spend
at least $50,000,000. The city, state and
Federal governments will expend about
$35,000,000 for buildings, exhibits and
collateral improvements,

Mr. Whalen believes that at least
50,000,000 people will visit the Fair in
1939, and arrangements are being made
to handle them all in comfort. Eight
hundred thousand people ean be well
cared for on any one day

Three subway lines, the Long Island
Railroad, buses and autos will be able
to bring 160,000 people ‘to the Fair
Grounds every hour when arrangements
are completed; though, in order to do
this, it will be necessary’' to extend one

subway system a distance of two miles

But for the objections of
the wife, who was to be a mother
again in three months, London and
not Ajaccio would have been the
birthplace of Napoleon and he
would have become perhaps a Brit-
lish soldier. Yielding to her coun-
sels, the husband, took the lead in
making peace with the French com-
mander,” A

Napoleon himself wrote: ‘I was
born while my country was dying;"
also ‘I will never forgive my father,
who was Paoli’s adjutant, for having
concurred in the union of Corsica
with France.”—Detroit News.

Sure to Be Remembered

Emancipation Monument

The Emancipation monunrent in
Boston has never received a full
measure of approval from art crit-
fcs, but it has had an interesting
history. The statue is a copy of the
Freedmen’s memorial in Washing-
ton, whith was paid for by subscrip-
tion among former slaves of the
South, a subscription r hing about
$18,000. Thomas Ball was the sculp-
tor of the piece. He conceived the
idea in Munich when he heard the
news of Lincoln’s assassination and
set to work immediately on his re-
turn to Florence where he main-
tained his studio. An odd incident
in connection with the modeling is
that the sculptor could not obtain
models for the figures and there-
fore became his own model, kneel-
ing in front of a mirror in order
to carve the figure of the slaves.
This statue was bought by the for-
mer slaves and erected in Washing-
ton with great ceremonies, ‘includ-
ing an oration by the negro orator,
Frederick Douglass.—Boston Globe,
