THIRTY FOR EDITOR ABBOTT 

More than four centuries before 

the dawn of the;~Christian era, 
Pericles, when asked to speak of the 

first Athenians who?! fell in the 

Peloponnesian War, confessed that 

he doubted the wisdom of any speech 
and declared that where men’s deeds 

have been great they should be honor- 

ed in deed only. Today, my mind is 
one with the great orator of Athens, 

as I write these lines about Robert 
8. Abbott, one of our great contem- 

poraries in the field of Negro Jour- 

nalism, who has just recently been 

summoned into eternity. 

Posterity will be eager to share 
our knowledge of his’ personality, 

gained in the happy comradeship of 
his work in Negro journalism. Be- 
cause he was a pioneer in Negro 

Newspaper publishing, it is the right 
of future generations calmly to ap- 

praise. his and judicially

Nothing that we can say will soften 
the pain of loss. in the hearts of his 
family.

but consolation, like the morning
