Moving to Small Towns 

A “‘back-to-the-country” meve- 

ment of population seems definitel 
under way in Pennsylvania, but ft 

is not exactly a trek ‘‘back to the 
land,”’ H. R. Cottam, rural sociolo- 

gist of Pennsylvania State college, 
commented in reviewing prelim- 
inary reports of the 1940 census. 

More people leaving the big cities 

between 1930 and 1940 appear to 

have settled in small towns than 
actually became farmers. 

This shift in population may have 

been partly a reflection of the close 

business conditions which prevailed 
during the decade. Current indus- 
trial activity stimulated by the de- 

fense program may bring a tempo- 
rary reversal from the trend. 

The population of the state ss a 
whole increased only 2.8 per cent in 

the past 10 years in comparison with 
10.5 for the 1920-30 period.
