When a novel is good enough to
be both a moving love,story and a
drama of grit 'Mlu! significance,
it is sure to get wide Cjrculation.

But Lillian Smith's “Strange
Fruit” (Reynal & Hitcerock, N. Y.,
$2.75)--has the added attraction of
being banned in Boston for its frank
languagé, and therefore is certain to
be widely read. That ‘should help
America in its current raceé relations
criss, for Lillian Smith has presented
the Negro-white problem truthfully,
with all its tragedy. She paints a
picture of life in a typical Southern
town, where Negro and white chil-
dren play together, dnd like each
other as long as they can, until they
are torn apart by the impact of the
white superiority duglim of the com-
munity, Strange Fruit is a must book
for every American-who wants to
understand race relations.

“Yes, I am back in the U. S. A.
don’t believe it myself, but any way
1 am happy to be back,” wrote Cpl
Lowell Tillman, son of Mr. and Mrs.
IMalt '.ﬂuman. 1271 Stewart, in a let-
| ter or March 18, to his sister, Miss
Delphia Tillman. He returned from
the Southwest Pacific and is récuper-
ating at McClaskey General hospital,
Temple, Texas.

“I am still well. I have never been
in bed-up and around every day.
Sorry I could not tell you folks what
the trouble was before now.

“On Jan. 18, this year, we had a
bad storm, blew down everything we
had .and we had to .stay in our fox
holes to keep from being hurt. I was
out trying to keep my tent up —the
wind was so strong that it blew me
off a hill and I hurt -my knee and
the ‘captain sent me to the hospital
three times before they would let me

stay and after they looked me over
and found that I had high blood pres-
sure and arthritis in my knee, they
sent me back,” he related.

“This is only two days at this hos-
pital for me and it is sure a swell
one—just a new one. Quite a few
Negré boys are here and they treat
you swell in the hospital—but not so
good in town, I hear, but I will never
find out myself.

“Don't kiow whethex! I can ug,nnd
cold weather now aftérbeing oyt of
it since 1941. It was so hot over
there where I have been in 130 de-
grees above zero and it is not-- but
after @ll I made it and hope to be
home again soon.

“When you gel in the hospital
there is where the white and black
boys mix with no trouble at all. 1
have only heard N-—— once since 1
have been in the hosiptal and the one
who said it was knocked down and
had to have his eye fixed up.”

Mr. Tillman who brought his son’s
latter to-the office, —was happy Lo
know that his son had returned. He
has another son, Arthur Tillman, who
was influcted in the services this
week ! and a son-in-law, Leslie John-
stationed at Camp Ellis.
