‘The fight of the Birmingham branch of the National 

Association for the Advancement of Colored People to end the practice of 

the local Red Cross of setting aside a separate day for Negro blood donors 

and segregating their blood from that of white donors was given strong 

support today by Walter White, NAACP executive secretary. 

The Birmingham branch, in a 

resolution signed by Rev. R. L. Al- 

ford, president and Emory O. Jack-| 

son, secretary, branded the segrega- 

tion practice “outrageous, unintelli- 
gent, harmful and dangerous to the 

morale, peace and welfare of the 

United States and every citizen 
thereof” and asserted that “It is a 

direct challenge to the American 

democratic ideal for the American 

Red Cross ,itself, to conform and 

participate in the absurb and un- 

democratic . . . practices. . . which 

seek to undermine and violate the 

letter and spirit of the Constitution 

of the United States. 

In his statement backing the ac- 

tion of the Birmingham branch, 

Mr. White stated: “It is a well- 

known scientifically-proven fact that 

human blood does not differ in any 
manner that justifies its separation 

according to race. The desparate 

need for this blood by our fighting 

men in Korea—Negro and white 

Americans dying side by side— 

makes the segregation practice even 

more outrageous and pathetic.”

Judges Find Segregation 
pee Unclear; End Suit 

  

Richmond, Va.—The suit of the National Association for the Advance- 
ment of Colored People to enjoin the enforcement of Virginia statutes 

requiring segregation of the races in public assemblies has been dismissed 

“without prejudice’ by a three-judge Federal District Court which 

admitted lack of clarity in the law. 

In the opinion, handed down on 

September 24, the judges expressed 

doubt as to the intent of the law to 
cover non-commercial assemblies and 

indicated that relief should be sought 

in the state courts. 

No Opinion | 

“We offer no opinion on the mean- 

ing of the statutes,” they asserted. 

“We find uncertain their fit to the 

October function (the NAACP public 

meeting scheduled for October 14 in 

the city-owned Mosque auditorium). 

We see that the Virginia courts are 

open to the plaintiffs, offering them 

ample opportunity to have the 

statutes construed and tested, with 

a right of review by the Federal 

Supreme Court. In this situation. 

We should exercise our riscretion, 

decline to judge the statutes on 

their merits, and dismiss the action 
without prejudice to the right of 

the plaintiffs to litigate their con- 

tentions in an appropriate state 
forum.”

It is exceedingly difficult for the 

average layman to understand the 

reasoning of the grand jury in Cicero, 

Illinois, which instead of indicting 

some of the participants in the recent 

riot who were known to the officers, 

went off on a tangent and named the 

attorney for Harvey Clark, the own- 

er of the building and the real estate 

dealer who rented the property for 

conspiracy to depreciate the value of 

property. 

A conspiracy is hard to prove and 

for the county attorney to have ad- 

vised the grand jury that such a 

charge could be made to stick places 
him in a position of having concurred 

in such a course. 

The NAACP has announced that 

the indictment of its attorney is an 

effort to intimidate Negro leaders 

who act vigorously for the civil rights 

of Negroes. In fact, this has been a 
policy over the years which did not 

take the form of an indictment but 
economic pressure. And this to the 

extent that most Negroes who waged 

strong fights in behalf of civil rights 

have died poor. Our lamented S. Joe 
Brown was a local example. 

Peculiar to say, the Republicans in 

Congress have charged the Demo- 

crats with just these tactics in order | 

to force a discontinuance of criticism 

of the administration as exemplified 

in the case of Senator McCarthy. 

When peoplé move out in front as 

critics it is pretty important that 

they keep their skirts clean for the 

opposition tries to kill off the critic 

as well as make a defense of its acts. 

However, this camouflage Cicero 

case is one of the first to follow such 

a course and thus it is pretty im- 

portant that a vigorous campaign be 

started here that others not try the 

trick again.

Beware “Health Cures” 

The traveling medicine man, selling bottles of elixir or panacea, is 

largely a thing of the past. Today we are amazed that people of past gen- 

erations were “taken in’ with claims of cures by these charlatans. 

As a result of public education and legislation, comparatively few people 

nowadays are victimized by peddlers of false “health cures.” But despite 

nationwide ‘efforts to protect the public against harmful or useless drugs, 

contrivances, and cosmetics for which extravagant claims are made, a few 

quacks still sell fake medicines and 

The fact that people waste money 

on these fake cures is serious enough 

in itself. But the real danger of 

these fraudulent claims is that they’ 

tempt people to “doctor” themselves 

instead of seeking professional ad- 
vice, frequently with tragic results. 

Certain limited, small forms of 

self-medication are harmless. Most 

of us keep iodine, bandages, and 

headache remedies and laxatives in 

the medicine cabinet for minor ac- 

cidents and ailments. But even in 

matters of headache relievers and 

laxatives (which can be habit-form- 

ing or dangerous) the guidance of 

the doctor should be sought. The 

doctor is the one qualified source 

of advices and treatment for disor- 

ders, especially in the event of 

symptoms or suspicions of serious 

illness. 

For example, with so many people 

seeking slim, youthful figures, scores 

of companies have “reducing reme- 

dies” on the market today. Again, 

‘whether his overweight be due to 

gland or gluttony, a person can re- 

duce safely only under the advice 

“medical devices.” 
  

and supervision of the doctor. 

Incredible as it sounds, some 

swindlers try to get away with 

selling fake drugs or devices to 

“cure” serious illnesses like cancer, 

arthritis, tuberculosis, and kidney 

disease. Even if the ‘quick cures” 

are worthless rather than dangerous 

in themselves, much harm is done 

when the sick person substitutes 

purchase of the useless product for 

a visit to the doctor. 

But the federal and local laws 

made to protect the people against 

such frauds are constantly being 

strengthened. Moreover, post office 

employees and reputable advertisers 

and business men are always on the 

alert to crush this modern version 

of the old-time “medicine man.” 

The consumer himself can help in 

this crusade by refusing to patronize 

medical frauds and reporting them 

without delay to the proper authori- 

ties.
