Procedure for

Korean War

Vets to Secure Muster Pay

Given Out by

The defense departmént Friday an-
nounced the procedure that Korean
war veterans are to follow in apply-
ing for mustering-out pay.

Eligible for the payments are all
enlisted men and officers below the
grade of major or lieutenant com-
mander dircharged or released from
active duty after June 26, 1950.

Servicemen and women ‘of all
branches of service are inelyded.

Amount Of Pay

The recently enacted veterans re-
adjustment assistance act provides
for payment of $100 to veterans with
less than 60 days active service; $200
for those with 60 or more days of
active service but no foreign duty,
and $300 for those with 60 or more
days service who have served outside
the United States or Alaska after
June 26, 1950. R

Lump sum payments will be made
to elgible vterans who already have
been discharged or released from
active duty.

For those still in the armed forces,
payments in $100 monthly install-
ments will be made upon their re-
lease from duty.

Requirements
To receive these payments, dis-
charged veterans must:
Submit on or before July 16, 1954,
an on _containing name,
dress, serial number; statements that
the applicant was not discharged

Indians camped at the confluence
of the Allegheny and M«nnfmgahela
Bivers French explorers saw it as
an advantageous spot in the 17th
Century A fort rose at the point.
And eventually the Pittsburgh area,
with its excellent water transpor-
tation and nearby coal fields, be-

The first-iron works at Pittsburgh
was built by George Anshutz abou;
1793 but failed after two years of
operation.

It's called
hot extrusion. Here's how hot ex-
trusion works, a chunk of steel
about six inches thick and several
feet lorg—called a slug—is fed into
the press. A ram pushes the slug
into the press and through a die!
Terrific_pressulé forces the ‘steel in
the slug to take the shape of the die
in the same manner that the pres-
sure’ of your fingers forces
*toothpaste to leave the tulie in a
flowing ribbon. There’s little that's
new about the idea behind the new
process. The difficulty  has always
been. finding a suitable lubricant.
But a couple of years ago French
steel men found a way to use molten
glass as a Tubricant. That made hot
extrusion practical. Seamless pipe
will be the only item to be manu-
factured by the process on the corn
pany’s first press.

Bald Eagle

Further protection for the bald
eagle, our national symbol, was pro-
vided recently when a closed season
in Alaska was put into effect by
Secretary of the Interior- Oscar L.
Chapman. The regulation, recom:
mended by the Fish and Wildlife
Service, provides no open season
Eagles may be killed only when
committing damage to fishes, other
wildlife, domestic birds and ant-
mals, No carcass or any part there-
of, including feathers of birds so
taken, may be possessed or trans
ported for any purpose. Bald eagles-
in the United States have been pro
tected by law since 1940. In Alaska,
however, where this species is more
abundant little or no protection has

been provided. g

Summer Drinks For
Children Can Be .
Nutritious, Cooling

The following recipes call for eggs
as well'as milk and so may help to
get more eggs into your youngsters’
summer diet, suggest Ruby Smith,
assistant professor of Home Econom-
ics at Iowa University.

Plain Egg' Nog

1 beaten egg

% cup milk

2 teaspoons sugar
few grains salt
vanilla or nutmeg
Mix well and serve, You can dreds
this one by adding two teaspoons of
fruit juice and sprinkling nuts on top.

Cocoa Egg Nog

1 egg white
1 teaspoon sugar
1 teaspoon cocoa
few grains salt
% cup of milk
Beat egg white until stiff and add
gradually while beating constantly--
sugar, salt and cocoa. Add cold milk
to half the mixture, while beating
constantly. Turn into a glass and
pile the remaining mixture on top.

Orange Egg Punch
2 eggs, separated
Y% cup sugar
| % teaspoon salt
1 cup orange Jjuice
4 teaspoons lemon Jjuice
2 cups milk
Beat egg yolks. Add sugar, salt
and fruit juices, and mix well. Add
the milk and blend by. beating or
shaking. ‘Beat egg whites until stiff,
and fold into mixture just “before
serving with straws. Serves four.

Baby Cnucx Tests

Recent tests have shown that
baby chicks grow most rapidly when
they eat and sleep on one-hour
shifts with three-hour rest periods
between meals, The experiments
were run at the U.S. Department
of Agriculture research center at
Beltsville, - Maryland, ~Chicks that
were exposed alternately to” one
hour of light and three hours of
darkness around the clock made
forty per cent more growth in the
first eighteen days after hatching
than did | similar birds raised in
twelve-hour periods of light and
darkness, In{another experiment,
chicks raisedwith continuous light
made twontyfﬁve per cent more
gain than was obtained with the two
‘twelve-hour periods. The amount
of ‘Wght made little difference, re-
sedtchers found. Chicks did as well
whtn' there was -just enough Tlight
for them. to feed as when the lights
were bright,

A wire
frame trash burner outside is the
ob\‘ous answer.

Select a place well removed from
the house, garage, foliage or grass.
The dashes that drop through the
bottom of the burner will cause an
unsighly black spot unless caught.

But there’s an easy solution to this
problem, too.

Simply place the trash burner
in a galvanized steel tub. Ashes
drop through the bottom of the
burner into the tub, leaving the
yard as clean as ever when the
chore is finished.

A word of caution about burning
leaves and dried grass: Shake all
ashes down into the tub, since they
leave a smoldering residue which
+f often remains a fire hazard for
several hours without giving off
tell-tale smoke. This is especially
important if the tub and burner
are stored in 'the house or garage.
