You Can Be Literally 
Frightened to Death 

A person literally may be scared 
to death, Fright may have varied 
effects on a person. It may cause 
a chain of emotional reactions that 

may lead to death. 
It is common knowledge that 

fright may cause excessive rapid- «: 

ity in the action of the heart, pal- 

pitation, increased sweating, weak- 
ness, tremor of the hands or voice, 

and fainting. Certain patients with 

heart disease have died suddenly 

after some fright or other similar 

emotional upset. The usual mode 

of such a death is attributed to’ 

ventricular fibrillation (a rapid, 

disorganized heart beat). Even 
normal persons may exhibit vari- 

ous heart abnormalities due to 

emotional stimuli, they added. 

Physiological and pathdlogical 

evidence along these lines has been 
discovered in animal experimenta-.~ 
tion. Such experiments have shown 
that there is a nervous pathway 
from the hypothalamus (the part of

Here is one of the hundred and one 

prob’ems which confront mothers. If 

they insist too much on neatness .the 

children want ‘to get away from 

home as soon as possible. If mothers 

do not keep the home in order and 

teach the children to keep it clean, 

how are the children to learn neat- 

ness? 

Perhaps the way we teach is more 

important than what we teach. Maybe 

we could strike a balance between 

good. natured tolerance and an ever 

strict attitude. 

If we order scraps picked up “‘this 

minute” in a harassed voice, the 

task becomes most distasteful to the 

girl. On'‘the other hand, could an 
understanding be worked out with 

the child as soon as she is old enough 

to bring: paper. doll friends into the 
home?
