Impart an Oriental touch to left-over lamb with a dash of curry
pgwder. Remove meat from the bones, cut it into fairly large-sized
pieces and combine with curry sauce, surrounded with a ring of rice,
glamorized with pineapple tidbits.

The more condiments the merrier at a curry dinner. Chutney is
eonsidered indispensable in curry-eating ecircles. Other suggested
condiments are shredded coconut, salted pecans, or salted peanuts,
and diced bananas.

PINEAPPLE LAMB CURRY

2 lbs. lean lamb shoulder | tsp. chopped parsley
2 thsps. shorteming Vo cup flour

1 g‘p salt 1 tsp. curry powder

| bay leaf 2 tbsps. cold water

6 whole black peppers 1 can (No. 2) pmneapple tidbits
2 small onions, sliced 3 cups hot cooked rice

Ya cup melted butter or margarine

Cut meat into small cubes and
brown in hot shortening. Add
enough boiling water to cover
meat; add seasonings, onion and
parslei;. Cover and cook slowly
for 2 hours, or until meat is ten-
der. Strain stock; reserve 2 cups.
Mix flour and curry powder with
eold water and stir into lamb
stock, ook until thickened and
sdd meat. Heat pineapple tidbits

in syrup until boiling and drain.
Lightly mix rice with melted but-
ter and pack into a well-greased
ring mold about 7 inches in di-
ameter; allow to stand a few
minutes. Unmold rice onto a large
platter and pour curried meat
into center. Arrange pineapple
tidbits in a ring, separating meat
and rice, Serves 6.

IOWA POWER
FRANCHISE APPROVED

Voters in the election on Monday,
the 26th, approved the 25 year fran-
chise for the Iowa Power and Light
Company to continue to operate in
Des Moines. And while the vote was
exceedingly light—15586 for and
1,481 against on the gas; 15,577 for
and 1,466 against the electric fran-
chise—the total stood about 11 to 1
in favor of the company.

Thig vote was a fine tribute to the
company of which the officials may
well be proud and indicates that the
public generally is pleased with the
services it receives.

Company employees numbering
over a thousand did an excellent job
of carrying to the voters the why
of the franchise vote and with the
aid of volunteer groups succeeded
in getting out a complementary vote
in view of the fact that this election
presented no clash of issues which
would stir the people to the polls in
larger numbers.

Some special efforts were made
in the precincts where the majority
of the Negro population resides. The
ratio of pro and con votes showed
that Negroes did not approve the
franchise in the same proportion as
the over all vote. In fact it aver-
aged about 7 to 1.

The company was disappointed
here and would like the reason why.
And while the Bystander has a

MUST COME TO
GRIPS HERE

Last year, the Des Moines school
authorities were plagued by several
disturbances caused by fights fol-
lowing football games. The situation
became so bad that they considered
holding games during the afternoon.

The fights envolved students of
some of the high schools; some par-
ticipants were outsiders who chose
this occasion to get even with some-
body.

Conduct of this character is bad
for the student, bad for the school
and bad for the sport giving oppon-
‘ents further opportunity to criticize
athletics in school.

The participants in these instances
should be sought out and disciplined
with a strong hand. In fact, most of
these things can be stopped by stern
action rather than coddling, which,
in some instances, has been too pro-
nounced already.

This year, another fight occurred
following the Cerebal Palsy game
which involved white boys on one
side and Negro boys on the other.
From reports, one or two white boys
were pretty well ruffed up by a
large number of Negroes. As a re-
sult of thig fight, and the Bystander
does not condone it, came a meeting
of the chief of police, superintendent
of school, representative of the
Human Rights Commission and
others who were greatly disturbed
over the incident,

It is rather unfortunate that no
such meetings were called before, in
1959, for had this been done and the
boys brought to task as in this in-
stance, in 1960, the last fight might
not have occurred. When one group
gets by with a prank, however dam-
aging, it is simply a license for an-
other group to try the same stunt.

The Bystander certainly deplores
anything which adds to unpleasant
race relations here or anywhere else.
No community can afford them. Des
Moines has not been disgraced with
racial clashes, Lets not begin now.
And one way to help prevent them
is for rightthinking youngsters to
assist authorities in pointing out
the trouble makers that they may
be punished as was the case in the
recent altercation. :

Teachers and school counselors can
do a lot to so direct the students’
minds that they respect the rights
of others and refrain from blocking
the chances of anyone to live, grow
and succeed in the endeavor he
wishes to follow. This, generally, is
not done with any degree of regu-
larity or as a part of the overall
education program in the schools.

Negro students are not encouraged
to participate in many of the things
the white students get, confining
their efforts to a very few things
other than sports. Very little is done
to enable them to continue their
work from the school, to the ap-
prenticeship stages thus enabling
them to become journeymen and
instead of working as first class
tradesmen, they either fall into the
class of jack-of-all trades or in some
line of work far from what was their
aim in school.

More and more, these are days of
specialties. Every youngster must be
given a chance and the encourage-
ment to become one. And when
students find that the other fellow

. gets what he wants when he is de-

nfed, a feeling of resentment may
come out in any direction.

80 in meeting these problems, we
must find the basic trouble and
work to correct it. It’s too late
after the fights all over.
