a pact.

New York, N. Y.—Rep. Adam
Clayton Powell, Jr., who had
threatened to sit on his hands dur-
ing the Democratic presidential cam-
paign, announced plans last week to
stump the country for the Kennedy-
Johnson ticket.

Philadelphia, Pa.—The board of
directors in a special executive
meeting Sept. 9 voted unanimously
to sustain the officlal vote (by
voice) of approximately 8,500 for
Dr. J. H. Jackson, as president of
the National Baptist convention, and
about 500 for the candidate Dr.
Gardner C. Taylor.

Cincinnati, Ohio—Police here said
two girls and a boy, students of
Withrow high school, admitted last
Friday they made up a story that
three Negro boys grabbed the white
girls near the school. The boy had
claimed that he had been knocked
down when he went to the aid of
the girls.

Denver, Colo.—Last wek the Colo-
rade Anti-Discrimination commis-
sion 10st another battle in its effort
to force Continentnal Airlies to hire
a Negro pilot. The Colorado Su-
preme court denied a petition that
the court hehearse an appeal from
Denver District court concerning the
case of Marlon D. Green, 30.

Report Four-Year
Increase Submitted to
President Eisenhower

Washington, D. C.—More Negroes
than ever before are holding down
upper bracket federal jobs was re-
ported by a presidential committee
Tuesday.

The report submitted to President
Eisenhower by Archibald J. Carey
Jr., chairman of the President’s com-
mittee on government employment
policy, was based on a study of 53
federal agencies in Washington,
along with field offices in Chicago,
Ill, St. Louis, Mo., Los Angeles,
Calif., and Mobile, Ala. Studies were
based on the past four years.

Grade Levels

The number of Negroes holding
government positions in civil service
grades 5 through 15 in 1960 was
compared with the number so em-
ployed in 1956. The totals were given
as 9,295 and 4,979 respectively, al-
though the diswibution varied sub-
stantially between the cities studied
and among the different grades.

“Although Negroes continued to
represent a small proportion of the
total number of jobs in these levels,”
Carey said, “the present trend dem-
onstrates a manifest rise in the job
status of Negro employees in the
federal government.”

Percentages
The committee also reported the

 percentage of Negroes to the total

number of persons employed in the
grades studied in 1956 and 1960 for
each city. The percentages were:
Washington, 4.1 per cent in 1956,
6.4 per cent in 1960; Chicago, 3.7
and 7.5; St. Louis, 2.2 and 4.3; Los
Angeles, 1.4 and 2.7; Mobile, 0.2 and
0.6; all cities 3.7 and 5.9.

J. ROBINSON,; AME BISHOPS

Washington — Jackie Robinson,
world famous, former Brooklyn
Dodgers baseball star, joined by
four Bishops of the African Metho-
dist Episcopal Church, told more
than 1200 people at a Faith Cru-
sade rally that America must have
civil rights faith in Vice President
Richard M. Nixon.

Robinson warned that the election
of Senator John F. Kennedy and his
running mate, Senator Lyndon
Johnson, “would cast a shadow of
tremendous doubt” over the future
of civil rights in this nation. Robin-
son, one of the leading advocates for
full civil rights, spoke at the Metro-
politan AME Church (1518 M Street,
N. W.). He said:

Castro, Khrushchev

“The introduction of Castro and
Khrushchev to Harlem has indicated
before the eyes of the world just
how important the Negro vote is.
These anti-American leaders are
hoping to woo Africa into the com-
munistic group, by coming to Har-
lem.

“Yet Senator Kennedy, on his
southern tours, has been completely
silent on civil rights.” Robinson as-
serted:

“I have talked to Nixon and
Kennedy, and Kennedy can not look
you straight in the eye, when talk-
ing about civil rights. I don’t be-
lieve Kennedy is sincere. “I have
strong convictions about the future
of Negroes, and I have taken a
leave of absence from my job to
campaign for Vice President Nixon.

New York — Borough President
Hulan E. Jack begins his second
trial this week and the question
most are asking is “What Is Jack
Doing These Days?” Technically,
he’s suspended from his job as
Borough President and has been for

the last nine months. Though this
city has been swarmed with visiting }
foreign personalities, Jack has been
unable to take part in greeting them
as owner of New York’ top job out-
side of Mayor.

“I’'ve been confining myself to my
home, the club, and doing a lot of
reading,” he says. “I've not left the
city.”

No Salary

Of course, Jack can’t collect any
salary—he made $25,000 a year—
since he’s suspended. Nor can he
work on any other job. “I discussed
this with my counsel, Carson DeWitt
Baker,” he replies when asked
about doing other work.

He admits to having to give up

his insurance policy and to con-
verting his daughter Julienne’s trust
fund to cash—to make ends meet.
“Fortunately my wife has always
been thrifty and her thriftiness is
now very much appreciated.”

No Discussion

Jack doesn’t discuss any possible
outcome of the second trial these
days. Though his terms as Borough
President doesn’t expire until '62,
he won’t say if he'll return to of-

'fice if he’s acquitted this time or

not. He’s still accused of violating
the City Charter on three counts of
letting Real Estate Promoter Sid-
ney Unger pay $4,000 to remodel
his apartment. This involves three
counts and a fourth count accuses
him of conspiring to obstruct jus-
tice by concealing the source of the
money.

Meanwhile, he’s working at the
New Deal Democratic Club, six
blocks from his apartment, where

| tion forms have not been filled out
properly; and (8) asserting that
questions have been incorrectly an-
swered.

None in 4 Parishes

As a result of these tactics, Laws
said, “not a single Negro is presently
registered in the four parishes with
the highest percentage of Negro
citizens, nor has any been registered
in the memory of the inhabitants of
these parishes.” Moreover, he
pointed out, a systematic purge of
the voting lists has, since 1956, dras-

tically reduced the number of regis-
tered Negroes in more than half of
the state’s 64 parishes.

Noteworthy Decline

“One of the most noteworthy de-
clines occurred in Ouchita parish
where the number of registered Ne-
gro voters dropped from 5,782 on
March 18, 1956 to a mere 956 by
October 6, 1956,” the NAACP field
secretary asserted. ‘“This represent-
ed a drop of 836 percent of the
Negro voters in this parish in six
months. As of June 30, 1960, there
were only 722 Negroes on registra-
tion rolls in that county.”

It is significant, the statement
continued, “that the leading segre-
gationists and opponents of equal
rights for Negroes, are politicians
who come from parishes where the
Negro vote is inconsequential or
non-existent.”

State Senator

In the parish from which former
State Senator William Rainach
comes there were only 16 Negro
voters as of June 30, 1960. District
Attorney Leander Perez comes
from a parish with only 44 regis-
tered Negro voters. Both are lead-
ers of the segregation movement in
Louisiana.

During the hearing, which closed
on Sept. 28, the Commission heard
testimony from 35 Negro witnesses.

Protest Omission of Vital
Rights Issue in TV Debate;

Press for Negro Panelists

New York—The NAACP has
queried the four major networks
and the team of television and radio
panelists about the failure to raise
the ‘“vital civil rights issue” in the
joint television appearance of Presi-
dential candidates Richard M. Nixon
and John F. Kennedy on Sept. 26.

The NAACP also revealed that
prior to the opening of the series
of network debates it had urged
inclusion of Negro newsmen on
panels to question candidates. The
request had been submitted both to
the networks and to the campaign
headquarters of the two candidates.

Went Unmentioned

Protesting omission of civil rights
questions in the Sept. 26 debate,

Henry Lee Moon, NAACP public re-
lations director, in wires to the
sponsoring networks declared:
“This program was announced as
a discussion of domestic issues. Yet,
save for a brief reference in Sena-
tor Kennedy's opening statement,

the nation’s most challenging inter-

nal issue went unmentioned.”

the networks and presidential can-
didates’ headquarters appeared to
be ‘“passing the buck” as regards
the question of placing Negro jour-
nalists on the panels.

In correspondence from the John
F. Kennedy For President head-
quarters in Washington, D.C.,, Frank
D. Reeves of that staff indicated
that Kennedy’s press representa-
tives liked the idea of including
Negro panelists on the debate pro-
gram,

In a letter of Sept. 19 to the
NAACP, Reeves said:

“I have discussed this with
(Pierre) Salinger and his assistant,
Andy Hatcher, who agree whole-
heartedly with the idea. Salinger is
meeting with (Herbert) Klein this
morning, and I will advise you fur-
ther with reference to any develop-
ments.

No Developments

Until now there have been no
“developments,” in Kennedy’s camp
pertaining to use of Negro news-
men on the panels.

On Sept. 14 Carroll P. Newton of
the Nixon For President national
headquarters in Washington, D.C,
wrote to Moon:

“Certainly it would be a fine idea
to have a Negro reporter on the
panels in any or all of the forth-
coming joint programs. ‘“‘However,
inasmuch as this time is donated as
a public service by the networks,
we do not have any control of the
make-up of the -panels.”

William McAndrews, vice presi-
dent in charge of news for the NBC
network, wrote Sept. 27 expressing
appreciation for the suggestion of
Negro journalists, but added: “ . .
the decision is not ours; ground
rules on these panels will be de-
wised by representatives (of) the
two candidates themselves.”

Materials often recommended for
closets and similar built-ins are lumber
and Masonite %" Presdwood, an all-
wood panel which has a reputation for
“having what it takes.” Made by ex-
ploding wood chips, these panels have
no grain or knots, they are strong,
abrasion-resistant and easily painted.
The only guide needed for making
builtins like closets and cabinets is to
use large enough framing, about which
your dealer can advise, and quarter-
inch Presdwood.

Joints of the panels may be “eased”
slightly with a sandblock, file or bevel-
ing plane.

Disciplinary Action Taken
Against Greyhound Driver;
Caused Shuttleworth’ sArrest

Birmingham, Ala.— The Grey-
hound bus company has taken dis-
ciplinary action against the driver
who caused the arrest of three teen-
age Negroes on a bus in Gadsden,
Alabama, recently.

This was learned through letters
being sent by Greyhound officials
to residents of Alabama who pro-
tested to thecompany abaout the
treatment of the children.

Caused Arrest

The driver caused the arrest of
the Negroes on Aug. 16 because
they refused to sit in the rear of a
Greyhound bus when traveling from
Highlander Folk School, Monteagle,
Tenn, to Birmingham.

The trio arrested are children of
the Rev. and Mrs. Fred L. Shuttles-
worth, Birmingham civil rights
leader. The 3 were found guilty of
‘“delinquency” in Juvenile Court at

Gadsden on Sept. 16th, but they are
appealing.

Letter of Protest

Shuttlesworth is an officer or
director of the Southern Christian
Leadership Conference and the
Southern Conference Educational
Fund, both Southwide civil rights
organizations. These groups called
for protests to the Greyhound.

The company wrote as follows to
the Rev. Francis X. Walter, pastor
of St. James Episcopal Churech,
Eufaula, Alabama in reply to his
protest: “Greyhound did not initiate
prosecution or any action against
the Shuttlesworth children. The
Greyhound driver operating the bus
on which the Shuttlesworth children
rode has had disciplinary action
taken against him for violating our
instructions not to enforce segrega-
tion on our buses.”

WHAT ARE CHILDREN
READING?

“Why do my children read comic
books in preference to the good
books and stories that I read as a
child?” This is the question upper-
most in the minds of many parents
today.

Very likely, these same parents
would be surprised to know that 25
per cent of the adults of today read
comie books, and that 10 per cent
of the present-day population read
90 per cent of the books which are

read.
Right Type

Comic books of the right type
have a definite place in the reading
program of your children, but they
are very definitely on the lowest
rung of the ladder which leads to
desirable reading patterns. Todays

comics are big business—some 300
different comic magazines are
bought by over fifty million pur-
chasers—25 per cent of them are
adults.

Parents’ Awareness

Parents should be aware of the
type of comic books their children
are reading and try to guide them
in the selection of better reading
materials.

Parents who are concerned about
this problem would find the Public
Affairs Pamphlet No. 148 helpful in
answering some of these questions.
This pamphlet is entitled “Comics,
TV, Radio, Movies—What Do They
Offer Children?” and may be pur-
chased for 25 cents from Public
Affairs Committee, Washington, D
C., or perhaps borrowed from your
public library.

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AMBASSADOR WADSWORTH
DUCKS THE ISSUE

In a report to the nation follow-
ing his first goodwill trip abroad as
a representative of President Eisen-
hower, Vice President Nixon told
radio listeners that he was con-
vinced that America must treat the
Negro better if it expected to gain
and retain the friendship of African
and Asian nations,

Certainly Premier Khrushchev ex-
ploited that weakness to a large de-
gree when he told U.N, delegates
Saturday that the U.S, permits
lynching of Negroes. He charged
that dark representatives here on
U.N. business are not allowed to
take a room in a hotel so as to
spend the night there or get a meal
served,

He said: “Thig is a humiliating of-
fense and an insult to the dignity of
every human being and this is some-
thing that is commonplace in white
and black America . . . ig8 this de-
mocracy? Is this respect for the dig-
nity of man?

“No, This is human hatred, a hu-
man-hating theory against the blacks
. . » In the United States blacks have
been lynched. They are being hanged
and this is considered to be the law
because they happen to be black.”

Now, everyone knows that his tir-
ade against America was passed out
in order to impress upon the darker
races that democracy is but a sham.

Undertaking a reply to Khruschev,
James W. Wadsworth, America’s
ambassador to the U.N,, said:

“I want to say this there is more
freedom, more opportunity, there is
more well being for every American
—1I say every American regardless of
race, color or creed—in the United
States than there is in any Com-
munist country.

Unfortunately our U.N. Ambassa-
dor did not meet Khrushchev’s state-
ment headon. First thing, he did
not tell the truth when he said every
citizen without regard to race, creed
or color enjoys the same freedom in
America—whatever that may imply.

The record of lynchings in Ameri-
ca is known to Khrushchev. But
Wadsworth’s answer simply ducked
the issue instead of admitting the
facts and calling attention to the
great improvement which has been
made in this field and the efforts
that are being put forth to rectify
these conditions.

Such an answer would have been
realistic and one which Khrushchev
could not refute. Ducking the issue
is the cause of the predicament in
which America finds itself when it
is called to account for its conduct
toward its dark citizens.

CITY AND STATE HAVE
NO REGARD FOR FAIR
EMPLOYMENT

The law in this country is that
you cannot tax an individual and
deny him what his tax dollar helps
to buy.

Here in Des Moines, two large
projects are being built with tax
dollars—the freeway and the urban
renewal, Walk from one end of the
freeway project to the other and no
Negro employees are seen working
on the job.

The work is being done by the Iowa
Highway Commission, on a contract
let to a private firm, and the Des
Moines Water Company.

The urban renewal project is in
the early stages. However, its staff
at city hall hires no Negroes. This
work is being done by the city. And
like the general employment situa-
tion at the city hall, nobody seems
to be able to unravel the red tape
as to how it succeeds in keeping
Negroes out.

The members of the urban renewal
board include one Negro. Des Moines
has a commission in human rights
and job discrimination. Both of these
groups are in a position to make
their voices heard and demand that
this rotten situation is changed.
And even though the freeway job is
done by the state, the job is located
in Des Moines and subject to local
laws and regulations. Instead of
these governmental bodies serving as
a good example of interracial par-
ticipation, just the opposite is being
done.

The Bystander thought the present
city. council would have been more
responsive to this problem about
which they have been reminded con-
stantly, but to date its efforts have
been disappointing. Not one bit of
progress has been made, including
the failure to name any Negroes on
city boards and commissions other
than the human rights commission.

Somebody, preferably those char-
ged with the responsibility of seeing
that Negroes get a better break in
employment, needs to raise hell, if
necessary, carry out thelr responsi-
bility. Certainly on these two pro-
jects, taxation without representa-

tion is the policy so far.
